AUGUSTA, Ga. Prartdtnt Eisenhower and a team of top ad­ministration officials—all a bit 

sleepy-eyed—started the New Tear with an early morning conference on his State of the Union message today.
Promptly at I a.m. Eisenhower —clad in a cap and a green Jacket denoting membership in the Au­gusta National Golf Club—strode 

from the little White House to his office above the club’s pro shop*There was frost on the ground and a nip in the air. Hie President 
carried a large brown envelope. He appeared lost in thought and a “Good morning, Mr. President” 
chorus from newsmen seemed to surprise him a bit.

The group of officials who flew In from Washington late yester­day to aid in writing the State of 
the Union message had arrived at the pro shop from a downtown 
hotel a few minutes ahead of Eis­enhower.

— The holiday session was caUed to whip into final form the annual State of the Union message which

the President wfH dellyer to Con-1 gress in person on Jan. 7.The administration advisers who arrived from Washington late yes­terday were guests of the Presi­dent and Mrs. Eisenhower at a New Y ear's Eve dinner in the golf club trophy room last night.
H ie officials include Ambassador Henry Cabot Lodge, chief U.S. del­

egate to the United Nations; Budg­et Director JosejA M. Dodge; top presidential aide Sherman Adams; 
and several other White House as­sistants.

An Uth-hour addition to the Warn was Dr. Arthur S. Flemming 
chief of the Office of Defense Mo­bilization u id  author of the admin­istration’s controversial program to 
channel defense contracts to areas of high unemployment.Eisenhower personally endorsed the two-month-old program Tues­day. and his action touched off a round of angry protests Trom 
Southern Democrats in Congress. They contended the plan will take business away from Dixie' firms— textile mills, for example—and fun­

nel it to New England and other 
Northern communities with unem­ployment problems.,The administration's headache was intensified when Republican Sen. Knowland of California—one of the men Elsenhower counts on most heavily to help steer his 1954 program through Congress—joined the Democrats in criticizing the policy.

Knowland is the Senate majority leader.
On his arrival here, Flemming described the program as a “good, sound policy” an^ said he knew of 

no administration plans to modify it.
Jam es C. Hagerty, Elsenhower's press secretary said the plan to 

earm ark only 20 to 10 per cent of defense contracts for firms in un­employment areas still will leave 
most of the business for companies in other regions.Hagerty also has emi^asized 
that the companies in areas with unemployment problems also are required to meet the competitive low bids of other firms.

Chief Justice Devin Says Time Has Taken Toü
Conñrms Retirement Plans

JIALEIGH (if) -  W. A. Devin, 
venerable and friendly chief Jus­
tice of the State Supreme Court, todav confirmed reports that he 
plans to retire from the bench soon.Devin, reached by phone at his new home in Oxford, said, “My 
present intention is to make an announcement around the start of the spring term .” The court's spring term  will begin on Feb. 1.The 82-year-old chief justice said he had planned to wait until then to let his plans be known. How­ever, The Raleigh News and Ob­
server broke the news this morn­ing.

Devin protested at first fliat the story was premature. Later he 
COTifirmed the report by sayjpg that he would have an announce­ment about the time the spring term starts and the announcement

would be of his plana to retire.
Devin, a  big, red - faced and snowy-thatched man who looks and acts much younger than his 82 years, said of his plans:
“ My work on the Supreme Court has been very congenial. I ’|re been very much blessed with health and 

vigor, but time takes its toll.’*
The News and Observer report­ed that Associate Justice M. V. Barnhill may be appointed as 

Devin’s successor. The story spec­ulated further that W. F ru ik  Tay­lor Goldsboro attorney and ex- leglslator who served as Goy. Um- stead’s legislative counsel l a s t  
spring, likely will be named an associate Justice if Barnhill is pro­moted.

Devin has moved from his old quarters at the Hotel Sir Walter and into a new house at Oxford.

