WASHINGTON (d1—Secretary oí 

State Dulles has undertaken to 
convince his critics, Congress and 
the country that the United States 
scored a diplomatic victory in ar­
ranging for a conference to dis­
cuss peace in Asia.

Dulles returned last night from 
the Big Four foreign ministers 
meeting in Berlin, where he 
agreed to seating Russia and Red 
China at the conference opening 
April 26 at Geneva, Switserland.

He obviously was disturbed by 
some fears expressed in Congress 
that “appeasement" might result. 
He told newsmen who met him 
at the airport that this country 
got “ 100 per cent" of what It 
wanted and that “the place and 
composition of the conference a rt 
precisely what we sought.”

Dulles, fatigued after nearly a 
month of fencmg with Russia’s 
V. M. Molotov, faces three days 
of possibly stiff questioning by 
congressional leaders of both par­
ties and by the House Foreign Af­
fairs and Senate Foreign Relations 
Committees. He also will report 
to the nation Wednesday night on 
radio and TV.

DuUes was understood to b*, 
prepartog to stress that his agree­

ment in no way cleanses Russia of 
guilt in promoting and supporting 
Chinese and North Korean aggres­
sion In Korea.

He also is said to be planning 
to emphasize that this country will 
continue to refuse recognition to 
Red China and will not permit 
her admission to tha United Na­
tions.

The Aslan peace conference will 
search for ways to bring final 
peace in Korea and to end the 
seven . year - old Communist-led 
uprising In Indochina.

Dulles’ planeside remarks prob­
ably set the tone of his reply to 
congressional critics.

Rep. Richards (D-SC) said Dulles 
did “i^ood Job", but he also com- 
m entol that if former Secretary 
of State Dean Acheson had come 
home with such an agreement, it 
would have been called “a sellout 
to the Reds." Richards is senior 
Democrat on the House Foreign 
Affairs Committee.

Three members of the Senate 
Foreign Relations Committee ex- 
pressid misgivings about dealing 
with the Chinese Reds on a high 
diplomatic level. They were Sen. 
Ferguson (R-Mich), Sen. H. Alex­
ander Smith (R-NJ) and Sen.

WASHINGTON -  A furious 
row over a Senate subcommittee’s 
publicizing o f  10 unevaluated 
charges against Chief Justice Earl 
Warren boiled up today in a de-" 
mand the same group immediately 
give Warren a favorable vote.

The 10 charges went on public 
record by order of Chairman 
Langer (R-ND).

The Senate Judiciary subcommit­
tee considering Warren’s nomina­
tion to the post he already oc­

a.m. EST. Sen. Watkins (R-Utah), 
who protested the subcommittee’s 
airing of the charges at an open 
session yesterday and denounced 
them as “a lot of tommyrot," said 
he would ask for a vote to send

the nomination to the full Judiciary 
Committee for approval.

Just before the subcommittee 
went into session, Langer told 
newsmen that he would vote to 
refer the nomination to the full 
Judiciary Committee to let It de­
termine. wha,t should be done.

He said that It might not be pos­
sible to get s quorum of the full 
committee on Monday, its regular 
meeting day, since It is a holiday. 
If not, he said he would call the 
full committee together on Tues­
day. _

At the President’s vacation head­
quarters In Palm Springs, Calif,, 
yesterday, Press Secretary James 
C. Hagerty declined to discuss the 
developments.

At a meeting yesterday, called 
by Chairman Langer (R-Nd), the 
subcommittee pubicly spread on 
the  ̂ record charges it said it had 
received. Among these were alle­
gations that Warren had followed 
the Marxist line, had appointed dis­

honest judges to office, and had 
been under the control of “a no­
torious liquor lobbyist."

At Langer’s direction, subcom­
mittee counsel Wayne Smithey 
read into the record s summary 
by the subcommittee staff of 10 
charges made by persons who op­
posed Warren’s nomination.

Smithey said the staff had not 
tried to establish the truth or fal­
sity of the charges but only listed 
those which If true, “would ap­
pear to be . , . within the Investi­
gatory Jurisdiction of th* commit­
tee."

Watkins and Senate Republican 
Leader Knowland of California in­
terposed protests against this pro­
cedure, and the open, television- 
filmed, meeting soon afterward 
broke up in a row.

