Most Of South
Calmly Awaifing
Court Decision
On School Issue

But Four States Seek
Devise Means To Cir-
cumvent Ban Of Seg-
regation

ATLANTA (® — Most of the 13
Southern states which maintain
separate white gnd Negro schools
are calmly awaiting a U. 8. Su-
preme Court ruling on public
school segregation.

A survey today showed that on-
ly in Georgia, Alabama, South
Carolina and Mississippi, is there
any serious effort to devise means
of circumventing a decision out-
lawing segregation.

Virginia, Louisiana, Oklahoma,
North Carolina, Kentucky, Florida
and Texas are doing nothing or
maintaining a ‘“‘wait and see” atti-
tude.

As it has been doing for several
years, Arkansas is going ahead
with efforts to equalize white and
Negro schools, and Tennessee au-
thorities are saying as little as

possible about the segregation
problem.
Racial segregation in public

schools is under direct attack in
five cases now before the Supreme
Court. A ruling is considered like-
1y in the near future.

South Carolina is the most ad-
vanced in preparatory planning for
an adverse decision. The state in
1952 adopted a constitutional
amendment under which the Leg-
islature can eliminated the manda-
tory provision for free public
schools. A bill to implement the
amendment now is pending in the
South Carolina Legislature.

In addition, the general appro-
priation bill includes a section giv-
ing school boards authority to
transfer a pupil from one school to
another “so as to promote the
best interests of education.”

It provides for appeals first to
the county board of education and
then to the state board, both of
which can hold de novo (new)
hearings. From there appeals can
go to the Court of Common Pleas
and then to the State Bupreme
Cornirt.

Something along that line also
appears to be gaining some favor
in Georgia, Alabama and Missis-
sippi.

Some Georgia sources who advo-
cate it, hold that thereby the case
of each individual child would have
to be tried on its merits and car-
ried all the way to the U.B. Su-
preme Court.

However, Georgia Gov. Herman
Talmadge doesn’'t favor such a
plan. He has proposed a constitu-
ticnal amendment under which the
public school system could be abol-
ished, and has created a commis-
sion to study means of circumvent-
ing a decision prohibiting school
segregation.

In Alabama, the Legislative Ref.
errnice Service is studying the prob-
lem, but Director Charles M.
Cooper said no one has submitted
“real, whole plan.” However, the
South Carolina plan is atiracting
Increasing attentfon of legislators
and educators.

Mississippi 1s frantically at-
tempting to work out financing to
equalize white and Negro schools,
honing the Supreme Court will re-
affirm previous rulings upholding
“‘separate but equal” schools for
the two races.

Gov. ‘Hugh White has sald
“Prankly, I don't know what we
would do” if segregation is out-
lawed.

The Virginia Legislature killed
a resolution calling for & constitu-
tional convention to re-examine
public school laws if segregation is
thrown out. Given little chance of
adoption is another proposing a
commission to study the effect of
ending segregation.

Louisiana’s attitude, according
to legislators and educators, is
strictly one of waiting to see what
the court will do, with no action
planned or even discussed.

Oklahoma, which already admits
Neoroes to its colleges and uni-
versitles along with white students
likewise is waiting quietly for the
segregation decision on public
schools.

There are no indication of any
plans for action in North Carolina
if segregation is knocked out. The
Legislature last year approved a
second 50-million-dollar schoo
bond issue, part of which is to be
used to equalize white and Negro
facilities. The Legisature was told
it might be called to re-examine
the building program if segrega-
tion is outlawed.

Florida and Texas report noth-
fng being done asout segregation
and nothing to indicate that it will
come up either in the Texas Leg-

The 54th person to be taken into
custody in Pitt County in the past
week on charges of illegally selling
whiskey was arrested yesterday aft-
ernoon.

ABC officer J. M. Ward said Jes-
sie Mae Burke Best of 503 West 13th
Street was arrested yesterday after-
noon and charged on two counts of
illegally selling whiskey. She was
released under bond.

The arrest yesterday brought to
54 the number of Negroes arrested
in Pitt County since last Thursday
night when the roundup of people
charged with bootlegging whiskey
was begun, Officers have served 79
warrants on the 54 defendants.

When the roundup started the
night of March 4, officers said war-

rants had been drawn charging ap-!
proximately 657 Negroes on some 75 |
counts of 1illegally selling whiskey.|
The crackdown on bootlegging in|
the county came as the result of ef-
forts of two Negro undercover agents
of the state ABC board who worked |
in the county under the direction of |
local ABC officers on week-ends
during December and January.

