Western Big Three Ministers Go Into Huddle
Plan For Geneva Meeting

By MAX HARRELSON

PARIS (A—The foreign ministers
of the Western Big Three con-
tinued meetings here today to put
their plans for the Geneva confer-
ence in final form

U.S. Secretary of State Dulles
and French Foreign Minister
Georges Bidault got together last
night, shortly after Dulles arrived
from Washington for talks on the
problems which will come up at
the Far East conference opening
Monday.

British Foreign Secretary Eden
was due to join Dulles and Bidault
for a session at the French For-
eign Office immediately after his
arrival by plane from London to-
day.

Earlier today, the diplomatic
chiefs were closeted with their top
advisers, working out the detalled
strategy for the coming t.!ln on

Korea and Indochina.

All talks here are being carried
on in strictest secrecy in hope the
strategy decisions will not leak out
before they are unvelled in Gen-
eva,

The only thing that has been
disclosed officially about the Big
Three meetings in Paris is that
they are dealing with both Korea
and Indochina and also are taking
up & proposed Western reply to
Russia’'s note March 31 offering
to join the North Atlantic Treaty
Organization.

A completed draft of the reply
was expected to be approved in
time to be laid before the NATO
Council meeting Friday, at which
the foreign ministers of all 14
member nations will get together.

Three Tobacconists Are

WASHINGTON. N. C.—Three:

Farmville tobacconists were absolved
of guilt in federal court here yes-
terday where they were charged
with forging the Initials of a gov-
ernment official on sales tickets on
eight baskets of tobacco.

Charged with the violations were
Chester Worthington and Macon
Jasper Moye, partners in the Plant-
ers Warehouse of Farmville, and
Charles W. Moye, nephew of M. J.
Moye who was employed by the
warehouse.

Judge Don Gillam, who heard the
cases, threw out the charges against
Worthington and Charles W. Moye,
and allowed the trial of M. J. Moye
to go to the jury which took ap-
proximately 55 minutes to return a
verdict of not guilty.

Macon Jasper Moye is the opera-
tor of the Planters Warehouse in
Farmville where the government
charged the tickets were forged on
September 4, 1952.

The government sought in its case
to prove that the inspection tickets
of the government official were not
completed by a government official.

Moye offered no defense at the
trial yesterday, but through cross

The NATO group also is expects
ed to take up the Indochina ques-
tion even though the war there
between the French Union and the
Communist-led Vietminh rebels is
outside the organization’s region
of responsibility. Effects of the In-
dochina war are felt on defense
efforts in the West. And the NATO
allies approved a resolution two
years ago to give all support pos-
sible to the French in their fight
to keep Indochina out of Commu-
nist hands. They are expected to
consider just how to implement
that resolution.

A Republican party organization in Pitt
County for all practical purposes is, of
course non-existent. There is no Republi-
can primary for candidates for local office,
and indeed, we can not remember a Repub-
lican candidate for a local office in many
years,

The results of such a situation is that the
Democratic primary held in May is tant-
amount to the election. The Democratic
nominees who are elected in the primary
for local offices are assured of election in
the November General elections,

Because of that situation which has ex-
isted here for many decades and is likely
to continue to exist for many more, the only
real voice a citizen has in the election of
county officials is the voice which is expres-
sed by a vote cast in the Democratic pri-
mary. If a person does not participate in the
Democratic primary, he has no practical
vote in the election of county officials,

A voter registered as a Republican or
Independent therefore, has no real voice in
the election of county officials in this solid-
ly Democratic eounty.

Only those voters registered as Demo-
crats can vote in the Democratic primary,
And 999 times out of 1,000 only those nom-
Inees selected in the Democratic primary
are elected to public office in the county.

For all practical purposes, the situation
boils down to the point that the individual
who registers as a Republican or an Inde-
pendent In Pitt County because of some
feeling for or affiliation with the national
party organization virtually gives up his
opportunity to participate in the election of
county government officials.

