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Denies Army Sought To Slop F t Monmouth Probe

Adams Continues On Stand
WASHINGTON IÍ)—Army counse­

lor John G. Adams insisted today 
the Arm y had no desire to stop 
the McCarthy subcommittee's in­
vestigation of Ft. Monmouth al­
though he'conceded it was pleased 
when the prospect of a  suspension 
arose last fall.

And he dinied the Army (1) ever 
engaged in “trading favors’’ for 
Pvt. G. David Schine in an effort 
to get the investigation stopped, or 
<2) sought to “appease” Sen. Mc­
Carthy.

Adams said any special consid­
eration for Schine stemmed only 
from the McCarthy subcommittee’s 
picturing him as essential to its 
work, and that any special defer­
ence for McCarthy w as a matter 
of trying to avoid “open hostility.”

Adams was back in the witness 
chair a t the McCarthy-Army hear­
ings for the second day—this time 
for cross-examination.

At the outset, he swore Secre­
tary Stevens never mstructed him 
to try to halt the McCarthy in­
quiry into alleged security risks at 
Ft. Monmouth and th a t he never 
attem pted to stop it.

But he said, as Stevens did ear­
lier, that they wanted the “type of 
hearings” ended. Stevens had (char­
acterized those hearings as "ham­
mering” the Army on the heatj.

For the rest of the forenoon ses­
sion, Ray H. Jenkins, special coun­
sel to the Senate Investigations 
subcommittee, pressed questions 
w'hich turned largely about these 
contentions.

Jenkins climaxed th is phase of 
his cross-examination by asking 
whether Adams was saying the 
Army had  “no desire, however 
slight” to stop the McCarthy in-

TeitlgatioB. Jenkins saked fo r a 
yes or no answer.

Adams hesitated. He asked th a t 
the question be read back to h im  
by the stenographer. When it w as 
read , he said "the  answer is  tai 
the  negative” and went 00  to m ake  
an  explanatory statement as to  the 
desire (or sn end to the "type of 
hearings.”

Leading up to this point, Jenkins;
1. Recalled th a t Adams had te s ti­

fied yesterday he was disturbed 
w hen Roy Cohn, general counsel 
to  the McCarthy subcommittee, be­
cam e enraged a t being b arred  
from  a secret ra d a r  laboratory a t 
P t.  Monmouth last fail. He noted 
Adams bad said his concern w as 
because he felt Cohn had the pow­
e r  to prolong the investigation. 
Jenkins asked if that wasn’t  " a n  
admission or confession” th a t  
Adams wanted the investigation 
terminated.

Adams declared it was not. He 
said  McCarthy had volunteered 
previously that the subcommittee 
investigation was about com plete: 
th a t it was preparing to tu rn  it 
over to the Army.

2. Recalled th a t Adams had te s­
tified a Nov. 0 luncheon a t  th e  
Pentagon, attended by S tev«is, 
Adams, McCarthy, Cohn and 
Francis P. Carr, staff investigator 
for the McCarthy subcommittee, 
w as arranged to  "further p u rsu e” 
McCarthy’s earlier statement th a t 
the  hearings m ight be term inated. 
Jenkins suggested that indicated 
the Army wanted the hearings to 
end. Adams insisted that w as not 
a  "fair assumption;” that o ther 
circumstances f i g u r e d  in the 
luncheon.

3. Jenkins asked If it wasn’t  "a p ­

peasement” when Adams a n d  
Stevens reversed Maj. Gen. 0. E. 
Ryan, commander a t F t. Dix, N.J., 
and ordered Ryan to give a week­
end pass to Schine, former Mc­
Carthy aide and son of a  wealthy 
New York family who was drafted 
last fall.

Adams had testified yesterday 
that Ryan called him on Nov. 18 
and reported the agreement to 
make Schine available for McCar­
thy subcommittee work was get­
ting “out of hand.” Ryan was 
quoted as saying he feared Schine 
would be seen off the post not on 
subcommittee business.

Adams objected to the word "ap­
peasement” and Insisted he and 
Stevens were anxious to  keep re­
lations with the McCarthy subcom­
mittee as pleasant as possible.

4. Jenkins turned to a press re­
lease issued Nov. 18 by Stevens 
which said the Army knew of no 
"current espionage” a t Ft. Mon­
mouth.

Adams said this "upset’’ Cohn, 
with the upshot that Stevens sug­
gested that he and his aides go to 
New York on Nov. 16 for a con­
ference.

’That, asked Jenkins, was "for 
the purpose of mollifying and pla­
cating” Sen. McCarthy?

"Yes. sir,” agreed Adams
5. Jenkins cited also a public 

apology by Secretary Stevens for 
having barred Cohn from  a secret 
laboratory at F’t. Monmouth.

Adams objected to applying the 
word "appeasement”  to that or 
other incidents but said the Army 
was trying to avoid the "open hos­
tility” of McCarthy, and' was try­
ing to keep relations as pleasant 
as possible.

East-West Deadlock Over Armistice Plans

Peace Parley A t Standstill
GENEVA (jR — The Indochina 

peace talks, tightly deadlocked 
over rival East and West armis­
tice plans, came to  a virtual 
standstill today while delegates to 
the F a r  Eastern conference await­
ed the outcome of France’s po­
litical crisis.

