Cost Of Living 
Slightly Down 
During April

WASHINGTON (̂ )—The govern­
ment reported today living eosts 
declined slightly in April. The 
drop, the third in three months, 
was almost entirely due to lower 
excise taxes effective April 1.

The decline means a penny-an- 
hour pay cut for about 1.250,000 
workers in the auto, aircraft and 
farm  equipment' industries whose 
pay rates are geared by union 
contracts to the governing living 
cost index.

The Bureau of Labor Statistics 
reported its index declined two 
tenths of one per cent from mid- 
March to mid-April, lowering the 
index to 114.6 per cent of the 1947- 
49 average. This is seven-tenths 
of one per cent below the October 
1953 peak when the index was 
115.4. The April Index, however, 
is eight-tenths of one per cent 
above a year ago.

to get away from this love. People of bad temper a re  constantly makbig fools of themselves fand raising up  
enemies because tbey cannot control tbeir tongues. T he

A communist controlled government in 
any one of the Latin American nations 
would be a serious th rea t to all th e  nations 
of this hemisphere.

The free nations of the world have 
watched governments of countries in Eur­
ope and Asia topple time and again to sub­
version and  armed revolution or commun­
ists.

Formula All Wrong

Somebody Told Me

There Is a lot of talk going around how to the effect that the 

government ought to step up its spending and cut taxes. The 
idea is that by spending more money, the government wiU in­
crease payrolls and profits, and by cutting taxes it will give con­
sumers more money to spend, and everybody wrill have un­bounded prosperity, a color tele­
vision set, a summer camp and self-supporting in-laws.

The formula of more govern­ment spending and less taxation 
has a built in persuasiveness In 
that it sounds so pleasant. How 
can anyone be against more government spending and lower 
taxes? Who would shoot Santa 
Claus?The fact of the matter is that the government cannot create prosperity any more than a farm­er can create a watermelon. Government action can create cir­cumstances in which prosperity 
can grow, just as a farmer can till the soil. But if you ever see a farmer with a watermelon growing out of his ear, call the 
medics.The Federal budget is not yet in balance and more spending and less taxation would create 
a greater deficit that would have to be met by borrowing. And that borrowing would be directly in­flationary. And inflation is just 
as much of a tax as income levies 
or excises on snuff.It is a tax on those who have bonds, savings, pensions and mo­ney owed them; it is a tax in that part of the purchasing power in that money is taken away by government action. In effect, 
more government spending and less taxation would produce a 
spree to be paid for by those who had vulnerable assets. *If a person has any money com­
ing to him, in effect part will be taken away; if a person owes any 
money the size of the debt, in purchasing power, will be reduced.

When we had other shots of Inflation, in the thirties and the 
forties, a lot of people said at

tb« time that It was good because everybody was in debt. Few sil­
lier rem arks have ever been 
made, and this department, hav­ing made so many of them, is an 
expert pn silly rem arks. There can never be a situation in which everybody is in debt or one in 
which everyone is on the credit side. For every dollar owed by 
someone, there is a dollar owed 
to someone. Catch?There have been times In the 
country’s history, such as during the big depression and World War 
II, when the situation w as so grave that taxing the thrifty and 
the pensioners through inflation was necessary. But before a sim­
ilar levy is made again, we ought to make sure that those people ought not to pick up the check 
for the next round..NEEDS PERMISSION FIRST

Every once In a while a busi­
ness executive becomes so de­lighted with an article in a m a­gazine that he wants to send re­prints to all his friends, custo­mers and prospects. The recent Time-New York Central case shows how expensive that can be; the railroad paid $7,000 for circulating a copyrighted reprin t 
from Fortune magazine.While it might not have be?n true in this case, most publicat­ions are happy to have reprints circulated. But they insist that they be asked first. Sometimes the distribution of a reprint m ay, 
by itself, give a biased idea of the publication’s position; sometimes the author has reserved reprint rights; sometimes a special copy­
right notice may be required. So 
it’s a good Idea to write, phone or wire before reprinting; chan­
ces are much better even that permission will be given.

Today’s column is the final in a series about the experiences of the 
principal of Greenville’s Brook- green school. James A. Vinci’s 
b ir th  in Sicily, first eight years there, then ten years in America 
and  a trip back there, is colorful 
enough to be material for a biog­raphy.

