John Davies Fired

WASHINQTON (II— security 
firing of veteran diidomat Jobo 
Patón Davies Jr. on grounds of 
*^ack of judgment, discretion and 
lelistilllty’' threatened today to be­
come a new center of public «Ap 
troversy.
:j5»cretary of State DuUes, an- 
nifttinc-ing the immediate dismissal 
of a tey figure in tbe 10-year-old 
dispute over America’s China pi^ 
icy, said yesterday he was affirm­
ing the uranlmous findings of a 
special (ive-man security board.
' PuSes said neither be nor the 
panel found Davies ’’disloyal in tbe 
sense of having any Communist af­
finity" er that be "consciously 
helpdtr as enemy of this country.

Dulles announced he had decided 
with tbe board that "the continued 

"empioynitnt of Mr. Davies la not 
cleariyaonsistent with the interests 
of national securj^.’*

Davies, who had been cleared 
eight times . und«L the Truman ad- 
mlnistratiMi, asneunced he wouM
not contest the decision. But be de­
clared in a statement be did not feel 
there were "adftS^ate grounds" lor 
it. Davies had been in the diplo­
matic service 23 years much of 

''^ e  time in China.
-He got the word of his dlnnlssal 

in a personal talk with Dulles and

sborOy btfors a puhUc announce­
ment.

Tbe announcement did not say 
on what apeciflc points In Davies' 
record tbe decislmi against hiin was 
based.

State Department oCficiala were 
to say what effect the dis­

missal would have on Davlu’ re­
tíremela benefUs, but the Hew York 
Times said he loses those benefits 
which he otherwise oottld heve col­
lected In less than four years.

Davies, 49, has been a d ^m atie  
and political storm crater for years 
because during toe latter stages 
of World War II he urged that me 
United States taks firm steps to 
"revitalise*’ Natioiiallst China’s 
Kuomlntang. S t a t e  Depertment 
records already published show thst 
Dsvles said such a revitalised pariy 
could be a "significant force" in 
coalition governmrat with the 
Communists—a measurs (taslgned 
to forestan outright Red conquest.

If Chisng Kai-shek’s party could 
not be "reformed." Davies said, 
tae UnHtd States should eonaMir 
tryhig to win cooprastion from ths 
Chinese Re^.

Last year Soo* McCarthy (R-Wii) 
said the Btsenhower administratkn 
"struck ov*" by not firing Davits.

Western representatives today put 
final touches on a resolution seek­
ing U.N. endorsement for President 
Eisenhower’s plan for peaceful 
sharing of atomic energy as dip­
lomats anxiously awaited Russia’s 
reaction to the program.

The resolution—for submission to 
the U.N.’s Nation Political Com­
mittee—was drafted last night by 
seven Western nstions which have 
been negotiating en atemie ener- 
gy.

U is expected to ask:
1. Full U.N, cooperation in de­

veloping the international use of 
atomic energy for peaceful pur­
poses.

2. The p.N. to caU'sn .fotrah*-

tk»al sctentifle coafersneo nest 
year to discuss tas possibUlUes sf 
an atomic agency.

1. Tbe confercncn to advlw tae 
U.N. ra progrese made towarda 
peaceful atomic production by na­
tions who have developed nimlear 
energy or have uranium resources.

A U.S. spokesman said tae reao- 
lutlon was written by tiie United 
Statea, Britain, France, Canada, 
Australia, Belgium and South Af­
rica. He said presentation of the

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The Bright Aspect Of UN Functions
Secret diplomacy, rather than the 

United Nations, seems to have had more 
war-prevention success in the past two 
years.

Closed conferences ended, or brought 
about the end of the fighting in Korea; 
resolved the Trieste dispute, reopened 
Iran's oil wells, ended the Anglo-Egyptian 
quarrel over Suez and stopped the Indo­
china conflict

In contrast the United Nations has not 
been able to end the virtual state of war 
existing between Israel and th e -  Arab 
states; nor is the India-Pakistan feud over 
the province of Kashmir anywhere near 
being solved.

Old memories of secret diplomacy are 
not kind to that means of settling disputas, 
but we must concede tha t recent exper­
iences in peace-seeking through the United 
Nations has been dDeodraging.

