McFadyen, Guest Speaker

Appearing as guest speaker on the
orogram was Henry McFadyen, di-
rector of public relations for the
NCEA.

Speaking on the subject, “How to
Win Friends, Keep Them and Make
More Priends for Our Schools,” Mc-
Fadyen told last night's gathering
of approximately 200 educators that
he had come to remind them of
their responsibility as teachers to
work hard in building understanding
pf and good will for the schools.

“Public support of the schools is
no greatéer than an understanding
of what the schools are attempting
to do,” he declared. “Your roles as
teachers, professors and adminis-
trators include the important func-
tion of making friends and building
good will for the schools.”

The public relations director list-
ed six ways in which the teacher
might build good -whl for the school.
He emphasized, “Be proud of your
job; make an effort to understand
the people whose children you
teach: remember every child Is
‘somebody' in a schoolroom; look at
yourself objectively and ask ‘Do
my assignments make sense?’; be
absolutely fair in your relations
with your children, even to the point
of leaning over backward; and re-
member what a school is really for.”

Also appearing on the program
was Mrs. Sabra Reid, area super-
visor of school lunchrooms, who ex-
plained to the group the numerous
opportunities for education offered
by the school lunch program,

She pointed out, however, that al-
most 40 per cent of school students
are not participating in the lunch-
room program.

‘And we must remember
to practice good nutrition ourselves,
for we cannot sell something to &
child that we are not selling to our~
selves.”

REORGANIZATION -~ The
reorganization study commission
has released four reports, includ-
ing one which was simply an
explanation of how the studies
were made and how conclusions
were reached. The reports ac-
companied by recommendations
included Finance and Fiscal Con-
trol, Personnel Management and
Cultural & HiStOFIEH] ~ Develop-
ment. Five others are expected

at-“intervals before convening of
the General Assembly. They will
deal with Business Regulation,
Agriculture, Labor, Welfare and
Prisons. Governor Hodges has
asked for special study of the
executive office, which may be in
A separate report.

The latest report, released this
week, deals with 18 agencies
functioning in the areas of hist-
ory, art, music, libraries and
museums. This list includes sev-
eral special temporary commis-
slons authorized to perform

specific functions in the acquisit-

fon of particular historic sites or
commemoration of special events.
Bince these will pass out of exist-
ence automatically within a period
of months very little attention is
given them. It is recommended
that no more commissions of this
character be established, but that
their functions be performed by
the Department of Archlves and
History. (An exception due to the
large amount of private funds in-
volved in the Tryon Palace Com-
mission.)

CONSOLIDATION — The
heart of the recommendations is
that the three major divisions of
history, libraries and museums
be preserved, but that inimed-
late steps be taken to consolidate

Norris sald Thomas refused to
testify at a hearing before the New
York BState Athletic Commission
Nov, 21, 1989, and added:

“Now the ridiculous story is re

vived at a time when most of the
people mentioned in the article are
dead and cannot conveniently de
fend themselves,

“I did not promote the fi
mentioned in the article. I did
manage any of the fighters mem
tioned. The fights took place iB
New York and Philadelphia and
my only interest in boxing at the
time was as landlord of the Chi
c?go Btadium and Detroft Olym-
p‘.u
