The governor said he will talk 
over fiscal problems facing the 
state wltb representatives of the 
state’s nondaily newspapers at a 
special news conference next Mon­
day afternoon. Letters have gmie 
out to some 200 weekly newspaper 
editors inviting them to ttie con­
ference.

Hodges urged communities hard 
hit by Hurricane Hazel to move 
ahead with contracts for beach re­
pair work and other rehabilitation 
projects. Applications from Onslow 
and Brunswick counties for fed­
eral storm aid funds were signed

by the governor yesterday, and 
federal Oivii Defense authorities 
have promised the remaining appli- 
catlona will be ready for his signa­
ture Monday, Hodges said.

Insurance Commissioner Charles 
F. Gold is requesting insurance 
companies to report on progress 
in settling storm damage claims, 
Hodges reported. Claims settle­
ment in coastal areas is ’’neces­
sarily slow,” he added.

Humber Talks To 
Cincinnati Meet

CINCINNATI m -  A founder of 
the United World Federalists, Inc.. 
last night called for an end 
to international diplomatic agree­
ments because, he said, they can 
be enforced only on the battle­
fields.

Robert Lee Humber of Green­
ville, N.C. speaking at a meeting 
of Greater Cincinnati World Fed­
eralists, declared there should be 
a system of world law to prevent 
“this crime on the international 
highways.”

Humber asserted such a system 
would be applicable to all nations 
and individuals. He added that 
such a system 80 per cent of the 
laws still would be enacted by 
state legislatures, 19.1 per cent by 
Congress and only one-tenth of 1 
per cent would be International.

"This one-tenth of X per cent 
of the laws,” he said, “would 
create the authority to restrain 
aggression and enforce peace.

“We don’t mean to destroy state 
or national governments. We sim­
ply want to say that any govern­
ment on a world level must be 
limited In authority. We want an 
international organization with 
power to maintain world order"

West Germans 
Balk At Terms 
Of Saar Treaty

BONN, Germany (B—West Ger­
many’s upper House of Parliament 
gave a preliminary vote of ap­
proval today to the Paris treaties 
granting sovereignty to the Bonn 
government and providing for its 
rearmament.

Chan­
cellor Konrad Adenauer's present 
two-thirds majority Is expected to 
be sharply reduced as a result of 
the formation of an anti-Adenauer 
coalition in the big state of Ba­
varia. Members of the Bundesrat 
sit as representatives of the nine 
German state* and the govern­
ments of the states direct their 
voting.

STOCKHOLM Sweden (B —King 
Oustif Adolf VI presented 1954 No­
ble prises wortii about $140,000 to 
five Americans and two Germant 
today at traditional ceremonies 
marked by royal pomp, musty aca­
demic rites and solemn music.

The seven shared four prizes.
Of the Americans only Ernest 

Hemingway, this year’s winner in 
literature, failed to show up. He 
la in Ouba still nursing injuries 
suffered in African plane crashes. 
U.S. Ambassador J. Moors Oabot 
represented Hemingway. Anders 
Osterllng, secretary of tiie Swedish 
Royal Academy of Literature, 
made the award and called Hem­
ingway “one of the great authors 
of our time."

The Americans present included 
a trio recognized for their work 
In discovering new weapons in the 
fight against polio. The three, shar­
ing the prize for medicine and lAy- 
slology were Dr. John F. Enders, 
67, of the Harvard Medical School; 
Dr. Thomas H. Weller, 39, of the 
Harvard School of Public Health, 
and Dr. Frederick C. Robbins, 88, 
their former associate now at 
Western Reserve Medical School 
in Cleveland.

The fourth American Waa Dr. 
Linus Pauling, 51, California In­
stitute of TecbtK)logy, this year's 
winner in chemistry.

It 
was sixty years ago today—December 10, 
1894—that the first copy of The Daily 
Reflector came off the press. It was a tiny 
newspaper by modem standards, being 
only three columns wide and less than 11 
inches long, but it served well the people 
of Greenville and Pitt County as it has 
endeavored to do in the six decades which 
have followed.

On its sixtieth anniversary. The Daily 
Reflector glances back over the progress 
it has made since it was founded. It like-

For thirteen years prior to 1894, Thf 
Reflector had served the people of thif 
area as a weekly newspaper. In 1894 the 
Daily was begun on a 30-day trial period 
to determine whether Greenville—a towr 
of 2,000 people—could and would support 
a daily newspaper.

