RALXIGH tl»—Oov. Hodges and 

his flnsixcial advisers are study­
ing possible changes in the s ta te ’s 
sales tax exemptions and slapping 
a  tax on tobacco.

The governor told a group 
=iieir8paper editors yester­

day that .for the first time in 30 
years the state's tax  structure is 
in need of a face lifting in the 
search for new revenues.

“We have reached the point 
where we no longer have revenue 
surpluses to tide us over from 
year to year,” Hodges stated. Dur- 
h. ? the current biennium ttxe state 
will spend approximately 30 mil­
lion dollars more than it will take 

• In, he declared.
th e  governor said revenue of­

ficials were studying the possibility 
of recommending tha t all sales tax 
exemptions be tossed aside except 
for nine basic foods.

A ruinor has been making the 
rounds that ,tbe governor and the 
Advisory Budget Commission will 
recommend a 3-cent tax on a  pack, 
age of cigarettes. This would yield 
the state approximately 10 million 
per year. All but 8 states have a 
tobacco tax.

^ e  governor commented that 
he favors keeping the state’s anti­
closed shop law just as it is. He 
made his position known when ask­
ed to comment on Secretary of 
Labor Mitchell’sx talk  to the CIO 
last week. Mitchell suggested the 
17 states, including North Caro­
lina, which have so-called “ right 
to work" laws should consider 
changing them so as to perm it the 
union tíiop,

“ I  think Mr. MitcheU should 
stick with the federal government 
and not try  to interfere with the 
state law s/’ Hodges said.

The governor had Invited close 
to 300 weekly editors to the special 
news conference to brief them on 
the jnoblems he faces and answer 
their questions.

He said the coming General As­
sembly should carry out the redls- 
tricting required by the Constitu­
tion and rixould reapportion its 
membership according to popula- 
tkm changes shown in the 19S0 
census. The 1051 and 53 legislatures 
Ignored the constitutional require­
ment.

Here are some of his rem arks 
and answers to questions tossed 
at him: a

Water resources — , “I believe 
that something will have to be 
d<me to safeguard an absolutely 

' necessary supply of water for our 
people and for our Industries.” 

Coroner system — "I think we 
ought to improve on the qualifi- 
e aw n s of a coroner.” He added 
he would like to see this work 
kept “on the local level.”

A proposed bond issue for pri­
mary roads—“Mr. Graham (High- 
way-Ghalrman A.H. Graham) and 
I are going to talk about it.”  He 
emphasized he has not taken a  
stand for such a bond issue.

Secrecy in legislative m atters— 
“That is going to be something 
they (legislators) would have to 
work out With the press.” He indi­
cated be might have something to 
•ay in general on the subject later.

Absentee ballot reform—“I will 
consider that very seriously when 
I get a i^eport from the State Board 
of Elections.”

Liquor referendum — He didn 't 
know whether be would recom­
mend one.

Increased gasoline tax — “That 
would be a very unpopular move 
. . .  I would leave it  w^here we 
put it.”

Public school segregation—” . . . 
We are encouraged by Indications 
that more time and more consider­
ation may be given . . .  You m ay 
be sure that this entire problem 
will continue to receive my best 
attention.”
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Confer On Foreign Policy At White House

Meet
WA8HINOTON (I» -  President 

Eisenhower m et with Democratic 
and Republican congresskmal lead­
e rs  today for a foreign policy dis­
cussion which touched <m efforts 
to secure release of Americans 
imprisoned by Red China as 
“ spies.”

The session dealt with national 
defense and the mutual security 
program as well as foreign affairs. 
I t  opened with the review o í the 
world situation by Secretary of 
sute Dulles.

Today's White House conference 
w as the second with congressional 
leaders in as many days on the 
administration’s 1065 legislative 
program Yesterday’s day-long ses­
sion dealt mainly with domestic 
Issues and did not include Demo­
c ra ts . who will control the 84Ui 
Congress convening next month.

DuU«i left the White House about 
4 6 .minutes after the start of to­
day ’s meeting and told newsmen 
he had briefed tbs leaders on “ that

portion of foreign affairs invdvinf 
congressional action.”

Asked w hether there had been 
any discussion of efforts to obtain 
the release of 11 American airmen 
and two civilians jailed by tbs 
Chinese Communists, Dulles re­
plied:

“There was one question 00 U a t 
m atter.”

He declined to elaborate.
Among those a t the meeting was 

Senate Republican Leader Know- 
land of California who has called 
for a blockade of Red Chizus In an 
effort to force release of U e Amer­
ican prisoners. Eisenhower and 
Dulles have rejected the idea of a 
blockade. I h t  President has said 
it would be an  act of war.

