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Spokesmen Hit Back At Cl;arges Of Promoting Socialism

Tax - Free Foundations Embroiled

WASHINGTON (P— Spokesmen
for several foundations have hit
back with such terms as “‘biased"”
and “‘flimsy"” at a House commit-
tee report accusing the giant tax-
free groups of promoting a soclal-
ism of “far grealer menace” at
home than communism,

The report was issued last night
over the signatures of the three
Republieans on a special five-mem-
ber committee headed by Rep.
Reece (R-Tenn). One of them, Rep.
Goodwin of Massachusetts, dissent:
ed from many of the conclusions,
including the one that the founda-
tions promote. soclalism

Representatives Wayne L. Hays
of Ohio and Pforst of Idaho, the
two Democratic mémbers filed a
blistering dissent attacking the
4l6-page report a8 a “‘crackpot”
view by persons suffering from

“fear sickness.” They put pri-
mary blame on the committee
staff,

The report signed by the GOP
members pictured the nation's
big foundations as comprising an
“interlock” and *“an intellectual
cartel” which it declared wields
tremendous left-wing power over
the nation's thought and policies,

The 12-page opinion by the Dem-
ocrals declared the investigation
was dominated from the start by
a '‘theme of prejudgment” against
the foundations *“‘like the theme
of doom in a tragic opera.”

If the Air Force is looking for a serap
over the release of the right-of-way in
question, Greenville and Pitt County should
be ready to counter any steps the Air
Force might take. We are sure the local
government units are in the right, and
we are likewise confident the local govern-
ment units hold the trump cards in this
issue if it comes to a showdown,

As we understand the issue, any Air
Force protest of the right-of-way release
must be made on the grounds that the
location of the proposed bypass highway
would be detrimental to the Air Force
training program. We can not, in all logic
and sincerity, see how the shortening of
the effective use of two of the local air-
port runways by 1,000 feet would be detri-
mental to the overall Air Force training
program, The Pitt-Greenville airport is
used merely as an auxiliary field for a
private contracting agent which trains Air
Force personnel, Even in that second-hand
relationship, the highway right-of-way
across the airport property would not
render the field unusable for the training
purposes for which it is now being used.

While the matter of the right-of-way
across the Pitt-Greenville airport may be
a relatively unimportant thing to the CAA
and the Air Force, it is of the utmost im-
portance to the people of this area.

Uuless CAA approval is forthcoming
within the next two or three weeks, the
bypass project, ‘which is slated to be let
on January 25, could realistically be de-
layed for years. Unless right-of-way ap-
proval is forthcoming before the date set
for letting the project, the State High\uy
Commission might find it necessary to re-

Whether to buy from suppliers
those components that can be
made in the plant, or whether
to make those now being
purchased outside, are questions
under intense study in many
companies.

Most decislons naturally hinge
on which procedure saves money,
although labor relations contin-
uity of supply and several other
::ctau sometimes enter calculat-

ns,

Most decisions are based on the
short-term point of view. But
there are cases when long-range
thinking might lead to different
conclusions, This is often the
case when in-plant manufacture
of & component indicates an im-
mediate, per-item saving. Buying
from an outside supplier might

ove more beneficial over the

term.

Let's take a completely imag-
inary company that can buy or
make Its own gaskets. In fact,
it can make them 10 per cent
cheaper than it can buy them.
The declsion? Make,

That may not be wrong, but it
may not be statesmanlike,

If it makes {ts own gaskets,
that will tend to provide less
work In transportation and other
phases of distribution, And since
almost every company pros-
pers on what other companies
spend in payrolls the decision
to make may have effects on the
whole economy, Not, of course,
& lot, But a little, ;

In recent years, there has been
& trend among the big auto
manufacturers toward making
more of their components. Many
small makers of bits and pieces
have been losing their share of
the auto markets. And so they
have been turning to the manu-
facture of other articles, thereby
competing with other manufact-
urers.

It our hypothetical ;company
makeg its own gaskets the oper-
ation will be only a fraction of
its endeavors. It will devote only
a small part of managerial,
research and talents
to the process, It will just turn
out the gaskets. But if they were
purchased from a gasket special-
ist, that company will continue
research and gaskets may be-
come constantly better for all
industry.

