Greenville’s City Council and the which last week received approval

P itt-  County Commissioners will 
meet in a joint session tonight to 
approve release of a right-of-way 
across the Pitt-Greenville airport 
for construction of the bypass and 
bridge project north of Greenville.

The meeting will be held at 8 
oclock in the office of County 
Attorney W. W. Speight.

P a p e rs^ r  the right-of-way ease­
ment were being drawn this morn­
ing, and the two governing boards 
are expected to approve the re­
lease. I t will be the second easement 
granted by the local governing 
boards for the highway right-of- 
A’ay across the airport property. 
Previously the boards had granted 
?a sements for the original route 
oioposed for the highway. The new 
easements are being drawn to coin­
cide with the route of the highway

from th0 Civil Aeronautics Admin­
istration.

County Attorney W. W. Speight 
said a copy of the CAA approval of 
the new route for the highway has 
been received here. He said it is a 
copy of the letter sent to the office 
of Sen. Sam J. Ervin, and signed 
by the chairman of the CAA, In­
forming the senator of CAA ap­
proval of the route planned for the 
highway.

Dftvis noted that a bystander had 
the gun and one shot had been 
fired from the weapon.

The rescue truck arrived within 
three or four minutes along with 
members of the sheriff’s depart­
ment and other officers, who had 
heard Whitfield’s call, also arrived 
at the scene, according to Davis.

I t  was not definitely known how 
both men were shot with one bullet 
but officers theorized that Whitfield 
reached around Newton with his 
left arm after the prisoner grabbed 
him around the neck.

The bullet was thought to have 
been fired by Whitfield as he held 
his gun in his right hand. The bullet 
passed through Newton’s chest and 
then presumably through Whit­
field’s wrist as he held on to his 
struggling prisoner.

Doctors today said Whitfield is 
doing well. They said he suffered 
multiple bruises, lacerations and 
abrasions In addition to the bullet 
wound in the wrist. His physician 
noted that he also sxiffered a con­
cussion of the brain and his neck 
was swollen. However, he said the 
patrolman is conscious today. Whit­
field was in an oxygen tent for a 
time.

Newton’s condition is still critical, 
the doctor stated. He noted that 
Newton is “not doing quite as well 
as he was.”

An emergency operation was per­
formed on the night of Newton’s

wound through the stomach and 
liver.

Highway Patrol Troop “A” Com­

mander 8. H. Mitchell said today 
th a t Whitfield told him Newton 
struck him in the face and got his 
gun away from him. The patrol 
captain, who is ccmducting an in- 
v ^ ig a tio n  in the matter, said that 
after talking to Whitfield he be­
lieved NewUm got the gun and 
struck the corporal on the face and 
head with it. Whitfield was beUeved 
to have gotten the weapon back 
from his prisoner and then fired 
the shot which passed through New­
ton and then through -the patrol­
man’s wrist.

Whitfield is originally from 
OreenvUle and has been a member 
of the highway patrol for 13 year&

ord aa “very good’ since he has 
been a  member of his command.

WASHINGTON (P— President 

Eisenhower recommended today a 
slightly trimmed budget he said is 
designed to guard the nation 
"against attack from without and 
undermining from within” whUe 
advancing human welfare and 
economic growth.

The chief executive’s spending 
blueprint, outlined in a 27,000-word 
message and a bulky volume of 
supporting figures, proposed a 13- 
month outgo of $62,408,000,000.

It contemplates a deficit of about 
2V2 billion doUars—a little more 
than half üiat estimated for the 
current fiscal year, the flfth suc­
cessive year of deficits.

Estimated expenditures were 
down a little over a blUion doUars 
from that anticipated for the cur­
rent year. The President predicted 
that income in the new fiscal year, 
starting July 1, would be a biUion 
dollars over this year — reflecting 
optimism over the future of the 
national economy.

Eisenhower t o l d  Congress— 
where some members of the domi­
nant Democratic party have won­

dered akmd If his defense plans 
are adequate—that "never in oiu: 
peacetime history have we been u  
well prepared to defend ourselves 
as we are now.’*

But, he said, to protect an "in­
secure peace” he has assigned to 
natkMial security program s 40% 
billion dollars—<8 per cent-—of the 
nation’s spending in the next fis­
cal year. That ia virtually no 
change from this year’s  security 
ouUays, but is she billions less than 
last year’s.

Eiseidiower said he has re-ezam- 
ined, and found mostly good ex­
cept for "some changes in timing” 
the military "new look”  adopted 
last year. The new budget thus 
continued primary reliance on air- 
power to fend off attack and carry 
smashing retaliation to any ag­
gressors.

