Senate Kills Tax Cut
WA8HINOTON UPl — A  dram atic  

5<M4 Senate vote killing a  Demo- 
cratic-sponsored income tax  cut 
switctMNi back to the House today 
the political row over President 
X isenhower’a tex policies.

The Senate yesterday passed by 
voice vote a  bill to extend presen t 
corporation and excise tax  ra te s  
a year beycmd April 1. *nie m eas­
u re  w as in exactly the form  E isen­
hower asked.

Disappointed D em ocratic leaders 
saw go down the dra in  a  substi­
tu te to give low-income taxpayers 
a 620 reduction in 1966 plus $10 
for each dependent o ther than a 
spouse. The cut would have gone 
chiefly to fam ilies earning under 
$5.000.

On this crucial issue five Demo­
cra ts  — Byrd and Robertson of 
Virginia, E llender of Louisiana, 
Qeorge of Georgia and Holland of

Floridar->Joined 41 RepubUoaas to 
defeat the substitu te offered by 
D em ocratic Lead«r Lyndon B. 
Johnson of Texas. Sen. L onger (R- 
ND) lined up with 43 D em ocrats on 
the losing side.

I t  w as a  clear-out if prelim inary, 
victory for E isenhow er’s support­
ers . They contended Johnson’s  w as 
an  Irresponsible proposal in the 
face of continued deficit financing.

D em ocrats replied th a t Republi­
cans bad indicated a tax  cut would 
be proposed in 1056 and w ere fa­
voring big business and high-in- 
come individuals over the "Uttle 
fellow.”

The Senate showed bow it felt 
about a House - passed am end­
m ent to give everybody a  $30 tax 
cut next year by voting 61-32 sup­
port of its F inance Com m ittee’s 
action in stripping this jnrovision 
out of the bill.

But the battle w asn’t  over. To

make the victory com plete, the  ad­
m inistration had to find som e way 
of getting the House to accep t the 
Senate version.

Republican Leader JoeeWi W. 
M artin J r .  of M assaobusene pre­
dicted the House would go along 
by a  handful of votes. He eaid he 
would move to in s truct House 
members of a  Senate-House confer­
ence com m ittee to accept the  Sen­
ate bill, putting the issue to a  test 
on this vote.

Speaker of the Rouse R ayburn 
(D-Tex) who piloted the $30-a- 
person tax  c u t 'to  a  210-306 House 
victory, w as reported fighting 
against its  rejecfion in  ctmference.

C hairm an Byrd of the Senate Fi­
nance Committee forecast a  ”very 
difficult” conference if  toe House 
refused to instruct its group. Byrd 
led the successful fight for the Sen­
a te  bill.

SEOUL (JV-President Syngman 
Rhee charged today tha t N orth Ko­
rean  widows and farm  girls are 
being forced to m arry  Red Chinese 
soldiers as p a rt of a program  to 
reduce the north to a Chinese vas­
sal state.

“ The Communi.sts are  rew ard­
ing Chinese soldiers in North Korea 
by giving them farms,” the 79- 
year-old President said in an In- 
erview

He said Korean owners have been 
killed or enslaved and their farm s 
seized and put into production as 
soon as feasible.

“ The fa rm e r’s widow, daughter 
or servan t woman usually goes with 
the fa rm ,” he added.

Rhee said be had received toe 
information from Korean refugees 
who had fled across toe demili­
tarized zone.

"People coming down from  the 
North tell us it is terrible the way 
our girls a re  being treated-by  the

Comm unist soldiers. They go by a 
house during the day and if they 
like the looks of a giH, they come 
back and take her aw ay.” He as­
serted m any of his inform ants are 
sent South by the Communists, 
carry ing  opium, gold bars? and 
American currency,

“And w hat of the girls? Many 
are never seen again, som e com m it 
suicide,’,’ he asserted.

