In the past several weeks forest
fires have played havoc with Pitl
County woodlands pius timber in
other sections of the state as well.

But, had it not been for a certain
siructure of wood and steel and its
attendant, the local loss would have
been far worse.

The structure of course, is the
Greenville fire tower, standing just
off the Evans Street Extension
almost in the shadow of WNCTs
giany television antenna. And the
woman is Mrs. Hazel Manning, the
tower observer who radioed the
fire reports to the rangers and
volunteers who fought the blazes.

Mrs. Manning, who lives In a
neat, white home near the tower’s
base, hegan her work there in
September. Each day since then,
with the exception of extremely
rainy days, she has been at her
post, watching for tell-tale spirals
of smoke that could spell disaster
for Pitt County woodlands.

It's a long way up the tower
she’ll tell you, and though the
climb looks short when compared
against the nearby TV antenna, the
110-foot pull to the top is capable
of making one’s stomach just a
trifle uneasy.

Mrs. Manning, who readily ad-
mits to 35 years, has gotien ac-
customed to the climb now and
handles her post like a wveteran.

Priced Cheap

LANSING, Mich. (AP)Private
forests, are now within the reach
of anyone with a little land, a little
money and a lot of patience.

For as little as $7.50, you can
buy 1,000 seedlings that in 15 or
18 years will grow into a tidy
forest.

The
glassed-in enclosure at the tower's
top contains a iwo-way radio,
telephone, charting board and an
asmuth indicator.

When smoke of some kind is
first spotted, Mrs. Manning, or
Barbara, sights through the in-
dicator a compass-type apparatus
to get an asmuth reading. The
number of the reading, when com-
pared with the chart on the wall,
gives the compass direction of the
fire {rom the tower. Then, if an-
other tower can get a sight on the
smoke, the plotting lines from both
can pinpoint the fire exactly.

Once a fire has been sighied
Mrs. Manning dispatches mobile
units of the forest service ta the
scene. Within minutes, {trained
crews can be on the job, hurrying
to protect valuable timber.

One difficulty encountered by
Mrs. Manning, is in spotti g fires
across the city. Industrial smoke it
seems often interferes with the
spotting of woods fires in the
Bethel area.

The recent Bethel area fires have
given Mrs. Manning her most diffi-
cult time since taking over her new
post. ‘““For example,”’ she said, “‘1
was up until 3 a.m. one morning,
the day that seven fires broke out

Although the job is at times de-
manding, Mrs. Manning seems 1o
like it well. Her tiny lookout post
provides an excellent view of Pitt
County and her daughters, Gay, 14
and Virginia, 9 in " addition %o
Barbara, take an interest in their
mother's work.

Sometimes the going is dull and,
in g period without fires, many
people will overlook the work at
the tower. But one thing is certain,
whenever they are needed, the fire
watchers and members of the
forest service will be on dutv, pro-
tecting thousands of acres of valu-
able woedlands.

The 311-foot Rockaway is one
of the Coast Guard’s four weather
stations in the Atlantic.

The
four stations are Brave, off Labra-
dor; Coca, hetween Newfoundlond
and Eire; Delta, midway between
Newfoundland and the Azores, and
Echo, east of Bermuda.

It carries four U.S. Weather Bureau
observers whose findings are
radioed to Washington every three
hours. It has a U.S. Public Health
Service physicion who may have
to minister to a seriously ill sea.

Someone Turned The
Tables At Bandung

Communist delegations at Bandung's
Agia-African conference have found the
tables turned on them.

At the outset of the conference, we got
the idea the Communist nations represent-
ed—headed by Red China—were laying
plans for the nations participating in the
conference to issue blistering attacks on
Western nations. )

Suddenly, when the matter of colonial—
ism came up, the Reds found someone had
turned the tables. There were African and
Asiatic nations which saw he old style
colonialism, practiced by France, Britain
and other European nations as a lesser evil
than the subversive colonialism Commun-
ism has fostered in taking over many
Asiatic people in recent years.

The issue at stake was a move by non-
communist nations ®participating in the
Bandung Conference to have the confer-
ence go on record as condemning “sub-
version” as well as the old style colonial-
ism. Such a resolution by he African and
Asiatic nations would be a terrible blow to
the Reéds in the East, and the Chinese Com-
munists know it.

It will not be surprising to see the
results of the Bandung Conference do
more to strengthen the free nations of Asia
and Africa than to set the stage for more
Communist advances.

