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Efforts To End
British Railway
Strike Moving
Info High Gear

Nation’s Industry
Nears ‘Crisis Week-
end Of Supply
Shortage

LONDON (#— Efforts to end
Britain's paralyzing raijlway strike
moved into high gear today as
the nation’s booming industry ap-

proached a ‘*‘crisis weekend"” of
short supplies.
Sir Brian Robertson, chairman

of the British Transport Commis-
sion which runs the state-owned
raiiways, agreed to meet leaders
of the 67,000 striking locomotive
engzineers and firemen for the first |
time since the walkout began 11
davs ago.

The Ministrv of Labor an-
nounced that Sir Brian the govern-
ment's chief mediator Sir Wilfred
Neden and Jim Baty, general
secretary of the striking As-
sociatea  Society of Locomotive
Engineers and Firemen, would
confer.

Other steps aimed at ending the
costly strike on the basis of a
compromise peace plan framed by
the giant Trades Union Congress
Executive, the top union authority,
advanced rapidly.

Leaders of the TUC, with which
nearly all British unions are af-
filinted, called on Labor Minister
Sir Walter Monckton to urge gov-
ernment acceptance of the peace
formula, which would get wage
talks going while the strike still
is on. The government so far has

refused to mnegotiate “under
duress

Afterward, TUC Chairman!
Charles Geddes told reporbars,

“there appears to be prospec; of
some progress being made.” Sir
Walter then hurried off to see
Prime Minister Eden.

So far there has been no wide-
spread unemployment as a result
of the walkout although train
service has been reduced to a
shadow of normal and delivery of
vital raw materials, such as coal
and steel to the factories, has been
severely throttled.

Many factories have put em-
plovees on precautionary notice,
reduced the work week and cut
out overtime to stretch stockpiles.
But industrialists generally have
predicted their plant operations
would. reach a ‘*‘crisis point” to-
ward the end of this week.

Responsible industrial sources
regarded the meeting between Sir
Brian and Baty as a preliminary,
with the main object of establish-
ing an atmosphere of good faith
and good will before discussions
on ASLEF's claim for a bigger
pay differential over less ski!led’
workers in the industry. |

In another peace move, leaders
of the striking stevedores’ union
agreed to submit their jurisdic-
tional dispute with another union
to a TUC committee.

Leaders of the wildcat seamen’s
strike, meanwhile failed to spread

Urge Adenauer To
Accept Invitation

And Visit

Moscow

BONN Germany (P—Three West
parties urged
Chancellor Konrad Adenauer to-
day to accept an invitation to visit
Moscow to discuss ‘‘normalization
of relations’” between the Kremlin
and Bonn.

They were the Free Democrats
and Refugees, members of the
Adenauer government coalition,
and the opposition Socialists.

A session of the Bundestag was
suspended for an hour so that
deputies could caucus on the start-
ling Moscow bid. The Free Demo-

crats, second bigges; coalition
party afterward issued a state-
ment that Adenauer had ‘“no

choice’ but to accept the invita-
tion,

If he accepts, the Free Demo-
crats said, ‘‘the German people
can congratulate themselves that
this man, possessing such unique
confidence of our Western partners
assumes the task of bridging the

'gap with our Eastern neighbors.”

The party said no one except Ad-
enauer could undertake this task
“without causing misunderstand-
ing."”
Adenauer
statement,

declined any public
evidently because he

'wants to talk with Western leaders

first. His Christian Democrat
parlty was more cautious in its
reaction than the other govern-

i ment parties.

In a formal statement the
Christian Democrats descibed the
Moscow note as *a further step
in the long and stony path leading
toward a general relaxation of
tension.”

“Tt is self evident that no oppor-
tunity which offers the prospect
of further relaxation of tension
should - be left unexploited. But it
is also evident that a document
like the Soviet note must be ex-
amined most carefully. It is there-
fore at present too early to take
a final stand.” .

