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Israel Claims Two Egyptian Planes Shot Down

Gaza Strip Fighting Heavy
Could Be Any School Opening, Any Where, Any Year

JERUSALEM (ft—Fighting flared 
furiously along the Oaaa front to­
day. Israel said two of her Jets 
shot down two Egyptian fighters. 
A Cairo broadcast said tiie Egyp­
tian planes crashed during a re­
connaissance flight.

Amid the fighting and disputed 
claim s an Egyptian spokesman 
declared Egypt had received an 
Israeli message urging an end to 
hostilities all along the tense bor­
der line.

The .spokesman said the message 
was delivered through U.N. Truce 
Supervisor Maj. Gen. Edson L. W. 
Burns and came from the Israeli 
Foreign Ministry.

The air action came a few hours 
after Lsrael’s Foreign Office dis­
closed that tanks and troops blew 
up an Egyptian military headquar­
ters inside the battle-scarred coast­
al area.

An Israeli arm y spokesman said 
the ^ y p t ia n  Vampire jeus were 
patrolling over Israeli territory 
when the Israeli pilots engaged 
them near the Jewish settlement 
of Yad Mordeohai, three miles 
north of the northern boundary of 
the Egyptian-held Gaza strip. He 
said one Egyptian plane blew up 
and the other crashed.

But a Cairo broadcast quoted an 
Egyptian spokesman as saying the 
two Egyptian planes collided in 

heavy clouds during a dawn recon­
naissance. The spokesman denied 
tha t the warplanes were shot down.

The Israeli arm y spokesman 
claimed that the Israeli pilots at­
tacked after the Egyptians "en- 

' tered inside Israeli air space.” He 
! said the ¡ wreckage of both 

planes came down on Israeli ter­
ritory. Both pilots were kiUed.

Eyewitnesses on the Israeli side 
said the Egyptian planes were fly­
ing south along the Israeli coast 
tow ari Gaza when they turned In 
over the shore to carry out “vic­
tory dives.” They apparently did 
not see the two Israeli fighters 
coming up from the east and their 
dives enabled the Israeli pilots to 
gain a height advantage before 
they attacked.

I t  was the second reported air 
encounter between Egypt and Is­
rael since the 1948 Palestine War.

Two Israeli planes clashed brief­
ly Monday with four Egyptlan*| 
Vampires. An Israeli spokesman I

said one of the Vamplrea w as hit, 
but authorities in Cairo said there 
were no casualties.

The Israeli Foreign Office de­
scribed last night's ground raid 
against Egypt’s Khan Yunls en­
campm ent as defense against “ac­
tive w arfare” by Egypt. A spokes­
m an said arm or and troops 
punched through the frontier lines 
to wipe out a base "E gyptian te r­
rorists” were using to launch a t­
tacks against Israel.

“ After blowing up the headquar­
ters building our forces returned 
toward Israel. Our casualties were 
one killed and eight wounded.”  a 
statem ent reported.

The attack cam e after the Jew s 
said they would not join Egypt in 
a U.N.-sponsored cease-fire unless 
the Egyptians shouldered blame 
for the past week’s sfepped-up vi­
olence along the Gaza frontier. At 
least 26, Israelis and 10 Egyptians 
have been reported killed since 
last Tliursday.

They agreed to the cease-fire 
Tuesday night.

A spokesman for the U.N, truce 
chief, Canadian Maj. Oen, E. L. 
M. Bums, yesterday described the 
situation as “ very serious.” He

said Bums still hoped to achieve 
a cease-fire.

The Israeli Foreign Office atate- 
m ent said last night's raid was 
aimed at stopping an Egyptian 
"cam paign of aggression” which 
had made the 1949 Palestine agree­
m ent "virtually inoperative.”

"E gypt’s violations of the arm i­
stice have ceased to be an ex­
ception—they have become the 
dally rule,” the statem ent de­
clared. accusing the Egyptians of 
14 attacks in the past 10 days.' 
’Ihe  statem ent continued;

"Egypt has openly embarked 
upon a course designed to destroy 
security and subject the Israel 
defense arm y to a constant chal­
lenge, to drive terror into the 
hearts of a peaceful, hard-working 
population over a wide area.

