Peak For 65 Crash Dead

LARAMIE Wyo. m  — Skilled 
climbers fought bitter ooid and 
winds on a anow<«overed mountain 
today to retrieve the bodies tti 66 
persons killed yesterday In the 
worst commercial airline crash In 
U.S. history.

Their goal was the near-perpen­
dicular south (ace of 12,006-foot 
Medicine Bow Peak, where  ̂ a 
United Air Lines D04 crashed 
wlth'n an hour after leaving Den­
ver for Salt Lake City and San 
Francisco. The flight originated 

.Wednescay night In New York 
City

Rescuers who struggled through 
deep snow and up the precipitous 
peak vesterday counted about 60 
bodies before rising winds and 
darkness forced their retreat. They 
descended to a base camp slightly 
more than a mile from the tragic 
scene

The big four-engine plane car­
ried a crew of three and 63 pas­
sengers including 17 Air Force 
Inductees and two infants.

Among the dead were five wom­
en riem bers of the Salt Lake City

• Mormon Tabernacle choir, which 
recently concluded a concert tour 
of Europe.

The toll exceeds the liatiOn's
previous commercial air disaster 

! record of 58 killed in the crash
of a Northwest Airlines DC4 n 
Lake Michigan June 24, 1860,

The worst air crash of any type 
wae an Air Force C124 transport 
near Tokyo June 18, 1953, in which 
129 perished.

Sheriff John Terrill of Carbon 
County in charge of rescue oper­
ations ordered special gear to the 
scene 40 miles west of here. He 
said only trained mountaineen 
and government officials would be 
allowed at the site to start lower­
ing the bodies by winch aimarat- 
us. They will be taken to a Uni­
versity of Wyoming summer scien­
tific lodge six miles distant for 
identification.

MaJ Gerald Downey of the Wyo­
ming Civil Air Patrol and State 
Patrolman Ben Butler, both of 
Laramte, were among the first at 
the scene. They said the craft 
struck about 60 or 76 feet from

Expiodii^ oil and fuel left two 
huge scars on the granite wall, 
helping a  swarm of military and 
civilian search planes to jspot the 
wreckage.

First airborne witnesses a t the 
crash ac«ae reported there was 
little chanoe tibat any of these 
aboard could have survived.

Leonard Larsen, reporter for the 
Denver Post, viewed the crash 
from a chartered plane and said: 
“Only shattered pieces of the plane 
were recognisable. It was clear 
that no'person could have survived 
the crash and exploson.'*

Peiping Apparently Welching On Deal

Reds Fail To Keep Promise
WASHINOTON (JPI — Diplomatic! 

sources said today Red China ’ 
shows no sign so far of keeping 
its promise of four weeks ago,to 
tell 19 imprisoned Americans they 
arc free to leave China.

Not only have the prisoners not 
been released, üie Informants said, 
but the Red Chinese have denied 
them contact with the British offi­
cial designated to work with them.

This, it was learned, is the chief 
snag in the highly secret negotia­
tions at Geneva between U.S. Am­
bassador U. Alexis Johnson and 
Red Chinese Ambassador Wang 
Ping-nan toward easing F ar East­
ern conflicts.

Wang agreed Sept. 10 after six 
weeks of repatriation talks that 
Americans in China had A right 
to leave "exijeditiously.” He prom­
ised that Red China would “give

wide publicity" to this agreement 
aiul would permit Con O’Neill, the 
British charge d’affaires at Pei­
ping, to do likewise.

Ten Americans who had been 
Jailed have since left Red China. 
So, too, have four of the dozen 
Americans who have been refused 
exit permits. The other eight of 
these presumably know they are 
free to leave.

To date, however. O’Neill is re­
ported to have been frustrated by 
Peiping each time he has tried to 
get in touch with the other Amer­
icans »  18 in jail and one vir­
tually a prisoner.

Bed China’s press and radio 
have published the Sept. 10 agree­
ment but no evidence has been 
ferthcomlng tha t the news trickled 
into the Jails where it counts, or 
that it has brought the desired

result of freedom.
Secretary of State Dulles was 

asked a t his news conference Tues­
day whether Red China might 
back out of Its promise. He re­
plied:

“I suppose that there is always
such a chance but we sincere^ 
hope that they wlU not, and 1 would 
not say that there is any clear 
evidence which leads us today to 
believe that ttiey will renege”

The State Department has been 
at pains to carry out the American 
aide of the publicity bargain. John­
son agreed Sept. 10 that any Chi­
nese in the United States who 
wanted to return to China were 
free to go. The Indian Embassy 
was named as publicity overseer, 
the same taedc assigned O’Neill at 
Peiping.

Gaskins, Hodges Talk At 
Pitt Farm Bureau Meet

Some 60 Pitt County farmers last 
night heard membership drive co- 
chairmen Charles Gaskins and Ho­
ward Hodges Jr. express their ap­
preciation for drive cooperation.

Gaskins and Hodges spoke at a 
7 p.m. supijer meeting of the Pitt 
Coiihty Farm Bureau. In addition, 
they urged farmers ,to turn 'n their 
memberships iî  the Farm Bureau 
before the October 15 deadline for 
the membership drive. Total mem­
bership in the local bureau now 
numbers 1922.

The two farm leaders also . re­
emphasized the importance of Farm 
Bureau to rural residents. It is only

through Farm Bureau, the co-chair­
men said, that farmers are giVen a 
strong voice in legislation that may 
affect crop growers.

Those present were urged to enli.st 
as many new memberships along 
?ith  renewals as possible befare the 
drive end.s. Both Hodges and Ga.s- 
kins thanked the workers for their 
assistance, time and cooperation in 
helping swell the ranks of the coun- 
ty's Farm Bureau.