Superior Court judge. He was ap- pjinted to the Supreme Court in October, 1935, by the late Gov. J. C. B. Ehringhaus to succeed W. J. Brogden.On Sept. 14, 1951, Devin was ap­
pointed chief justice by former Gov. Scott to succeed the late W. P. Stacy,

A native of Granville County, Devin attended Wake Forest Col­lege and the University of North Carolina Law School, He served as mayor of Oxford from 1903 to 1909, and represented Granville County in the 1911 and 1918 Leg­islatures.
As chief Justice, his salary is 116.500 a year. He wt>uld receive 

two-thirds of his pay upon retire­ment.

One of the detectives died. H)» other three were in a serious con­dition.
The violence heightened anxiety 

in the state of Escuintla, where mobs have attacked a number of farm s not affected by new land distribution laws passed by the leftist Guatemalan government.
Under the la\y the government can expropriate private and gov­ernment-owned lands which are not being tilled and divide the holdings among landless peasants.
Police gave this version of the 

latest violence Wednesday:Adrian and Ari.stedes Calderon, 
two farm owners near the town of San Vicente Pacaya, complained to police of cattle stealing. When police agents arrived to investi­
gate, they were attacked by the mob.

TTie Calderon brothers and the 
two detectives were brutally beat­en with machetes and clubs. They were hung from a tree for six hours and beaten some more. They 
were cut down and forced to walk shoeless on rough, rocky terrain. One of the detectives, Jose Antonio Alvarado, collapsed and died. The other three were rushed to an Es culntla hospital.

Police said they had no clue to the Identity of the mob.

iCCidentS in the county during 1953 
were two more than the county suffered during 1952. The number 
af highway accidents in Pitt during 
1953 came to 295. representing a 
Jrop from the 324 highway accidents 
investigated by the highway patrol 
In the county during 1952. The 109 
personal Injuries recorded In high­
way accidents in the county during 1963 showed a decrease of 23 from the number of personal injtirles 
recorded during 1952.The number of arre.sts made by 
Pitt County highway patrol officers 
during 1953 rose sharply compared with the previous year. During the 12-month period which ended at 
midnight last night, p-strol officers 
made 2.936 arreste for traffic viola­
tions iQ the county, an increaN of

803 arrests over the previous year.
Twelve of the fatal accidents dur­ing 1963 occurred on highways in rural aectiona of the county, and 

one occurred within the corporate limits of Greenville.'
Cpl. Whitfield, in releasing the 
tlstics on Pitt County highway 

cldente for 1953, declared, “This is a bad accident record. We hope the year 1954 will show improve­
ment, and that accidents in the 
county will be cut down. It it en­
tirely up to the drivers of the coun­ty.”The highway patrol officer pointed 
out that in each of the accidents which re.sulted in the 14 deaths and 
109 personal ̂ injuries in Pitt during 1953, violations of the traffic laws 
were Involved.Whitfield was high In his praise 
of the highway patrolmen assigned to Pitt County. “The patrolmen who 
are assigned to Pitt County have 
done everything they passlbly could 
to keep the accident rate down this 
year.” Whitfield stated. "They have 
done a splendid job. They have spent long hours on the roads of 
the county and have driven thous­
ands of miles each month in an 
effort to hold down the number of

highway accidente in the county.”
Whitfield stated that the .seven highway patrolmen assigned to Pitt 

County have worked a minimum of 
12 hours a day during 1953. and the 
patrolmen traveled approximately 335.000 miles on Pitt County roads during the 12 month period.

Malenkov declared that a ban on use of atomic weapons would be the biggest step toward peace that could be taken in 1954, but that 
Russia considers it necessary to reach agreement also on a “con­siderable reduction” of all types of armaments and armed forces.Moscow radio carried the Malen­
kov statement, and also one by President Klementl Voroshilov ex­
pressing hope for a relaxation of world tension In the new year.These were the questions and an­swers as published by Tass, the of­ficial Soviet news agency, and broadcast by Moscow radio:

Q. What a r ' your wishes for the American people for 1954?A. From the bottom of my heart I wish the American people happi­ness and a peaceful life, I wish the American people success In de­veloping friendly relations with all peoples, and forceful results in the 
noble cause of the defense of peace against all attempts to violate It.Q. Do you hope that the new year will be marked by strentben- ing of the bonds of friendship be­tween the peoples of America and Russia?