Knowland later called the pro­
ceedings "the most shocking event 
I have observed in my elghi years 
in the Senate."

Vice President Nixon, also of 
California, said in a statement to 
newsmen that the charges against 
Warren were “completely fantastic 
and patently false."

He added the Judiciary Commit­
tee “rather than wasting its 
investigating the charges could 
well spend some time Investigating 
those who made them."

WASHINGTON (J1-A deadline 
set by Sen. McCarthy (R-Wis) 
came and went last night without 
Army action demanded by the Sen- 
ator in a case involving a man he 
has labeled a Communist.

McCarthy laid down a 24-hour 
ultimatum Thursday night that the 
Army produce the names of all 
personnel who had anything to do 
with the promotion and honorable 
discharge of Dr. Irving Peress, a 
reserve dentist. Peress at a New 
York hearing refused to answer 
33 questions about possible Com­
munist activities and connections, 
Involklng the constitutional guar­
antee against self-incrlminatlon.

“Either the Army will give the 
names of men coddling Commu. 
nlsts,” McCarthy said, “or we will 
take it before the Senate and at­
tempt to have cited for contempt 
those responsible for a shameful 
situation. . . . "

As the deadline passed last 
night, an Army official at the 
Pentagon in Washington said the 
Army would have no statement on

I the McCarthy demand and would 
¡stand on a letter written to the 
senator by Secretary of the Army 
Robert T. Stevens earlier in the 
week.

The Army has held previously 
that Peress had been promoted 
from captain to major prior to his 
honorable discharge Feb. 3 to ac­
cordance with the law.

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Safety Message Is Taken 
To Pitt School Children

Two highway patrolmen station­
ed in Pitt County have embarked 
on a ujjique!. saieiy program which, 
when completed, will have reached 
13,500 school pupils in Pitt County.

The two patrolmen, Cpl. Cárl 
Whitfield and Pic. James W. Boy­
kin have been visiting all 29 Pitt 
County schools during the last two 
weeks and giving a safety talk illus­
trated with pictures taken at 
wrecits in the county over the last 
several years.

The team has done much of the 
Work during their off-duty hours 
using picture slides of wrecks tliát 
snuffed out lives of many vicilms 
of highway accidents on county 
roads during the past few years.

They usually present their pro­
gram to the students in about 20 
minutes. Usually Whitfield leads off 
the program with a safety talk 
which lasts about five minutes and 
then Boykin shows the collection of 
traffic accident slides and tells the 
students how they happened, how 
many were killed and which driver 
was arrested in the collision.

The story of how the collection 
of wreck pictures was gathered in a 
story of cooperation among the 
Highway patrolmen, the Daily Re­
flector, Television station WNCT 
and others. Boykin said that he first 
got the idea for the collection a 
couple of years ago. It was at that 
tlme^that he approached Roy Hai 
dee, a Reflector photographer at 
the time, and asked that he furnish 
him with prints of wrecks that had 
taken place In the county.

Hardee furnished the patrolman

with cight-by*ten hich prints oí 
several disastrous accidents which 
he had photographed about the 
county.

Well Received 
Boykin managed to obtain a pro­

jector which would take the large 
size prints and began to shoW them 
to various clubs and organizations 
in Greenville and surrounding towns 
telling somethhig of each accident 
as he flashed the picture on the 
screen. Boykin says that the pic­
tures never fail to bring cries of 
surprise from the audience when he 
shows them.

One night Boykin showed th e  
pictures to the Greenville Klwanls 
Club where they were .seen by Sup­
erintendent of County Schools D. H, 
Conley. Conley was enthusiastic 
about the program and asked the 
highway patrolmen to show them 
in all the schools of Pitt County.

In the meantime Whitfield w'ho 
Is the corporal for this highway 
patrol district, had been making 
safety talks over the radio, TV 
and to organizations. When Boykin 
consulted him and Captain S.H 
Mitchell, commanding officer of 
Troop “A” concerning the propos­
ed school program, It was decided 
to combine the two programs and 
present them to the schools.

No Joking Matter 
The patrolmen have been visit­

ing three schools a day for the 
past two weeks. They are usually 
Introduced by the principal of the 
school and Whitfield makes bis 
speech.