Guatemala's Red-tinged govern-
ment has won a lot of sympathy
from Latin-American delegates by
contending the United States is us-
ing communism as a pretext for
future intervention in Guatemalan
internal affairs.

Dulles sought to clear up that
point yesterday, saying, ‘‘Our
admonitions are not addressed to
any one of our republics or to
the Western Hemisphere."”

“This declaration of foreign

|Gamma Globulin|
Used To Combat

Measles Cases

More than 400 ampules of gamma.
globulin have been distributed to
Pitt physicians for use in controlling
a severe measles epidemic in Pitt
County since February 1.

The epidemic is still existing here,

it was reported, but the use of this
gamma globulin has brought it un-
der control, according to Pitt County
American Red Cross Chapter Chalr-
man Hoover Taft.
“This gamma globulin is distrib-
uted to the physicians without
charge,” Taft added, “but the cost
for manufacturing it is high”

He pointed out that gamma glob-
ulin is derived from whole blood
contributed to the Red Cross blood-
mobile. One pint of whole blood pro-
duces two ampules.

Taft asked that people not forget

to give to the Red Cross this year.
He stated that the blood program is
probably the most active part of
the Red Cross program here and
money is needed to finance this pro-

m.

It was explained by Taft that
money was not only needed to fi-
nance the manufacture of gamma
globulin, but also to conduct projects
such as disaster relief, home service
to veterans and service personnel,
first aid, home nursing, Junior Red
Oross work, and service to military
installations.

His fictional account of his |
life at New York University is un- |
doubtedly exaggerated, but this |
{supposedly factual account is |
hardly any better. It is made up of

|workers and students of Wolfe,
inone of whom seem to have

(ter”, are hardly unbsased, gnd are
| certainly warped a little by envy
of Wolfe’s success, and colored by
Wolfe’s fictional description of
himself in his novels. The Thomas

At Southern Neighbors

It is encouraging to see Uncle Sam op-
ening his eyes in the realm of foreign poli-
¢y to the world around him—particularly
south of the Rio Grande.

For many decades, the United States has
taken a sort of big brother attitude toward
the other Republics of the Western Hemis-
phere. The relationships have been cordial
and friendly, but there seems to have been
a lack of positive action on the part of the
United States to cement and develop the
relationships.

Until recently, the foreign policy of the
United States had been aimed principally
at European nations. Asia was virtually a
forgotten land mass, and South America
at best played a decidedly secondary role
in U. 8. foreign policy.

At the 10th Inter American Conference
which is now in progress, it appears that
the United States may be ready to give its
Latin American neighbors a place in its for-
eign policy and international relations pro-

nce of those nations to this.

The Latin American nations have been
cheered by an invitation to come to Wash-
ington to discuss their economic troubles.
There has also been at this conference an
exhibition on the part of the United States
a more vital and positive interest in the
welfare of its American neighbors than
ever before.

It is certainly fitting that in U. 8. for-
eign policy more emphasis than has been
shown in the past be laid upon relation-

A CHRONIC LOBER

The United States is the only
country in the world that operates
its postal system at a loss. In
1952 the deficit was close to three-
quarters of a billion dollars. When
the books are finally closed for
1953, the red ink will be dupli-
cated in that amount.

Canada turns its postal system
into a profit of six and a half mil-
lion dollars while Great Britain
showed a postal revenue of 15 mil-
lion in 1952 and 13 million last
year. What makes the difference
between our postal budgeting and
that of other countries when we
spend three times as much on it
as any other nations asks Richard
T. Baker in an article in the New

Buzz Box Rentals

By ELMER ROESSNER

One thing you may see a lot
of this year, partly because it is
being suggested here, is the ren-
tal of Geiger counters. Those are
the buzz-buzz machines that will
let the operator know there is
radio-activity around. Radioacti-
vity can—but not necessarily will
—mean that there is uranium
near. .

Finding uranium is nice work.
If a real strike is made, the gov-
ernment will pay a bonus. up to
$10,000. And that may be small
compared with the selling price
of the buzz rock. And even then
the money may be less than the
satisfaction of contributing to the
defense of the United States by
helping to Increase its stockpile
of atomic material, for peace as
well as defense.

Millions of Americans will go on
auto tours and hunting, fishing
and nature expeditions this year,
They will range over every cer-
ner of the nation.