UNCERTAIN — If information
filtering in to your reporter from
all over North Carolina can be
taken at face value, after sifting
it down to essentlals, the only
sure thing about the U.8.

TAXES — Growers of flue cur-
ed tobacco in North Carolina sold
their 1953 crop for & total of
$441,873,772. Growers of Burley
received about $7.5 milllon for
their 1863 production.

Business Today

An Idea That Failed

By ELMER ROESSNER

. Channeling of government con-

tracts to small businesses is a
perpetual problem in government.
Congressmen, administration lea~
ders and voters demand—nay,
insist—that small business get
“fairer’”” shares of Uncle S8am’s
spending dollar. But in the end,
most of the dollars go to the giant
corporations.

Few if any people were supri-
sed when Attorney-General Her-
bert Brownell Jr. reported recent-
ly that the governnient’s pro-
gram of fostering pools of small
companies to handle defense con-
tracts was a flop. The same sort
of ideq failed to work in America
during World War II and there
was little hope that it could be
made to function during the re-
armament program.

Under government auspices, 26
pools were organized, Sixteen got
no contracts; 10 got contracts to-
taling $5,421,000. Most of the par-
ticipants would have been better

off if they had stood In bed. .

The ideg of encouraging little
fellows to get together to handle
contracts probably grew out of
the “‘bits"” and pieces’ program
in England during the war. That
program was born of desperation
and it was frightfully expensive.
When big production facilities
were bombed out, the govern-
ment set up systems whereby
bits and pieces of shells, bombs
and other materiel were manu-
factured in tiny plants around the
country, then assembled into fin-
ished weapons.

This scheme enabled the British
to fight on through their darkest
days. But parts had to be made by
workers who were frequently un-
skilled, shipped around the coun-
try, and assembled at great dif-
ficully and frequently after con-
siderable delay.

The American economy is built
on the mammoth production line.
Mass-producing anything in any
other manner is bound to be cost-
ly; twenty small manutacturers

can never hope to achieve anything
like the efficlency of an operation

under a single management and

a single roof.

Big corporations have subcon-
tracted a large part of their- gov-
ernment contracts, There are rea-
sons for believing that some of
this has been done at a Jloss,
spreading the work to avert cri-
ticism. The General Services Ad-
ministration has placed a large
part of its buying with small
suppliers and the S8mall Business
Administration and the Depart-
ment of Defense have succeeded
in getting quite a few small con-
tracts placed with small manu-
facturers.

But in general, the huge volume
of government requirements cam
only be met by mass producers.
This department has consistently
championed small business. It has
also championed the Boy SBcouts
But when serious crimes develop,
we need the police; when nation-
al defense is at stake, we need
ever mightier production lines.

Nixon was the principal speaker
al a $2b-a-plate fund-raising din-
ner. He criticized the Truman ad-
ministration’s forelgn policy as
one ‘“‘characterized by weakness,
inconsistency, compromise of prin-
ciple at the conference table and
an abandonment of our friends.”

The Eisenhower administration’s
policy, on the other hand, he said,
is based on ‘‘strength, firmness.
consistency and non-surrender of
principle at the conference table.”

“We are convinced” he said,
“‘that this policy is one which has
the best chance to lead to peace
and to avold war.”

He said the United Btates rec-
ognizes that the war in Indochina
is a fight to save that country
from “Communist colonialism’’
and he added:

“If the Communists take Indo-
ehina, the danger of World War
IITI will be tremendously in-
creased."”

That, he said, is why the United
States' policy is to give “maxi-
mum material aid to the forces
of the French and the Associated
States of Indochina and to work
for united action among all na-
tions in the area” to resist further
Communist conquest in Southeast
Asia.

“That also is why at Geneva
we shall work together with our
allies for an honorable, peaceful
settlement and against any settle-
ment which would surrender Indo-
china to the Commuists,” he
said,

He said the people next Novem-
ber would have a chance to ex-
press approval or disapproval of
the President’s program.