Some followers of French inter­
nal politics said it w as a t08#up 
w^hether Premier Joseph LanieTs 
government would survive a Na­
tional Assembly vote of confidence 
scheduled for tonight on the Indo­
china issue.

The feeling here w as that If the 
government fell, the Geneva parley 
would have to be suspended until 
a new cabinet was formed.

No form al meeting of the nine- 
delegation Indochina conference 
was scheduled for today but dip­
lomats planned numerous private 
meetings to discuss strategy and 
review developments so far.

The nex t formal session on In­
dochina was set tentatively for to 
morrow afternoon, unless develop­
ments force cancellation.

This afternoon delegates to the 
19-nation Korean conference were 
scheduled to hear a policy state­
ment from  British Foreign Sec­
retary Anthony Eden, the last of 
the big power delegates to speak 
on Korea.

During early stages of the Ko­
rean debate, the United States let 
jt be known it was annoyed by the

failure its Western allies to  an ­
sw er sharp Ck)mmunist attacks on 
the  United States. Since then the 
Ü N. allies have come along one 
by one to defend the A m ericans 
and  associate themselves with U.S. 
policies.

The Western Power* Btttl wmrm 
having difficulties lining up South 
Korean President Byngman Rhee 
behind fiielr efforts to present a 
common policy for nationwide elec . 
tlons under U. N. supervisión. The 
United States, through Special 
Ambassador Arthur Dean, h as  
been trying to persuade Rhee for 
two weeks to give up his insistence ! 
th a t the proposed elections m u st 
be held only in North Korea.

A dispatch from  Seoul last night 
sa id  Rhee had rejected the ap ­
peals.

In  view of the general convic­
tion that a Korean solution is not 
possible at this time, W estern 
sources here considered R h ee’s 
position Important only from  a 
propaganda standpoint. However, 
these sources said it would be be t­
te r  to present the fairest proposal 
possible, even if the Communists 
a re  certain to reject it.

The Indochina debate up to now 
also has given little cause for op­
timism.

There art three plans before the 
conference — from  France, V iet 
N am  and the Victmlnh.

The French have proposed an

Internationally supervised armis­
tice, wjl^ both sides withdrawing 
into zones set by the conference. 
War prisoners and civilian inter­
nees would be released, and the 
Vietminh would get out of Cam­
bodia and Laos.

The Vietnamese regim e of Bao 
Dai has asked recognition as the 
only legal government for Viet 
Nam, free elections under U. N. 
supervision and international guar­
antee of the state of Viet Nam. 
Partition would not be permitted.

’The rival Communlst-Ied Vlet- 
minb also has demanded recogni­
tion as the legal regim e for Viet 
Nam. It also wants recognition for 
the Communist "governments” of 
Laos and Cambodia, withdrawal of 
all foreign troops from Indochina 
and elections without international 
supervision.

The Communists have indicated 
they will take only the Vietminh 
plan, although Red China’s Chou 
En-lal said yesterday he was in­
sisting only that it be accepted as 
a basis for discussion.

The Western Powers are primar­
ily concerntd about making sure 
any armistice has proper interna­
tional guarantees and supervision. 
They feel the same way about any 
elections held after a truce.

The United States has charged 
that the Communist plan in its 
present form, would amount to sur­
render of Indochina to the Reds.

He 
was the fourth N orth Carolina sen­
ator to die in office in recent years.

The appointment of Hoey’s suc­
cessor will fall upon Gov. Um.stead, 
who surprised politicians last July 
when he named Alton Lennon, a 
comparatively imknown ex-alate 
senator to fill the  vacancy created 
by the death of Sen. Willis Smith.

I h e  procedure for filling Hoey’s ; 
vacancy calls for an  appointment j 
by the governor to  serve until the ¡ 
November general election, accord-1

ing to Raymond Maxwell, execu­
tive secretary of the State Board 
of Elections.

The State Democratic and Re­
publican executive committees will 
select candidates to. run in the 
November general election to fill 
the two years remaining on the 
6-year term to which Hoey was 
elected in 1950.

In addition to Hoey, Smith and 
Bailey, Sen J.M.Broughton also 
died in office in recent years. His 
death came on March 6, 1949.

Broughton defeated Umstead for 
ttie Senate seat in 1948. Following 
Broughton’s death former Gov. 
Scott appointed Frank P. Graham , 
then president of the University 
of'North Carolina to fill the vacan­
cy. Graham was defeated by Willis 
Smith In 1950 in one of the bitterest 
Senate campaigns in North Caro- 
lin ’s history.

Smith died in the Bethesda, Md. 
Naval Hospital last June Í6 follow­
ing a heart attack, less than a 
month later Umstead appointed 
Lcmion to the post. He -is a candi­
date to retain the seat.

Terms of the present members 
of the Democratic Executive Com­
mittee will expire and their suc­
cessors will be cho.sen at the Dem­
ocratic state convention n e x t  
Thursday. In all probability, the 
committee will select as the Demo­
cratic nominee the man recom­
mended by Gov. Umstead.

Hoey Rites Saturday
WASHINGTON i» — Sen. Clyde

R. Hoey of North Carolina, an "old 
school” Southern gentleman who 
si>ent a lifetime in newspapering, 
law and politics died yesterday. 
He was 76.