As of yesterday, Jim was re­leased from prison in Italy. The tour back to Naples was scenic, even If it was from the small window of a police wagon, horse drawn. You wouldn’t  believe It to 
see him now, but Jim weighed only 120 then and was small enough to wiggle out of his hand­cuffs and light cigarettes for the 
o ther passengers on the wagon.Back at headquarters the Italian government officials were very 
apologetic for putting an American citizen In prison. “They even 
bought me a new suit and sent me home with a pat on the back.*'My mother was working in the

orange groves when I  arrived there. It was just like a dream for me. I had been waitmg for 10 
years to get the chance to get back to see her.”

Jim’s home town, he recalls, Is 
something like the population of 
Greenville packed into Hillsdale. "People live very close over there," he says. “We could talk in a nor­
mal tone and be heard by three families in our neighborhood.”His visit lasted three days be­fore the Italian officials Informed him that he was drafted. This was done by the in-person visit of a soldier, complete with scroll and two stooges. After his draft notice Jim had two days, so he checked with American consul to see what could be done about their efforts to d raft an American citi­
zen. “You are also an Italian 
citizen,” they said, “The only 
thing we can tell you is to go 
^ong with them for the time

being and we’ll see what we cando.”So in a matter of not too many months Jim was a Captain in the King’s Army, flying in North Af­
rica. A crash almost resulted in 
his losing his jaw, but “they did a pretty good job on me,” he re­calls.

After the crash he managed to get a passport with the help of the American underground.
Two weeks after he landed in New York, Italy was in World War II. Jim joined the Marine Corps and during his tour of duty was stationed at Cherry Point. He met and married Doris Haskins of New Bern and they now have two daughters, ages seven and four.After discharge from the Ma­

rines he attended East Carolina, received his B.S. degree in 1949 and his M. A. In late 1950.

Because a N orth Carolina bus­inessm an loyally insists that all h is shipments come through the S ta te  ports a t Wilmington or 
Morehead City those ports will now get more business. The job 
of building North Carolina’s ocean po rts  is just th a t simple.E . Nellson B eard  of Greens­boro, president of the Beard Lum ber Company specifies tha t all his lumber shipments enter N orth  Carolina ports. Because of th is  loyalty, the Japanese freigh­te r  Kyoyu Maru will call at Wil­mington tomorrow with 111,000 
board  feet of milled mahogany, 
m ost of it destined for N o r t h  Carolina’s furniture manufacture. A second shipment of Philippine mahogany—alm ost 200,000 board fee t—will arrive in Wilmington in five or six weeks.

Whenever a  ship calls at a 
N orth Carolina port It m eans ex tra  revenue from  ship rentals, warehouse storage, sale of fuel and other ship supplies, the money 
spent by ship crews a.shore, and the  employment of people to han­dle the ports. Obviously, If enough

ships called at our seaports, this additional volume of business 
would become another m ajor state “industry” just as Norfolk’s shipping is a major "industry” 
of Virginia.

If North Carolina Is to re ta in  its industrial lead in the South it must develop its ports or take a 
back seat to other Southern states which have made major assets 
of their seaports. These include: Virginia (Norfolk); South Caro­lina (Charleston): Georgia (Sav­annah); Florida (Miami); Alabama (Mobile), and Louisiana (New Or­leans).

So long as North Carolina in­dustrialists and businessmen who control big tonnage shipments lemain indifferent to the S tate’s ports. North Carolina business will go to swell the comm erce of Charleston, Norfolk, Baltimore 
and New York. The railroads 
which haul North Carolina ton­nages out of the state could just as well haul It to our ports. More­over, the development of Wilming­ton and Morehead City might baing increased railroad business 
into this state.

Let us begin at home by con­
sidering the shipment of tobacco

from Reeky Mount, Last year,
20.500.000 pounds of tobacco were exported abroad from the Rocky Mount market, total of some 58.-327.000 pounds. Most, if not all. of this tobacco was r' Jpped from the seaports of other states. To that extent, North Carolina’s eco­nomy suffered. If Rocky Mount 
tobacconists and other big ton­nage shippers in this area would make the same use of N.C. ports (Insofar as possible) which Mr 
Beard made, Morehead City and Wilmington would soon be doing a booming business. This in turn would help boost the economy of North Carolina, par­ticularly here in the East.We hope that Mr, Beard may become an apostle in the advance­
ment of North Carolina’s ports among his fellow Industrialists and businessmen. He can speak with authority from his own per­
sonal experience and he can com­mand more attention than eleven different port solicitors. Even if Mr. Beard does nothing more than 
maintain his present policy of re ­quiring his tonnage to come through our ports, he serves as an example which should chal­lenge other North Carolina busi­
nessmen.