Unquestionably the greatest weakness 
of the UN has been the tendency of mem­
ber nations to use it as a propaganda 
sounding-board. Probably it is in the light 
of experience that governments have by­
passed Lake Success as a means for pre­
venting war, but it has not deterred them 
from using it as a fruHless forum for de­
bate.

The most profitable functions of the 
United Nations have been In the health 
and education and welfare fields. Such 
activities of centralized agencies are bring­
ing untold benefits to forgotten areas of 
the world and to backward peoples. This 
work is not to be taken lightly, whatever 
complaints one might have of the UN in 
fields of diplomacy.

^There is so much that needs to be dons 
to better conditions of millions of people 
in the fields of health, living standards, 
economic productivity and education-wise, 
that it behooves all advanced nations to 
join together in this project. No better 
means exists than through the United Na­
tions; and if It existed for no other purpose 
than this, we feel that would suffice.

Actually^ though, the organization was 
formed to resolve disputes and deter war; 
how well it has succeeded is most debat­
able, but its secondary benefits are indis­
putable.

'^Wrapping Up The Last 
Election Thoughts

Now that the dust has settled (or has. 
it?) over the national elections, there re­
main a few odd items providing food for 
thought

(1) Democrats did not do as well as had 
been freely anticipated;

(2) The Midwest farm belt pretty gen­
erally endorsed the Republican agricul­
tural program; ^

(8) Three Republican congressmen were 
elected in the “Solid South” ;

(4) Were It not for the very one-sided 
Democratic atmosphere in the South, Re­
publicans would be still in the saddle.

In an off-year election we have become 
accustomed to look for a natural swing 
away from thee party in control. There 
was such a swing, but we are struck by the 
thought that it didn't go very far even with 
the help of the best Democratic Party 
campaign Issues.

Then there is the dissimilarity of voting 
in the agriculture-minded South and the 
agricultural Midwest. One would think the 
two areas had mutual problems and would 
find much in common as to their solutions. 
The Reflector has remarked upon this be­
fore, but their divergences on farm policies 
give rise to the thought a “meeting of 
minds” on the farm level might be mutual­
ly beneficial, as well as politically interest­
ing.

Lastly, dependance of the Democratic 
Party upon the South has again been 
idemonstrated most emphatically. Without 
the political solidarity of the Southland 
(which is near-habitual) Democrats would 
be a futile minority in Congress today. A 
Republican’s election in this part of the 
country is so rare an event as to be given 
attention out of all proportion to its signifi­
cance.

As the cornerstone of the Democratic 
Party It is small wonder the South enjoys 
a dominant share of leadership and pres­
tige in Congress; and equally surprising its 
voice is not accorded more attention in 
Party councils. ,

Odd Role For Noted Sportsman

What Other Editors A»‘e Thinking
A HEMINGWAY HONOR 

(Wllsoo Times)
In America at least, if youts 

a book lover, you must he rabid 
pro or a rabid <x>n Hemingway 
lover. Seldom do you find some­
one who's betwixt and between. 
Those who like him devour his 
books as fast as they come from 
the press. Those who don’t totally 
Ignore him, treating his books 
as if they were the product of 
a moron. By” some he’s placed 
in the class with Sinclair Lewis; 
by others he’s treated as a new 
stylist whose vigor makes up 
for his lack of poUto.

ThU writer happens not to be 
one of the Hemingway lovers. 
But this writer prefers literary 
quality to vigor. Long years ago 
he developed a friendship with 
Charles Leonard Moore, an out­
standing styll.st whose essays 
appeared in the old Dial. When

visiting one day, Moore produced 
a letter from Colonel Thomas 
Wentworth Hlgginson, imtil his 
death considered America’s lead­
ing stylist, hailing Moore as his 
successor. Had those men been 
popular, we would have a much 
higher quality to our literature 
today. But they weren’t appreci­
ated by the masses who preferr­
ed Kipling and 0. Henry.

Because the latter two had 
that mass appeal, they supersed­
ed the stylists like Henry C. 
Banner. It set us back for years, 
compelling those who loved poet­
ic prose to depend almost alto­
gether on English authors. Ex­
cept for some Isolated cases, that 
seems to be true today. Our 
people can dig up the subject 
matter and they can plot; but 
they can’t put pretty phrases 
together today as Hawthorne 
and Lowell did tn their day. It's

all because the American loves 
action, we suspect. But what 
must we think when such an 
august group as the Royal Swed­
ish Academy of Literature recog­
nizes body, not clothes?