In the 60 years since the experiment be* 
gan, Greenville and Pitt County have pro­
gressed more than the wildest dreamer oí 
the I890's would have guessed. Day by day 
The Reflector has recorded the growth of 
Pitt County for its citizens and for posteri­
ty. Then there was only one brick store in 
the business district of Greenville. Today 
a frame store building is an oddity. In 
1894 Greenville’s educational facilities 
consisted of two or three private schools 
while today the local educational facilities 
consist of half a dozen elementary schools, 
two high schools and East Carlina College 
which serves more than 2,600 students from 
all of Eastern Carolina. ^

When The Reflector became a daily,
Greenville had little industry other than 
 ̂agriculture In the aurrounding area. Today 
millions upon millions of dollars are invest­
ed in the industries and businesses which 
make up an important segment of the city.

A complete enumeration of the progress 
of Greenville and Pitt County would fill a 
volume. This newspaper through the years 
has not been satisfied merely to keep pace 
with the progress of the town and country, 
but it has endeavored to forge ahead in Somebody Told Me 
an effort to stimulate the community to ' 
greater achievement.

Through its sixty years as a daily news­
paper, it has been the abiding policy of 
The Reflector to stand firmly for right 
and truth and to fight against every evil 
which threatened Pitt County and its 
people. Never has the newspaper willfully 
or intentionally wronged any person, and 
never has it sacrificed principle for person­
al gain. It has labored constantly to provide 
the people of this area a better newspaper 
and has expended its energy In seeking 
to further advance the community and its 
people.

On its sixtieth anniversary The Daily 
Reflector looks upon Its own advancement 
and the advancement of this community 
with pride and humility. We are grateful 
to the people of Greenville and Pitt County 
for their loyal support and we pledge our 
continued service to the community in the 
years ahead.

He Misses Daily Plane Flight

one of OreenviUe’s amateur pilots. 
Buddy Harrington.

At present Buddy Is grounded; 
Haael wrecked his plane and be 
sold It. But he stUl has the same 
urge to fly and is looking for­
ward to getting another plane.

Buddy is the Chevrolet dealer 
In Havelock and used the plane 
for commuting to and from work. 
It takes about hall an hour to 
fly from QreenviUe to Havelock 
or Cherry Point.

Buddy lives on the comer of 
Elm and Sixth Streets, so you 
can see that he's quite a distance 
from the Greenville airport. Prob­
ably about three miles. So to drive 
from home to the airport takes 
about 15 minutes considering the 
slow-down for traffic, half as long

as It takes him to fly the remain­
ing 60 miles.

He readily admits that there 
isn’t much time saved In short 
trips when you consider driving 
time to and from the airport. At 
Havelock Buddy has an air strip 
about two miles from his business.

Even on this short hop there’s 
15 to 20 minutes each way saved, 
which Buddy considers a minor 
factor compared with th e . break 
in the monotony of the day’s rou­
tine and the advantage of not 
having to dodge the traffic.

(Washington Daily News) 

Ever 80 often In North Carolina 
and In other states as well a de­
fendant will be brought to trial 
for his life on a charge that he 
committed a capital crime.

The selection of a Jury to try 
the defendant Is usually a diffi­
cult matter under the circum­
stances. Every Juror must express 
a conviction that he favors 
capital punishment or death for 
the defendant if the evidence 
Justifies such a verdict.

And right there many prospec­
tive Jurors are excused. "I don’t 
believe in capital punLshment’’ is 
almost a household word If the 
prospective juror Is really opposed 
to capital punishment or If he is 
Just using that excuse as a reason

for not serving on the jury.
The court or judge cannot go 

behind a man’s reasoning and 
say that he Is using the excuse 
to evade jury service in such a 
serious case. Every man has a 
right to believe In whatever he 
wishes. ’Ve can try to control 
thinking, but to date we’ve 
never had much success in this 
country.

Record management css asye 
from M to 60 per cent of flie 
tyirfcal companjTs paper work 
costs says s  new leaflet by the 
Small Business Administration. 
The leaflet, "Records Manage­
ment In Smaller Stores,’* Is the 
first In s  new series of “Small 
Marketers Aids." and was pre­
pared by Robert A £Qüff and 
Arthur Barcan, top officers of 
the National Records Manage­
ment Council.