White House P ress SecreUry 
Jam es C. H agerty said today’s 
early discussion dealt mainly with 
the fiscal aspecU  of f o r e ^  af­
fairs, national defense and mutual 
security.

He said Secretary of the T reas­

ury Humphrey and Budget Direc­
tor Rowland Hughes outlined those 
aspects after Dulles concluded his 
briefing.

Also on the p r ( ^ a m  were 
CHarence Randall special consult­
ant to the President on foreign 
economic policy, and two assistant 
secretaries of defense—Carter Bur­
gess, who is in charge of man 
power, and W. J . McNeU, who 
handles budget m atters for the 
Defense Department.

Hagerty said the President him

Eubank, president of Tau Kappa 
Alpha, honorary d e b a t i n g  fra­
ternity, as saying college debaters 
had been w a m ^  they may have 
the ir names included In FB I “ raw 
files” for upholding the questimi 
in debates.

*T can assure you that the FBI 
has  no interest whatsoever in col­

lege debates as such,” Hoover 
wrote in the le tter to he pubUshed 
today in the Lobo. “We wouM nev­
er engage in any activity which 
might result in stifling academic 
freedom."

Hoover said  "I was indeed su ^  
prised to see this story. I  do wish 
you would have communicated 
with me first because it le a v u  the 
false Impression th a t the FB I is 
desirous of obtaining the nam es of 
persons debating this questkm. 

“This certainly is not true .” 
Eubank told a reporter that Rep. 

Robeson (D-Va) had w rittea a let­
ter to a Duke University debater 
on the subject.

“Robeson m ade no mention of 
ttie FB I,”  Eubank said, “ but he 
asked for the nam es of those 00 
the National Debating Council and 
the m em ber of the Duke ü n iv i^  
alty faculty respiHuibte for the de.

The Greenville Utilities Commis- 
rion will meet tonight in the super­
intendent’s office at city hall.

The meeting is scheduled to be­
gin at 7 30.

WASHINGTON IE — Secretary 
of Agriculture Benson has relieved 
farm ers of all controls next year 
except those Imposed by Congress 
and voted by farm ers themselves.

Benson announced at a news 
conference yesterday tha t a m eas­
u re  he set up last summer to con­
trol use of “ surplus” acres in 1955 
Is being tossed into the discard.

Under this measure, a farm er 
would have been required to com­
ply with all acreage planting al­
lotments assigned his farm  to be 
eligible for price support aid on 
any crop. Allotments will be made 
for cottm , wheat, corn, peanuts, 
m ajor types of tobacco and rice.

This control was designed for 
example, to iH-event farm ers from 
using land diverted from w heat to 
production of com in excess of 
the ir com allotments. But now a 
fa rm er may plant as much corn 
as be likes and still be eligible for 
w heat s u i^ r t s .

Another control measure Benson 
dropped would have prevented di­
version of “surplus” land from al­
lotment crops to potatoes and com­
m ercial vegetables.

The only controls remaining for 
1965 include: marketing quotas, 
which fanners themselves m ust 
approve, for cotton, wheat, tobac­
co, and peanuts, and acreage al­
lotments for all these crope an<j 
corn. Allotments are required by 
law except in times of emergency.

Two Parachute

Lt. Alfred M. Yabanda 35 Min­
neapolis, Minn., is credited with 
guiding the plane away from a 
residential s e c t i o n  before he 
jumped from a height of 2,000 feet 
Lt. Herbert W. Foreman, 23, Phil­
adelphia, the r a d a r  observer 
leaped when the plane caught fire 
at an ilttude of about 14,000 feet.

Also still in effect next year is 
a congressional edict th a t farm ers 
must comply with all acreage al­
lotments to be eligible for sub- 
sidles paid uiuler soil conserva­
tion program s. These subsidies are 
small in relation to total farm  
Income.

But in a step to discourage “ex­
cessive” use of land diverted 
from allo tm en t. crops, Benson re­
duced price support ra tes for next 
year’s output of oats, rye, barley 
and grain sorghums. These grains
— used mainly for livestock feed
— will be supportsd at 70 per cent 
of parity compared with 86 per 
cent this year.

President Pays 
High Tribute To 
Newspapermen

NEW YORK (F -  President El 
senhower paid tribute to the Amer 
lean new’spaperm an last night, call 
ing him a “ valiant w arrior for the 
truth that m akes men free."

The President appeared on a 
filmed, 90-mlnute television pro­
gram, climaxing day-long dedica­
tion ceremonies of a new memo­
rial press center of the Overseas 
Press Club. The center honors 
newspapermen who died abroad in 
line If duty,

"Through many years, I have 
had good reason to count the press 
corps as a vital arm  of the forces 
of freedom,” the President .said.