And if it buys its gaskets
from the outside, it will help
maintain existing dispersal of
plants and encourage more-a
very helpful thing in event of
war,

A company that insists on mak-
ing all its own components may
not be like the office employee
who makes his own shoes. But
there s a strong resemblance.

NEW YORK (AP) — If you
plan to serve wine at your
Christmas dinner, show your
. guests you're a real connoisseur

Don't merely sip the wine.
Bite into it.

"Bite wine?” you ,ask doubt-
fully,

Certainly you have to bite
wine to get its full flavor. Any-
one who doesn’t {s almost as big
an ignoramus ag a guy who tries
to drink a sirloin steak through
a straw, !

Truthfully, I'm not an old hand
at wine biting myself. Never
even heard of it until I ran into
Baron Johannes Fredericus
Lieonardus Von Muchinger, a wine
{mporter here who threw away
his title to become Leo Van
Munching, American citizen.

With the ex-baron wine isn’t
merely a drink, It's a lifelong
courtship. He has sampled more
than 1,000 brands,

But Van Munching is saddened
by the fact that wine drinking in
America often is associated by
the public with an atomosphere
of snobbery.

“Your real connoisseur is never
& snob,’” he Insisted. *‘Only the
showoffs who pretend to be con-
noisseurs are snobs, those who
pretend to know more about wine
than they really do.

“But Americans learn easily,
and there is no reason why they
shouldn’t find it simple ‘to ac-
quire an adequate knowledge of
wines, It merely takes a little
practice and the learning of a
few simple rules, One isn't born
with a feel for wines. It is ac-

To savor a wine properly you

GRADUAL - The commission
recommends, and the Governor
approves, a gradual removal of
prisons from highway department
control, but for the present no
serious disturbance of highway
financing.

Main suggestions are that the
director of prisons be appointed
for a four vear term, to begin
one year after a new Governor
takes office, the appointment to
be by the highway commission
subject to approval of the Gov-
ernor. The director could not be
removed for cause after hearing.
The director would be given
authority to employ, direct
and discharge other personnel,
and to make rules and regulat-
fons which would be subject to
approval by the Highway and
Public Works Commission, the
Prison Advisory Council and the
Governor. All official and super-
visory personpe! would be for-

bidden to engage in political

activity,

One effect of this recommend-
ation would be to write into the
law some of the practices which
have been followed, and to add
the term appointment of the dir-
ector and to give much more
prestige to the Advisory Counecil.
It has long been the practice

for most of the prison adminsi- °

tration to be handled by the dir-
ector, although the highway com-
mission has retained authority
and responsibility. Another effect
would be to constitute the Dir-
ector of Prisons one of the most

individually powerful officers in
the State.

Pending further studies on ad-
ministrative costs and utilizat-
ion of prison labor in fields other
than road work, the highway
commission would continue its
right to call upon all able-bodied
male prisoners to work on the
roads and would also remain
fully responsible for paying all
prison bills,

One of the principal areas of

This is at the normal 16
frames per second or 1-30th of a
gecond for still picture cameras.

A motion picture camery doesn't
mean that the camera must be 1
motion. That's a good way (o
spoil home movies. The results,
when viewed on the screen, are

| 1ikely to be jumpy and a straln on

the eyes. There is a correct method
of turning s camera lo survey a
scene, You must pan slowly, stead-
ily and on an even level

Normal scenes should run about
ten seconds (count slowly to ten
as you shoot) but if the action is
interesting let it run longer. Come
in for close-ups of faces, hands
and objects and change angles of
shooting to add variety to the view-
ing.

You can add novelty lo the
story by speeding up or slowing
down some of the action. This is
done by shooting at other than the
normal 16 frames per second. Sup-
pose you wanted to show Junior as
an eager beaver, rushing around to
do his chores. You'd shoot it at 8
frames per second (and close the
diaphragm one stop to compensate
for the extra iight). When it's
viewed at 16 frames, the gction will
be speeded up.

To show Junior dragging his feet
on some chores, shoot it at 32, 48
or 64 frames per second. To com-
pensate, there would have to be
extra light or the diaphragm
must be opened one stop for each
advance. The eifect in viewing
would be - slow motion action.