In addition, Eisenhower laid new 
em i^asis upon a thickening arc of 
radar eyes across the north of the 
continent to give early warnings of 
any sneak attack. ’The Air Force 
got a record two-thlrda of the 
spending money assigned to the 
armed services, with two-thirds of 
its money earmarked for procure­
ment of up-to-date jet aircraft.

"m  my Judgment, the m ilitary 
force and programs upon which 
this budget is based are accurately 
adjusted to the national needs.” 
Eisenhower said in his budget mes­
sage, sent to Capitol Hill.

I  hope that tax 
reductions wUl be Justified next 
year.”

If that happens, the Presidant 
said, he will recommend tax  mite 
aimed to "spread the relief fairly 
among all tcuqiayers, to reUeva In­
dividual tax  burdmia and to In­
crease incentive lor effort and 
investmmit.**

Fighter Planes Sold Costa Rica As Fighting Again Flares

SAN JOSE, Costa Rica KB-U.S. 
Air Force pilots rushed foiu- fight­
er planes to (Josta Rica today to 
belp the embattled government 
challenge rebel control of the air.

Hie planes — World War n  Mus­
tangs sold by , the U. S govern­
ment to Costa Rica reportedly 
for $1 apiece—were due here this 
morning. Costa Rican pilots wUl 
man the craft against the rebels, 
who reportedly have an air force 
of one fighter and two trainers.

The Organization of American 
States, wUch authorized transfer 
!>f the combat planes to bolster 
t! ' nation’s  armed forces in the 

. six-day uprising, received au urg­
ent appeal from Costa Rica’s gov­
ernment last night for “further 
and more effective help.”

Costa Rica has accused her 
northern neighbor Nicaragua of 
stirring up the revolt. Nicaragua 
has denied the chArge, but an 0A8 
Investigating tegtti — without nam ­

ing Nicaragua specifically — has 
reported that a substantial amount 
of the rebel war material was In­
troduced over <3oata Rica’s north­
ern border.

Until the transfer of the U. S. 
planes, the FIgueres government’s 
makeshift air force has consisted 
chiefly of slow civilian transports 
which were hastily armed with 
machine guns after the rebel out­
break.

Meanwhile, f i g h t i n g  erupted 
again yesterday on the only ac­
tive front, at Santa Rosa planta­
tion in northwest Costa Rica near 
the Nicaraguan border.

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Automotive Industry Thinks 
Tax Burden Already Too Big

automotive Industrr — Indhidlnt 
motor vehicle dealers, tmcklnc lines 
and parts suppliers is showing 
concern over proposed sales tax in­
crease affecting its business.

Spokesmen tor the industry’s 
State organiaciions beliers that tlM 
motor vehicle is now carrying more 
than its fair share of North Caro­
lina s tax burden, and they cite 
fimtres showing that automotive 
State organisations believe tha t the 
the State's total revenue in the 
fiscal year ending last Jime 30,

For the present, however, they 
have adopted an attitude of watch­
ful waiting to see exactly what 
course the General Assembly tends 
to take.

Before the Legislature are recom­
mendations by the Advisory Budget 
Commission and Governor Hodges 
to remove the present $15 celling on 
the sales tax on any single article 
and to apply the three per cent sales 
tax to purchases made by fleet 
owners operating five or more ve­
hicles

The first proposal would, of 
course, raise the amount of sales 
tax paid on vehicle costing over 
S500. Fleet owners, involved in the 
second proposal, now pay one- 
twentieth of one per cent —• the 
wholesale sales tax — on purchases 
If they operate five or more vehicles 
Those with fewer than five vehlc!«i 
now pay the regular three per cent 
evy «1 purchases.

It is estimated that the higher 
evy on fleet owners will raise an 
additional $450,000 annually. Re­
moval of the $15 ceiling on any 
single item would raise an estimated 
47,250,000 extra each year. This 
would increase the tax not only on 
motor vehicles but on all other 
taxable commodities costing over 
$500, including used vehicles pur­
chased outright without a trade-in. 
Vehicles sold after being taken in 
trade on a new vehicle are tax- 
exempt.

Suppliers of automotive parts are 
reported preparing to enter the 
fray against the proposed elimin­
ation of the fleet owners’ sales tax 
exemption. They figure, simply, it 
will cost them business.

If a fleet owner so desired, he 
could set up a central purchasing 
office in a state not having the 
sales tax to buy parts for vehicles 
operating outside this State. If he 
wanted to violate the law, he could 
h ve his vehicles pick up needed 
parts in a non-sales tax state and 
not pay the North Carolina tax. 
The State simply does not have 
enough inspectors to check the 
origin of purchase of each and every 
part. ’This is merely a speculative 
nature, however, and is not meant 
to imply that any fleet operator 
woxild resort to such evasions.