’The P re s ld » t, who will be 80 
years old next week, received us in 
his office. He seem ed a le rt despite 
a recen t l l lm ^  and said  he w as 
recovering rapidly. ’

Both Souto Korean and A m erican 
Intelligence sources have confirm ed 
on several occasions reports th a t 
the Chinese have gradually infil­
tra ted  high civic and m ilitary posts 
throughout toe North.

"According to w hat these refu­
gees have told u s ."  toe P r e s id » t  
went on, “there a re  only about 
8,000,000 of our people left in N orth 
Korea. This m eans about 4,000,000 
have died of disease, hunger and 
bombings since the w ar s ta rted .”

Want Board To

is the carefjil drivers, composing the 
E ^ t  majority, who will bear the brunt 
of such short-sighted legislative action.

Rep. Tom White, of Kinston, who author­
ed the anti-whammy measure defends it 
this way:

“In my opinion, no program of highway 
sty which in any of its aspects abrogates 

I  legal rights of the people it seeks to 
protect can long endure. W hile these traps 
are being tended to swell the arrest record 
for speeding, the drunken driver, the rech­
í n  driver, drivers who refuse to yield the 
f t n t  of way, and willful speeders are left 
l ^ b e i r  own devices to kill and maim any­
o ne  who may be upon the highway . . .  I

To be sure, speeding is but one source 
of highway accidents. But news reportera 
are especially conscious of the fact that in 
checking the story of a highway accident 
there is usually involved the factor of ex­
cessive speed. Even the sight of a speed- 
measuring device will keep a driver within 
prosoribed safety limits, and the goal of 
any reasonable man is more safety  
measures, not less.

No one need fear the whammy w’hen 
observing the law. The speed device is de­
signed for those who break the law, and we 
are confident the overwhelming mass of 
people are law-abiding and consider the 
w'hammy a safety measure for their own 
protection.

Proponents for the action to cripple the 
whammy seem to forget that very few  
people have claimed they were innocent 
when “trapped”. The only kick i n  thpy 
didn’t know it was there. W hether they

Safety Gadgets Boom
By ELMEB BOESSNER

Development of control de* 
vices for highways is a boom­
ing business and the Elsenhower 
Adminlstration’e $101 billion 
highway program promises to 
keep it so.

Traffic-counting devices and 
radar speed-detectors were only 
the beginning of the application 
of automatic devices to high­
ways. New machines are collect­
ing and checking tolls on turn­
pikes, and devices to come wU) 
guide and control the motorist on 
his Journey.

A comiüetely mechanised toll 
coUector has gone into operation 
on New Jersey's Oarden State 
Parkway. Motorists toss coins in 
a hopper and a machine counts 

them. When the total is correct, 
the motorist gets a green light. 
When one puts In insufficient 
funds, or tries to slip by, an 
alarm goes off, red signals flash 
and a camera photographs the 
license plate—with the aid of 
floodlights if it's dark.

"The machine could also say 
Uiank you when the payment it 
correct,” says Benjamin Co<H>er. 
president of TaUer A Cooper, 
which installed the system. ‘‘But 
that would cost extra.’*

The same company developed 
another system for the Indiana 
East-West toll road. When a car 
enters the highway a machine 
automatically counts axles and 
delivers a punched card to the 
driver. When the car leaves at 
the exit, the driver hands the 
card to an attendant (live), who 
puts it in a machine that cal­
culates the toll on distance and 
axles. The machine gives w re- 
ceipt only if requested ito avoid 
Utter at highway .exits) and it 
flashes a Ught if the time for 
the trip was excessive (to pre­
vent cheating by ticket switches).

Both Issuing and validating 
machines record totals a t a dis­
tant point, so no attendant can 
take home a few coins for him­
self.

Manufacturers say they can 
make almost any control device 
required. They can build auto

counters that will automatically 
close entrances or open extra 
lanes when traffic gets too 
heavy. They have plans for de­
vices that can be concealed 
along the stralght-aways that will 
call, "Slow down!” when a car 
goes five mUes above the «peed 
limit and which will photograph 
the license plate if it goes above 
ten or more miles.