It is due to reports of economic
health and progres3 throughout
the country, as indicated by
various survey reports. The re-
cord of tax collections in North
Carolina during the past year
does not justify the happy atti-
tude. These collections have been
about whait had been Torécast, ifi
some instances less.

Records of last year must be
considered as basis for estimat-
ing yields this year and next—
but other considerations are just
as important, There is no sur-
plus left over from 1854. There-
fore, the Legislature cannot look
to 1954 taxes to help finance
1955 to 1957 government activit-
ies. These operations must be
financed out of taxes collected
during the biennium. There is de-
finite optimistic belief that 1855
and 1956 yields will be larger
than forecast last fall.

If you want to make an auto-
mobile executive flip his ulcer
these days mention the guaran-

teed annual wage. Most executives

and auto stockholders regard the
GAW as a three-alarm murder,
with their bank accounts as the
intended victim.

But the guaranteed annual
wage may not be nearly as bad
A8 they fear. In fact, it might be
good for the automobile steel
and other industries facing the
same demand and for the hun-
dreds of other industries that
make and sell things to workers.

Let’s suppose that the auto-
‘moblle companies are shotgunned
into an agreement to guarantee
50 weeks of employment a year
to all employees having a certain
length of seniority.

Then the industry will have to
level off its cycles—or go broke.

It will have to find ways to
eliminate the spasms of rushed
production and shutdowns for re-
tooling. It will have to educate
the public to buy cars in the
fall, instead of going on =a
consumers’ strike because new
models are coming up.

Since every company has
several lines one way to level

. off peaks and valleys would be to

stagger introduction of new mo-
dels. If Uncle Sam will wink at

an innocent violation of the Robin-

son-Patman Act, the manufactur-
ers might get together and agree
to bring out new models in the
low-price-fleld in November and
December, mo h-
price field in May and June, an
those in the middle-price bracket
in August and September.

Only a third of the production
lines need be shut down at any
one time. The men on those lines
could be shifted to others, The
change also would provide great
economies in engineering, de-
signing, toolmaking, drafting and
testing departments.

The load on executives, ad-
ministrators and supervisors al-
so would be leveled off. Manage-
ment would get more for its
salaries. Overtime and premium-

New Idea In Learning To Read

EL DORADO, Ark.—A child
who wiggles his head, moves his
lips and runs his finger along a
written line as he reads may be
in. serious trouble.

In all probability, he is bluffing
his way through an outmoded
system of teaching reading that
refuses to recognize special apti-
tudes of each child.

Such symptoms indicate be
may be so frustrated from an in-
ability to grasp more than 50 per
cent of what is written that read-
ing success is impossible.

Recognizing the need for new
teaching techniques . J. Kendail
Hoggard_ director of instruction
of the E] Dorado schools, has
devised and instituted a system
of evaluating and teaching read-
ing that has drawn interest not
only from Arkansas educators
but from schools in at least five
other states.

Hoggard sees learning to read
as a cradle-to-grave process.

*If this philosophy ‘of education
is accepted, regimented reading
instruction which places every
child in the room on the same
page at the same time, has no
place in the modern 1 pro-
gram,’’ he says.

Basically, the E1 Dorado sys-
tem is based on the modern con-
cept that a child should be per-
mitted to progress through the
reading program at his own rate.

It calls for special reading
classes from the first to 12th
grades. It costs no exira money,
other than a small expense for
additional reading books. Here is

Tussey, BState College extension
cotton marketing specialist.

Tussey reported that almost 97
per cent of the crop was one inch
or longer in staple, with slightly
more than 80 per cent measureing
1 132 and 1 1-16.

The 385,000-bale crop had an
average staple length of 1 1-32
inches and a grade Index of 95.2.
Approximately 40 per cent of the
crop ‘graded middling or better,
44.4 per cent strict low middling,
and only slightly more than 15 per;
cent graded lower than strict low
middling.

Tussey credits the good quality
to the use of one variety by almost
all North Carolina farmers, and
careful harvesting, handling, and
ginning. _

Jones teamed with Frank Benton
of the U.S. Department of Agri-

culture to search for better strains {

of bees in Europe, Asia, and Africa.
In fact, he spent most of his life
looking for a better bee.

At one time, he was the largest
Canadian exporter of honey.

The signers were members of the
Greenville baseball club in the mid-
1930's.