The party added a warning that
Moscow would be “making a
fundamental mistake in assuming

it can separate the Federal (West
German) Republic from the
West.” The party claimed the Mos-
cow invitation was a direct result
of Adenauer’s policy of close al-
liance with the West.

The Chancellor, staunch expon-
ent of his country’'s rearmament
as an ally of the West declined
last night to comment on the So-
viet bid. He was known to be per-
sonally reluctant to make such a
trip because of his past policy of
uncompromising anticommunism.

But pressure mounted from po-
litical allies and foes alike. Politi-
cal circles here generally acknowl-
edged iy would be difficult for him
to refuse.

Eugen Gerstenmaier, president
(speaker) of the 'Parliament’s
lower house and a member of Ade-
nzuer's own Christian Democratic
party, came out flatly “in favor
of accepting the offer of the Rus-
sian government to resume diplo-
matic relations.”

The leader of the opposition So-
cialist party, Erich Ollenhauer,
said Adenauer’s reaction to the So- i
viet invitation would clarify wheth-
er ‘‘the federal government is real
ly prepared to negotiate with the
Soviet government over German
unity.” The Socialists for a long |
time have demanded negotiations
with the Russians.

Vice Chancellor Franz Bluecher,
who leads the minority Free Dem-
ocratic party in the government
coalition. said, “We must most
conscientiously study whatever can
serve possibly to reduce world ten-
sion.”” But he said the government
must act ‘“‘only in full agreement
with the powers of the free world
who have made possible the pres-
ent situation.”

It was believed Adenauer would
take no firm action on the invita-
tion until after his visit next week
to the United States where he will
see President Eisenhower and Sec-
retary of State Dulles, He will
lunch with British Prime Minister
Eden June 19, on his way home.

Voices Distrust

Of Indian Envoy

WASHINGTON (# — Rep. Rich-
ards (D-SC) said today Indian
diplomat V. K. Krishna Menon is
‘‘violently anti-American’’ and de-
clared “we would be naive to place
too much dependence on him” as
a mediator with Red China.

Richards, chairman of the House
Foreign Affairs Committee said
it has been pateni for some time
that Communist world has been
building up Mr. Menon to pull its
chestnuts out of the fire.

“What an instrument of harm he
could ultimately be to this country
if our people in authority are taken
in by him because of his protesta-
tions of mnew-born friip!"

Menon is due here Thursday to
talk to Secretary of State Dulles,
and possibly Presiden; Eisenhow-
er, about his 10-day visit to Red
China last month to discuss pros-
pects for peace in the Formosa
Straits.

Richards said in an interview he
became acquainted with Menon’'s
philosophy while serving as a con-
gressional delegate to the United
Nation in 1953. Menon then as
now, was head of the Indian U.N.
delagation. )

“Every word and every action
there on his part,”” Richards said,
“showed disgust for the United
States and our institutions. He not
only is violently partisan but is ill-
mannered impolite and intoler-
ant,

NEW YORK P — Within a few
years New York will be able to
boast about having the biggest
building in the world if imagi-
native real estate developers carry
out their present plans.

The enormous structure, to be
built where Pennsylvania Station
now stands, is the brainchild of
Webb & Knapp, Inc., a dynamic
New York real estate firm, and
showman Billy Rose.

An option to buy the air rights
over the station and adjacent rail-
road property for 30 million dollarg]
was signed yesterday by William
Zeckendorf, president of Webb &
Knapp.

Later he and Rose told hewsmen
about their plans for the building,
which they call the ‘‘Palace of:
Progress'” and expect will cost
them 100 million dollars before it
is finished.

The projected building's 154 mil-
lion cubic feet, they pointed out,
would dwarf other great structures
of the world, including the great
pyramid of Egypt (93 million cubic
feet), the Peniagon In Washington, |
D.C. (84 mullion), Chicago's Mer- |
chandise Mart (54 million), and St
Peter's in Rome (54 million).