“From a claim to rights of bel­
ligerency, Egypt has gone over to 
active warfare. Warnings of the 
effects of this course conveyed by 
Israel to Egypt through all con­
ceivable channels having proved 
fruitless and the scope and range 
of acts of aggression having as* 
sumed threatening proportions Is­
rael has no choice but to resort 
to self-defense.”

U. 5. Promises To Consider 
Move Troops Out Of Japan

WASHINGTON Ten years 
after he signed Jap an ’s World War 
II surrender. Foreign Minister 
Mamoru Shigemitsu had from the 
United States today a promise to 
consider “ the progressive with­
draw al” of American g r o u n d  
forces from Japan.

The 68-year-old career diplomat 
did not get all he sought in three 
days of talks tha t ended here yes­
terday. But he declared he was 
“quite satisfied” with the outcome.

Today he headed for New York 
for a four-day visit before turning 
to Tokyo.

The United States now has about 
100,000 troops in Japan. I t  would 
like to take them  out .but not 
until tt thinks Japan  is strong 
enough to defend itself.

No target date for withdrawal 
was set in the agreement an ­
nounced after Shigemltsu’s final 
talks with Secretary of State Dulles 
yesterday. However, it was learned 
that Japanese-American confer­
ences on a tim e schedule will soon 
open in Tokyo.

Senators See Changes In Security Work

Expect Improved Program
WASHINGTON UPl — Both Sen­

ators Olin D. Johnston (D-SC) and 
Carlson (R-Kan) said today they 
expect improvements in the Eisen­
hower adm inistration’s employe 
security program  to grow out of 
their Senate subcommittee investi­
gation.

Johnston is the chairm an and 
Carlson the lone Republican m em ­
ber of a Senate Civil Service sub­
committee conducting the inquiry.

The senators late yesterday fin­
ished three days of public hearings 
on a series of disputed firings of 
government employes as security 
risks. Witnesses also offered many 
recommendations for revising the 
program  set up by President E l­
senhower’s order in 1953.

Carlson said, " I  think the se­
curity program  can be improved 
and we can make some recom ­
mendations tha t will be worth­
while.”

Johnston said in a separate in­
terview testimony showed that the 
security program  has been admin­
istered “ in a slipshod fashion.”

He also said the program  "needs 
a general overhaul to protect the 
n g h tt of individuals and also to

see the government is kept free 
of any Communists or subver­
sives.”

One of the most frequent com­
plaints before the committee was 
tha t federal workers have been 
ousted as "security risks” without 
a fair chance to clear themselves.

S p e a k i n g  before the wildly 
cheering throng In the central 
Plaza de Mayo, he said it was 
clear his opponents “do not want 
the pacification we have offered 
them .”

“There rem ain only two roads; 
for the government, a repression 
adjusted to the subversive actions; 
for the people; an  action, a strug­
gle whlcih m atches the violence to 
which they w ant to carry us,” he 
said.

“ We have to answer violence
with greater violence. And when 
one of our people falls, five of 
them will fall.”

The lofty promises of candidates 
to conduct their campaigns on high planes likewi.se has 
been encouraging. Nevertheless, the fact that in the pitch 
of battle managers or other ardent supporters of a candi­
date resort to tactics beneath the high ideals which have 
boen voiced, points up the fact we are still a long way from 
having campaigns conducted without mud-slinging and

Worry is a .sign of civilization, 
and anyone without a worry has 
a guilty feeling that he has turn­
ed into a barbarian.

To be in styde you have to be a 
probophlle -th a t is. a worry wart, 
a guy who likes to find things to

be afraid of. But this Isn't as 
easy as It used to be.

It has been gettang harder and 
harder to find anything to worry 
about in America ever since 
Franklin D. Roosevelt declared 
in 1933 that aU we had to fear 
was fear Itself.

The real art of worrying in 
thus country has been going down­
hill ever since. F o r worries do
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In David.son College the Pre.s- 

byterians have one of the out­
standing small colleges of the 
United States. Among educator.^ 
David.son has a long history of 
high and noble standards. Among 
the public David.son for many, 
many yeans has been honored 
and respected for the high qual­
ity of the product It turns out. 
Davidson has never attem pted to 
compete in big time athletics or to 
allow any interest to interfere 
with its main purpose, that l.s 
giving a thorough education to 
young men.