In addition, reports from the 
townships were made. Farmville and 
Fountain hate written the two 
highest membership totals, the re­
ports shoued.

UNITED NATIONS, N. Y. (F — 
TTie United States and Britain pro­
posed formally today that a seOond 
atoms-for-peace conference “be 
held under the auspices of the 
United Nations in about three 
yeans.”

TTie two Western powers sub­
mitted a resolution a few hours 
before Um General Assembly’s 60- 
nation Political Commttee began 
debate on the peaceful uses of 
atomc energy.

The resolution expressed aatis- 
factim  with the results of the 
atoms-for-peace conference held in 
Geneva last Aug. 8-20 and pro­
posed that the Assembly continue 
the advisory committee 4Írhich 
planned the Geneva meeting.

The proposal also noted “with 
satisfaction Jiuit substantial prog­
ress has been made toward nego­
tiation of a draft statute” estab­
lishing an international agency to 
promote the jieaceful uses of atom­
ic energy. The statute, the resolu­
tion said, has been circulated to 
all interested governments for 
their consideration and comment.

Ben. John O. Pastore (D-RI) was 
slated to take the floor for the 
United States. A. U.S. spokesman 
said he probably would stress that 
the United States feels the inter­
national conference held in Geneva

last August was such a aucoasa 
that s  similar parley should be
held within the next three years. 

.............................................. UnitedAmerican circles said the 
States intends to cosponsor a reso­
lution calling for such a conference 
and predicted it would get warm 
support from the 80-nsUon body.

Pastore, a member of the Joint 
Congressional Committee on Atom­
ic Energy, also was expected to 
dwell on the proposed international 
agency to supervise the program 
for using the atom for peace.

Under a draft statute prepared 
by ihe United States and other 
atomic powers the agency will be 
supervised by a 'lSnation  board of 
governors.

As the most important contrib­
utors of atomic know-how and 
materials, the United States, Rus­
sia. Britain, Prance and Canada 
would be members. Australia, Bel­
gium, Czechoslovakia, Portugal 
and Bouth -Africa would hold five 
seats on the first board because 
they are heavy producers of atom­
ic materials.

Few grand juries in North Carolina have ever under­
taken a more serious and demanding task that the special 
Cumberland County grand jury charged with the respon­
sibility of determining wheather there is "‘corrupt govern­
ment In the county.”

For more than a year a running fight has been carried 
on in Cumberland County between the Board of Commis­
sioners and the Sheriff. Charges and counter— charges 
in the open battle have been aired from the country stores 
of Cumberland to the stately halls of the State Capitol in 
Raleigh.

Each side has won battles, but neither so far has been 
able to claim victory.

The Reflector feels that the people of Cumberland 
County have been, are— and unless this metter is resolved , „
~ w U l continue to be the real losers in the battle that is T  
raging in their county. On the one hand the sheriff of thr 
county has asserted other officials including members o1 
the Board of Commissioners are participating in illegal 
buisinesses and other forms of corruption so far as the 
county government is concerned. The commissioners, on 
the otiier hand, promoted legislation in the recent General 
Assembly by which the sheriff of the county lost just about 
all his authority except the authority to wear a badge and 
serve subpoenas and other papers.

Cumberland County’s citizens by now have pretty well 
divided themselves between the two feuding camps. The 
fíght has become so bitter that a person on either side can 
hardly be expected to believe what a person from the othe? 
side says. And obviously each faction is saying a good 
deal about the other.

It will be nb easy task for the grand jury to determine 
whether there is actually corruption In their county 
government. It will be difficult for th e grand jury to pick 
the truth from the half— truths or untruths they may hear 
from witnesses called to testify before them .

The types are furniture women’* 
we-ir men’s wear, department, 
watch and jewelry, appliance, 
auto cccessory. hardware and 
shoe atores. On the reverse of the. 
dial is another one by which a 
merchant, knowing the number 
of families in his trading area, ca t 
calculate the monthly expendi­
tures in each of the ten lines.

'The dial is incorporated in th# 
fifth annual "Time Table of Re­
tail O )portuniiies,’’ published by 
the Bureau. This gives seasonal 
breakdowns for 18 store types 
and more than 50 merchandise 
categories, plus seasonal fluctuat­
ion in newspaper advertising for 
91 key commodities. In addition, 
it contains a calendar of selling 
opportunities.

(B—Twenty-three former generals 
in Hitler’s Wehrmacht and one re­
tired rear admiral began their first 
day of freedom here today after 
10 years in Russia as prisoneis 
of war.

Their return was msrkea by sn 
emotional exchange between ex- 
Gen. Walter von Seydlitz-Kurzbach 
68. who helped establish the Soviet- 
sponsored National Committee for 
Fl-ec Oermaay in Moscow durtog 
the war, and other returnees.

Seydlits-Kurzbsch declared that 
only German-Russian friendship 
can save world peace and called 
West Germany's military alliance 
with the West "5 years of occupa­
tion by the Western Powers.”

The other liberated generals said 
they had snubbed him on their 
train in Idoscow. A former medical 
officer, who had served under him 
at Stalingrad, appeared at toe wel­
coming ceremonies at Camp Fried- 
land'and shouted out:

"Hundreds of thousands of oiir 
comrades lost their lives on ac­
count of you!"

This referred to the wartime 
aurrender appeals Seydlltja-Kuna- 
bach. bis commander Field 
Marshal Prederlch Paulus and 
others of the Free Germany Com­
mittee made to G ^m an troops still 
fighting.

" I  have done nothing wrong," 
toe general, highly emotional, re­
plied.