A Firat of all it fa nectssary todesire Improvement of relations betw-een our countries. I consider that there are no intrinsic barriers preventing that in the new year re­lations between the Soviet Union and the United States shall not be 
I m p r o v e d  and that traditional bonds of friendship between our countries should not be strength­ened and I hope that it will be so.Q. How do you evaluate the pos­
sibilities of maintalttlng world peace and lessening Intornational tension In 1954?

A. All peoples are eager for lasting

peace and there are favorable op* 
portunltles to further weaken in* ternational tension in 1 ^ .  Oov* elements, primarily the govern­ments of the great powers, cannot but fail to heed the voices of the
peoples and reckon with the ir growing desire for the lasttngf peace urged by the Soviet govern­ment, which has done and is doing and shall continue to do everytaing toward enaballng the people to flve in peace and toward relaxing inter­national tension and toward estab­lishing normal relations between states.

The Western Powers had pro­posed Dec. 9 that the foreign min­isters meet in Berlin Jan. 4 to dis­cuss the unification of Germany and an Austrian treaty of inde­pendence.
Russia replied Dec, 26, suggest­ing the conference date be fixed as Jan. 25.
The Western Powers have men­tioned the 500-room Allied Control

Couiicll building in the Apierlcan sector of Berlin as a site but in 
the Dec. 26 note the Russians pro­posed that representatives of th® high commissioners in Germany decide on a suitable meeting place.

The text of the latest Western notes was not Immediately avail­able.
While the Western Powers have proposed that the questions of Aus­tria  and Germany be discussed, Uiey have left the way open for the Russians to bring up other questions. The Russians want a  Big Five meeting with Red China taking part.

'Greenville Chamber of Commerce
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Auto Industry Looking 
For Stiff Competition

By DAVID J. WILKIE
DETROIT—With new cars out­

numbering buyers in 1953. the auto 
tnotiye industry looks ahead to a 
year of the ' stiffest competition 
since the late ’30’s. •

That’s the appraisal of a lead­
ing manufacturer. He also de­

clares the 1954 market can call for 
production of five million or more 
cars.

Final production figures for 1953, 
to be tabulated next February, will 
show passenger car output of about 
6,200,000 units and trucks of about 
1,200,000.

That volume will make 1953 the 
second biggest year in the indust­
ry’s history. In 1950, the record 
year, 6,666,000 cars and 1,337,000 
trucks were completed.

Tempering the 1953 production 
achievement, however, was the 
heavy accumulation of dealer in­
ventories. Estimates, unofficial of 
course put the stock of new cars 
In retailers’ hands at the year end 
at about 600,000 ui^its.

Weeks before the year ended 
dealers were reporting they were 
obliged to sell new cars at a dis­
count and offer excessive trade-in 
allowances to persuade motorists to 
buy outgoing 1953 model cars. ^

The indicated drop in 1954 pr™ 
duction doesn’t worry producers too 
greatly. They apparently are more 
concerned with whether the sales 
organization is up to the**task of 
engaging in a competitive battle 
that could force many of them out 
of business.

If production and sales should top

five million in 1954, it would mark 
only the fifth year in industry re­
cords that has haw>ened.

For the 1954 sales campaigns the 
industry has new models that em­
phasize styling, color and engineer­
ing advances. In styling, the ef­
fort appears to have been directed 
at emphasizing low silhouettes. Iii 
color, it has been devoted to create 
harmony between interior and ex­
teriors. In engineering increased 
horsepower and compression ratios 
are the rule.

Because of the competition for 
buyer preference, few of the in­
dustry analysts look for any sub­
stantial price increases during the 
year. Most of these experts say 
downward price revisions are much 
more likely.

Aside from the production rate. 
1953's developments included Kaiser 
Motors’ purchase of Willys, Motors 
at Toledo for 62 million dollats. Lat. 
er Kaiser sold its Willow Run plant 
to General Motors for 26 million 
dollars and announced plans to 
move its automotive operations to 
Toledo.