“Usually,” the corporal tells the 
pupils. ‘*when a speaker g e t s  
up before an audience he ataxta off

with something fuimy. We are not 
going to tell anything funny today. 
We are here this morning to try 
to pass along some information to 
try to help you.”

“We have only 530 highway pat­
rolmen in Nórth Carolina today to 
handle over 1,200.000 registered ve­
hicles, not Including the tourists 
who visit the state,” Whitefleld 
continues. “The traffic accident sit- 
uailon Is getting to be a serious 
pioblem and that’s why we are ap­
pealing to you.

“I know that most of you are 
too young to drive, but you can 
tell the one who is driving to slow 
down when they exceed the speed 
limit."

Whitfield notes that the 55 mile 
per hour speed limit was set be­
ca u.se it has been found to be the 
safest for North Carolina highways.

“Be Careful”
The patrolman always urges the 

students to be careful when getting 
on and off the school bus.

“Just because the bus is stopped 
and the “Stop” sign is out doesn’t 
always mean that It is safe to run 
across the road,” he says. “There 
are some people In North Carolina 

that don’t care about you or me or 
anybody else. All they care about 
is them.selves.”

Finally Whitfield u r g e s  the 
pupils to go nome and tell their 
parents and relatives about the 
safety talks. He asks the students 
who will do this to raise their 
hands. It Is seldom that a single 
pupil falls to respond.

Following WhltfleW’8 talk Boy­
kin shows the collection of wreck 
slides to the assembled students.

The slides number 23 in all and In­
clude only Occidents that happened 
in Pitt County.

In commenthig on the program 
'County School Superintendent Con­
ley said. “Everywhere it has beea 
presented people have been Im­
pressed with it. It seems to be an 
effective way to present such a pro­
gram.”

Conley said that so far as he 
knew that this was the first tlmo 
that this type program had ever 
been presented in North Carolina
schools.

“We have had wonderful response 
from the program so far," Whit­
field stated. “A large number of 
parents have phoned us and princi­
pals, teachers and students have 
been very enthusiastic.”

Best Safety Talk
He notes that only once have 

any of the students failed to re 
spond to the talks. Thq^ time, he 
says, a high school senior who bad 
been arrested by Whitfield for 
speeding at one time stuck out his 
tongue and laughed during his talk.

This got his temper up, Whit­
field says, and he gave probably his 
best safety talk of the'series. ¡

Boykin concurs with this, ‘“n ia t ! 
speech should have been record- I  
ed,” he says.

The two patrolmen Intend to fin­
ish up their schedule Tuesday. By 
that time they will have talked to | 
over 13,500 students. la addition 
they feel that they reached at least 
two other people for each student 
they talked to. Therefore, through 
this program alone, they figure 
that üiey can reach over half of tiie 
people In Pitt Countir.

Health Department Begins Campaign For 
Improving Garbage Disposal Units In City

In an effort to prevent disease, 

the Pitt County Health Depart­
ment’s sanitation division is begin­
ning a campaign in Greenville 
and surrounding Pitt towns for bet- 
tar garbage units at the homes.

According to Sanitation officials 
Improper garbage disposal and sto­

rage at the home can help the 
spread of polio, typhoid fever, and 
dysentery.

The most dreaded of these dis­
eases is polio i^d reports show that 
polio virus has been found In hu­
man excreta and cultured on the 
legs and feet of flies, which are 
capable of transmitting the disease.

Through an extensive sewage dis­
posal program in Pitt County the 
Health Department is eliminating 
that source, but the polio virus can 
be spread by garbage disposal and 
storage at the home.

It can also be transmitted by the 
common ra t that lives on house­
hold garbage; therefore, the Pitt

County Health Department, through 
its sanitation division, is putting on 
a campaign to eliminate the source 
of the disease at its bearer.
CKy Ordinance Requlremcnts 

While traveling around the city 
of Greenville one can note the dire 
need of better garbage facilities 
around the various private homes

in almost every section of town.
Greenville’s City Ordinance states 

that ‘All householders and propriet­
ors of business houses shall provide 
receptacles for all garbage and re­
fuse for removal by the street 
department. Receptacles shall be 
a standard metal, galvanized, gar­
bage cans with tight fitting cov­
ers and strong handles. The covers 
shall be kept on me receptacles at 
aU times except when being filled 
or emptied. The receptacles shall 
not 'have more than 25 gallons 
capacity each.