A Geiger counter, or a buzz
box, costs from $40 up. A vacat-
fonist might be unwilling to risk
that much if he can use the
machine for only a week or two.
But he might be very willing to
pay a moderate rental—he might
even be willing to agree to pay
the renter 5 or 10 per cent of the
proceeds of any claim found. The
renter ought to be able to amor-
tize the cost of the counters, make
a moderate profit and still have a
chance on an atomic jackpot.

Therein may lie an opportunity
for sporting goods .stores, cam-
era shops, department stores, ser-
vice stations and other business-
es to add a new line.

An important adjunct to uran-
jum prospecting is a government
book titled, “Prospecting for Ura-
nium.” It's 45 cents from the
Superintendent of Documents,
Washington 25, D.C. It tells how
uranium can be spotted in 100
kinds of ores, some hints on
where to look for it, where to
send the ore for ac-ying, how to

stake a clatm and where fo sell
the ore.

No one but a geologist should
start looking for uranfum without
this or a.similar book, and coples
of this book should be tossed In
with every rental.

U. S. Interests In Good Hands

NEW YORK (AP)—We were
having dinner in the general's
mess in Korea the other night,
and looking at the faces around
the table, a thought suddenly
struck me—

““The people at home don’t have
to worry about America’s inter-
ests out here. . .They're in good
hands.”

The staff officers sitting there

looked like the department heads
of some hot-shot American cor-
poration. They were all youngish.
lean, incisive, alert. There wasn't
an over-stuffed colonel in the lot.

In the buzz of conversation,
drifting through the room, there
was some shop talk, naturally.
But they also were talking poli-
tics, the Berlin conference, econ-
omic conditions at home, and a
whole range of subjects outside
the immediate purview of the

8th Army and its officers in
Korea.
This, of course, is the ‘‘New
Army.”

It is bringing along a group of
sharp young officers with brains,
background and the ability to han-
dle problems the old Army never
confronted. They are technicians
and speclalists in the various
phases of warfare, to be sure. But
they also have to be diplomats,
administrators and executives in
the plain business sense of the
word.

They may be occupied with a
battalion front but they also are

aware of military budgets, the re-

lations between the Army and
Congress, and the shifting strate-
gies of the global war.

Nobody typifies these men bet-
ter than the commander of the
8th Army, Gen. Maxwell D. Tay-
lor.

Taylor is 52. He is lean, sine-
wy and looks like a college ath-
lete. Because of his four stars, the
staff calls him “The Old Man,”
although he is only a few vears
older than most of them. More-
over, he can frim their ears off

at tennis or handball, which he
plays regularly.

He is a fighting soidier-the gen-
geral who parachuted into Basto-
gne to rejoin his division, the
101st Airborne, when it was lock-
ed in the Battle of the Bulge.

Before that, however he was
entrusted with the ticklish de-
cision-political as well as mili-
tary-of negotiating with Marshal
Badoglio for an airborne operat-
ion against Rome in September
1943. That was before Italy
had surrendered. Taylor was
smuggled into the city under the
noses of two German divisions
stationed nearby.

Incidentally, he ruled against
the proposed operation.

Ever since he was a young of-
ficer, he has been ir posts around
the world that threw him in con-
tact with problems of diplomacy
and international relations. He
speaks French, Spanish and Jap-
anese, and picked up a working
knowledge of Chinese while he wa
stationed in Peiping. -

Now he is studying Korean.

His primary job over there to-
day is, of course, the military
dispositions of the 8th Army.

In addition, however, he initiat-
ed and obtained the funds for a
program of reconstruction and re-
habilitation. He administers that
program.

He also started an education
program in the Army, directed
mainly toward raising the educa-
tion:l level of the non-commiss-
loned officers, the kingpins of
any army. He visits the class-
rooms incessantly and keeps a
constant check on the progress.

Finally, he deals directly with
President SByngman Rhee and
the South Korean government. In
that task, he is little different
from an ambassador. He is a soft-
spoken man, by nature, but he can
be tough as nails in these nego-
tiations,

Taylor is typical of Amerjca’s
“New Army."”

hature in creating tremendous
amounts of antibodies to combat

polio.

Antibodies are disease-fighting
soldiers created naturally when
you, or created by
plan by giving a vaccine containing
dead or altered germs.

Dr. Balk, 39-year-old University
of Plttsburgh bacteriologist, gave
his answers on every score to a
few scientists who have suggested
delaying the mass vaccine tests onf
half a million or more children.