Distinguished by a courtly man­
ner flowing white hair and frock 
coat, he had served in the Senate 
since 1945 after a term as governor 
of his sta te  He was probably best 
known for his chairmanship of the 
subcommittee which investigated 
the 5 percenter scandals in the 
Trum an administration.

Hoey was the fifth senator to die 
in tliis Congress. One of the five. 
Sen. Willis Smith, was also a North 
Carolina Democrat.

The Senate lineup now stands at 
47 Democrats, 47 Republicans and 
1 independent. A Democrat will 
doubtless be named to fill Moey’s 
place.

Dr. George W. Calver, j^yslclan 
to Congress, said Hoey apparently 
suffered a stroke and died In his 
sleep about yesterday afternoon.

HANOI. Indochina (jR' — The 

French flew one of Indochina’s 
most eminent doctors to Dien Bien 
Phu todav to arrange for speedy 
release of French Union troops 
seriously wounded in the long de­
fense oif the fallen fortress.

French officials hoped the mass 
airlift of casualties from  the Vlet- 
minh-hcld valley 175 miles west of 
Hanoi would start tomorrow.

They anticipe ted it would bring 
out about 700 men — half of the 
1 300 to 1.400 estimated wounded. 
The Communists agreed at the 
Geneva conference to release only 
c a s u a lt ie s  in the "serious” cate-

D'- P ierre Huard 62-year-old 
dean of medicine at the University 
ol Hanoi, headed the group going 
to Dien Bicn Phu by helicopter.

The French anticipated Huard’s

Truman Says Eisenhower Administration 
Following ^Creeping McKinleyism '  Policy

ATLAN-nC CITY. N. J. (B - |  
I’ormer President Truman ac- 
:u.sed the Eisenhower administra- 
lon today of following an econom- 
c policy of “creeping McKinley- 
sm ” He suggested six stejM he 
¡aid would “carry us far toward 
ull employment within a year."

In an addres.s prepared for the 
n o  Amalgamated Clothing Work- 
irs annual convention, he said the 
idmlnistration seems to be "mere- 
y hoping and praying that things 
vill not get still w orse,” and rec- 
iminended:

1 In creiiS in g  fe d e r a l spending 
)y a b o u t three b illio n  dollars a 
?ear to s t r e n g t h e n  defenses 
ig a ln st  aggression  an d  to meet 
ieec¿i for power and resource de-

exemptions from the present $600 
to  $800, which would cut taxes 
about 4'̂ 2 billions yearly, or com ­
bining some such Increase with 
“ equitable readjustm ents” in tax 
rates.

3. Tossing "out of the n ea rest 
window” Secretary of Agriculture 
Benson’s plan for flexible farm  
price supports and substituting a 
program to "support true p a r ity "  
of income for the farmer.

4. A "clear-cut policy” favoring 
a rising level of wages. Including 
an  increase in the federally re ­
quired minimum wage to bring the 
standard “into line with present- 
day conditions.” He said also the 
government should not try  to 
"w-eaken collective bargaining by 
repressive labor legislation.”

5. Expansion of unemployment 
insurance to provide broader cov
erage, payments fo rjj longer p e ri­
od, and larger benTUa. He aaid

the administration program con­
sists merely of exhorting the states 
to do what everybody knows they 
will not do without federal action.

6. A vastly expanded housing 
program, including federal leader­
ship to double the annual ra ^  of 
home building as rapidly as possi­
ble. He said the administration 
goal of a million houses a year is 
about equal to the number of 
houses built in 1925.

"The Republican orators told us 
in 1952,” the former President 
said, "that they were going to 
cure the world situation, and 
achieve pence, and .slash defense.

I Tliey said they were going to give 
us real peacetime prosperity

"Well, they haven’t been very 
successful at it.

"The world situation is just as 
critical and dangerous as it ever 
was. if not more so. Obviously a 
uhaag* of admiiustratioa b en  does

not change the problem.s of Asia 
and Europi- or the minds of men 
in the Kremlin.

"And instead of having peace­
tim e pros'-erity, the Republicans 
have given us a recession.” 

Truman said tliis "economic re­
cession” is still here, has already 
been too big and lasted too long, 
and that it is tim e to do something 
about it, lest this country runs into 
a "real depression.”

"Between pow and the end of 
1954,” he said, "w e can elect a 
new kind of Congress. Between 
now and >the end of 1956 the Presi­
dent can get som e new advisers. 
And toward the end jof 1956 — well, 
I won’t talk about tha t just yet,

"In the m eantim e and immedl- 
aleiy, we should have a program 
to stop creeping McKinleyism, 
which is ih t c a u a •  ol our 
trouble».”

He oas had several cloee c a lls ’
with death. In  1937, when he was 
elephant handler a t Chicago’s Brook­
field Zoo, Zlegleld, the zoo’s mean­
est elepnant once owned by Show­
man Flo Zlegfeld, went on a 
rampage. Lewis doesn’t know how 
ne lived to tell about it.

Zlegfeld was pretty mean when
the showman sold him to the
Zioo but he became meaner when 
the zoo set him  up in housekeeping 
with a mate.

*’They all go bad during that 
stage, ‘ Lewis says. “Some tame 
down later on and some don’t  

“Anyway. Ziegleld curled back 
his trunk and caught me right In 
uie middle. 'Ihe blow knocked me 
50 feet and befwo 1 could get up 
ne was ngnt on top of me.