have a simple, fool-proof retire­
ment plan?If not, I think I have one that 
may interest you. Wait: Don’t run away. This won’t cost you any­
thing.Here is what is wrong with most 
retirement plans:1. A man retires and discovers 
his pension is really only peanut money. He then has the problem of convincing his wife that pea­nuts not only taste good but are even more nutritious than steak.

2. Or a man skimps all his life, figuring he will save enough 
money so that he can retire and 
do all the fine careless things he dreamed of doing when young. Then he makes the sad discovery 
that the dream s of youth lose their glamour and become night­
mares in old age.A man nearing 60 put his situa­
tion to me this way the other 
day:“Retirement looks wonderful to a man in his 30’s or 40’s, but as you actually get nearer to it you 
begin to see it as a pitfall.“Take my case. They tell you 
to prepare for retirement by developing a hobby. Well, I ’ve 
tried conscientiously to build an interest in gardening. But-ugh-it simply isn’t in me to be a wet nurse for a pansy bed. 'The only growing things I have a respect$ 
for are weeds and poison ivy.“For years I have been putting away dough so that my wife and I could take a trip around the world when I retire. But lately I ’ve been thinking what a nuis­
ance it would be going through European museums grwking at 
pictures I don’t like being explain­ed to me by a guide who learned his English by reading old copies of the National Geographic.

“Work has always been the real hobby of sensible men. The clos­
er I get to retirement the less my daily routine looks like a rut, 
and the more It looks like a friendly bomb shelter. I even hate to tear the page off my desk calendar anymore. It depresses me.”

This man, It seems to me, has made the mistake of many men who plan for retirement by post­
poning small present pleasures in order to achieve some greater

and more expensive luxury in tha 
distant future.My modified pay-as-you-go re­tirement program simply calls 
for a reversal of these tactics. In­stead of squirreling away dough 
so you can see Africa from  a wheel chair at 66, you take a 
coach plane to Florida while you are still young enough to enjoy 
a swim and a sunburn. After all, you can always see lions and tigers at the nearest zoo.The thing to do is to achieve a large a  fragment of your dreams as you can while you are young and active, before your 
dreams turn Into wistful regrets. Why not retire your dream s by 
living them up along the way?But every sound retirem ent pro­
gram requires that you postpone something. My plan is very sound 
on this point. But instead of post­poning your pleasures, you go 
ahead and do as much of what you want to do as you can-and 
you postpone doing until re tire ­ment all the unpleasant things you feel you ought to do, o r the things a well-meaning wife tells 
you that you ought to do.

I know I ought to get some other hobby besides cigar smok­ing. I realize I ought to learn  to 
drive an automobile, and, to please my wife, learn some dance 
step newer than “the turkey tro t.” I realize also I will never leave 
an imperishable name in litera­ture until I finish the book I ’m working on so far I ’ve only got­
ten as far as the title, which is, 
“The Industrial Uses of the Mon­arch Butterfly in War and P eace .”

But these (things seem to me to be ideal retirement goals. And I know that a t 65 they will stUl look so utterly repulsive tha t I will tell my wife:
“Honey, most fellows a t our office do quit at 65, but in my case the boss said that 10 

years more of putting my nose to the grindstone would give my face the polished look It now lacks. But, word of honor, the day I ’m 75 I’ll s ta rt taking dancing le.ssons.”
If the boss does make me quit at 65, forcing me to face the task of making good on all my post­poned repulsive promises, my 

retirement program will solve that, too. I  intend to run away from home.

dominant position in politics and the nation's econo­my.
UNKMPLOYKD UNION WORKERS-According to their own records, there are almost 500,000 unem ­

ployed In their three unions, which have a total m em - bosb ip  of about 3,000,000.

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Kidnap Charges 
Confronting Man 
Following Arrest

CHICAGO (JPl—A 34-year-old m an 
w as sum m oned before a  U . S. 
com m issioner today on a ch a rg e  
of kidnapping a  7-year-old g irl and 
her 3-year-old brother in Beloit, 
Wis., 10 days ago and taking them  
to Illinois.