Or will 
we do as all-too-many do now, 
live in a bookless world? Hem­
ingway, to us, doesn’t  seem to 
be toe answer.

NEW YORK (AP) -  For 30 

years Alfred Gwynne Vanderbilt, 
owner of one of America’s great­
est racing stables, has spent 
most of his time smiabiy im­
proving toe breed of thorough­
bred horses.

His world has been s race 
track, ihd he has loved toa t 
world.

But at 42, Vanderbilt, who in­
herited 20 million dollars by toe 
time be was 35, is deeply com­
mitted to a more serious interest 
—toe rehabilitation of war vet­
erans in toe free world.

Vanderbilt served as a naval 
lieutenant to World War n, and 
won a Silver Star for gallantry 
as a PT boat commander to toe 
Pacific. Two years ago be be­
came interested to toe young 
World Veterans Federatiuu, an 
organization which works closely 
with toe United Nations in try­
ing to alleviate toe conditions 
which lead to war.

The toughest Job — collecting 
money — fell to Vanderbilt as 
president of the World Veterans 
Fund, the ftoanceHralslng arm of 
the federation to this country.

His friends have beoi amazed 
at the vigor with which "Al" 
plunged into the work. In toe two 
years he has traveled more toan 
50,(XX) miles on a Job that pays 
off only in the feeling he has 
helped something toat
needed doing. ^

"Last yt:^i we met our goal- 
half a million dollars," he said. 
"But we could have used five 
times that amount.

"Ihe  money isn’t contributed 
directly to individuals. We send 
rehabilitation teams into the 
various countries. They show the 
governments the need for pro­
grams to help disabled veterans 
and how to organhn toe ¡no- 
grams."

The WVP now has 118 member 
organizations representing 18 mil­
lion veterans in K countries.

"To give you an idea of toe 
size of the problem," said Van­
derbilt, "there are some seven 
million war disabled in these 
countries, and more than half 
have had to go without adequate 
medical treatment or voeatkmal 
training.

"You can Imagine how bitter 
they sometimes g e t . . . .  so many 
years after ttte war is over . . . 
and BO little done to help them. 
The benefits the American veter­
an gets are unique. You don’t 
find them to other lands."

He and other WVP leaders 
feel it is vital that veterans of 
free world countries work to­
gether democratically to solve 
postwar problems. Rraponslble 
vet groups from former «aemy 
nations, such as Germany and 
Italy, have been welcomed into 
toe organization.

"In ;toe past the Communists 
were able to exploit the disabled 
to a lot of these countries, be­
cause they weren’t  gctttqg k fair 
break," said Vanderbilt

BUDGETING — Spokesmen for 

the bottlers of soft drinks, the 
organized merchants wid other 
business I n t e r e s t  told the 
advisory budget commission 
where not to get additional tax 
money—but afiorded very small 
help In aiding them to find the 
revenue required to support the 
Sf^te government.

The bottlers warned that ex­
cessive taxes on their product 
would reduce consumption, thus 
defeating the objective of more 
direct tax revenue, and by occas­
ioning further losses in privilege 
and Income taxes derived from 
toe business, would probably 
bring a decrease in total receipts 
—Instead of toe hoped for in­
crease.

The major presentation was 
made to the budget group by 
Thompson Greenwood, executive 
secretary of the North Caroiina 
Merchants Association. Green­
wood introduced himself as toe 
official spokesman for 6,735 
members of his association, and 
said he was speaking unofficially 
for some 60,000 other merchants 
and for their four million custo­
mers in North Carolina.