Savings can result from buying 
fewer pieces of equipment, eli­
minating much equipment from 
expe.nsive office space, reducing 
payrolls for paper work, saving 
supervisory time axul increasing 
efficiency.

Record management, the leaf­
let says consists in controlling 
the life span of every document 
from the moment It is created. 
And control Is exercised by 
the application of common sense.

Application can consist of con­
trolling new records, by not 
starting any new forms, etc., un­
less they will be of value; sim­
plifying paper work, eliminating 
needless forms and streamlin­
ing the handling of records, and 
limiting the amount of corres­
pondence filed.

One step toward the last point 
is to refuse to file unnecessary 
letters. Executives rarely file 
notes on j^one calls yet when 
the same Information comes in 
by letter, they fiUe It. By regard­
ing letters like phone calls, many 
can be eliminated.

The authorities suggest divid­
ing correspondence into four 
files: 1, a 30-day file for letters 
that must be held until action on

them la complete; S, a 13-month 
file, for correspondence needed 
for actkm during flse current 
year; 3, a permanent file, of 
correspondence setting policy

and having other permanent 
values, and. 4, an Indeflnite file, 
in which to keep cbrreapondence 
on leases, (xmtracts sad agree­
ments as long ss those basic 
documents are retained.

Dormant records, they ssy, 
should be stored In low-rent 
space. ‘

The leaflet, which can be ob­
tained free from field offices of 
the Department of Commerce or 
the 8BA, offers many other 
suggestions for managing re­
cords. While It advises the con­
solidation of forms, it cautions 
that this can be carried too far. 
It cited the ‘case of a firm that 
a form for introducing a new 
employee to his supervisor.

Unworried Over Wall Street Qov, Hodges Apparently Seeking Non-Factional Set-Up

WASHINGTON—Although the Administration’s 
xmnetary and financial experts are keeping a bedside 
TlgU on today's peak market In Wall Street, they pro­
fess no fear over the current or prospective state ot 
the nation’s economy. Due to conditions not present In 
1929’s stock q;>eculatlon spree, they See no reason for 
damping down by curtailing the supply of money or 
credit.

In their opinion, the current levels of stock market 
prices are warranted. They are based, according to 
this theory, on earnings and well-founded optimism 
for the future. The public has entered the market. It 
Is true, but they are buying for long-term Investment 
rather than for immediate speculative gain, as In 
1925-1839

With the exception of uranium stocks, they art 
putUng their money into due chip securities, not "cats 
and dogs." In fact, there are few sour or wildcat 
offerlnp available today.

FURTHER REASONS—The supply-and-demand 
equation furnlshes another explanation for today’s 
steadily rising stock prices. Most corporations are 
financing their operations and expansion by drawing 
on their reserves or by borrowing from banks, insur­
ance companies, investment firms, pension funds, etc.

Thus, there is a dearth of stock Issues coinci­
dental with a huge supply of money seeking a source 
of mvestment. This combination of factors creates an 
ipward pressure on prices.

MARGIN REQUIREMENTS UNCHANGED — 
Since the cause oí the market’s upward uend Is cash 
lather than credit, Federal Reserve officials have 
temporarily discarded proposals to raise margin re­
quirements from the current 50 to 60 or 76 per cent. 
The Reserve has no responsibility or Jurisdiction over 
stock prices. lU job Is to prevent the misuse or over­
extension of credit.

Nor does Trtasury Secretary Humphrey favor a 
tetum to hlf "tight money” policy. Restriction or cur- 
Ullment of borrowing might have a depretflng psy­
chological and pocketbook ceaction on "Elsenhower 
proeperlty."

UNPRECEDENTED BUYING—There are certain 
oddities in people's economic habits today which 
puzzle everybody associated with the Usk of operaUng 
the government and private industry. They suggest 
that the United States may have attained the goal 
which was the dream of PD.R 'i New Deal economists 
and planners.

Although the American people are buying light 
and heavy consumer good* at an unprecedented rate, 
they are also setting records in savings. At the same 
time as they purchase automobiles, television and 
radio sets, furniture, new homes, etc., they are In­
vesting at unprecedented volume in . life Insurance, 
Investment trusts, government and private securities, 
and boosting their bank balances.