‘In war, I  saw its members 
.strive tirelessly, endure hardship, 
dare battlefield peril tha t our peo­
ple might be fully and quickly in­
formed; on every front, they w-ere 
worthy comrades of our fighting 
men.

“ Now. as president. I find that 
each day emphasizes anew the 
fairness, the discernm ent, the ded­
ication of the American reporter. 
In peace, he is still a valiant w ar­
rior for the truth that makes men 
free."

Braden also was discharged as 
a  copyreader by the Louisville 
Oourier-Journal, where he had 
been on leave witti pay since his 
indictment.

After the trial, B arry Bingham, 
president of the Oourier-Journal 
and the Louisville Times, iiaued 
this statem ent:

. , This newspaper has gone 
on the time-honored prlnclpits, 
rooted in our American ( in s ti tu ­
tion, that a  man is innocent until 
fwoved guilty . . .  His convlctioa 
now puts a perm anent end to his

«onneoticm with ths Oouiier-Jour- 
nai.”

Brsdtm's counael said tixe mo­
tion for a new trial and another 
for arrest of Judgment would be 
filed n tursday  with Judge L. R. 
Curtis. He must rule on them be­
fore bond can be flxed.

If all appeals fail and Braden 
is unable to pay all or part of 
the 15,000 fine he must serv§ it 
out a t the ra t i  83 a day. His 
15-yesr term  would not begin until 
the full amount of the fine is sat­
isfied.

Under Kentucky law, a person 
convicted of a felony for the first 
time becomes eligible for paYole 
after serving a third of his sen­
tence,

A 873 million dollar piece of fighting 
machinery. Is it worth it?

Military leaders have been debating that 
question for some five years, and they 
doubtlessly will continue to debate the 
issue for years to come. Nevertheless, the 
greatest warship of the U. S. Navy slid 
out of its dock this week-end and was 
towed away for 12 months of fitting out 
before she will be ready to put to sea.

The U.S.S. Forrestal which was launched 
Saturday will be, when it is commissioned, 
the most costly ship ever built It will be 
the largest warship built And last but not 
least the Forrestal will probably be the 
most controversial warship ever construct­
ed by the United States.

The ship itself will cost approximately 
|198 million when it is completed. It will 
carry an additional |176 million in air­
planes and other equipment when it is fully 
manned and puts to sea. Small wonder 
plans for the floating fortress were alter­
nately approved and shelved during the 
controversy which raged before construct­
ion began. Small wonder too, that the dis­
cussion still continues.

The Foot Of The Table
It la  difficult for the Uymin to Analyze 

the value of the Small Busineaa Adminis­
tration to the small businesses of the 
nation, but from the statistical report re­
leased by the agency, it appears it ii doing 
what its creators intended it to do.

A report on the first IS months opera­
tions of the Small Business Administration 
showed the federal agency has made loans 
amounting to $59,302,000 to 1,832 indivi­
dual small businesses. That would make 
the average loan by the agency approxi­
mately $32,870. Almost half the loans— 
813 of them—were made to businesses for 
repairs following disastera such as floods, 
hurricanes and the like for reconstruction 
of structures. The remaining 1,019 loans 
were made to help small business firms 
which found themselves in financial diffi­
culties, without funds with which to expand 
and other reasons.

Time T o Pay Doctors
By ELM ER ROESSNER

M arch Is bpom tlm e for banks' 
persoiuU loan d epartm en ts, for 
sm all loan com píuües and  for 
k>an sharks because so m any 
people l» v e  to borrow  to pay 
their in<x>me taxes th a t  m onth.

A new jMTovlskm in the  Income 
tax  law Is m aking D ecem ber a 
m onth of seccmdary boom. T hat 
provision is the on« th a t  liberaU- 
le s  deductions for m edical ex­
penses. Within c e rta in  lim its, 
spending for m edical c a re  above 
I  per cent of lncom e--and  for 
certa in  expenses, above I  p e r 
cent—are  deductible.

B ut the law  specifes th a t de ­
ductions m ay  be tak en  only in 
the  y ea r the bills a re  paid. 8o 
people whose m edical bills a re  
close to, or have reached , 8 per 
cen t of their income can  save 
m oney by paying all outstand­
ing bills before December 81.

A m an who Is pay ing  80 per 
cen t his top income can  sava 
a  fifth  of his m edical b ills over 
the  8 per cent m ark . If  there 
a re  stiU several hundred (tollars 
due h is doctor, it w ill pay to  
borrow money to settle the ac­
count. And the higher a  b racket 
a  taxpayer finds h im self in  the 
m ore profitable it wlU be to  pay 
off the practitioners.