Some legislators already have 
heard from constituent vehicle and 
parts dealera The motor carrier 
operators are marking time to see 
what developes of a concrete nature 
in the Assembly. ’The State associ­
ation of auto dealers long has op­
posed Increases in taxes affecting 
the sales and use of motor vehicles 
on the ground that this source is 
taxed enough and that any addi­
tional tax would be unjust not only 
to the dealer but to his customers.

Figures compiled by the auto 
dealers show that in the last fiscal 
year total State sales tax receipts 
amounted to $S5A56,194. of whidh 
$9.275,499 came from automobile 
sources. Total State revenue was 
listed at $¡»4,526334, of which auto­
motive taxes accoimted for $115,- 
118,327, which does not Include in­
come tax collected from automotive 
soiu-ces. In the ixrevious fiscal year, 
automotive sources paid $1,750,000 
in State income taxes.

Payment of automotive taxes to 
the State in the last fiscal year

1h addltkm, the motor vehicle 
owner pays municipal r^lstratlon  
fees, mimleipal and county property 
taxes and a hard-hitting half-dosen 
Federal excise taxes.

The total tax Wte, from aU rev­
enue raisers, on a $2,000 new car is 
a whopping $566 — over one-fourth 
of the cost.

T hat’s what the automotive In­
d u s ^  of North Carolina means 
when it says it thinks motor vehicles 
are canying more than their share 
of the tax burden.

JACKSONVILLE, Fla. — Fred­
erick Delius, the meticulous En­
glish composer, spent a year in 
a Florida house that is now rotting 
away on the banks of the St. 
Johns River.

Or haven’t you beard of Freder­
ic Delius?

He Is considered a musician’s 
musician. His compositions are so 
delicate, restrained and complicat­
ed they limit his audience and are 
bard to perform. But his work is 
gaining in appreciation.

He came to Florida In 1884 tra­
der the pretext of raising oranges. 
He wanted to get away from his 
father’s business world.

The next year he went to Dan­
ville, Va. where he taught music 
to the wealthy planters’ daughters 
attending Roanoke Female Col­
lege.

His Florida sojourn was spent in 
a four-room house shadowed by a 
huge oak that looked out over a 
high bluff across two miles of the 
St. Johns. The property is 35 miles 
south of here. Delius kept possess­
ion of it until 1912.

Mrs. Martha Richmond now 
owns the site. She bought it with 
hope that it might some day be 
restored sufficiently by a state or 
national organization and kept in 
memory of the composer.

The spot ig isolated and most of 
the area is wild and Impassable. 
Vandals and time have left only a 
akeleton of the house. Nature has 
made a Jungle of much of the 
property.

Mrs. Richmond says she once 
tried to hire a  caretaker. ’’But the 
place is so Isolated no one would 
stay there.”

Delius’ father Insisted his son 
go into business. He came to 
Florida when he was 22. and it 
was on the banks of the St. Johns 
that his music began to surge into 
life.

The Florida influence is in much 
of his work: “Florida Suite;” his 
second opera “The Magic Fount­
ain ;” “Koanga,” based on D.W. 
Cable’s novel “The Grand- 
isslmes;” and “Piano Concerto,” 
influenced by the singing of Ne­
groes.

He wrote six operas, Tour con­
certos, two string quartets, three 
sonatas aiui some songs.

His “Mass of Life” is considered 
his greatest work.

His music was largely ignored in 
England. imtU Sir Thomas Beech, 
am included one of his composit­
ions in each of his philharmonic 
orchestra performances.

Although he favors foreign aid programs and the treaties guaranteeing the security of Western Europe and Southeast Asia, he adheres in a general way to his father's Idea that, if necessary, the Western Hemisphere can and should be built Into an antl-Communist Olbraltar.President Ehwnhower's thinking as reflected in his proposed reduction of ground troops, and the expansion of air and naval forces, has obviously been infliftmced by the Hoovers, father and son.

there has been too much trend toward big commissions. Be ser­
ved on the State Highway Com­mission nearly twenty years ago when it had six members and was in fact a “State” agency. Structed the scene, a light truck 
and an automobile drew up out­
side. When the last visible pedes­
trian ' vanished around a comer, 
men got out—the number was nev­
er definitely eiiabUshed. With vis* 
ored caps and pea jackets, they 
might have been Brink’s  guards. 
But why did they wear gloves 
and rubbers on this mild, dry 
night? Why did ea<ai carry, imder 
arm  a little white bundle—like a 
rolled-up laundry bag? And why 
were their faces grotesque — like 
those of clowns?

A key unlocked an outside door. 
Walking with sureness which hint­
ed familiarity, they passed through 
five more locked doors in the 
labyrinth-like interior. Nor did any 
guard hear them, nor the five men

busy with money and money bags 
behind the counting room grille.