Voices can replace roud.slde 
signs. A driver may hear such 
messages as "There’s a right 
curve ahead,” or “Watch out for 
cars entering on the right." And 
it is possible to construct mach­
ines that will raise a barrier 
against overweight trucks, spray 
a telltale coloring on speeding 
cars, or activate a stop light 
when a car with defective head­
lights approaches.

NEW YORK (AP) — Who­

ever thought Adolph Hitler would 
help solve America’s traffic pro­
blems?

But in a small way he is 
nearly 10 years after his death. 
All because of “The Beetle ’’

That Is the nickname for the 
Volkswagen ttie small mass-pro­
duced motor car which Hitler 
once promised every German 
family would soon be able to 
afford.

Most German families can’t 
buy one yet. But last year more 
Americans bought Volkswagens 
than any other kind of imported 
automobile.

“Some 29,151 foreign-make cars 
were sold in the United States 
in 1954,” said Arthur Stanton, 
"and 6,341 were Volkswagens.”

Staton a tall, lean 37-year-old 
ex-Navy officer and husband of 
TV panelist Joan Alexander, is 
president of World-Wide Auto­
mobiles Corp. He distributes the 
Volkswagen* in five eastern states.

He and four partners went in­
to the Import-export field after 
the last war with $4$,000 they bor­
rowed. Now they do a 20-million- 
dollar-a-year business here and 
in Paris French Morocco, and 
Tokyo. Tiiey deal in Cuban sugar 
and Japanese toys as well as In 
German and American automo­
biles and electrical products.

But Stanton’s pet project right 
now is the Volkswagen.

"Since January they’ve been 
selling at the rate of 2,000 a 
month," he said. "In another 
couple of years they’ll have an 
annual sale of 50,000 here. Then 
Detroit will start taking a long 
hard look at the small car m ar­
ket.”

The "Beetle” holds four pass­
engers five, if one is a child and 
is only 13 feet long. The 30- 
horse-power motor Is In the rear. 
Under the front hood is a spare 
tire the gas tank, and luggage 
space.

The car, which sells for about 
$1495, goes 33 miles on a gallon

of ga&. in th«-city, 40 in the 
country, can reach a speed of 
65-70 miles an hour.

"The motor is air-cooled.” said 
Stanton, “so it doesn’t heat up 
in summer or freeze in winter 

"There’s nothing really new 
about it. It wa.s basically created 
In 1929 by Ferdinand Por.sche. 
the famous Austrian designer 

"Hitler seized on tbe idea of 
.selling it to the German niasse.s 
at $400 a car. but never got 
around to it. The Volkswagen 
was used as a German- jeep in 
the war. Field Marshal Rommel 
found it was a good military 
vehicle in his desert campaign 
because it had no trouble push­
ing through sand.’’

The civilian Volkswagen.s, 
made in a factory held in pro­
tective trust by the German 
government, got into real mass 
production late in the 1940s. Last 
year the factory turned out 240 - 
000. This year it will gear up to 
330,000 of which 55 per cent will 
be exported. A Volkswagen fac­
tory, branch in Canada is plan­
ned.

“Tl)e cars are popular in tin.-? 
country with two classes ol peo­
ple," .said Staton, "wealthy peo­
ple who buy them as a second 
car, and working people who 
want a low-priced car that is 
cheaper to operate and easier to 
park than a standard size auto­
mobile.”

Many American tourists buy 
the cars in Germany where the 
price is only $1130, drive them 
around Europe on their vacations, 
and then ship them home 

But the irony of Hitler’s ’dream 
car” for the German masses is 
that, while an American working 
man can easily afford one. few 
German workers can.

"In terms of their own cur­
rency” said Stanton "a Volks- 
w'agen would cost them the equi­
valent of $4,500. ”

That Isn’t a dream price to an 
average German. It's  an impos­
sible nightmare.