Trusts Adenauer

WASHINGTON (AP)—Presi-
dent Eisénhower said today he
has the utmost confidence that
West Germany's Chancellor
Adenauer will stand by the
Western world in any dealings
with Soviet Russia,

Eisenhower volunteered the
remark at his news conference
in taking note of Moscow’s bid
for establishment of diplomatie
and trade relations with the
newly sovereign republic of
Western Germany. The Kremlin
vesterday invited Adenauer to
visit Moscow to discuss those
matters.

Elsenhower said #t is only
natural that Russia would ex-
tend such an invitation, in view
of what the President termed
recent developments in Western
Europe,

The imvitation, Eisenhower
went on, seems to him to be a
logical gesture on the part of
Russia. He added the decision
wheither Adenauer accepts fis
one which must be made ex-
clusively by West Germany.

At another point, Eisenhower
referred to Adenauer as one of
the world’s greatest statesmen
and said he trusts him.

The union leaders said they
never would have granted a five-
day contract extension from mid-
night last nigh; to midnight Sun-
day unless they felt GM was ready
to do business along the lines of
the recent Ford Motor Co. agree-
ment including a guaranteed wage
plan, GM requested the extension.

With the GM bargaining talks
scheduled to resume at midday,
both GM and Ford were plagued
with a series of scattered wildcat
strikes in plants across the nation.

Most serious was the walkout
of tool and die workers main-
tenance crews and skilled crafts-
men in Ford's giant Rouge plant
at nearby Dearborn. said to be the
single largest production facility
in the world.

The tool and die workers, defy-
ing local union leaders who sought
to persuade them to accept the
Ford settlement terms, com-
plained the Ford contract pro-
vided too litile for them in wage
increases. They pooh-poohed wage

hikes of 8 to 18 cenis an hour,
plus additional annual “improve-
ment” raises of 6 cents an hour.
They said they wanted a 30-cent
raise, 3

About a thousand of the re-
belling tool workers voted unani-
mously to strike and threw pick-
ets around the Rouge plant, keep-
ing out production workers. Near-
ly 50,000, or more than a third of
Ford's over-all 140,000 employes,
work at the Rouge plant.

Other Ford plants at Monroe,
Mich. 8t. Louis, Kansas City and
Buffalo also were hit by walkouts,
some due to local grievances.

Skilled workers have been get-
ting a base pay of around $2.50
an hour compared with the aver-
age hourly wage of $2.10 in the
auto industry. Their crafts are lit-
tle affected by layoffs and they
felt the Ford package benefitted
them Jeast.

GM was experiencing walkouts
in St. Louis, Cleveland, - Linden,
N.J., Kansas City, Tarrytown and
Rochester, N.Y., and in West Miff-
lin Borough near Pittsburgh but
the UAW said local union leaders
were striving to get them back on
the job.

“The advantage is that Dr. Salk
has informed us ‘when the second
injection is given some months after
the first, the degree of immunity
jumps to a high level, sometimes
higher than that which occurs after
a natural infection’ (of polio)

“This means,” Dr. Humbert ex-
plained, “that when the childrem
get their second inoculation they
will receive a higher degree of ime
munity because of the delay in ade
ministering the second vaccination®

New Tariff Cut
Round_!g_ Store

WASHINGTON (P—QCongression-
al sources sald today the United
Siates plans to embark shortly on
a new round of tariff cutting under
authority given Presiden; Eisen-
hower in a compromise foreign
trade bill nearing final passage.

Benate-House conferees agreed
on the measure yesterday, break-
ing a month long deadlock. The fi-
nal product is considered accept-
able to Eisenhower.

The chief new power would au-
thorize the President to cut tariffs
up to 5 per cen; a year over the
next three years or to lower to 80
per cent any duties now above that
level, This is the first new grant
of tariff-cutting power since 1945.