Now the Presbyterians have 
decided that they will establish 
a four-year college somewhere in 
Eastern North Carolina. To do 
this they propose to consolidate 
three of the sm aller colleges 
which have long served the de­
nomination and Uie public. These 
are Peace College at Raleigh, 
Flora McDonald College at Red 
Springs and Presbn-terian Junior 
College at Maxton.^Each of these 
Institutions has served well in its 
local community and for the 
church it has served a much 
wider area.

The Presbyterians feel that by 
placing all of their support and 
finances behind one four-year 
standard college that they can 
provide higher standards. At the 
sam e time savings will result In 
the e l i m i n a t i o n  ei facilities 
which must be triplicated where 
three colleges are operated. Ad­
ministrative costs W'ill be reduced. 
One good library instead of three 
will be all that is required and 
one standard science and labora­
tory department will be all that 
la necessary.

In other words what the Pres- 
hvteri.ins liave in mind is creating 
in our part of the state a college 
Í omt>arabie to their own David­
son

Since tlie announcement of the 
decision was made some weeks 
ago more than a .score of cities 
and communities have come for­
ward with campaigns and offer.s 
intended to secure the new col­
lege.

It is not t>o.ssible to say exactly 
whai a community would have to 
give to get the new college, but 
it is safe to .say that It will go 
to the highe.st bidder and that 
That bid mti.sf be high. Each of 
the üiree institutions which it is 
proposed to consolidate has its 
own buildings on its own cam­
pus and its own quarters for 
class rooms. dorrnitoric.s and 
faculty. It is evident immediately 
that an offer must surely exceed 
in value the total invested In any­
one of the three colleges now 
oj>erunng. Unless the offer did 
exceed in value that of the 
largest of tlie three colleges, 
there would be no additional 
funds for the new college.

Many communities .seeking the 
new institution are offering sites.
A site alone will not be enough 
to bring the college to any com­
munity. 'While no official state­
ment of the probable cost of con­
struction of the new institution 
Is a t hand, newspaper reports 
have referred to It as a five 
million dollar college. This esti­
mate rpay be regarded as ap­
proximately correct. It follows 
that a successful bidder for the 
college quite reasonably could 
be expected to provide at least 
one-fitth of this total, or more .

This Is the parable for 1955:

An economist—the V andyke- 
heard type— has spent most of 
bis life devising a table to m ea­
sure all forces In the economy.

The table takes in population 
figures, wheat production, steel 
prices, Babson reports, sunspots, 
m utual fund ratios, Dun A 
B radstreet composites, consum­
er credit figures, the asking price 
of ham  and eggs at Joe’s Diner, 
the Wall S treet Journal’s futures 
Index, weekly totals of unem ­
ployment Insurance clalm.s, 
backlog of twine orders project­
ions of the demand for Vaseline, 
the tidee at Monterey. Calif., 
the rediscount rate, the birth rate 
in Colorado, postal receipts at 
Whlchlta, and thousands of other 
Index of economic trends.

This is not a spoof. Every one 
of those factors has a relent­
less bearing on all the rest of the 
economy. So does the fact that 
your neighbor fired her maid, 
and that you cut yourself shaving 
this morning.

With his m ass of data at haTid , 
the economist confidently pre­
dicted tha t U.S. Steel would 
reach a new high a t 1:13 P.M., 
August 29, and wheat would sag 
to 11.83 a bushel at 2:55 P.M. 
the sam e day.

As you know, both predictions 
were wrong. The economist was 
undecided whether to take poison, 
shave his beard or s ta rt over 
again.

First, he decided to find where 
his calculations went wrong. After 
a bit of work, be found that on* 
Mary Applebaum walked Into a 
store on the afternoon of August 
28 to buy a 2-cent stick of bubble 
gum. She saw a 5-cent bar of 
candy she liked and bought it in­
stead. Those 3 cents lifted the 
store’s sales to the break-even 
point for the f ln t  time and the 
proprietor declined not to fire his 
one employee. His Job secure, the 
employee bought a new car. Tlie 
auto salesm an used his com­
mission to make a down payment 
on a flight to Europe and by 
noon Monday the widening waves 
of consequences had affected 
every element In the economy.

ATOMIC POWEB MAY

One fact developing from the 
atomic energy party at Gefié'va 
Is that even if atomic power had 
no military value a t aU, it would 
still tend to divide the world in­
to separate camps.

Only giant auto companies 
have resources and skills to pro­
duce and put over a new kind of 
car. In the same way, only large 
nations have resources and skills 
to develop large-scale reactors.