OM bought the former bomber 
plant so that it could continue pro­
duction of its Hydra-Matic trans­
missions, halted by a fire that 
destroyed its transmission facility 
at Livonia, Mich., near Detroit, in 
August.

Furthering speculation about addi­
tional mergers among the smaller 
car companies is the assertion of 
GM, Ford and Chrysler spokesmen 
that they expect to absorb a larger 
share of the car market in 1964,

Te law under which they oper­
ated specified they could be li­
censed only in incorporated muni­
cipalities—cities and villages. As 
a result many areas were incor­
porated. getting most of their rev­
enue from slot machine operations.

An example was Garden City In­
corporated in 1949 on the outskirts 
of Boise after this community ban­
ned the slots under the local op­
tion law\

Clyde Allen, chairman of the 
Village Board of Garden City. Isa id 
“There ha.s never been a city tax 
here, but there will have to be.’’ 

Allen said the village, with a 
1950 population of 700, ha.s laid off 
seven policemen in anticipation of 
a slim budget. This leaves three 
patrolmen and the chief. .1: 

A.sked w'hether he thought the 
village would endure, he replied, 
“ I think we can make it all right.’* 

Robertson Smith of Welser, ex­
ecutive secretary of the Idaho 
Municipal League, said some other 
Idaho villages garnered as much 
as 80 per cent of their revenue 
from the machines.

“But I don’t think you cou|d get 
any of them to get up and talk In 
in favor of slot machines,’’ he

List Taxes Early;
Avoid The Rush

By way of reminder to the people of Pitt 
County, Friday begins the tax listing peri­
od for 1954.

The statutes require that all property in 
the county be listed for taxes during the 
month of January; and likewise provides a 
penalty for the late listing of real and per­
sonal property in the county.

Under the new system of sending ab­
stracts to property owners to be filled out 
before taxes are listed, it should take less 
time at the listing places this year for an 
individual to list taxes than in previous 
years. Even so, the longer a person waits 
in January to list his taxes, the longer he 
probably will have to stand in line.

If past years are any indications of the 
tax listing habits of the people of the coun­
ty, the majority of them wait until the last 
week or so of the period and then rush to 
list their taxes. The first week or so of the 
listing period is slow by comparison.
. Chances are the people who list their 

taxes early during the listing period will 
find it takes much less time than it would 
if they wait until the latter part of Janu­
ary to attend to the annual chore.

Somebody Told . Me

The‘end of the exceas-profits 

tax on December 31 will have a 
whole seriea of impacts on busi­
ness.
~ Many corporations hava been 
taking profits that might other­
wise have been taxed at the 
EFT rates and ploughing them 
back Into their busnesses. Since 
rates on excess profits can range 
up to 82 per cent, these have 
been known as 18-cent dollars 
and, in some corporations at least, 
they have been flung around quite 
a bit.

The general Idea has been to 
spend them for something that 
would produce a profit later on- 
when taxes are lower—such as 
the development of new products.

Now practically every corporat­
ion is—or has been—reviewing 
its spending policies and it looks 
as if they will be a little more 
cautious. In many companies, 
engineers have been called upon 
to justify future expenses for re­
search, for product ^development 
and other activities that have 
been operating on sok;alled cheap 
dollars. So, immediately ahead 
we may see:

A cutback in research and pro­
duct development.
Fewer bonuses.
Sharp reviews of corporations’ 

contributions to charities, etc.
Less entertaining.
Tighter checks on all expense 

accounts.
Í, Short shrift for branches, div­
isions and depi^-tments that are 
not producing profits.
• A generalHightening of all ex­
penditures not demonstrably pro­
ducing profits.