“If one recepatacle is not suffici­
ent to hold the quantity of garbage 
or refuse assumulated between coU 
lections, a sufficient number of sim­
ilar receptacles shall be provided.” 

In checking through the city the 
Health Department officials have 
found garbage and refuse placed 
in containers that are a far cry from 
what Is required in the above men­
tioned ordinance.

Borne garbage and refuse can be 
found within the city limits in wood­
en baskets and barrels, which are 
definitely not what Is required by 
Ordinance. ,

Approved Garbage Rack 
To alleviate this problem Sani­

tation officials have built and are 
showing a double or single garbage 
rack that citizens are recommended 
to use.

To build the rack for two 20 gal­
lon galvanized garbage cans will 
cost only $3.00. ’This type rack eli­
minates rodent and Insect harbor­
age, spilling of garbage by dogs and 
children and also protects the oaos 
from weari 

In building the rack there would 
be required 10 pieces of 1 x 2 
boards 20 mche.s long for the bot­
tom, four pieces 1 x 4  boards 40 
Inches long for the side, four pie­
ces of 1 X 4 boards 20 Inches long 
for the end, and six pieces 2 x 4  
boards 20 Inches long for the legs.

The scale of the rack shows ■ 
length of 44 Inches, a width of 20 
Inches and a height of 20 Inches.

Should a family need only one 
container rack it can be built using 
one-half of the above lumber.

n ie  Garbage rack can be built 
by Individuals. Plans for the cut 
lumber and how It is assembled 
can be obtained at the Health De­
partment.

With hot weather on its way the 
Sanitation officials say that this Is 
a very important project and should 
be given attention Immediately by 
all homes and testuarants and meat 
markets so that Pitt County towns 
may have fewer files, rats, and 
roaches In the future.

By using thest racks, ttis offi-

About the only hope we can see from 
the scheduled meeting in Geneva is that 
it will serve—as the Berlin conference has 
served— t̂o bring about a closer feeling of 
unity between the free nations of the world 
in their struggle against communism.

At Geneva, Russia and her counterpart 
of the Orient will be maneuvering every 
possible way to insure Red China's becom­
ing a member of the United Nations. We 
may as well expect that will be the sole 
purpose of the communists at the Geneva, 
meeting no matter what items appear on 
the agenda for the meeting.

It seems that adults of each generation 
look upon the youngsters of the next and 
say with shaking heads, th e y ’re going to 
the dogs.”

Of course, the oldsters really don't mean 
their statement like it sounds, but some­
how they get the idea that the generation 
coming along toward adulthood just does­
n't have quite the grit, the know-how or 
whatever it was that they had when they 
were youngsters.

What oonoems us la as to how 
much we have sent elsewhere that 
m if^  ultimately fall into the 
hands of our enemies to be used 
by them against us as oppoi^ 
unity offered. More billions have 
been poured into France than 
into Italy, but who can say but that 
the left wingers will eventually 
gain control even there? ,

It was, to be sure, a calculated 
risk. If we guessed wrong, it will 
Just be our hard luck. The ob­
jective was the restoration of free­
dom and stable government for 
the peoples of those nations. 
Should Italy and oUier countries 
flop to the Communists, such a 
tura in events would be a ready­
made weapon tn the hands of 
that very sisable element hrthe* 
united States that opposes sen^ 
ing of billions of dollars to Euro­
pe. And don’t think they wouldn't 
make me most of the argument 
handed them.

Birth Rate
American is deluding Itsejf with 

the idea that the high birth rate 
creates and Insures prosperity, 
several economists have warned 
recently. Why, they say, if birth 
rates meant prosperity, China 
and India would be the richest 
nations in the world. Italy and 
Puerto Rico would be giving help 
to other nations, instead of taking 
it.
These economists may be both 

right and wrong. Truth is seldom 
simple. Perhaps it may better 
be said that a high rate does not 
automatically produce prosperity 
but, under certain circumstances, 
it can enhance it mightily.