These trials, scheduled to begin
within & few weeks, must be made
to see if the vaccine actually pro-
tects against epidemics of polio,
he said. The key quesion is wheth-
er antibodies in the tlood are the
real defense, as all evidence so
far Indicates.

Dr. Salk declared the vaccine ts
safe, potent, and can be plentiful.,

It has been given to nearly 5,000
children in the Plttsburgh area—
including Dr. Salk’'s own young-
sters—and not a single one has |
shown any fever, or reactions in
the arm from the inoculations, he
said.

“I would not go ahead with the
trials if I had any doubts about
the safety of the vaccine.” he de-
clared.

The vaccine is made of dead
polio virus, killed by formaldehyde
and triple-tested for safety.

Some scientists have questioned
whether the vaccine could possibly
damage human kidneys. The virus
for the vaccine is grown upon
monkey kidney tissues. The vac-
cine fluid therefore can contain
small amounts of protein from the
money kidneys.

Dr. Balk, speaking to the New
Orleans Graduate Medical Assem-
bly, said his tests show no reasons
to suspect that this kidney mate-
rial could react upon human kid-
neys.

Another question has been
whether dead virus—incapable of
causing polio—is sufficiently able
to stimulate production of large
amounts of antibodies which would
last for more than one polio season,
would last for more than one polio
season.

Dr. Balk’s main news is an an-
iswer. He finds good evidence that
the first shots of vaccine set s
trigger for the human body to be
able to make many antibodies
quickly.

When the booster shot is given,
some weeks or months later, the
production of antibodies soars tre-
mendously.

Doubts Veto Of
Farm Measure

WASHINGTON (#—Sen. Ellend-
er (D-La) said today he doesn't
think the President ‘“would have
the political courage to veto” a
congressional decision to extend
present farm price supports.

Secretary of Agrilculture Benson
has said he would recommend such
a veto to President Eisenhower,

The President and his farm Cab-
inet member have recommended
& program of shifting to a flexible
system of price supports, rang-
ing from 7 to 80 per cent of
parity,

It would replace the present
fixed 90 per cent support program
on baslc crops which expires at
the end of this year.

Under fire for two days by the
House Agriculture Committee for
his proposals, Benson was sum-
moned back for further question-
ing.

Rep. August H, Andresen (R-
Minn) announced in advance that
he was drafting a plan to get rid
of the dairy products now bulging
government warehouses.

Benson disclosed yesterday he
will announce before April 1—pos-
sibly next Monday—the adminis-
tration program for getting rid of
mountainous dairy surpluses, in-
cluding butter stocks which
reached a total of 311 million
pounds this week,

There were indications this pro-
gram would divert butter into reg-
ular trade channels at prices to
the advantage of the housewife.
“I should think they lgb‘ﬁ'ght to
find a disposal program,” Andre-
séen commented. ‘““They've been
working on it a long time.”

National Police Chief Tommaso
Pavone after court testimony
linking him with Italy’s biggest
postwar scandal—the mysterious
death of high soclety party gind
Wilma Montesi.

Resigning last night, Pavone in
a statement denied “indignantly
and in the most categorical man-
ner” allegations implying that he
had shielded—and received gifts
from—one of the men prominent
in the case.

He said he would take legal
action to clear his name,

It was a major headache for
Scelba, who won final parliamen-
tary confirmation yesterday for
his month-old coalition govern-
ment by only a 17-vote majority
in the Chamber of Deputies. Dur-
ing the parliamentary debate the
Communists accused the regime
and Pavone in particular of trying
to hush up the Montesi scandal.
Pavone, whose job corresponded
to that of the FBI head of the
United States, said he was resign-
ing to have the “liberty necessary
to protect my person.”

Scelba appointed Minister With-
out Portfollo Raffaele de Caro to
head an investigation into the
whole tangled case, in which many
high persons have been named,
including Piero Plecioni, son of
Foreign Minister -Attilio Piccioni.

The nude body of the Montesi
girl was found on the beach at
Ostia, Rome’s nearby Lido, last
April. The police report said there
was no reason to believe she had
died of anything other than acci-
dental drowning,

The police have stuck #o that
in spite of charges published re-
cently in the one-man magasine
Attualita (Actuality) that the dark-
haired Wilma was drugged at an
orgy at an exclusive hunt club
near Ostia and left for the Medi-
terranean tides to drown. The
magazine named high political and
social figures as members of the
club, formerly the hunting lodge
of Italy's royalty.

The magazine's editor, Silvano
Muto, is now on trial in a Rome
court on charges of spreading