“He tried to gore me. I  must 
have moved Just right because, 
as 1 turned over on my side, the 
tusks went past m e and buried In 
the ground.

Yet with the passing of years, the sphere 
of operation of some of the boards may 
have become confused, indefinite, or over­
lap with other boards. Some of the auxili­
ary boards may be loaded with too much 
detail work or fring work to be capable of 
giving sufficient time and consideration to 
its primsry function. Other boards may 
have too little to do, or may be carrying out 
chores which could better be handled di­
rectly by the city council or some other 
body.

So far as we know, the functions and 
operationi of the auxiliary boards of the 
city government have not been given a 
careful study by the city’s government 
body in a number of years Most of the 
governing boards from year to year have 
been following the pattern set for them by 
previoua groups in office without making 
a critical study of the auxiliary boards of 
the* city.

While the city council is considering ad- T o l d  M e
ding new power to the Planing Board or 
creating a new board to work on zoning 
matters is, it seems to us. an opportune time 
for thorough study of all the boards.

If the city council makes such a study 
itself, its members will be In a much better 
position to determine what the city gov- 
empient needs in the way of  ̂advisory 
groups on particular phases of operations, 
and how these phases can best be desig­
nated.

He s Been Telling Everybody

A Public Service Which 
Should Be Continued

The check which is being completed by 
the local utilities department on the city’s 
gas mains is a comforting thing to the resi­
dents of Greenville.

Results of the recent blast in Goldsboro 
which took five lives and did a tremendous 
amount of damage has made the residents 
throughout this area leary of underground 
gas mains in their respective cities.

Although utilities officials have asserted 
the check of the Greenville mains for leaks 
is a regular check, is came at an opportune 
time to reassure the people that the city’s 
gas mains are not leaking gas which may 
causa an explosion similar to that one in 
Goldsboro.

According to utilities officials, only one 
major leak was found in the city’s gas 
mains, and that one, along with a few min­
or leaks which were detected, were cor­
rected immediately.

The results of the check on the city’s 
gas mains together with the repair work 
which has been done should allay any 
fears which local residents had of the net­
work of underground gas facilities Green­
ville has. The Reflector is happy to see 
the step taken by the utilities department, 
and we hope the department wdll see fit to 
maintain such checks periodically in the 
future.

Pheips Radio Service showed me the fish, drove away, and later In the evening gave me the fish 
story th a t I found hard to believe.

Never have I 
seen enthusiasm last so long. Not 
only did he admit trying to tell 
the world about it, but he told me about the experience much 
more in detail than he had earlier 
in person. The more I tried to compare my meager fishing ac­
complishments the more Roy talk­ed about the bass.

W h a t  O t h e r  E d i t o r s  A r e  T h i n k i n g
JUSTICE BY LOT 

(Washington Daily News)
A Recorder’s court judge In North Carolina has seen fit to 

determine the innocence or guilt of a defendant by the flip of a coin.
It so happened that the defend­

ant was freed when the coin was flipped since he called “heads” 
and It came up “heads.”

That method of meting out Justice certainly is contrary to the 
ordinary concepts of justice as 
handed down to us through the years. The very heart of justice 
la wounded under such circum­stances.

Since this nation became the United States of America, one of 
the m ost closely guarded rlght.s of the defendant has been that he Is Innocent until proved to be guilty. If doubt prevailed, then 
the defendant Is to be given the benefit of that doubt.

If there was doubt In the mind 
of the judge who caused the

coin to be flipped, then it would have been much better and the 
Justice would have been much brighter had he simply freed the 
defendant Instead of making a mockery of justice by leaving it to chance.

Suppose the coin should have 
been “tails” after the flip? Would that have been justice? 
Would the defendant have been given the benefit of the doubt? Is 
he less guilty or less innocent be­cause he happened to be lucky a t calling the coin?

Of course he is either guilty or Innocent. By the queer arrange­ment of flipping a coin, today he 
is not guilty. So it is not the whether the man Is guilty or in­nocent which concerns us so 
much. Rather It Is the method by 
which his Innocence was estab­lished.

It was only a traffic violation. 
The punishment would have been light. Yet no man wants to be found guilty of breaking the law, regardless of how Insignificant

It might be. But to let the flip 
'of a coin determine the status of a defendant’s guilt or innocense 
Ls an act which tends to break down our system of justice.

It stands to reason that no judge would have used a coin in 
a serious case. But even then we see little of a mitigating circum­
stance in this case. It is not how big is the case, but rather how Justice Is arrived at.

We prefer to think that we 
have justice under law s and not under men. If men can  use the 
laws in any manner they see fit, 
then the entire judicial processes are broken down.

This case should serve as a warning to other lesser judges. If 
there Is doubt, it should be resol­ved in favor of the defendant. If there is no doubt, then the de­fendant should be found guilty. 
But under no circumstances that we can think of should his free­dom or his guilt rest solely on the flip of a coin or bv any other method of chance.

it promptly.11. Ck)-operate with all depart- mts in a buyer’s company.Set up a self-improvement program. One way: tape-record your sales talk for self-criticism.