Joseph M cElroy, identified by 
the FBI as having a police reco rd  
in Michigan and Indiana fo r mo­
lesting children and young g irls, 
w as seized by FB I agents an d  two 
Beloit policem en yesterday a t  a 
fa rm  near Elwood, 111. abou t 60 
m iles southwest of Chicago.

Guy B anister, special a g e n t to 
charge of th e  Chicago FB I office, 
said  McElroy would be a rra ig n ed  
on a charge of violating the L ind­
bergh law, w hich carries a  m ax i­
m um  penalty of death.

Banister said  McElroy lu red  the 
girl and her bro ther Into his p ickup  
truck on M ay 11 by offering them  
chewing gum. T he FBI agent said 
McElroy stopped the truck sev e ra l 
tim es en rou te  from B eloit to 
Rockford, 111., and molested the 
girl sexually.

The children, who w ere not 
identified by Banister, were freed  
early  the nex t morning in R ock­
ford and w ere returned to th e ir  
parents.

Beloit police said the girl had  
told them she and her b ro th e r 
were playing in a parking lot 
about half a block from th e ir  
hom e when a  man approached 
them  and asked  if they w an ted  to 
go for a ride around the block. The 
F B I said the children got in to  the 
truck  and w ere  driven to R ock­
ford  20 m iles away.

Banister sa id  McElroy h a s  ad­
m itted being in  Beloit May 11 and 
seeing the children. However, the 
F B I agent said , he has denied kid­
naping the children.

McElroy had  obtained em p lo y ­
m en t at a fa rm  near Elwood on 
W ednesday. On the same day a  po­
lice officer a t  Plainfield, n e a r  
Elwood, telephoned the F B I in 
Chicago to rep o rt seeing a tru ck  
which fitted the  description of the 
one driven by the kidnapper a t 
Beloit.

What the governm ent can do to 
m ake Georgia comply, if Tal­
madge balks, would depend on how 
he tried to frustrate  the court or­
der. What the governm ent might 
do is neither clear nor predictable. 
A few steps, however, apear ob­
vious.

Talm adge could say the ruling 
did not apply to Georgia because 
Georgia was not one of the states 
involved in the cases on which tíie 
court ruled, although its ruling 
does apply to all states.

If Talm adge took this stand, 
nothing would happen until some 
Negro parents in G eorgia asked 
a federal court to m ake Talmadge 
end segregation.

Told by a federal court, as he 
would be, tha t the Suprem e Court 
decision applied to Georgia, Tal­
madge could be jailed for con­
tem pt if he then disobeyed. He 
could be jailed indefinitely, or un­
til he ordered segregation in 
Georgia ended. This would take 
months.

If, then, individual school super­
intendents in Georgia refused to 
follow the decision, they could be 
brought into federal court on con­
tem pt charges. More time. Or 
Georgia’s disobedience migl^t take 
some other turn.

In P resident Jackson’s day the 
federal government, because of 
treaties with the Cherokee Indians, 
claimed exclusive jurisdiction over 
territory they occupied. Then 
Georgia claimed it.

When a Cherokee Indian named 
Com T assel killed another Indian, 
i n s i d e  Cherokee territo ry , a 
Georgia sta te  court, claim ing ju r­
isdiction, tried him and sentenced 
him to be hanged.

On an appeal, the Supreme Court 
ordered the execution stopped and 
told Georgia to explain why it had 
infringed on Cherokee territory. 
The G eorgia State Legislature or­
dered local officers to Ignore the 
Supreme Court.

Cora Tassel was hanged. Then 
Georgia ordered two New England 
missionaries, living in the Indian 
territory, to swear allegiance to 
Georgia. TTie missionaries refused 
on the grounds they were In Cher­
okee territo ry , not in Georgia.

They w ere tried in a Georgia 
court and jailed. The Supreme 
Court ruled the federal govern­
ment had jurisdiction and ordered 
the missionaries released. Georgia 
refused,

C arroll attacked his fam ily after 
the children had gone to  bed—all 
were In night clothes—and appar­
ently assaulted his wife first, the 
coroner reported.

Hutchinson said he ra n  into the 
C arro lls’ home and sought to re­
stra in  Carroll, whereupon the of. 
ficer seized a butcher knife and 
stuck it into his th ro at. He said 
the cap ta in ’s face had  “ the wild­
est look I had ever seen .”