TAX COLLECTORS — He re­
ferred to his group as tax col­
lectors. rather than as taxpayers. 
He told toe budgeteers that the 
merduMita of Norto Usroltoa pay 
a substantial tax bill—incrudlng 
some 8300,000 sales tax on bottled 
drinks for which they cannot 
collect a sales tax because toe 
selltog price is less than a dime. 
Mainly, however, they serve as 
tax collectors and through their 
efforts turn Into the state treasurv 
some 850 million s year in sales 
taxes which they have collect­
ed. He failed to ^ i n t  out, and 
no member of the commission 
reminded him, that m erchanu

t  >

pay toe sales tax on gross busi­
ness— including items oí less 
than a dime which they cannot 
collect upon, they also pay only 
three percent upon sales between 
10 cents and 35 cents, while they 
collect at toe rate of ten per­
cent. I t was developed also that 
merchant—collectors are allowed 
three percent for collecting toe 
tax, provided collections are re­
mitted promptly to the revenue 
department.

SALES TAX — Greenwood as­
sumed that the budget commis­
sion would not recommend or the 
Legislature enact a gross re­
ceipts tax on merchants. He also 
assumed that material chailges 
would be recommended in the 
sales tax exemption list. And that, 
he warned, will set the stage 
for a Governor's campaign in 
1956 comparable to that of 1936 
when the sales tax was the matn 
Issue. He .suggested that maybe 
the time has come to give less 
nttenllon to increasing taxes and 
State services, and more attent­
ion to conserving resources and 
curtailing expenses.

Big spending does not neces­
sarily mean better service, he 
said. The merchants do not want 
to go backward, they do not want 
to reduce teacher and state em­
ployes salaries nor decrease ser­
vices. They do feel, said Green­
wood, that maybe we should slow 
up for a year or two ahd cohsolíi'  
date gains of the past decade be­
fore ‘’sailing out Into the wild 
blue yonder" of Increased taxes. 
One source of savings might 
be elimination of duplicate ser­
vices and possible padded pay­
rolls—the employment of more 
workers than are really needed 
to the Job.

He said the time called for 
courage, and he facetiously told 
toe budgeteers that he did not

think they needed to (ear being
run out of toe state if they fail­
ed to raise taxes this year.

UNANSWERED — Governor 
Umstead and members of the 
budget commission Interposed 
several questions during the 
main presentation and when the 
prepared script had been read 
they engaged Greenwood in a 
Question and answer period— 
which developed a lot of quest­
ions but no helpful answers.

The purport of all toe questions 
was the same; How can we meet 
toe constitutional and statut­
ory requirements lor maintaining 
public schools and other ser­
vices during the next two years 
witoout finding 130 million or 
more additional revenue not pre­
sently anticipated under existing 
tax schedules?

IMMEDIATE — The need is 
Immediate and urgent, and can­
not be met by long range pro­
grams designed to provide more 
money later. Cfurrent efforts to 
bring in new industry and de­
velop new tax sources are suc­
ceeding, but cannot be expect­
ed to afford help for the next 
biennium, the period for which 
t'.e upcoming General Assembly 
must appropriate.

The budgeteers agreed with 
toe merchant spokesman that 
maybe too much attention has 

ip Jp ?  ,M ^ t, to , 
spenders, not enough to tax 
payers. The practice of devoting 
weeks of budget commissiOD 
time to agency, department aim 
institution heads asking for ap­
propriations and only a day or 
two hearing the people w'ho pay 
the taxes is admittedly out of 
balance.

Question arc»e about passing 
back a larger part of the school 
and social service burden to toe 
counuea. Also about revised met­

hods of allocating responsibility 
In other fields. Everybody con­
ceded need for Improvement all 
along the line. Such improvements 
may r ’lleve conditions five 
years or ten years hence. They 
offer no help for now, and now is 
what tlie budget commission and 
the Legislature has to deal with.

NEW TAXES — None of toe 
budget group gave any intimat­
ion of what toe recommendations 
will be, except for the already 
accepted situation: Existing tax 
schedules are not likely to be

seriously disturbed, but toere 
must be found new tax sources 
and new tax payers—and quick. 
Apparently toe most likely source 
is extended coverage of toe sales 
tax, or toe addition of new taxes 
on certain semi-luxury items. 
In either event the new taxes 
will probably be collected by 
business houses and o( course 
passed along to the customers, 
whether by the levy of a crown 
tax on bottled drinks or extending 
the sales tax to baby medicine 
and artificial limbs.

Ingenuity On The Farm -Manifested 
By Overcoming 1954 Difficulties

It took ingenuity to beat the 

frustrations of farming through the 
1954 season; but, as usual, the man 
with Ideas succeeded. Certainly it 
paid to establish and use irrigat­
ion iystems.