Marrlner S. Bcclea, former Federal Reserve head. 
Insists that the bulk of the savings is in the upper 
brackets. But staclstlct show that people with Incomes 
of $10,000 and less are stowing their money away as 
never before.

GOVERNMENT 8AFB0UARIX§t-A tentative but 
plausible explanation Is that Che hew spending pro­
clivities are Inspired by the safeguards which the gov­
ernment has set up for an IndMdual’s future eco­
nomic security. These consist of Social Security bene­
fits, farm supports, public and private pension and 
retirement pn«rams. There also 'exists the belief that, 
m view of the adverse political effects of the 1929 
crash, no future Administration will dare to permit a 
serious depression.

According to this viewpoint, with their future 
seemingly secure, people are willing to spend for today. 
Nor does thla theory invalidate the fact that they are 
also saving in a big way. They presumably figure that. 
With a small private income and Federal payments, 
they need not worry about a bleak and poverty-stiik- 
cn old age. /

Ing the appointment of M.B. Fow­
ler, a Durham banker, to the 

vacancy on the State Banking 
Commission occasioned by the 
death oí Hal Farrell oí Graham, 
Governor Hodges told newsmen 
that Fowler was one oí the men 
under consideration for the ap­
pointment by Governor Umsteud 
beiore his death.

A few days earlier the Gover­
nor had announced appointment 
of John D. Larkins Jr. to be his 
legislative counsel, and of Paul 
Johnston to be his administrative 
aide. In conne*ctlon with those 
appointments Governor Hodges 
said he knew that Larkin* had 
not supported him for lieutenant 
governor, "but I feel sure we 
can work together for the good 
0Í North Carolina:’’ and that he 
was taking Johnston on recom­
mendation of friends, although he 
had prevk)u.sly been acquainted 
with him. He did not even know 
whether he voted the Democrat 
or Republican ticket—or even if 
he voted at all, (It later de­
veloped that Paul Johnston is a 
voting Democrat in Johnston 
county,»
These appointments and other» 

anticipated within the next few 
weeks have occasioned speculat­
ion about the character of the 
Hodges administration, especially 
for the remaining two years of 
the term for which the late Wil­
liam Umsteadiwaa elected as

Governor. It has been well pub­
licized that Governor Luther 
Hodges came to the office of 
Lieutenant Governor, from which 
the exigency of death promotea 
him to chief executive, without 
definite alignment with any fact­
ion or group and with an absolute 
minimum of commitinentí» as to 
his course of action. In announc­
ing the Fowler appointment to 
the Banking Commission he also 
told newsmen he had expressed 
the hope to Fowler that he would 
represent the people of North 
Caxolina, and if there were any 
factions or cliques on the com­
mission he hoped that his new 
appointee would steer clear of 
them.

BI-PARTISAN -  The big 
dictionary defines bipartisan in 
a very few words, and the defin­
ition also goes in North Carolina 
politics lor bi-factlonal. The de­
finition is: "Representing, or
composed of members of, two 

parties.’’ The Implication is that 
these representatives or members 
of two parties are seeking the 
same general goal and are work­
ing together to reach it. But they 
are distinctively separate as to 
their identity and as to claims 
of credit for achieving the com­
monly desired goal. That is what 
Is meant by all the talk about « 
bipartisan foreign policy in na­
tional govemmenv.

COALITION -  The dictionary 
uses a lot more words to define 
the meaning of coalition. It la 
"Unity into a body or mass of 
separate bodies or parts; a coal­
ition, It is "Unity into a body or 
mass of separate bodies or 
parts; a combination or union; a 
temporary alliance of persons, 
parties or states for a joint act­
ion or purpose." That is the 
kind of thing achieved in the war 
time cabinets of Prime Minister 
Wln-ston Churchill and President

Btrongest support for the Big Ten 
plan came from the Big Ten area 
about three or four votes favoring 
regional control coming f r o m  
newspapers and radio and TV sta­
tions in the Midwest. Tbe East 
and South gave tha present NCAA 
program most ot its backing.

As in prevtoua years, the ob­
jectors to the NCAA program ar­
gued that fans want to see the 
games that a r t totoresting and Im­
portant to them.