In  m any cases it will pay 
tax p ay ers  to borrow m oney to 
pay local tax  assessm ents, in ter­
e s t  paym ents and o ther de­
ductible charges. And all th a t 
will m ake money for the  lend­
e rs .

However, in some cases. It wUl 
pay  taxpayers to postpone those 
paym ents. If m eiücar M ils 'a ré  not 
close to 3 per cent of Income, 
it  will be be tte r to postpone pay­
m ent until next year, w hen doctor 
bills get higher. Some tax  ad­
visers recom m end th a t their 
clients a rran g e  to h ave  their 
health, accident and hospital pre­
m ium s fall due in D ecem ber, 
then  each year they have the 
choice of paying them  th a t month 
o r taking advantage of j^ace  
periods and paying them  in Jan ­
uary .

In  add ition  to doctor billa and 
bM pital p lan  paym ents, bills paid 
dentists, opticiana, < ^ m e t)d s t8 , 
eyeglass m akers and nurses a re  
deductible a fte r the 8 per cen t 
m ark  is passed. Am ounts paid 
for m edicine»—but not cosm etics, 
toothpastes and deodoranta-Hslso 
count.

In  som e circum stances, costa 
of trav e l for health  purposes, 
can be deducted but tax  exam ­
iners usually  lift an  eyebrow a t 
such deducttons. B efore claim ­
ing them . It’s  safer to get the 
approval of a  competent tax con­
sultant.

L arge com panies have been 
m aintaining profits this year 
better th an  sm all ones, th« Chi­
cago F e d e ra l Reserve Bank re ­
ports.

M anufacturing concerns with 
assets of m ore than  $100,000,000 
gained 8 p er cent in profits in 
the f irs t  haH  of the year, com­
pared w ith  the  first half of 1963.

Differences On Global Policy
Evolution In Ideas On Treatment O f Roads, Roadsides

WASHINGTON—The vast Eisenhower program of 

m clrcllng the Russo-Chlnese Communist Empire w ith 
a glolMd wall of militarily and economically strong 
nation* friendly to the West will reach a showdown 
loon as a result of the Dulles-Humphrey differences 
over th is problem. The struggle may tear apart both 
the Administration and the Republican Party.

Both Secretary Humphrey and Secretary Dulles 
are sincere and conscientious In their beliefs. No’ 
petty or personal bitterness enters into their dispute. 
Nor Is It simply a question of money, although the  
Treasary head is naturally anxious to  balance the 
budget, lower Uxe.- and strengthen the  nation’s In- 
tom al pMltlon I t involves this country’s role in a 
prolonged cold war with the Reds throughout the  
flobe.

In  a sense, Dulles advocates form er Secretary 
Dean Ache on s theory that the United States m ust 
budd “poii icnj of ■itrengih" against possible Russo- 
Chlnese arrrefsion around the world.

 ̂While the comparison can be drawn too fine, 
Hum phrey learn toward Herbert Hoover’s viewpoint 
th a t  the U.S. will lose on all fronts unless it rem ains 
solvent and balances its world contributions against 
its resource*

PAPER STRUCTURE—Dulles’ position Is under- 
staodable. He and hia predecessors, in accord w ith 
majtw  Trunian-Eisenhower policy, have organised a 
aeries of far-ilung alliances designed to  “contain" 
th e  Communlsto. W ith the possible exception of 
NATO this anti-Russian coalition as of today amounts 
to  notning more than a paper structure.

Although these estimates are tentative and confi- 
d « itia ] , the cost of rearming and milia r y  m ainte­
n ance  of these Allies will amount to more than $3 
MlJion annually.

T h is Intludes money snd m aterials required for 
NATO. 8EAIX). Korea, Japan, Formosa, Western G er­
m any, and the proposed new alliance in the Middle 
B a.',t- namely, Turkey, Iran , Iraq and Pakistan.

VISrnNO STATESMEN’S WARNINGS—As a re­
sult of warnings by visiting statesmen from many of 
these lands, an^ by reports from his diplomatic rep­
resentatives overseas, Dulles discovers th a t these peo­
ples need bread even more than  guns These impor- 
tunlngs lie behind recent hints th a t the emphasis on 
foreign aid must shift from m ilitary to “economic’’ 
assistance.

Although neither Dulles nor Harold E. Stas&cn 
dares to  vouchsafe an e.«itlmate of this cost, it is 
placed around $6 billion, and even th a t may not be 
enough. A long-term program could easily equal the 
Marshall P lan total of approximately $20 billion. And 
this, of course, is in addition to the outlay for weap­
ons. train ing  and military supplies.