Not until 7:10 p.m., when they 
heard the bark: "Openup! This 
is a stickup. Don’t give us any 
trouble.” Then the Brink’»  men 
looked up and saw the row of grin­
ning masks and the black guns.

fo rced  to lie prone, tied up, 
ttielr mouths taped, they saw little 
more. And the Halloween-masked 
robbers working like swift robots, 
dumping heaps of money into 
l a u n d r y  bags, spoke only in 
muffled mutters.

It was the third such press con­
ference in tour daye. At one con­
ference Friday the Soviets offered 
to share with the rest of the 
world experience they claimed to 
have gained by operating an indus­
trial atomic power plant.

Today’* announcement said in 
return for scientific and technical 
aid to be given her Communist 
allle*, the Soviet Union would ex 
pect to receive a continuing supply 
of atomic raw materials from 
them.

The snnouncement added that all 
atomic aid to be given to the other 
Communist countries would be 
used for peaceful purposes and 
that experimental atomic piles 
given tc them would be limited to 
that required to produce 6,000 kilo­
watts of electric power each.

The Soviets last week offered to 
share their findings on use of 
atomic energy for production of 
electric power through the United 
Nations and said it would reveal 
this information at the scientific 
congress on peaceful uses of atom­
ic energy which the Ü.N. General 
Assembly is to sponsor later this 
year.

(The United States has been con­
ferring aecretly with Russia in an 
effort to get her to Join in a world 
pool of atomic energy information 
and material tor peaceful pur­
poses. The Americans also have 
been negotiating on the pool with 
non-Communlst nations and have 
indicated they would go ahead with 
the ide whether Russia came In 
(H- not. Moscow’s offer of last F ri­
day was viewed in the West as the 
Kremlin’s effort to counter the ef­
fects of President Eisenhower’s 
widely hailed plan.)

Today’s aimoimcement came as 
U.N, Secretary General Dag Ham- 
marskjold and atom experts of 
eight countries — Includir^ Russia 
—gathered at U.N. headquarters in 
New York for conferences to set 
up the scientific congress next 
summer.

The announcement said. “The 
question is imder discussion con­
cerning extending the number of 
countries to which the U.S.S.R. 
will be in a position to grant aid 
in development of scientific experi­
mental \/ork in the field oí peace­
ful ULe of atomic energ;y.”

HOUSTON, Tex (AP)—Good um­
pires could come from the colleges, 
says Cal Hubbard.

Hubbard, an American League a r­
biter for 20 years—the last three 
as supervisor—hae a plan which he 
would like to see adopted by the 
major leagues.

“I ’d like to see a group th a t would 
contact the athletic directors of 
major colleges throughout the coun­
try for the names of young men 
well-grounded in sports who are In­
terested in a career of officiating. 
I  mean young fellows who have 
come up throimh sports, know the 
feel of competition and the mean­
ing of rules.

“From such a list and such a 
group, baseball could select young 
men for future umpires, tra in  them, 
bring them up through the  minors.

“Now those young fellows needn’t 
be only baseball umpires. Baseball 
could be their start. They could go 
from baseball to football, then to 
basketball ’There’s good money in 
officiating, and I  don’t  see why a 
man with sports in his blood 
wouldn’t  find it  interesting.” 

Hubbard says the college man is 
the type baseball would like to have 
“although we know there are high 
type men who get the ir training in 
sports without getting to college and 
we would be interested in them, too. 
But I think we ought to have a 
plan to keep good umpires coming 
up.”

Hubbard thinks the  salaries of 
umpires in the lower minors must 
be increased because “we’ve got to 
have something to offer to get 
youngsters started.”

He says better umpiring would 
help improve the game. “Nothing 
hel[>s a good game of baseball like 
good, sharp umpiring. Nothing can 
turn  what might have been a g o ^  
game of bell into a  sloppy one 
quicker than  poor umpiring.” 

Hubbard says the biggest test of 
an umpire is how he handles a  com­
plaint. “The outs and the  safes, 
the balls and the strikes aren’t  the 
tough parts,” he declares. “I t ’s how 
well the lunpire handles a  trouble­
some situation and how well he 
knows the rules.

“I ’ve heard umpires talk about 
how many men they chase from a 
ball game in a season. To me. an 
umpire Is Judged by how many he 
keeps in  the  ball game.

“I  don’t  believe in  the  aggres­
sive umpire. And I  tell our um­
pires th a t when a tough ball game 
is over and they can walk through 
a crowd and hear someone ask 
‘Who was th a t umpiring behind 
the plate today?’, then they can 
feel tha t they, as umpires, have 
had a good day. Nobody pays to 
see the umpire. If  they don’t  re­
member who lunpired, then the 
lunps have had a good day.”