PAY DAYS — When wiU the 

pay time for members of the 
General Assembly end? Accord­
ing to Secretary of State Thad 
Eure the last day for which 
compensation can be received 
will be April 4. According to 
some less reliable autborities 
the last pay day should be April 
19. The difference Involved 
wliether or not Sundays should 
be counted In the 90 day pay- 
limlt.

The constitution says that 
members of the General Assem­
bly shall receive $15 a day for 
not exceding 90 days. It does not 
make distinction between calen­
dar days and legislative days.
Custom has been to count Sun­
days In the 90-day pay limit for 
members and for the uhlimiteo 
pay time of clerks and other 
legislative employees.

The Legislature convened this 
year on January 5. Monday was
the Wth day of the session,
counting Sundays, but the 58th 
legislative day inasmuch as no 
sesions are ever held on Sunday. 
April 4th will be the 90th day 
since date of convening, but it 
will take April 19 to make 90
legislative days.

The question is academic so 
far as members of the General 
Assembly are concerned, be^ 
c.iuse it is certain that the ses­
sion will run well beyond April 
19. and no member can draw 
more than $1,350—the full amoimt 
of $15 a day for a maximum of 
90 days. The counting of Sundays 
in the pay time for clerk* antj 
employees can make a difference 
of several thousand dollars In 
total cost to taxpayer.<5 of the 
legislative session. The payroll

for clerks, sergeants at arm* and 
their assistants, pages and other 
employees is approximately $1,- 
000 a day. Including Saturdays 
when few of them are around 
the capitol and Sundays when 
none of them are on the job in 
legislative halls.

NOT IDLE — That does not 
mean that legislators and many 
of the clerks are Idle over the 
weekend. Some of the most Im­
portant work that members of 
the General Assembly do dur­
ing the session is In contacting 
constituents back home on 
periodic or regular week-end 
visits. Absence of members at 
the more or less perfunctory Sat­
urday sessions does not mean 
they are not on the job, and 
more than the journal record of 
half hour to two hour dailv 
sessions of the House or Senate 
in regular sessions means that 
constitutes the day’s work for 
members.

Those' at all familiar with 
legislative processes know that 
most of the real work is done in 
committees,‘and committee meet­
ings run from early;morning until, 
late afternoon, with many nigBt 
sessions, the committees recesé* 
Ing for the relative brief periods 
of full House and Senate regular 
sessions.

I t is also true that many of 
the committee clerks work hard 
over week ends at home, catch­
ing up on official correspondence 
a n  reports. There are provable 
incidents of clerks riding home 
with committee chairmen, tak­
ing dictation In the automobile 
along the route, and foregoing 
social dates or hdme obligat­
ions .Saturday and Spnday in 
order to . get the J-eport* .and .

correspondence typed. For these 
members and clerks the seven- 
day a week pay i* fully justified.

Unfortunately some legislators 
and clerks and employees re­
gard the period from Friday 
afternoon to Monday night as 
"free time,” and do no work 
remotely connected with legisla­
tive duties although demanding 
full pay for the off-days.

Long observaticai and exper­
ience convinces your reporter 
that preponderant majority ol 
members and employees of the 
General Assembly, this year and 
for many past, sessions, have 
been and are sincerely concerned 
about doing their job to best 
of their capacity. A few "foot- 
draggers” and chislers get more 
publicity, solely because they 
are exceptions to the rule.

REGULARS — The foregoing 
observations bring into focus 
the status of hundreds of regular 
full-time employees in State 
agencies and deportments. They 
are paid by the month Instead of 
by Uie day. and get no extra 
pay for overtime. Legislative 

,xAtes are generally higher for 
the same type work, as evidenced 
by the fact numerous employees 
seek leaves of absence from per­
manent positions for temporary 
legislative duty

Periodical there are complaints 
and criticism about some regular 
employees soldiering on the Job. 
loafing when they ought to be 
working. Not much is said, al­
though It occurs with perhaps 
greater frequency, about the 
number of overtime hours put in 
by State workers. That Is parti­
cularly true of those who have 
to travel. The State ha* no 
tW L i^eu te^fo rJ 'po rta l to portal

and women who Uve in Raleigh 
to have assigmnents 100 to 150 
miles away from home base, 
and for them to leave before day­
light and get back well after dark, 
in order to put in a full day at 
the distant point—and in order 
to avoid one or two nights hotel 
bill on the expense account.