It also would extend the 21-year-
old reciproeal trade agreements
law for three years, to June 30,
1958 the longest extension In a
decade.

The compromise bill iz to come
up first in the House early next
week then in the Senate for final
legislative action.

Congressional source said the
United States is likely to partick
pate in a new international bar-
gaining conference within about
six months to make use of the new
power to cut tariffs. The reductions
would be offered in return for sim-
flar concessions from other na-
tions in trade pacts.

The newly elect-
ed members of the town’s governing body
are making plans, but can take no official
action until they are sworn in . . . usually
the first of July.

Of course that is not the case in all lo-
cal governing units in Pitt County. In some
towns, commissioners or aldermen are
elected on a staggered term basis which
means there are always carry-over mem-

In contrast to other local governments in
Pitt County, officials of the City of Green-
ville are elected one day and take over
their offices a couple of days later. County
government officials elected in November
general elections take office the first Mon-
day in December, resulting in a minimum
lapse of time between election and taking
office.

It would be wise for all local govern-
ments in Pitt to consider seriously the mat-
ter of reducing the time between muni-
cipal elections and the beginning of terms
of new officers.

The period immediately preceding the
beginning of a new fiscal year is crucial
in any government. It takes a great deal
of time and effort to wind up the business
of the year and get the municipal house in
order. At the same time a tremendous
amount of work must be done on the bud-
get for the next fiscal year which in most
cases begins July 1.

If newly elected municipal officials
throughout the county could take office
immediately following the May elections
we believe it would result in a great deal
more efficiency in town government par-
ticularly in the months of May and June.

We could well do without the lame duck
period in municipal governments in Pitt
County. Those ‘local government units
which have done away with this lame duck
period, or have reduced it to the shortest
possible. time have found it a worthwhile
move in the interest of better government.

Bethel School District, which has the
same boundaries as Bethel township, has
been designated a bond district by the
Board of Education for the purpose of
allowing the voters of the district to de-
termine whether a $150,000 district bond
issue shall be floated for the purpose of
school facilities.

WASHINGTON—Maneuvering in the firm beliet
that President Eisenhower will accede to Party clamor
that he run again, Republican political strategists
have resorted to the same device which elected Calvin
Coolidge in 1924 over a far more worthy opponent,
the late John W. Davis. They are saturating the
country with the idea that lke s unbeatable, and
that the election will be only a formality.

In 1924, the Democrats destroyed their chances
with the ruinous Madiscn Square Garden conflict
between the Al Smith and Willlam McAdoo forces,
the wets and the drys. Coolidge liquidated the Hard-
ing scandals with the unwanted assistance of rebel-
Bous - Progressives like Norris, Johnson, Borah and
ta Guurdia.

But it was the 1923-2¢ economi¢ upturn which
assured victory for the Northampten lawyer and
former Governor of Massachusebts. He benefited from
the Wali Street boom that ended in the 1929 crash,
Just as Ike is profiting from what has been dubbed
“the Ewisenhower market.”

The GOP’s 1924 slogan was “Keep Cool With
Coolidge.”

INVINCIRLE TEE—The comparison Letween the
1824 campaign strategy and the Republicans’ current
political program is perfect. Through newspaper polls,
private canvasses slipped to reperters by the Repub-
lican Nationil Committee’s publicity agents, .and by
individual Covgressmens sampling of sentiment in

B.P.W. — The working women
are scheduled to take over at
Raleigh this week when several
hundred of them come from the
annual convention of the North
Carolina Federation of Business
and Professional Womens Clubs.
The convention agenda calls for
a lot of *“socializing’’ and a lot
of fun. The atmosphere, however,
will be somewhat diiferent from
that attending the session of the
General Assembly, the Legion
and Shrine conventions which
immediately preceded the BPW
meeting.

Advance notices indicate the
BPW convention will put steam
behind a movement launched
several years looking to a State
constitutional convention for the
purpose of bringing the North
Carolina constitution up to date.