It is true that reactors are 
planned for Belgium, Norway. 
Italy, Holland, Sweden, Switzer­
land and West Germany, but they 
are to be for research only.

Although President Eusenhower 
and Secretary Dulles most act 
discreetly for fear of offending 
sensitive French opinion they are 
quietly supporting the anti-French 
nationalist movement in Algiers 
and Morocco. They have mter- 
ceded privately w’ith Paris for 
an amicable settlement, urging 
a grant of more home rule as a 
possible prelude to actual inde­
pendence for the French do­
minions.

UNITED STATES DEMAND But
in order to propagandize Ameri­
can Interest and sympathy for 
oppressed peoples everywhere. 
Washington has demanded pub­
licly that no weapons supplied to 
the French by the United States 
.shall be used to suppress North 
African riots and rebellion.

That was an amazing diplo­
m atic sortie. The sole purpose of

that public pronouncement was 
to advertise and publicize our 
opposition to the last ve.««tlge of 
the old-fashioned. 19th-century, 
Western ' ’coloniali.‘̂ in.”

POSSIBLE BLOW TO REDS 
It marks a milestone in history 
But. more importantly in the 
current contest wdth Moscow, if 
successful, it will destroy the 
Russian and Chinese Communist.‘«' 
deliberate attempt to foment the 
so-called .suppre.'i.sed “colored 
races. ' who constitute Íour-íiíth.s 
of the world population, against 
the West.

All the Eisenhower-Roosevelt- 
rrum an gestures on behalf oi

Million Enrolled This Year By Test Trouble Lower Leaf Prices

RALEIOH m  — North 
public achooU arc reopezdnff v tth  
enrollm ent expected to pees the 
etHhmilUon m ark lor the first time 
In their history.

C. D. Douglas, controller for the 
State Board of Education, said 
today schools already have opened 
in scattered sections of the state, 
but the big rush of children back 
to the classrooms will come next 
Tuesday and Wednesday—after the 
Labor Day weekend. By the end 
of next week virtually all schools 
will be open.

Although the schools are open­
ing with more pupils and more 
teachers expected than ever before 
and with improved facilities in 
many places, they are faced with 
one of the most serious problems 
In their history—how to comply 
with the U.S. Supreme Court rul­
ing that children cannot be as> 
signe-1 to school on the basis of 
face.

As a result of the court ruling, 
the Legislature last spring passed

laws transferring  the power to as- 
alga children to schools and on 
school buses from the State Board 
of Education to local schotd au­
thorities.

A special eonuniasioo created by 
the Legislature to study the segre. 
gatkm problem has recommended 
that schools be operated this year 
on the sam e basis as last year 
and tha t local study groups be 
appointed.

Oov. Hodges has appealed to Ne­
groes to continue voluntarily to 
attend separate  schools. He also 
declared th a t If his volimtary 
program does not work the sta te  
will be confronted with choosing 
between some form of Integrated 
schools or abandoning the public 
schools.

Already there have been two in­
cidents where Negro students at­
tem pted to enroll in white schools, 
a t  Old F o rt and Scotland Neck. 
In  both cases they were refused.

Last year total school enrollment 
reached 907,000. Since it has been

increasing a t a ra te  of about 11,000 
a year, enrollment m ay pass the 
one-milUcm figure before the «sd 
of the 1905-86 term . The m roll- 
ment U expected to Include about 
110,000 first graders.

The sta te’s budget for school 
operatioas this year Is about U9Vk 
million dollars as compared with 
approximately 121)^ million last 
year. In addition to the sta te  mon­
ey counties and cities also raise 
considerable sums for support of 
the schools.

of .mrplua fsnn goods haunting the 
American e«momy U casting a 
pall as well over American diplo­
macy and American politics.

The problem is older than the 
Republic. I t grows bigger by the 
d*=y. and no ready solution is in 
sight.

A quarter century before the 
American Revolution the colonial 
government of Virginia bought up 
and burned an extra heavy tobac­
co crop to keep the price from 
goiiw down.

Th* U. 8. government aot y*an 
later atlU follow* this basic price- 
propping pattern. But it no longer 
destroys surplus farm goods. It 
puts them sway, at the stagnring  
over-aU storage coat of $20,000 an 
hour.

Where did It all come from— 
this five billion dollars in excess 
cotton, wheat, corn, rice, dairy 
products and other commodities? 
What’s to become of it?