Advertising wiH be affected, 
too. There will probably be less 
institutional and vanity advertis­
ing. Those splurges that make the 
chairman of the board feel good, 
but don’t do much selling, wrlll 
probably be fewer. On the other 
hand, because a larger share of 
profits can now be retained— 
and because it looks as If com­
petition Is toughening—there will 
probably be an Increase in purely 
salfs-making advertfsernqpts, with 
a lot of emphasis on items, ¡nice, 
savings, benefits and reasons why

to buy and buy now.
This turning off ^  a lot of 

spigots of spauUng will not hurt 
the economy. Oootrariwlaa. Mon­
ty not spent, together with money 
not paid in excesa-proflta taxes,  ̂
will now flow to stockholders, eith­
er In dividends or in greater capi­
tal values. Stockholders will have 
the buying power that used to 
flow to otbera.

Small corporations and unincor­
porated businessee will benefit, 
too, because they will no longer 
be up against quite so much 
free-spending competition of the 
big, EPT-class corporations.

Why do mutton 
birds which range the entire 
North Pacific at migration time 
arrive by the millions on little 
Phillips Island within minutes of 
one another?

JUDGES — TTie retirement of 

Judge John J. Burney of tha. 
eighth district on account of phy­
sical diaability, and appointment 
of former Solicitor Clifford Moore 
to the Judgeship, does not immed­
iately add to the Judicial man­
power of the courts. Chances are 
that within a few months it will 
mean another emergency Judge 
and afford considerable relief In 
clearing congested calendars.

The Judicial retirement act as 
re-wrltten in 1951 provides that 
a Judge who retires because of 
disability shall not be required to 
qualify or serve as an emergency 
judge. However, at any time 
after retirement the Judge may 
apply for limited service or the 
Council of State may upon Its 
own motion* adjudge him capable 
of performing Umited service and 
require him to assume the status 
of emergency Judge.
I Consensus around capítol square 

is that Judge Burney, while not 
able to do full duty on the bench, 
might well hold a few courts a 
year.

Hw 1951 revlalon of the retire­
ment act grew out of the Judge 
Luther Hamilton Incident Judge 
Hamilton was granted retirement 
for full diaability and was given 
the status of emergency judge 
and bald several courts. In a his­
toric oj^nioD the lale Chief 
Justice Walter Stacy voided a sen­
tence imposed by Emergency 
Judge Hamilton on the ground that 
if M were permanently Incapa-

itiie-

Judge 
Hamilton elected to take his re­
tirement pay and surrender his 
commission as emergency Judge. 
A few months later when he 
recovered sufficiently to resume 
active practice of law he asked 
that his name be taken from the 
retirement payroll.

1952.

Open Seas, Discomforts Arid Danger

storms to race small boats across 
▼ast stretches of sea?

It’s inrobably because time has 
hot changed oceans, or the men who 
sail them. They were a breed apart 
thousands of years ago, and they 
atm are.

Racing yachts have engines, but 
' using them dl^ualliies a racer. 
So designers, utilising generations 
of skill, make the boats swift, easy 
on the helm and stiff in strong 
winds. Then it’s up to the sailors.

Over the country, there are about 
350 men who travel thousands of 
miles just for a chance to sail in 
ocean.races—to Honolulu or Ber­
muda, En^and, Nassau or
Havana. _

Names of winning boats and ttielr 
wealthy owners are known to ttum- 
sandi. But who manned Carleton 
MltcheU’s 58-foot yawl ^Carlbbee, 
out of Annapolis, which'won the 
race to England and cleaned up 
the Southern Ocean Racing Confer­
ence (SORC) events the past two 
years?

Who set sails in icy Atlantic gales 
during the 38 days it took Kennon 
Jewett, Miami Beach advertising 
executive, to win the race from 
Havana to San Sebastian, Spain, 
“with his 52-foot ketch Malabar 
Xm ? Who trimmed the sheets 
while TIconderoga, John Herts Jr*s 
l2-foot ketch from New York, was 
fmishing m e . St. Petersburg to 
Bsvaoa race hirecord time?

Some of the nameless 250 have 
migrated to Miami. They are now 
preparing for this winter’s SORC 
events—ttw Great Isaac Race Jian. 
38, the Lipton Cup Feb. I, the 
Miami-Nassan race Feb. 8, the Na­
ssau .Cup Feb. II and the St. Pet- 
frsbarg-Havaoa Race March II.