It is true that high btrth rates 
are more the result of prosperity 
than the cause. The birth rate 
figures for any year are a pretty 
good index of business in the 
preceding year or, at least, 
an index of business expectations. 
It is probably that tte  birth rate 
for the latter part of this year 
will he down a bit because last 

fall many people were sure a bust 
was coming; the figures for next 
year may be up because, while 
there is a dip at present, most 
people believe business will pick 
up quickly.

High birth rates certainly to- 
crease the prosperity of individual 
industries. The toy, baby carri­
age, baby food and other business­
es supplying Infants never had It 
so Jolly. But that leaves the quest­
ion of whether people wouldn’t 
be spending more money for au­
tos, planes and vacations if they 
weren’t spending so much on their 
kids.

But even if high birth rates 
are the result instead of the 

cause of properlty, and even If 
some of these results are decepti­
vely special, it Is possible that 
high birth rates can create pro­
sperity when the economy is cap­
able of expansion.

The economies of India and 
China can be expanded very little, 
certainly at a slower rate than 
the population ‘ is expanding.

 ̂Hence, every added mouth mean» 
that much less for everyone else. 
On the other hand, when prewar 
Japan was expanding'Its economy 
by taking over hunks of the econ­
omy of other countries, its high 
birth rate was an asset.

The great westward expansion 
of the United Btates which 
brought more real, kmif-term pro-
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Elffects
sperlty than almost anything tinoa 
—waa the result of pressure» of a 
good birth rate and heavy immi­
gration, which amounted to the 
same thing.

As hmg as America has land 
that can be brought under culti­
vation, new mineral wealth to be 
tapped and new processes and 
inventions by iriüch wealth can 
be increased, every birth can 
add to our prosperity. When we 
get to that palnirul balance bet­
ween population and reeources 
that India and China have reach­
ed, then each birth will mean a 
little less, not more, for the rest 
of us.

dernise” the allegedly "archaic” 
corporation laws for toe District of 
Columbia. It has a joker or a 
stinger which does a great deal 
more than that. It developed in 
discussions of the bill at the Na­
tional Association of Secretaries 
of State last year that it’s ulti­
mate effect will be to permit 
nearly all the corporations now 
chartered by the several states 
to domicile to the District of 
Columbia.

"To order ewes we will require 
a deposit of $5 per ewe," the letter 
continues. “We will buy them as 
cheap as possible and deliver them 
to May are the best for N o r t h  
Specialists think the ewes we get 
to May are toe toe best for North 
Carolina."

Winchester noted that the order 
blanks for the sheep may be ob­
tained from the farm agent’s office 
to the Pitt County office building.

"Sheep arc one of the most pro­
fitable livestock enterprises In 
North Carolina," according to a cir­
cular printed by the North Caro­
lina Agricultural Extension Service. 
On farms where a surplus of good 
legume hay and pasture Is produc­
ed sheep afford an excellent source 
of additional farm income.

Sheep are unsurpassed in their 
ability to utilize pasture and rough­
age. the circular states. They af­
ford twp sources of income through 
toe sale of lambs and wool.

The circular notes that North 
Carolina farmers are now growing 
more sheep. It says that in 1949-60 
the numbñ* of sheep In the state 
hit an all time low of 35,000 but 
that it had climbed to 43.000 by 
January 1952.

The circular says that prices paid 
for lambs and wool will continue 
to be favorable for several years 
at compared with other meat

animals and the products they pro. | 
duce. I

The booklet states that for econ-1 
omlcal production and health ot the i 
flock 90 per cent of the annual 
feed requirements for sheep should 
come from pasture and hay.

"In winter," it says, “300 pounds 
of good Hgume hay and 85 pounds 
of grain per head is required where | 
no winter pasture is provided. With 
abundant winter pasture, the hay 
and grain requirements can be re­
duced 50 per cent. Good green paii- 
tures the year around Is the answer 
to economical sheep production in 
North Carolina."

The circular recommends one- 
half acre of improved permanent 
pasture per ewe. '

The booklet which was prepared 
by J.S. Bucrianan, Exten.sion Ani­
mal Husbandry Specialist, says 
that a good ewe should weigh from 
150 to 175 pounds at maturity. Any 

i ewe that is unsound In her mouth 
or udder is undesirable.