13. Learn through the experience of others.Incidentally, many associations 
appear to be aware of the pre­sent importance of improving salesmanship. Dr. Lapp, author o¿ “Personal Supervision of Out­

NEW YORK (AP)-How can you get bananas to stay ripe long­e r  by making them breathe less?
How tough should a jelly bean be?
What Is the correct wall thick­ness of a piece of macaroni?
How can you tell whether can­

ned peas are young, middle-aged o r elderly?
'These problems would baffle the best of housewives, but a m an- 

one man anyway-finds them quite simple. He Is George Gamatz, a pioneer in the rapidly expanding field of food engineering.“ I ’ve been stuck with food prob­lem s for 32 years,” said Garnatz, 
“ every since I wrote a graduate thesis on the soda cracker when 
I  was studying to be a chemical engineer. Nobody before had ever w ritten  a thesis about soda crackers. Chemical engineers then d idn’t pay much attention to the study of food processes.’

Today, as director of the Kroger 
Food Foundation in Cincinnati, G arnatz and a staff of 25 w'ork 
in a  laboratory full of weird m ach­
ines developed to see that m am a 
gets what she pays for at the grocery store,

“ Our devices test food products mechanically and objectively,” said  Garnatz. “ They take the ele­m ent of human opinion out of it, so we can get down to the real facts  about food.
“ Last year we made more than

197.000 scientific inspections of1.000 food items. Only a fraction 
of one per cet had to be re jec t­
ed because the manufacturers had misrepresented them nr they 
w eren’t up to government g rade.”With a simple micrometer Gar- n a ts  can meeasure a piece of 
m acaroni to be sure that it has the proper wall thickness.

“ A quick-cooking macaroni should be about 26-1,000th of an inch thick,” he said. “Slow cook­
ing macaroni can be up to 4-lOGth of aii inch. We can allow up to 
5-1,000th of an inch variation 
and still guarantee uniform cook­ing quality,”

How do you tell young peas from old peas? Simple. By the differ­
ence between sinkers and floaters.“ As peas get older they get m ore dense, because they are  
converting their sugar to starch.”

explained Garnatz. “ In a can ol top grade fancy peas not mors 
than 2 per cent of them should sink more than 2 inches In a 13 per cent salt solution in 10 seconds.”

He hajs an ingenious device which automatically can put a 
can of peas to this test and se­parate the tender young floaters 
from the tired old sinkers.Other gadgets in his labora­tory look as if they had been 
invented by Rube Goldberg. The 
fluorometer lights up the vitam­ins in food and shows if they are present in tlie right amount. The contsistometer measures the den­
sity of such products as creamed corn, apple sauce and cake bat­
ter. The crumb pressure tester 
squeezes bread and checks its freshness and resistance to stal­ing.

There is also a “cookie tor­turer” called a shortometer. The cookie or soda cracker is placed 
across two parallel bars. A third metal arm  then swings down and 
measures how much force is rs* quired to crumble it.

“ 4  nice, flaky soda cracker 
ought to break under 2 to 214 pounds of pressure,” said Oar- 
natz,. learnedly. “If it has too 
much moisture content or is mad* 
with too little shortening, it may take more than 3 pounds to snap it, Shows it’s too tough.”

With a sharp-edged sheartester he can also cut through and test beef or jelly beans. A Jelly bean 
that can’t  stand up to 7 pounds 
pressure is to soft to keep its shape; one that can take mors than 11  pounds is too tough for the juvenile trade.

Once while experimenting with 
bananas a laboratory assistant saw a.^can of floor wax nearby 
and wondered aloud what would happen if they coated a banana with it.

"Let’s try It and see,” said 
Garnatz. They found the waxed banana stayed ripe twice as long as untreated bananas.

“Naturally we couWn’t sell food with floor wax on It,” Gamats said. “But we have now develop­
ed a harm less odorless wax, and you’ll see waxed ripe bananas on 
the m arket before the end of the year.”

VOTES — Estim ates on the probable number of votes to be cast in the May 29 Democratic primary vary widely and fluc­tuate from day to day almost like stock m arket reports. The range 

is from a minimum of 475,000 to a maximum of 750,000. A month ago, when it seemed certain that 
an unusual number of hotly con­tested local races were in Uie offing and real scrap for the U.S 
Senate waa expected, some pre­dictions were as high as tliree quarters of a million. Two weeks later, when some of the local con­tests failed to develop heat and the Senate race had gathered no speed, top estim ates ranged 
around 600,000 with about 500,000 the average forecast. Now the sights are being raised again, 
but not back to the 750,000 brack­et.

Reports from over the State show a spotted picture. One fact­or in the forecast la the Interest 
shown in registration. Generally it has been very light. Unless 
more Interest is shown this week (the books close at sundown Sat­urday) there will be fewer “new” voters than had been expected In the State as a whole.

DIVERSITY — Another factor 
is the diversity of district and county offices which are  claiming 
priority. There appears to be no real contest in any congressional 
district. Incumbents L.H. Fountain in the second, Thurmond Chatham In the fifth, Carl Durham in the sixth, E rtel Carlyle in the seventh and Charles B. Deane in the 
eighth apparently a re  sure of re- nomination. In the 10th, now re­
presented by Republican Jonas, heavy o(}ds favoi^ CheaJey 6ed-

berry  to win over Marvin Ritch, for a place on Democratic ticket in November. All other incum­
bents are unopposed in the pri­m a ^ .

S«ne expected State senatorial 
and solicltorlal contests also just petered out by reason of with­
drawal of candidates or such de­finite trends in one direction as to make it a no contest race. Furthermore, there are some 
counties with multiple sherlff- candldate races, or a lot of can­didates for éounty commissioners, in which there is no actual race or doubt about results.