Lt. Joseph Bridges, the public 
inform ation officer a t  C am p Le­
jeune, said Carroll recen tly  had 
been in a highly nervous state.

“M any a career has been cut 
short by injuries o r by accidental 
death ,” the booklet says. “Fortun­
ately, almost all accidents can be 
prevented. They d o n ’t  'just happen,’' 
the re  are reasons fo r them.”

T he booklet s ta te s  th a t safety as I 
well as all other in p o rtan t problems! 
can be solved by education.

“Thus safety education should be * 
entered Into the class-room from I 
the first grade u n til  the day of 
graduation, it says.

The pam phltt not«s that nearly 
9.000,000 persons a  year are injured! 
in accidents a t an  annual cost o f ; 
about $3,000,000,000.

Concerning the problem  of pedest­
rian  safety the booklet states: "The' 
problem of the pedestrian  in traffic 
has always been a  serious one, but 
today it is acute. W ith  more and 
faster cars appearing , pedestrians 
m ust adjust them selveé to greater 
speed and must be m ore careful ob­
serving safety princip les.”

T he booklet lists the following 
rules for pedestrian safety: i

A. Always cross th e  street ini 
m arked crosswalks or a t intensec-1 
tions in line with side walks. i

1. Walk only w ith th e  signal lig h t' 
or a t  the direction o f a police of­
ficer or school patro l.

2. Before leaving th e  curb, stop 
and look both ways to be sure traffic  is clear.

3. Walk fast, do n ’t  run—and be 
alert for cars which m ay suddenly 
tu rn  into the s treet. Be especially 
careful of footing if th e  pavement 
is slippery or uneven.

4. Walk directly across the street 
—do not loiter in th e  middle, talk, ing, etc.

B. Carry an um brella  in such a 
way as to have a c lear view; keep 
alert and aware of traffic .

C. Always get in to  o r out of a car 
on th e  curb side.

D When board mg a bus or street 
car wait on the curb or in the saf­
ety zone for it to stop. When you 
m ust walk through traffic  to get 
to th e  safety island, move cautious­
ly.

E. When alighting from  a street­
car walk in the safe ty  zone to the 
crosswalk and then  directly to the 
curb. If  crossing to  the  opposite 
side of the street w ait until the 
vehicle has moved on ; never dash 
around behind or in  front of it 
and risk being caug h t in  the flow of 
traffic.

P. At night cross w here the lights 
are bright and visibility is good.

G. Always stand on the curb, not 
in th e  street, while w aiting to cross. 
S tudent patrols, too, should always 
stand  on the curb.

H. When walking along a road 
where there is no sidewalk, walk 
on the  left side, facing  oncoming 
traffic.

I. At night, wear o r carry some­
th ing white or ligh t in color, or 
carry a light, so th a t  the motorists 
a tten tion  will be a ttra c te d  to you.

J , Never play in s tree ts  or road­
ways, nor turn suddenly into the 
street after a ball, pe t, etc.

K. Make use of subways or ele­
vated crossings safety  islands and 
other safeguards w hich are  provided.

L. Be self-reliant an d  confident, 
not hesitan t if you a re  within your 
rights and are observing safety laws.
At the  same time, do not be fool 
hardy and do not try  to  buck the 
motorist, even if you a re  right and 
he is wrong. Rem em ber the drivers 
have rights, too.

M. Be just as a le rt and careful 
when walking in a g roup as when 
alone, and do, not depend on others 
to w atch out for your safety.

Falls
The booklet notes th a t  falls have 

always been a leading cause of ac. 
cidental deaths, and today are out­
ranked only by m otor vehicle a c - ' cidents.

"Nearly one-fifth of all accidental 
deaths actually are due to falls,” 
the safety pam phlet says. "The 
num ber of non-fatal in juries Is es­
tim ated a t mere th a n  a  million.” 

The booklet particu larly  urges 
safety practices on school bu.ses.

8. Be extra careful when it is 

dark, in bad weather or on vsiipperystreets.
9. Watch out for vehicles m ak­

ing turns at intersections.
10. Never hitch on to the rear of a moving vehicle.