Is Good Business Crop Is Better

The DHIA herd book is the

Senger says a study of the num­
ber of cows at different produc­
ing levels in DHIA In 1953 shows 
that some of the low producing 
cows were still hanging around at 
the wid of the testing year. Nine 
per cent of the cows tested in 1953 
produced less than 200 pounds of 
butteriat during the entire year 
while another 16 per cent produced 
between 200 and 250 pounds.

In adjoining Cleveland County, 
some of the cotton growers did 
very well despite the dry weather. 
For instance Roy Cochran of 
Shelby, Route 4, harvested 211 
bushels of nice, marketable Porto 
Rico sweet potatoes from one and 
one-tenths acre witij practically no 

i  rain from Easter until October. He 
had also ginned 99 bales of cotton 
from 134 acres under the same

small tobacco allotment.
As Walter Hodges of River 

Road community explains it,’ 
‘‘When I figured the costs of the 
barn, labor, fertilizer, insect and 
disease control, and land preparat­
ion, the probably Income from the 
tobacco fell considerably short of 
making expenses.”

So Hodges is now planning a 
long-range Christmas tree product­
ion program, according to William 
T. Ellison, forestry extension spec­
ialist.

Hodges will set out 1,000 red 
cedars and vegetables will be 
grown on the remainder of the 
cleared land this year, then one or 
two thousand seedlings will be or­
dered and planted each year until 
all the cleared land is in Christ­
mas tree production.

Ellison says it will take Hodges 
five or six years to get his Christ­
mas tree farm going full steam, 
but after that continuous product­
ion can be maintained by replant­
ing the areas each year where 
trees were harvested.

However, he said the secret of 
both good yields is due to foUowing 
a crop rotation and Uie organic 
matter that be gets into his soil 
helps the land to hold water. 
Neighbors near him produced less 
than half a bale of cotton per acre 
under similar conditions, but few 
of them rotate their crops. Mr. 
Cochran always follows his small 
grain with cotton and believes this 
practice helps him to produce good 
average yields despite drouth.

The manner In which crops and 
soils respond to rainfall or irrigat­
ion is nothing short of a miracle, 
in the opinion of Ray Kiser of 
Cabarrus County. Mr, Kiser says 
that the pastures of Stanly County 
were actually "dried up.” Then 
came the storm and Stanly was de­
luged with over five Inches c 
rainfall. A week later it was hard 
to beUeve that it had ever been 
dry in that county. Grass and do 
ver renewed its growth on the past­
ure land: farmers began to seed 
long delayed small grains and tem­
porary grazing crops; and work 
was under way from one part of

additional pastures. Mr. Kiser says 
be has never seen cows and beef 
steers so grateful for a few fresh 
blades of gre«i grass.

HowevM r̂ the drouth was not all 
bad. J.W. Morgan of Oakboro, 
Route 1, says you can almost al­
ways find one good potato in a 
bag of spoiled ones. His good 
potato was the ease with which he 
harvested his crops this fall. He 
never before found com so easy 
to pull, nor cotton so easy to pick. 
“I always dread to pull corn and 
never do so until I have picked all 
the cotton,” Mr. Morgan aaid. 
•‘This year, the corn was easily 
broken from the stalk and I had no 
trouble at ail in gathering the 
crop.” Even so, the Stanley farmer 
would prefer to have more rain.

Corn sbuckers and shellers are 
good things to have on the farm, 
In the opinion of J. V. Johnson of 
Kenly, Route 2, Johnston County. 
Mr. Johnson was ready to seed his 
oats this past fall and decided, 
very wisely, that Uie seed oats 
needed to be recleaned before 
planting. He took them to the local 
miller in that coinmuntty but found 
that his neighbors had the same 
idea and there was ft long string 
of wagons and trucks ahead of him. 
Mr. Johnson turned around, re­
turned home, and put hU corn 
sbucker and sheller into prime 
working order and ran the oat seed 
through the macbim. As ft result, 
all UÜi trash and Impurities were 
blown out and he had left only 
good. ^ v y .  plump seed.

“It pays to train hard,” said 
the Pittsburgh Negro as he sat on 
his dressing room table accepting 
congratulations on his 36th victory 
to 42 fights.