At the same time, in Australia, 
his friend and keenest rival, John 
Landy, talked glumly of quitting 
competitive running.

So 1964 nears an end with a vast 
void looming in the track and field 
world.

It was a year that saw Ban­
nister, tiien Landy, crack the four- 
minute mile barrier. Then In a 
memorable race at Vancouver, 
Canada, Bannister vanquished his 
Austrsllan rival tn « race in which 
both were clocked under four min­
utes.

Bannister first lowered the mile 
mark to 8:69.4 at Oxford, England, 
May 6. A little over a month later 
in Finland Landy dropped tbe rec­
ord to 8:61. At Vancouver, in the 
British Empire Games, Bannister 
won in 3:688 with Landy second 
111 3:69.6.

Bannister, who’ll be 36 next 
March, hinted quite clearly after 
his European 1500-meter champicm- 
ship victory at Bern In August that 
he had run his last race. He said 
laat night:

"I have to refer to something 
which contains a very sad note: 
namely, I shaU now be compelled 
to give up international athletics."

He explained that his medical 
career has made training increas­
ingly difficult.

Audience Will Remember 
Concert By Igor Gorin

Patrons of the East Owrolina Col­

lege Concert Series who, because of 
Indetmmt weather or other reasons, 
did not hear the performance by 
Igor Gorin Thursday evening to 
Wright Auditorium, missed a great 
musical experience. It was a con­
cert which will be long-remembered 
by the enthusiasts audience, who. 
udth their sincere and prolonged 
applause, demanded a total of five 
encores.

Mr. Gorin belongs to that rare 
and infrequently-heard group of 
singma who aing Inthat wonderful 
old-sohool manner—with their whole 
body. His voice, which possesses a 
myriad of tonal qualities, seemed to 
have a deep origin, moving upward 
frmn his feet which were planted 
firmly on the stage, and as a re­
sult was rich, round, vibrant, and 
not the last breathy. His interpre­
tation and feeling as well seemed 
to stem frtun the same source, and 
contributed to the complete singer 
he is. Certainly one could not help 
but notice the impressive use of his 
hands, his face; to fact, every part 
of him joined forces to produce not 
only an aural rendition of a scmg, 
but a visual one as well.

Tlie first group was made up of 
the serenely peaceful “Art Thou 
Troubled” by Handel, the lovely 
“Dille ch’U vlver mlo" by Vivaldi, 
and Haydn's boistrous “Sailor's 
Song,” Then followed a group of 
iieder: the somewhat-Wagnerlan
“An die Leier” and the tenderly 
simple “Der Jimgllng an der Quelle," 
both by Schubert, and two numbers 
by'Hugo Wolf,

In the well-known “D1 Provensa" 
from Verdi's “La Traviata." which 
concluded the first half of the pro­
gram. Mr. Gorin made full use of 
his histrionic abilities; one could al­
most see the elder Germont as he 
firmly yet consolingly sings to his 
son in an effort to persuade him to 
come home. The “Largo al facto­
tum'' from Rossini's “Barber of Se­
ville" followed as an encore, and 
even though It la bearded with moss 
from being much over-sung, Mr. 
Gorin’s rendition was fresh and 
engagUig.

A group of Ru.ssian songs, sung 
with a distinctive Slavic flavor, two 
unusual Indian folk songs, and three

AmericM) numbers made up the sac- 
ond luUi of the pr(HPiun.

Harvey Hinshaw, ttie superb and 
very sympathetic accompanist, de­
serves much more tham a review's 
final sentpce. Throughout the con­
cert he «ipported Mr. Gorin with 
extreme care, coordinating every 
dynamic and ev«ry phase with the 
singer's, being keenly tonal-conscious 
and playtog his muslcianly best up 
to the last note of every song. It 
was a pleasure indeed to see him 
hold the mood of each number for 
a few moments, even after Its last 
tone had died away. His group of 
solo numbers proved that an excell­
ent accompanist can also be a con­
cert i^Anlst, for he played with a 
positive pianism and a crystalline 
technique that made him, too, grant 
an encore.

The singer and accompanist were 
beautifully teamed, and with two 
such true musicians performing, 
what other result could there be 
but a memorable and musically sa­
tisfying evening?