APPALLED AT PR O SPEC T -H um phrej is ap­
palled a t  th is prospect. Far from being unable to avoid 
a deficit for the 1958 fiscal year, as he now admits, 
he sees no chance to  balance the budget during the 
lifetime of the Eisenhower Administration, even if it 
should become a two-terra regime.

EVOLUTION -  T he North 

Carolina Roadside Council had 
a  meeting the o ther day  a t which 
new officers w ere elected  and 
additional em phasis w as placed 
upon the Imftortance of improving 
the areas along the highways, 
pajtlcularly  th at em braced  in the 
rights of way titles.

Last sum m er there  w as a lot 
of publicity given to com plaints 
of highway trav e le rs  about tele­
phone and power companies 
"burning off" growth under their 
wires which in m ost instances 
closely parallelled the  public 
roads.

Just a few weeks before he 
died the late  Governor Umstead 
called upon the highway com­
mission to give thought to the 
idea of planting trees and hedge­
rows along the rights of way to 
add to the a ttrac tiv en ess of the 
scenery for tourists.

These Instances serve to em­
phasize the evolution in popular 
attitude toward the appropriate  
treatm ent of roadsides and road­
beds. Most people of middle 
age and above can rem em ber 
when good roads advocates 
were calling upon ad jacen t land­
owners to cut the trees so the sun­
light could get to the road­
beds and dry them  out sufficient­
ly to perm it reg u la r traffic— 
horse and buggy traffic  mostly, 
although autom obiles w ere de­
manding consideration. Now the 
travelers a re  com plaining about 
the burning-off of roadside shrub­
bery and the highway com m iss­
ion is spending tax m oney to plant 
trees on rights of way to shade 
the newly p a v tg  roada.

Not so m any years ago, too. 
towns and cities were going to 
court—and in swne Instances
resorting to a rm ed  w arfare ------
to  force the highway comm ission 
to route highw ays through their 
m ain  streets. Now the m unicipal­
ities and the  State are  Jointly 
spending lite ra lly  millions of 
dollars on by-pass routes to 
get traffic off these same strecto.

STREETS — The s t r e e t s  in 
towns and cities laid out 200 
years  or m ore  ago are usually 
very  narrow , with houses jam ­
m ing right on  the edge of the 
tlioroughfare. Tbwns isifl out in 
th e  approxim ate era of 1775 to 
1875 generally have ve?y broad 
s treets, especially in the residen­
tia l sections. When Uie zest for 
s tre e t paving with bricks or 
cru.shed stone or concrete cam e 
along around 1890 to 1910 the 
tren d  was for narrow s tree ts  to 
reduce the paving costs.

That trend w as reversed in the 
1930’s and the  new idea was 
greatly  accelerated  since World 
W ar II in o rd e r to provide on­
stree t parking space. Many of 
the  two-century old towns and 
m any others laid out since 1925 
w ith narrow streets are now 
spending m illions to widen 
s tre e ts  in o rd e r to care for the 
flow of motor vehicle traffic, and 
w here possible for curb parking.

The evolution in engineering of 
ru ra l roads has been as m ark ed  
a s  in city stree ts . In the old ox 
c a r t  days the rule was to lay out 
ro ad s along lines of least re s is ­
tance, to elim inate grades without 
m uch concern about curve.s. That 
policy continued through rnui,t of 
the horaa and buggv «r*

dis-
íñls,

n ing about 1900, with probable 
anticipation ol automobiies, higü- 
w ay engineer* began to snurien 
d istances by cu ts and tills over 
h ills ratlicr tiian gomg around 
them . From 1910 through 1930 the 
tren o  was agam  towaro lollow- 
mg the natu ra l terra in , with more 
attention  to a smooth roadbed 
th an  to curves or grades. Now 
the trend is back to snorter 
tance  by m eans of cuts and 
elim inating  both curves and 
g rades.

O utstanding exam ple in North 
C arolina is the road from Old 
F o rt to Ridgecrest, US-70. The 
old road, built In the early 1920’s, 
had  more curves than a corks­
c rew  and Just about as sharp. 
I t w as a m arve l of engineering 
and required a  lot of blast­
ing, but not m uch filling in. The 
new road, com pleted last sum ­
m er, is iuUilm ent of a motorists 
d ream , with cuts and fills of 
nearly  200 feet. If the driver keeps 
h is eyes on the road he misses 
entirely  the sensation of mount­
a in  travel, because grades and 
cu rv es are at a muumum.

"With the ran as low as it la, I 
think he l̂l go to a perch for the 
night,” Red said.