Senators, government officials and financiers are busily debating what effect the goings-on here and in W'all Street will have on busi­ness and Jobs.
They're trying to decide wheth­er rising stock prices Inspire gen­eral business confidence, or wheth­er confidence in the future sparks tlie bulla; whether falling stock prices inspire genera] business con­fidence or whether confidence in the future sparks the bulls; wheth­er falling stock prices are a blow to public confidence in the whole economy, or whether fear of com­ing hard times generates a bear market on the stock exchange. There are even a puzzled few who ask if it’s all being done with m ir­rors.

The question of what’s ahead reaches out beyond the marbled caucus room where the Senate Banking Committee Is carrying on a study of the 18-month-old bull market: where government offi­cials, brokers and Industrialists give their vlows on a fast-rising market’s benefits or dangers.
You can see wonderment and worry in the intent audience that watches the Inquiry. Those attend­ing—some students, but mostly middle-aged couples from out of town—seem eager to find, if they can, a clue as to what may lie ahead for them. Whether they own stocks or not they appear to feel they have a stake in the m arket’s course.I t ’s the old story of two popular beliefs: (1) either the stock m arket Is a barometer showing what’s ahead within the next six months; or (2) the trend of stock prices in Itself will affect dally lives by making times good or bad. Most

of the audience is old enough to remember 1929.Without exception witnesses agree there are many and Impor­tant points of strength in today’s economy which were missing in 1929.Sen. Pulbrlght (D-Ark), commit­tee chairman, stresses that the stock market probe of 20 years ago came after the crash of 1929 and sought a cure, while today’s inquiry comes while times are good and alms at preventing an­other such bust.

Secretary of S tate Duile.s told 1 his news conference yesterday he thinks Uiat as th e  effectiveness of precision atomic weaixtns increases it lessens the likelihood tha t weap- pons of mass destruction w’ould have to be employed. He argued that World War II saturation  bombings resulted from inability to destroy military targets pre­cisely.
President Elsenhower, -however, told a news conference last Jan­uary that he felt it was not pos­sible to draw a sharp line be­tween tactical and strategic atom­

ic weapons. Generally, tactical 
weapons are relatively little bombs for use against military targets while strategic weapons are the city-killers.

The value of atomic bombs was frequently debated in the Korean War. The United States decided against it. Officials generally ar­gued that the weapon was not suitable against an enemy hidden in the mountains of Korea.
The easence of what Dulles said yesterday was that atomic weap­ons in the shape of artillery shells and small bombs for precision at­tack are becoming conventional equipment for U.S. armed forces. He said he imagined that such weapons would be used in any major U.S. military activity. Then he advanced his counter theory that tne development of little bombs decreases 4he- likelihood that big ones would have to be used.

Ck>nvectors are the secret of most 
of the modern baseboard heaters. 
Convectors are nothing more than 
very thin finned radiators, pack­
ing into small units the same 
amount of radiating surface offer­
ed by big old-fashioned radiators. 
The hot fins heat the air as It 
circulates over them and the air 
heats you.

That’s why they’re called con­
vectors—heating by convection, 
or the warming of the air, rather 
than by conduction, like the hot 
handle of a pan, or by radiation, 
which is toe sun’s  method.

Large convectors can be placed 
under windows like the old cast 
iron radiators, except that being 
more compact they are easily re­
cessed into toe wall.

By 
means of flexible ducts, about 3 
Inches in diameter—to fit easily in­
side standard partitions—you can 
now have air blown around these 
baseboard convectors in summer 
and there you have another version 
of air conditioning.