The State Federation was or-
ganized in Charlotte in June of
1919, a month before the Na-
tional Federation was formed at
St. Louis, and eleven years ahead
of the International Federation
organized at Geneva, Switzer-
land, in 1930. The five major ob-
jectives of the Federation are
listed in the Handbook as fol-
lows: (1) To elevate the stand-
ards for women in business and
in the professions; (2) To pro-
mote the interests of business
and professional women; (3) to
stimulate local organizations; (4)
to bring about a spirit of co-ope-
ration among business and pro-
fessional women; (5) To extend
opportunities to business and
professional women through edu-
cation along lines of industrial,
sclentific and vocational activities.

Appliance dealers did better
last year.

Departmeny stores didn’'t, In
fact, with the exception of 1938,
they had their worst time in
A

alers repo to the Na-
Radlo-’lr"%'h'l)elferl As-
sociation made an average net
profit of 2.6 per cent of sales,
compared with 2.3 per cent in 1953,
Departmentalized stores partici-
ating in the National Retail
Goods Association’s annual
survey made an average net pro-
fit after taxes of 2.1 per cent of
sales, compared with 2.3 per cent
last year. That's close to the
lows of the depression of the

30's.
However, both applianee and
depsrt.meni stores are fairly

happy about the current year.
Of appliance dealers who made
predictions, 60 per cent expect
increases in business for 1965,
with an average gain of 15 per
cent expected. Twenty-six per
cent see no change, and only
14 per cent fear a decline.

The N.R.D.G.A, survey showed
that sales jumped ahead in the
last quarter, and government
figures prove that the increase
has been well sustained.

The survey showed that de-
partment stores’ eumulative
mark-on was 39.2 per cent the
highest since 1950. But an in-
crease in mark-downs, from 6.4
per cent to 6.7 per cent. The
average sale declined 13 cents to
$4.51. A few departments in-
creased their volume 5 per cent
or more. These include cottons,
piece goods, tollet articles jewel-
ry and silverware, greeting
cards and wrapping paper, re-
cords and accessories, tools, hard-
ware and garden equipment,
and a few basement departments.

The appliance dealers said
they expect television receivers,
refrigerators, ranges, air con-
ditioners and kitchen equipment
would lead in sales this year.
The main obstacles to business,

in order of frequency of men-
tion were given as:

Discount houses and prioe cuut-
ting; excesslve trade-in allow-
ances; low margins; bypass sell-
ing by manufacturers and dis-
tributors; over franchising by
manufacturers and distributors;
misleading advertising by com-
petitive dealers; difficulty in
disposing of trade-ins; uncert-
ainty over color television; ris-
ing television market saturation;
declining antenna sales and con-
sumer credigy problems.

Only 36 per cent of the middle-
management men got bonuses lasi
year and even fewer were eligible
for stock purchase plans. Few
get paid extra for overtime, but
they are generally covered in
company pension and insurance
Programs.

Big Party For One Apache Maid

MESCALERO N.M. (AP)—
Leaves from a £ourmg notebook:

Many a Park Avenue father
heaves a sigh at the cost of
throwing a debutante ball for his
daughter.

But he’d break down In tears
if he had to foot the bills for in-
troducing her to society on an
Apache Indian reservation.

A debutante ball lasts only a
single evening under the white
man’s wan idea of what makes
a good party. The Apaches have
a more muscular and red —
blooded approach.

When an Indian father an-
nounces he has a daughter who
is ready to set up tepee-keeping,
it ism’'t just a shindig for a few
close friends of the family. The
whole tribe shows up. And the
feasting and celebrating goes on
four days and nights. When the
Apaches have themselves a ball,
they like to bounce some real
echoes off the mountain,

The *‘Coming of Age Cere-
mony’’ of an Apache maiden,
usually held when she is 12 to
14 years old, in the old days was a
time when the nomadic tribes ful-
filled their religious as well as
social obligations. The rites drew
the wandering groups together,
gave them an occasion to swap
tall tales of the hunt exchange
gossip and renew their ancient
beliefs by the mutual performan-
ces of rituals.