Why can’t this vast cornucopia 
uf food and fiber be fed out to the 
world? Why must it mount in bina 
and elevators, always in danger of 
spoiling, while people go hungry 
and ill-clad?

This question — of want amid 
plenty—bedevils the conscience of 
the farmer and the government 
official.

But what would happen if all 
the U. 8. surplus were unloaded at 
fire sale prices? At home the 
farm economy would be knocked 
into a cocked hat. Abroad, export­
ing countries whose friendships the 
United States badly needs would

“Unless Congress raLses the sup­
port price — and remember next

i ducer like Canada. ’Then we could 
¡draw off our surplus.
I "The livestock industry Is eating 
I us out of the com surplus. The 
dairy situation Is no longer grim. 
Our only real headaches are c<tt- 
ton and rice.”

Cotton is peaky because of com­
petition. It must compete with 
foreign cotton and all other fibers 
as well—especially the synthetics 
like rayon and the new “miracle” 
fabrics.

Rice simply has no place to go. 
The American people generally 
don’t care for It, and in areas 
like Southeast Asia where It is a 
staple there for friendly nations, 
such as Burma, already producing 
it In sttrplus.

Pitt CSounty farmers will soon be- 
fin  picking their cotton crop. After 
fighting insects, diseases, and un­
favorable weather conditions In tha  
production of this year’s crop, farm­
ers deserve jmd should obuin the 
must favorable price possible for 
their cotton.

The best avenue for receiving the 
high dollar for cotton is by utilizing 
to the fullest the provisions of the 
Smith-Doxey Act. Farmert in this 
county and other cotton growing 
cuunties of North Carolina have a 
cotton classing office of their own. 
ThLs Oovemment Classing Labor­
atory, located In Rálelgh, is staffed 
with experienced and imbiased qpt- 
ton c!a.ssers. Any farmer In t h e  
county has access to their iervices 
free of charge.

When any farmer has his bale 
ginned, all he has to do is request 
that his bonded glnner sample his 
bale and mall the sample to the 
Government Classing Office in Ra­
leigh. It will be carefully examined 
—the grade and staple length will 
be determined and a card will be 
mailed to the farmer containing this 
official Information on each bale 
from which a sample is submitted. 
There Is no cost to the farmer or 
the glnner. The government even 
pays the postage. Only 3 to 4 days 
Is required from the time the sam­
ple Is submitted untU the farmo: 
will have a report in his mall box.

After receiving the classification 
card the farmw is then aware of the 
quality of each of his bales. He is in 
a much better bargaining position 
than he would be if he was trying 
to sell blind. He can get mailcet 
quotations for the various grades 
and staple lengths from a number 
of sources — radio, newspapers, or 
from the Farmers Weekly Cotton 
Report.

With these quotations In mind he 
can proceed to get two or more local 
bids on his cotton. These local offers 
should be compared with price quo- 
tatiotts from market news sources 
and with government support prices. 
The farmere can then msike an in­
telligent marketing decision. He can | 
sell. hold, or secure the Oovemment • 
support price; whichever is to his 
advaptage.

If the government support price [ 
is the outlet offering the best price | 
then It would be wise to secure a i 
government loan. There is very little ¡ 
red tape. You put your cotton in an 
approved warehouse (or it can be 
stored on the farm if your local A8C 
ofñce approves your bam or other 
storage place.) You still own your 
cotton when it Is in government 
loan, and you can redeem it and 
sell it for more' if the price rises 
before August 1 of the following 
year. If the price goes down you let 
the govemmnt have tlUe to the 
ootton and you keep the full support 
pries which you received. PuU de­
tails are available at my office or 
the ASC office. The support price 
this year for Middling. 1 1-32 inch 
cottoñ, which is the predominant 
grade and staple length for this 
county, is 36.05 cents per pound. 
However, there are variptioxis in 
grades and staple lengths of cot­
ton produced on the same farm. So 
have every bale classed.

We have availalde, up<m request 
from this office, a cotton marketing 
folder containing the 1955 govern­
ment support prices for cotton and 
the steps to follow in getttng the 
highest dollar for cotton.

Fanners desiring to receive the 
Farmers Weekly Cotton Price Report 
mntaining price quotatlozu from 
leading cotton markets may also 
write this office to be placed on the 
U. S. Department of Agriculture’s 
mailing list.