Ashore, they engage in everydsy 
•ccupstlons. They are gasoline sta­
tion operators, building contractors,

Insurance salesmen, truck mana­
gers, yacht brokers hardware and 
power to<d salesmen. They race for 
fun for they receive no pay.

Let’s look at a , few:
Rldwrd H. (Dick) Bertram, 18, 

Miami Beach yacht broker, is 
lean, hard and tanned, with some 
tiny crowsfeet around his eyes from 
squinting into the .sun.
~A native of Mantolakli^, N.J., he 
sailed his first boat at e l^ t  around 
Bamegat Bay. He was commodore 
of the Corintiiian Yacht Club at 
Cornell when he was graduated in 
1817. The former International SalL 
Ing champion cruised the West In­
dies in 1840 in the 16-joot sloop, 
Sara, served at a Naval Air Stat­
ion overhauling i ^ e s  during World 
War H, and settled in Florida in 
1846.

Re bought a Lightning the next 
year and won the International 
championship in 1848 and 1848. In 
1848 he also skippered Tiny Thai 
to victory in the SORC clrpuit.

In 1851 Bertram was first mate 
aboard Malabar X m  when the ketch 
won the Havana to Spain race. He 
was on Carlbbee when that yawl 
took the race to England in 1852, 
and he sailed on Jim Crawford’s 
schooner, Dirlgo n , out of Braden­
ton Fla., in the 1861 Honolulu race. 
At present he lives on a houseboat 
at Miami Beach.

NEW YORK — Consumers are 
sitting pretty as they enter the New 
Year, There’s plenty of ,almort 
everjrthing to choose from—m ean­
ing the buyers Is the top dog n o v  
and the seller «vUl be courting 
him.

The worst of Inflation seems over. 
Incomes bold near the peak. Con­
sumers reportedly have hefty sav­
ings totals on which to draw. Cre­
dit Is easier again, too, if you need 
It to buy gadgets.

True, prices are high by prewar 
standards. Add in everyth^g th a t 
goes to make up the ^average 
American’s standard of living, 'and 
costs tot up to an all-time high. 
Prices of goods, where labor ani^ 
transportation costs play a  major 
part, continue blitii and some Mill 
creep up«vaxd.

But prices of most basic com­
modities are well down fronv their 
peak, bespeaking a buyer’s m ar­
ket with surpluses replacing short­
ages.

And American industry has the 
capacity to produce noore goods 
tiian it is turning out a t present 
-w henever the consumer indicates 
he wants, or can afford, more.

The coming year is likely to see 
two other developments that wiJ] 
benefit the consumer:

1. New products are being read­
ied by companies out to capture 
his fancy and Increase their Zhare 
of his spendiDg dollar. '  -

2. Business managements a n  
working hard on «trays to cut thein 
costs. Their, aim is to get into a  
better competitive position in the 
fight for sales. The coosumez will 
likely profit by lower price» and 
various types of trade concessions 
and discounts.

That all adds up to: consumers 
«trill have new or better products 
to choose from, and the main pull 
wUI be toward lower prices or a t 
least better quality. «

F(X)D, the Industry says, has a 
trend toward a leveling off of pri­
ces after the very slight decline 
in 1853. Hefty meat suppUes In 
1853 led to less painful butcher

bills, but that industry think» m 
1864 leas meat «ilU go to market 
and prlcea «vUl bold pretty firm.

CLOIHINO prlcea are  do«m from 
the Korean War inflation peak. 
They wcre'expected to rise a little, 
but the kmg Indian summer deflat­
ed sales hopes and the stores may 
have holdover stocks. Clothing man­
ufacturers have higher labor costs 
now than a year ago. and some are 
beginning to worry about the chan­
ces of passing all of these higher 
costs along to tlM consumer. Shoe­
makers are in much the s a m e  
boat. Right now they’re predicting 
Ihat shoe prices won’t’change much 
next year.