"Keeping late ewe lambs for re­
placements is the most unsatis­
factory method of maintaining and 
Improving yonr flock," the circular 
.says, ' “niese lambs u.sually de­
velop into small ewes that are poor 
producers. Their bad heredity often 

I contributes to slow growth and poor 
milking qualities”

I  It notes that early ewe lambs 
selected from the best producing 
ewes in the flock make excellant 
yearlings for replacements.

"While this method of ewe re­
placement Ls expensive It is more 
profitable and desirable toan keep­

ing late ewe lambs," Buchahan 
writes. "When early ewe lambs are 
kept for replacement they should 
be sheared so that they will 
stay cooler in hoi weather and get 
as much growth as possible."

Concerning rams, Buchanan says 
that to sire good markét lambs 
a ram should be one of good size, 
compactly built, and close to the 
ground. He should have a broad, 
short, mascultof bead; a short, 
thick neck: , smooth shoulders; 
broad chest: and a wide and deep 
heart girth.

"His back should be strong, bis 
ribs well sprung,, bis loin broad, his 
rump carried out wide and straight 
with a deep twist and fufl leg of 
mutton,” He continues. "He should 
stand on short legs, that are 
straight, and are well placed at 
the four corners of his body, A 
ram should have plenty of bone 
and be strong in his pasterns. 
His fleece should be reasonably 
fine, compact aiid free from Wack 
fiber.s.”

were practically all sold to Tar 
Heel farmers. Indicating that the 
beef cattle program is continuing 
to expand. Over 3,700 calves were 
•old at the feeder calf sales last 
year, compared with 3,343 In 1952.

The marketing program for beef 
cattle was improved in the state 
with an increase in the number of 
farmers selling fat cattle on a 
carcass grade and yield basis. 
Grading demonstrations held by 
the extension specialists at mar­
kets and farms were well attended 
during toe year.

There was also an increase In 
the number of purebred cattle sold 
through organised sales with the 
price of top cattle comparing fav- 
or a Wy with the price In 1961, re­

port the specialists. A drop In the

grices of lower grades indicated 
lat farmers are paying more at­
tention to quality in purebred cows. 

Several new livestock associations 
were organized during the year by 
the purebred livestock breeders In 
the state.

Hogs Down 
The State College specialists be­

lieve that low prices for hogs In 
the fall and early part of 1953 con­
tributed to the decrease in the num. 
ber of hogs in the state in 1963, 
as compared with 1952, The short­
age of feed and the outbreak of 
vesicular exanthema discouraged 
some hog growers and caused them 
to sell their breeding animals.

On the other hand there was an 
increase in-the demand for pure­
bred hogs, especially during 
second half of 1953, indicating that 
the number of hogs is increasing 
after taking a drop in toe early part 
of the year. .

Several nefw, livestock toalrlitts 
were started-and at the present, 
time the state Is well served with 
cash hog buying stations, especially 
in the eastern part of the state.

Sheep numbers dropped -ter the 
country as a whole, but increased 
another thousand head in North 
Carolina last year — from 48,000 
to 49,000. The extension specialists

Records Broken 
In Soil Testing

RALEIQH — Tar Heel farmers 
who send to soil samples for 
“complets anslysls" during the next 
few weeks will have to wait some 
time before they receive a l i me  
and fertilization report.

Charles D. Welch soil testing 
specialist for toe N.C. Department 
of Agriculture, said today that dur­
ing ths past few weeks all records 
have been broken for the number 
of soil samples received by tbs 
State Soil Testing Laboratory.

During the first two weeks of 
February more than 25,000 samites 
were received, according to Welch. 
On Monday of this week, said 
Welch enough samples were on 
hand to keep the laboratory’s tech­
nicians busy until about May 1. 
This is true, said Welch, even 
though samples are being tested at 
the all-time recwd rats of 700 per 
day.

Fringe tree, sometimea known ae 
grandfather’s beard has been mov­
ed from woods to yards for so 
many generations that it is now list­
ed among the cultivated shrubs. Its 
scientific aame means ’’snow flo­
wers which appear in early spring 
Given time and a favorable locat­
ion, fringe tree may actually be­
come 20 feet tal but pruning will 
keep it a shrub of any desired 
height.

Twice a year the hawthorns at­
tracts attention.