WEATHER -  With the obvious lack of Interest In statewide rac­es, and the very spotted and div­
ersified interest in local contests, 
most observers agree that the weather will have tremendous 
Influence on the number of votes cast In the prim ary—and quite 
likely considerable effect on which candidate will get the majority of the votes cast.

The fact is that weather con­ditions had a lot to do with legis­lative action setting the primary 
on the last Saturday in May. Prim aries used to be held in 
August, the vactlon month, when lots of people were away from 
home. The date was moved to the first Saturday in June. That hit the busiest week in the year for majority of the farm ers, and also 
m ade the second primary—in event it was necessary—often fall on the Fourth of July holiday period. So the legislators some 
years ago moved the first pri­m ary back to the last Saturday in May.

Weather still has a lot to do with the primary, because the last of May is a busy time on the

farm, a  relatively slack time for business in town and city stores 
and offices. Extended seasons at beach resorts attract people for 
weekend vacations, plus the lure of golf courses and drives through the country as Spring moves in­to Summer. A bright and sunny May 29 will mean a proportion­ately lighter non-farm vote. It will mean a proportionately hea­
vier farm vote, unless the weath­er has been bad for farm  work for a few days ahead óf that date. If it has been so tha t farm­ers have not been able to work In the fields during the early part of the week and m ust “make hay while the sun shines” on 
Saturday many of them will figure 
it more important to work than to vote. 80, contrary to what has been popular belief, a reasonably “ bad weather day" m ay mean a 
larger vote than a perfect late May day will being out.

WHO PROFJ’TS? — The next question is: Which candidates will bmeflt from a big vote, and and which will be advantaged by a light vote? There is not enough information at hand to evaluate 
advantages for local and district candidates. In the senatorial race 
a big vote will be to the ad­vantage of Senator Lennon. That 
is somewhat paradoxical, because usually the incumbent official profits by a small turnout at the 
polls. That is because usually the 
mqumbent starts with a larger 
dependable nucleus, and the chal­lenger has to get “h is’n ” out of the rank and file. ’This time 
Challenger Scott bad a lot more to start with than did Incumbent Lennon. It is assumed that the 
starting support stands pat; so 
every added vole gives the low

starting  man the advantage. ’The 
bigger the vote this time, the 
better chance for Lennon to win.

A total vote of 475,000 or less will mean almost certain nomi­nation of Scott. A total of 650,000 
or more will mean almost certain victory for Lennon. Anything bet­
ween these limits means the re ­sult cannot be determined until the votes are counted, with odds favoring one or the other in direct

proportion to the size of the total
vote.

It would seem from that con­
clusion that all the impersonal 
and non-partisan agencies which are urging every voter to exer­
cise the privilege and discharge the duty of voting are indirectly 
working to the advantage of Len­
non. How effective their efforts will be will not be known until after May 29.

Recession talk or not, demand for economy lines or for recapping Jobs h asn 't in­creased noticeably as yet.That, at least, is what they tell you here today to the rubber capital.Prices on these replacement 
tires are firm, they insist—and if they have their fingers crossed when they say it they keep them 
behind their backs.

Tire executives also talk con­fidently of the future of the tube- 
less tire. They say that within a year or two almost all ca r makers will use them as original equip-

business lines that should be send­ing more trucks onto the highwaysMany rubber companies are so diversified today—some of them looking as much like chemical companies as anything else—that their earnings statem ents don’t al­ways reflect just the tire business. 
And just now the lower tax load with the ending of the excess prof­its levy makes them look better.General Tire A Rubber, which specializes in the replacement tire field, was able to turn iq record sales the first quarter this year, 
a gain of 1 per cent over last, and its profits showed a 23 per cent Increase.Companies having most of the original tire m arket show varied results.

Goodyear’s profits rose 10 per 
cent over last year although sales were off by the same percentage. Goodrich’s sales dropped 11  per cent but its profits rose 6 per cent. Firestone, with sales off 6 per cent, 
took a 4 per cent profit slide. U, 8 . Rubber’s sales slipped 16 per cent, first-quarter earnings before taxes sank 34 per cent—but the big tax drop resulted In net profits rising 7 per cent over a year ago.

NEW YORK li!^-Graduatlon day approaches in Russia as In Amer­ica, but in the Soviet Union this occasion Is often one of weeping.In Moscow, mothers and fathers of university graduates hope to 

prevent their sons, and daughters from being sent to Siberia.Each year as they complete their courses and become sj)€cialists thousands of young men and wom­en get put on trains to take up work—maybe forever—in the Ifss habitable regions of the nation. 
Their parents don’t know when they’ll see them again.A recent issue of P ravda throws light on the attempts Soviet par­ents m ake to keep their offspring from this Involuntary exile.Pravda told about a letter sent by a scientific re.search worker In the Moscow planetarium to a high­ly placed friend In the Moscow prosecuting attorney’s office. The scientist Konstantin Shlstovsky, asked Peter Petrov, his friend, to try to fix it up so th a t Shistov- 
Sky’R daughter Marina, about to 
finish the course at the Moscow Juridical Institute, could get work permitting her to stay In Moscow.