Unofficial re tu rn s  give the Lib­
erals 88 0/  the 203 sp ats  with Inde­
pendent candidates g e t t i n g  64, 
Democratic N ationalists 14 and Ko­rean Nationalists 2.

There were predictions that final 
returns would give the Liberals 
tlieir goal of 110 sea ts  or 8 more than a m ajority.

The victory was a t  least partial­
ly a personal one for Rhee. His 
party  did not control the last As­
sembly and he appealed to the 
people for a working m ajority In the next house.

Apparently the estim ated  eight 
million voters—about 90 per cent 
of the electorate—gave him what 
he asked. And control of the A.s­
sembly could lead to an extended 
term  as president for Rhee. Only 
the Assembly can change a con­
stitutional clause ending his term 
in 1956.

I NEW YORK üB -  The greatest 
j problem faced by any baseball 
1 manager Is a highly personal one—
I that of trying to superintend the 
: after-hours activities of the group 
of high-spirited and talented young 
colts who have been entrusted to 
his care with the object of winning 
a pennant.

’The successful manager is the 
one who solves this delicate prob­
lem in human relationships, who 
knows when to bend a little in the 
cases of certain of his athletes 
who can "break training’’ with a 
minimum of harm  and to crack 
down hard on those who cannot.

The manager who is an absolute 
martinet, who lays down stringent 
rules and en fo rc^  them inflexibly 
agaihst all hands, will end up witia 
a sore-headed ball club rooted in 
the second division. The one who 
tries to be buddies with his boys 
and puts them on their honor to 
keep in shape—as a certain fresh­
man managér did some years ago 
—will fall on his face just as 
surely.

There is, in other words, a very 
delicate balance. ’The best of the 
managers seem to strike it sort of 
üistlnctiveiy. Some never do, and 
that is why. more than any other 
reason there is such a steady 
turnover of pilots in the big 
leagues. An owner, speaking hon­
estly and privately, almost always 
will tell you he Tired his m anager 
because he "let the players get 
away from him ."

Granny Hamner of the Phils 
has no real reason to feel liverish 
just because he discovered that his 
employers were having him tailed. 
It’s been going on as long as w e’ve 
been around the gam a and doubt­
less long before that. Every player 
we’ve ever heard  discuss this facet 
of the great national pastime knew 
he was subject to a certain am ount 
of surveillance during the late 
hours and accepted it along with 
his salary check.

While we have long heard of 
clubs usually a t the manager’s re­
quest. hiring private eyes to check 
up on their athletes in exceptional 
cases, the normal state is for the 
manager and his coaches to take 
care of the chore, themselves. Usu­
ally one of the coaches is known 
privately among the players as 
the club’s "policeman." He gets 
around pretty well himself when 
the team is on the road and m akes 
some effort to mingle with the ath- 

; letes, but as they are on to him 
ihls value as a gumshoe is strictly 
! limited.

Syria had taken poaaeaaion of the Israel* 
Ish city of Ramoth-gilead. When King 
Jehoshaphat of Judah visited King Ahab 
of Israel, Ahab asked him if he would 

join in battle with him to recover It.

Jehoshaphat said, “Enquire, I  pray thee, 
a t  the word of the Lord.” Ahab gathered 
400 men, asking them, “Shall I go to 
battle?” All said the Lord would be on 

the side of the king.^

Jehoshaphat was not satisfied and called 
for a prophet of God. Ahab hated the 
prophet Micaiah but sent for him. Mi* 
calah prophesied that Isiaiei would be 
soattered as sheep having no shepherd.

During the battle Ahab was killed by an 
arrow through joints in his armor. He 
was propped up  in his chariot so the 

enemy would not know he was dead.

IF  IN  A GROUP of people one 

man voted against a  proposition 
of which 400 approved, we might 
be tem pted to think that the one 
dissenting voice was that of a 
crank o r chrmiio fauR finder. We 
might be right in thinking so, 
and then  again e v e n t s  might 
piMve th a t he was right and the 
400 wrong. I t  is easy to vote with 
the m ajority, without thinking 
seriously of the ctmsequencee of 
the acti<m to be taken.

In our l e s s o n  one man did 
stand bravely forth and opposed 
the wishes of his king and the 
acceptance of such wish by 400 
thoughtless and subservient men 
whose o n l y  aspiration was to 
please th is  powerful king, regard­
less of circumstances.