In the simple past when buf-
falc were plentiful the warriors
in the Indian maiden's family
usually found it reasonably easy
to provide meat for a four-day
feast.

But with the price of beef what
it is today the situation has
changed. Few Apache fathers
now could pick up the tab for a
daughter's debut. So the tribe
itsc'f throws the party.

Only one girl, Iva Lee Enjady,
14, will go through the social
ringer at this year's annual
festival, July 1-4.

As o1 old she will have her
own ceremonial tepee. Her hair
will be washed witly yucca root
suds, She will wear a buckskin
dress and two tail feathers from
a female eagle, signalizing her
entrance into womanhood. If she
itches she must use a wooden
scratcher, as she musn't during
the entire four days scratch any
parlt of her body with her finger-
nafls.

She also must not look up at
the sky or be disobedient in
any way, for fear of bringing
rain clouds. To assure her of a
good appetite through life she
will be fed wild fruit marked with
a cross of yellow pollen. She will
also be anointed with the pollen.

The maiden, whose buckskin
dress is adorned with tiny tin
bells will perform ceremonial
dances inside her tepee before
an audience consisting of her
family, close friends, and the
more religious — minded mem-
bers of the tribe.

Each night young braves will
perform the traditional *“‘Dance
of the Mountain Gods.”

During the entire period liitle
lvy Lee must wear a grave,
dignified expression. She must
particularly beware of excessive
laughter. The Apaches have a
theory that too much laughing
causes premature wrinkling, a
theory that now also seems pre-
valent among many lady pale-
faces who never saw a reservat-
ion.

In other days a¢ the conclus-
ion of the ceremony the happy
father presented attendants and
medicine men with four valuable
gifts — usually a male horse, a
saddle, a fine plece of buckskin,
and some tobacco.

The gifts will probably be dif-
ferent now. Many Apaches once
among the hardest-riding of In-
dian tribes, no longer would
know quite what to do with a
horse. They prefer to ride herd on
their cattle with a jeep or a
pick-up truck.

More Questioning For
Hat Maker By Probers

WASHINGTON (P—Chicago hat!
maker Harry Lev, who swears he
never bribed government procure-
ment officers, was called back to-
day for more questioning by a Sen-
ate subcommittee after signing a
$5,080.38 “‘restitution” check as|
evidence of good faith.

Subcommittee aides said Lev
would be asked more about alleged
bribes and about his relations with
Mrs. Mella Hort, a striking former
government worker who super-
vised some of his contract deal-
ings with the armed services.
The 52-year-old Lev terming these
relations ‘“‘soclial’ yesterday
begged the investigators not to
press him further on that point.

Specifically, the aides said Lev
would be questioned about prior
hearsay testimony by Leon M.
Levy, a New York business rival
of Lev, that Mrs. Hort tried to
blackmail Lev for $15,000 to stay
silent about some allegedly unu-
sual and profitable aspects of
Lev's government contracts. Mrs.
Hort has denied the blackmail al-
legations under oath.

Lev signed the check — to show
“I'm no chiseler’’—after he was
confronted with testimony that he
got a 1951 government contract to
make 160,646 garrison caps at 21
cents apiece—3 cents more than
his final bid.

Lev said that disclosure *“‘really
strikes me like a ton on the head.”
He said he thought government
contract officers may have made
“an hones; mistake’’ which he did
not notice and that the government
was entitled to a refund.

Whereupon Chairman McClellan
(D-Ark) of the Investigations sub-
committee produced a check made
out to the governmen; for $5,089.38
and suggested Lev make good on
the spot. Lev signed with a flour-
ish., McClellan said he would for-
ward the check to the proper au-