AUTO makers exude confidence.
.hoth^on the nsm ber of cars they 

^  5T&Ican aélí In 195^nd  pn the chances 
of prices being maintained. But 
dealers aren’t so sure. Some are 
puffing as they try to move hold­
over stocks to m ake room for the 
oncoming 1864 models. Competition 
Is going to be sharper than ever 
next year, expeclally in the lower 
priced field. Buyers who shopped 
around in 1953 and picked up a t­
tractive bargains ih trade-in or otiv 
e r allowances will likely find the 
pickings as good or better in 1954.

New homes may cost a  little 
more to build. Labor costs play an 
Important role, offsetting lower m a­
terial costs in some Instances. But 
older homes, which began to ease 
In price during 1963. are Ukely to 
be slower aeUing in 1854. Bargains 
shotfltf' begin to show up here.

Fuel costs have been going up 
because operating costs «vere high­
er. But Wg supplies, and growing

competition among coal, oil ana 
gas should give the consumer a 
break in his fuel b il l . '

Home appliances are in good 
supply. In fact, production to sev­
era l' lines was cut back in 1853, 
and competing companies are going 
to try every sales aUgle to catch 
customers in 1954. Dealers may be 
tempting you with bargains before 
long. -

J^m iture sales and prices are 
d o ^  from, the peak. Manufactur­
ers are working their designers over 
time to think up new lines to cap­
ture your fancy. Costs are hard 
to lower, but easier credit term s 
may be offered.

Carpet makers fret at slow sales 
' an d  price weakness. They’ve been 
in a buyer’s market for some timé, 

j And consumers may add still an­
other string to their bow: m ors 

1̂ money to spend, due to the cut­
back in incoirie tax rates as th», 
new year starts. . -

If ymi can just keep your In­
come as high asi ever, 1854, will 
be a good year for you as a shop­
per and consumer.

Disappesu'ance, Death And 
Arrests Cut Soviet Ranks'

NEW YORK Uñ—T t»  Soviet Un­

ion lost t  lot of distinguished citi­
zens in 1953 ttirougfa death, arrest 
and “disappearance.*’

Under the heaSflng of ’‘disap- 
peared” coma thMe who may be 
dead, under arrest or who have 
dropped into obscurity. All that is 
known is that their names nd long­
er grace the pages of the Soviet 
press.

Counterbalancing the deaths and 
disappearances there were a lew 
reapi^arances leuR year.

For example, there are the dozen 
or more leading Moscow physi­
cians who were thrown into Jail 
in 1952 and charged with plotting 
to assasslmitc leading Soviet fig­
ures. Though It was announced 
these men had made confeseions 
it was suddenly discovered after 
the death of SUlln that the charges 
were faked. The doctors were 
freed, rehabUitated in professional 
life and several of them have writ­
ten articles since their release—

Another notable example Is that 
of G. I. Petrovsky, an Old Bol­
shevik who rose to chieftainship 
of the Ukraine. He disappeared in 
the late 1930s and it was assumed 
that he was another purge victim 
who had died somewhere in Si­
beria or had been executed in 
some cellar. But a short time 
after Stelln’s death, Petrovsky was 
awarded an Important government 
decoration for his services to the 
Communist party and Soviet state.

The turnover in the personnel of 
Soviet ruling circles last year l>e- 
cause of death—natural or unna­
tural—was great.

Leading the Soviet obituary no­
tices of course was Joseph Stalin 
who, according to announcement, 
died in his bed after a stroke In 
early March.

Close behind was the No. 3 num. 
deputy premier and police boss, 
Lavrenty Beria, who was officially 
reported executed for treason to 
December, and the world-famed 
composer Sergei Prokofiev, who 
died in March without even the 
benefit of an obituary In the Soviet 
press.

Others who died Included:
Lt. Gen. Arkadi Shvetsov, out­

standing aviation engine designer.
Vsevolod Pudovkin, senior mo­

tion picture director.
Col. Gen. Lev Mekhlls, former 

minister of state control, distin­
guished Old Bolshevik and long­
time associate of Stalin, who died 
in February. He was one of the 
few Jews left in top-level leader­
ship and he received a big state 
funeral.