In this particular ca.se, Pravda reported, the person asked refused the assistance.
But, said the paper, its inves­tigation revealed that In many ca.ses graduates of the Moscow 

Juridical Institute had received high-level help In avoiding what are called duties to the state. Ten graduates last year, the paper said had succeeded In staying in Moscow against the rules.TTie government considers that graduates who have benefited dur­ing their education from  state

scholarships (this means the over­whelming majority of students in h i g h e r  educational Institutions) lack the right to decide them­selves where they will work. Tills

Peach Crop Hurt 
By Dry Weather

RALEIGH UD — D ry weather last 
fall and freezing temperatures in 
March apparently have cut into 
prospects for the 1954 Tar Heel 
peach crop, according to the F ed­
eral-State (Trop Reporting Service.

The agency said today a harvest 
of 1,050,000 bushels is expected. 
This would be 11 per cent below 
the 1953 crop of 1,180,000 bushels, 
which was considered comparatlv- 
ly short. It would be only 64 per 
cent of the 10-year average of I,-
649.000 bushels.

Reports from dfferent sections 
vary. For example, prospects from 
the Sandhills are generally poor 
to fair, while a ra ther good peach 
crop is indicated for the Mount 
Airy section the service said.

A 17 per cent reduction also Is 
expected in ttie s ta te 's  commercial 
early Irish potato production. May 
1 reports indicate a harvest of
3.075.000 bushels, compared with 
last year’s 3,705,000 bushels.

However, the yield per acre is 
expected to average 205 bushels. 15 
bushels more than growers reallied 
last year. Harvesting is expected 
to begin the last week in May, and 
possibly a week earlier in the Car­
tere t County area.

New Anununition 
Used By Yankees

The New York Yankees had  
some fresh ammunition today to 
use against the critics who have 
blasted them for hoarding ta len t 
during their pennant rampages of 
the past five seasons.

Exhibits A and B are Lew 
Burdette and Don Johñson, a pair 
of 27-year-old right-handed pit­
chers who once toiled In Yankee 
livery.

Burdette, now a f r o n t  lim ­
ber of the Milwaukee mound staff, 
mowed down the Brooklyn Dod­
gers on one h it yesterday for a  
5-1 victory. Johnson gave up only 
two hits In pitching the Chicago 
White Sox to a  1-0 verdict over 
Boston.

But a quick survey of the deals 
th a t sent these young men to their 
present employers strongly indi­
cates the Yankees had no generous 
share-the-wealth ideas. In fact, it’s 
doubtful the New Yorkers had any 
notion these pitchers would stick 
in the majors, m uch less blossom 
into stars.

For example, Johnson, who had 
been relegated to the minors afte r 
a 4-3 season with New York in 
1947, was lumped together with 
Duane Pillette (now with Balti­
m ore), Jim Delsing (now with De­
tro it), G e o r g e  Stirnweiss and 
$50,000 in a 1950 deal with the St. 
Louis Browns th a t brought pitch­
ers Joe Ostrowski and Tom F er- 
rick and inflelder Leo Thomas to 
the Yanks,

Burdette was recalled from the 
minors in 1951 and tossed In with 
$50,000 in the deal with the Bravfcs 
tha t sent Johnny Sain to New 
York. That trade looks better now, 
but at the time the experts fig­
ured the Yanks Lad come up with 
another "steal” .

Burdette held on and«finally 
caught fire last season in Mil­
waukee, winning 15 while losing 
five. Johnson w as dealt to Wash­
ington by the Browns in 1951 and 
released by the Senators in 1952, 
Last season he had  a 15-12 record 
a t Toronto In the International 
League and the White Sox grabbed 
him. This year he has a 3-1 m ark. 
Including another two-hit shutout 
in addition to yesterday’s fine per­
formance.

Detroit held on to  first place In 
the American League by 27 per­
centage points by beating Wash- 
Intrton 4-2. ’The Yankees edged 
Cleveland 5-4.

More Seek Jobs 
But Emplopent 
Figures Stable

RALEIGH L'P — In Industrie.^ 
covered by the job insurance pro­
gram, there  are  as m any, if not 
more, person.s working this year 
and at the sam e tim e there  are  
more unemployed.

This w'as reported today by Ck)l. 
Henry E. Kendall, d irector of the 
North • C arolina Em ploym ent Se­
curity Commission, as he made 
public figures showing th a t the 
number of jobless in the sta te  at 
the end of April continues to run 
about double last y ear’s figure.

Kendall reported tha t the num ­
ber of persons seeking jobs through 
the State Em ploym ent Service to­
taled 73,000 at the end of April 
as compared with 50,000 at the 
end of the sam e month last year.

He said the commission received 
claims for a total of 230,400 weeks 
of unemployment during April as 
compared with 1226,56 in April of 
last year. Unemployment compen­
sation paym ents for the month to­
taled .?3.836,500 as com pared with 
11/006,000 in April of last year.

the first four months of this 
year the num ber of weeks for 
which claim s were m ade totaled 
924.300 as compared with 472,150 
In the sam e period of last year. 
The am ount paid to claim ants in 
the first four months totaled 114,- 
460.500, This compared with $7,159.- 
300 in the sam e period of last 
year

Kendall explained his statem ent 
about there  being as m any if not 
more pt;rsons working in covered 
Iriduslries this year as last. He 
stated th a t while the figures 
sliowed an increase of 28,000 in 
unemployment, the total labor force 
has increased by, "considerably 
more than th a t."