The events of the lesson toak 
place over 100 years after the 
divislcm of the kingdom. Ahab 
reigned over Israel and Jehosha* 
phat over Judah. Jehoshaphat 
went to  pay a  visit to Ahab. Now 
there had been peace between the 
kingdoms of Syria and Israel for 
three years, but the Syrians were 
threatening Israel, and had indeed 
taken the  city Ramoth-Gilead 
(thought now to have been the 
present Mizpah). A h a b  asked 
Jehoshaphat to join with him in 
a w ar against Syria to try  to re­
capture the town.

Jehoshaphat replied: *T am as 
thou a r t ,  my people as thy people.

the hand of the kfiig.”
Ahab was e le  v e r  enough to 

realize t h a t  Micaiah waa not 
speaking the truth, and said to  
him: 'H ow  many times shall I  
adjure thee that thou tell me 
nothing but that which Is true in 
the name of the Lord?”

Then Micaiah s p o k e  as the 
Lord had told him: “I saw all 
Israel scattered upon the hiUs, as 
sheep tha t have not a  shepherd, 
and the Lord said. These have 
no master; let them return every 
man to his house in peace.”

Ahab turned to Jehoshaphat, 
saying. “Did I not tell thee th a t 
he would prophesy no good con­
cerning me, but evil?”

Then Micaiah t o l d  the kings 
that he had had a  vision of God 
and tha t the Lord had asked who 
should persuade Ahab to go to  
war with Syria to his destruction, 
and a  spirit stood forth and said 
he would, and it was this spirit 
who had put false words into the 
mouths of these false p re s e ts .

For t h e s e  words Ahab had 
Micaiah put into prison ”untU I  
come in peace.” But Micaiah re­
plied, “H thou return a t  all ia  
peace, the Lord hath not spoken 
by me."

Ahab, however, was r e a l l y
frightened by Mlcaiah's words, so 
much so that he went into battle 
disguised, leaving Jehoshaphat to  
wear the kingly robes. Ahab was 
hoping, no doubt that the Syrians

king <a Israel and that he would 
escape unrecognized.

However, the Syrian king told 
his men to fight only with the 
king of Israel

The soldiera pursued Jehoslm- 
phat a t  first, thinking he was 
King Ahab, but when they were 
told he was not the king of Israel 
they ceased to follow him.

A certain man (name unkown) 
drew a  bow a t a  venture, and 
smote Ahab the king between the 
joints of his harness, and the king 
told his chariot driver to  carry  
him out of the host for he was 
wounded.

They propped the king up in 
his chariot that he might look as 
if he were alive. The battle in­
creased and Ahab died in the eve­
ning and his blood covered the 
c h a r i o t  A proclamation was 
heard throughout the multitude 
when the aun went down, saying, 
“Every man to his city, and every 
man to his country.”

So King Ahab died and was 
b u r l e d  ia Samaria, and o n e  
washed his chariot a t a  pool and 
horrible to relate, the wild dogs 
licked up his blood. So died ig- 
nominously the wicked king of 
Israel who was imfaithful to God,- 
to his neighbor and tb his people, 
who would not listen to the words

Miss Sallie Joyner Davis 83, 
charter member of th i faculty a t 
East Carolina Colege, died this 
morning In San Gabriel, Calf,

She was bom In Wayne County 
June 18, 1871 on a plantation that 
had been In her father's family for 
more than 100 years. She was edu­
cated at Mary Baldwin College, Wo­
men’s College in Greensboro, and 
did graduate work at Duke Uni­
versity, the University of Pennsyl­
vania, and the University of Calif­
ornia. She was a specialist In North 
Carolina history.

Miss Davis was a member of the 
faculty of what is now East Caro­
lina College, when the institution 
opened its doors In 1909, and taught 
in the history department of the 
college until her retirement in 1945.

way. N. C.

Miss Davis was chairman of a 
number of committees while a mem­
ber of East Carolina faculty. She was 
chairman of the chapel committee, 
the lilM-ary committee, the inaugur­
ation committee of 193S, and the 
commencement committee. The 
Davis Arboretum at the college Is 
named for her.

She Is survived by two sisters. 
Miss Katherine Davis of Lake Toxa- 
way, N. C,, and Mrs. William Tate 
of San Gabriel, Calf. Among her 
relatives In Greenville are Mrs. T. 
E  Hooker and Mrs. D. W. Hardee, 
Jr.