Two deputy ministers, B. N. 
Arutyunov. for the steel induptry, 
and 0. V. Lakhtlonov, for geology.

Two leading historians, Nllolai 
Derzhavin, an expert on the his­
tory of the Slavs, and academi­
cian Boris Grekov.

A number of high-ranking mili­
tary men, among them Army Gen. 
Vsevolod Merkulov, former, min­
ister of state security and former 
minister of state control, and 
Colonel Generals B. Z. Kobidov 
and S. A. GogUdse, Who were shot 
with Beria for treason.

Ihrm er Deputy Minister of For­
eign Affairs V. O. Oekanaiov. also 
shot with Beria.

Numerous Red army men be­
tween the ages of 50 and 60, in­
cluding one Army general, four 
colonel generals, five lieutenant 
generals and seven major geir- 
erais.

Two deaths, in the opinion of 
s o me  observers in Moscow, 
seemed to add an element of 
interesting coincidence to Stalin’s 
death. In mid-February the Krem­
lin reported the death of Maj. Gen. 
Peter Kosynkln. Since It was the 
Kremlin administration which an­
nounced this death, it was appar­
ent that Kosynkln was a leading 
figure in the Kremlin security 
command which bad charge of 
Stalin’s personal safety. ISttwrtly 
after Stalin's- death Pnrf. Arseni 
Rusakov, of . the nine Soviet 
doctors WMA'slgntel Stalin’s death 
certificate,, W»s reported te have 
died.

A; few of the most prominent 
cases of “disappearance” in 1953:

Lt. Gen. Vassily Stalin, last seen 
at his dictator father’s funeral. He 
was ren\qvf4 *«bn his post as 
commawltr air forces in, the 
Moscow ntilw ry -district. His new 
assignment imd general where­
abouts are u ^ o ^ n  to the outside 
world.

The minister of health, T. I. 
Smlmov, was dismissed In January 
without public announcement for 
“negligence” In teUing to detect 
the “doctore plot.** The “plot” was

quashed but Smirnov never reap­
peared.

Quashing of the “plot” involved 
the dismissal of Semyon Ignatiev 
from his post as a secretar*' of the 
Central Committee of the Commu­
nist party. Ignatiev, former minis­
ter of state security, was charged 
with a l l o w i n g  subordinates to 
“frame” the doctors. He has not 
since been heard from.

Ignatiev’s deputy. RyYimtn. was 
arrested for pressuring the doctors. 
His sentence has never been an­
nounced.

Since Stalin’s death his personal 
secretary, Alexander Poskreby- 
fihev, is among the missing.

Ihree prominent Moscow gener­
als were dismissed from their posts 
this summer and nothing has been 
heard of their fate. They are Col. 
Qen. P. A. Arttmlev,* former com- 
mader of the Moscow military dis. 
trict: Lt. Gen. K. R. Slnllov, for­
mer commandant of Moscow; Lt. 
Gen. N. K. Spiridonov, comman­
dant of the Kremlin. They were re­
placed by veteran Red army gen­
erals.

The fate of four political chief­
tains of the Transcaucasian repub­
lics of the U.S.S.R. is shrouded.,In 
secrecy. A. I. Mgeladze, head of 
the Georgian Communist party, 
was thrown out' of his job amid 
charges of negligence and worse 
after Stalin’s death. After Beria*s 
fall these men were fired: ^ e  
Georgian Premier and political 
leader V. M. Bakradze; Mir Bagi- 
rov, alternate member of the par­
ty Presidium and chieftain of Az­
erbaijan; O. A. Arutinov, chieftain 
of Armenia. Indications are that

all except Mgeladae arc under ar 
rest or have perhaps been exf- 
cutedt  ̂ •

Ihe vicissitudes of political life 
In' Soviet Georgia this year were 
such that three men were released 
from Jail, where they- were held 
under most serious charges, made 
ministers In the Georgian govern­
ment. and then after Beria’s fall 
dismissed from their posts and 
probably arrested again on charges 
even more serious. They wsra 
A.^N. Rapava, M. L Barainia and 
1. 8. Zodelava.