He said his figures show that 
tlje num ber of unemployed will 
continue to rise unless industry ex­
pands constantly to provide more 
jobs or else workers will m igrate 
to other sta tes.

Some of the Increase in unem­
ployment, he added, is caused by 
the return to the state from cen­
ters such as Detroit where there 
have been large layoffs in the 
onto industry.

Pollard and Rydstrom had been 
hunted all over the city’s center 
yesterday In connection with a 
holdup Monday in Mlddlebury, 
where two bandits tied two women 
and escaped with $1,400 in cash, 
jewelry and bonds.

Palma, two other detectives and 
several state troopers went to the 
movie theater on a tip the fugitives 
were there,

Palma went into the seats a»- 
thefe was a scuffle. Suddenly two 
shots blazed and many of Uie 200 
patrons dived under their seats.

The state troopers and other de­
tectives said they held their fire 
lest stray bullets hit the patrons.

The fugitives escaped but a 
short time later Pollard was 
trapped in the apartment house a 
few blocks from the theater. Ryd­
strom meanwhile, had caught a 
cab.

Hundreds of police and thou­
sands of spectators gathered out­
side the house. A squad of patrol­
men fired tear gas bombs into the 
apartment, shouting to Pollard 
over loud speakers to come out,

: But there was only silence from 
the inside

Chief Young stripped off his 
jacket and put on a gas mask and

went in. He searched every room 
and was climbing the attic stairs 
when he spotted Pollard.

He yelled for Pollard to come 
out and then heard a shot. It was 
the shot, apparently, that went 
through Pollard’s temple. But 
Young said he fired anyway to be 
sure Pollard wasn’t firing at him.

Revelations stemming from U.S. 
tests In the Pacific touched off a 
chain reaction of nervousness In 
many parts of the globe and espe­
cially in this exposed island. This 
led the Churchill government to 
propose that a new effort at con­
trol should be made In London.

There were no clues to the pos­
sible nature of any new Western 
proposals for disarming or atomic 
and germ warfare control.

To .start the. talks, however, the 
four Western Powers — the United 
States, B r i t a i n ,  Prance and 
Canada — were reported planning 
to stand on their old position that 
establishment of reliable enforce­
ment machinery must precede any 
ban on atomic weapons.

The West apparently wanted to 
see whether the Soviets have any­
thing to offer either in the tom  
of concessions or new Ideas.

Minister of State Selwyn Lloyd 
is Britain’s chief delegate at the 
talks. Morehead Patterson, an in­
dustrialist, represents the United 
States. The other delegates at the 
opening meeting were Foreign 
Secretary Lester B. Pearson for 
Canads, former Defense Minister 
Jules Moch for France end Am- 
baaaador Jacob Malik for Russia.

Ttie five-power group atarted its 
discussions with these long-stand­
ing rival proposals before it:

Atomic weapons: The “Baruch 
Plan” of the West would create a 
world authority to control all dan­
gerous aspects of atomic energy

rigfata. Later existing stocks of 
atomic weapona would be de­
stroyed.

Russia wants atomic weapons 
banned Immediately and an inter­
national control organ aet up with 
fuU inspection rights.

Thank 
Cod he left the Democratle Party 
when he did.

“He has disgraced the Senate 
and made it a  laughing stock in the 
eyes of the world; he had dis­
graced Wisconsin, even th o u ^  it's 
a great state. When 'you get the 
wrong kind of man in public of­

PARIS (B — Prem ier Joseph 
Lanlel sought a vote of confidence 
today from a balky National As­
sembly. The outcome will decide 
the fate of his shaky government 
and possibly that of the Geneva 
conference as well.

If 314 negative votes are cast, 
Lanlel will have to resign. His 
coalition is rounding out its 11th 
month in office, an unusually long 
term  In France,

Political experts gave him only 
a slim chance of surviving today’s 
vote.

The issue was the Prem ier’s de­
mand that debate on Indochina be 
postponed until after the Geneva 
coaierence. He won a 311-262 con­
fidence vote on the same ques­
tion last Thursday, but that was 
before the fall of Dlen Bien Phu 
aroused nationwide bitterness.

In Laniel’s f a v o r, however, 
French Foreign M inister Georges 
Bldault is in the m idst of negotia­
tions at Geneva for much-desired 
peace in Indochina. To throw out 
the government now would mean 
throwing out BidauH as well. While 
much of the resentm ent in the As­
sembly was directed against the 
foreign minister, many deputies

were hesitant about leaving France 
voiceless at Geneva because of a 
Cabinet crisis.

The general desire to h av e ' 
Prance fully represented at inter- ' 
national conferences has done j 
much to keep Lanlel in office. He. 
won previous confidence votes be-i 
cause of then-impending negotia-' 
tions, first at Bermuda and later 
in Berlin.

The deputies have been generally 
bitter over Laniel’s refusal to de­
bate the Indochina situation at this 
time. Many also feared that If they 
voted confidence in him, their 
people back home might Interpret 
it as approval of the Dien Bien 
Phu situation.

On the other hand a government 
crisis could lead to dissolution of 
the Assembly and new elections, 
which few deputies would relish.

Lanlel argued that “an xmpre- 
pared debate now" on Indochina 
would lessen the government’s au­
thority and would “suspend the 
work of the Geneva conference.”
