OreenvUle UttUtles began the month at Octob«r with a treasurer balance of 990,666.48. Business Man- ager Larry Brown reported to the commission members last night.
Brown’s report showed that the commission started the month of September with a treasurer balance of 676,118.41 and receipts duriim September amounted to 9221D78.25. Disbursements last month amounted to 9206A25-20.
A breakdown of the figures by de­partments showed that the water department last monUi had an in­come of $20,749.49 with expenses of 914.706A8 leaving a net revenue oj $6,042A1. The city electric depart­ment’s revenue last month was $126,302J5 with expenses of $100,- 489.90 leaving $24,812.45 net revenue.The rural electric department took In $53,607.79 and spent $45,244.18 leaving $3,363.66 in net revenue.The gas department went in the hole last month. Its income was $10,147.68 with expenses of $10A39A6 leaving a deficit of $492.18. Brown described that as seasonal and said the trend reversea in the spring.Total Income-for the commission last month was $209,807J l ;  total ex­penses, $171,080.87; and total net revenue, $38,726.44.The report indicated that 11 new rural electric customers were added last month. Seventeen sewer taps were made. Twenty-five new water taps were made during the month, according to the report. In addition, 31 new gas customers were connect­ed during September.Utilities Superintendent Leonard Bloxam reported to the commission­ers that public relations classes are being held for Utilities employees, one each Friday night lor 10 weeks.He reported that damage from Hurricane lone amounted to $8,000 a to $10.000 and he commended utlli- ‘ ties employees for their work in re­storing .service as quickly as possible.Bloxam asked for and received permission to nurchase a one-ton truck chassis and body.̂

INCOME •— Oovemor Hodges 

said a t his latest news conference 
tha t current estim ates of loss In 
State revenue due to hurricane 
dam age would probably not ex­
ceed half a million dollars. That 
In face of aggregate property 
destruction,  aggregating nearly 
$200 million. Explanation is that 
large pa rt of the losses were 
suffered by people in low income 
brackets who paid very little 
State taxes except the general 
sales tax. And the sales tax will 
■till be collected on purchases, 
even if m ade out of Red Cross 
aid o r rehablUtatioB loans.

That situation focuses attent­
ion on the processes b f  which 
the statisticians figure per capita 
income. Such iten u  as payrolls. 
Income tax payments and “ buy­
ing power” go into the formula. 
It has been established that a 
larger percentage of North Caro­
linians than people in other 
atatea grow most of their own 
food. So. they buy less at the 
grocery store.

It is also true that North 
Carolina has more Individually 
owned farm s than any other 
state, and even tenant farm ers, 
do not pay cash rental for the 
homes in which they live.

UNREPORTED -  Produce of 
fields and gardens used on the 
family table and value of the 
rent-iree residence are  seldom 
reported as income for any statis­
tical purposes. To greater extent 
than In most states NorUi Caro­
lina industrial workers also have 
gardens and smal 1 field patch­

es on which they grow a large 
part of their fresh vegetables.

Approximately one-third of the 
people In North Carolina live In 
the country on small tracts of 
land and work in the m anufactur­
ing plants and offioe.s In nearby 
towns. If the home trac t contains 
less than three acres It Is not 
counted as a  farm . Value of 
garden produce is not Included In 
farm  production. Neither is it in­
cluded in the industrial wage 
tabulalton. I t  is omitted from all 
“ Income” calculations, and yet 
in aggregate value runs Into big 
inonev.

UNFAIR — Nobody is satisfied 
with the low per capita income 
rating given North Carolina in the 
statistical records, or with the 
actual low Income of her people. 
Governor Hodges, as well as his 
predecessors in office, has de­
voted large effort toward raising 
the standard of living. At the 
sam e time, they Have pointed out 
tbe unfairness of leaving out 
several Important factors in the 
calculation to determine average 
income.

rejected as unqualified.” Tlie 
Post-Dispatch cites a t least 
source of quick relief while this 
school weakness is being correct­
ed: “Ease the immigration law s 
so that more foreign engineers’ 
and technicians could enter Too 
many people forget that Albart

Ehwtein Enrico Ferm i, Edward 
Teller and Leo Szilard were for­
eign-born.”

More pointed crltlcl.sm of our 
>ublic school system and what It 

is not doing comes from the 
National Society of Professional 
Engi-ieers which deplores “ the 
decreasing interest In basic 
m athcn.atlcs and science in our 
higb scnools.’’ Its revelation that 
students are abandoning elem ent­
ary algebra plane and solid geo- 
m etrv physics and chemistry 
corroborates what, the college and 
university heads have to say 
about lack of qualifications of 
ma : engineering applicants. The 
society f- survey shows that only 
25 per cent of high school stu­
dents -tudy algebra, 12 per cent 
plane and solid geometry and 
that many high schools have 
dropped these subjects because 
there- is ho demand for them 
Thus we come back to a namby- 
pa.nbv education which le t»  toe- 
m a ly students take what they 
wi.sh, avoids m ental discipline 
and perm its easy courses to 
take over for hard. Public edu­
cation needs to take another 
long penetrating and determined 

ti/look at i its,-deficiencies and tíie 
nation’s needs.

The bigliway systems of the 
various states, highly essential as 
they are, a re  not alone in suffer­
ing from the handicapping effects 
of a shortage of engineers. High­
er saiarles may lure more from 
some other employment but the 
general shortage will rem ain just 
as acute, and become steadily 
worsu as automation and the 
atomic age take dver, until it is 
tackled a t the jroots.

HIGH QUALITY INVOLVES 

PROBLEMS
In conversation with a carpet 

m anufacturer recently. I learned 
that the more quality a m anu­
facturer puts into a carpet in the 
m atter of m aterial, the more like­
ly It 1.S that th e  carpet will show 
•up defects and discoloration in 
the future. R esearchers have not 
been able to find out why it is 
that plain carpet of very fine 
texture will get discolored streak.s 
through it w hereas a carpet of 
Interio*- texture will not.

The techniques here seem to b* 
conflicting and perhap>s a bit on 
the discouraging side. Psychologi­
cally the carpet situation fits 
perfectlj into human affairs. For 
some reason or other, geniuse.s 
almost always seem to be un­

happy ano involvéd in trouble. The 
happiest people are the common 
garden variety of folk who just go 
along living their lives day by day. 
A number of people come to my 
door every day; the delivery boys 
—judged from their merry whisU 
ling—appear to be the most 
happy and contented.

Don’t try to make your child a 
world-beater. Encourage him to 
do his best but bim live his 
own life. I have known a num­
ber of people who were goaded to 
achievement by ambitious 
parents or spouses, but I have 
never known such persons to be 
happy And rem em ber that the 
more gifted a child is—the more 
quality he has in his make-up 
—the more of a problem you 
havt- 1.1 raising him. High quality 
carpets easily discolor.

gic e s  special offers and fault- 
ss services are often ineffective 
In luring customers who are  on 

these instalment companies’ 
books

The first step a last-buck credit 
house takes is to run Instalment 
paym ents up to ttte maximum. 
Exceptional offers are made to 
get customers on their books. 
Then, front*' answers the custo­
m ers give and from Information 
from credit bureaus, tbe credit 
house Is able to calculate Just 
how much each family can pay 
each vreek or month. Every effort 
Is m ade to get custom ers to buy 
enougji to bring paym ents ckise 
to that point. The object Is to 
leave nothing for other stores.

Efforts are made to get buyers 
to oonie Into the store to make 
paym ents. Sometimes stores 
Issue receipts books and teU 
customers "Now don’t lose this 
book or the record of your pay­
m ents will be gone,” and shop­
pers hesitate to tru s t ^
mails.

Customers’ nam es are  put in 
tick ler flies and, usually, about 
four months before tbe final 
payment is due the credit house 
s ta rts  to work on the buyer 
She ts greeted personally by one 
who calls himself tbe credit 
m anager, and is told tha t be­
cause of her splendid record of 
paym ents can buy almost 
anythm g in the place a t no in­
crease in monthly payments. 
(But ii she gets beyond her 
ability to pay, she’ll be talked 
out of it.)
At the next-to-last payment 

tha “credit m anager”  will Intro­
duce her to an “ assistant m ana­
g er,” who will show her all tbe 
things “ Just In.” On tiie las t visit 
■he will be introduced to the 
store m anager” who will try  
his hardest to m ake a  sale. 
B e Is sometimes a  salaried man 
who will lose, p a rt of his bonus 
If the shopper walks out.

’Ihese techniques were more 
eommcm and m ore intense several 
years ago. While consumers are 
buying more on credit than ever 
before the high wage level makes 
many of them less dependent on 
credit stores. They can pay cash 
If thev want. And in m any credit 
stores the practices are not so 
ruthless

Nevertheless, a few weeks ago 
Retailing Daily reported that the 
motto of a  Denver store Is, 
’Never let custom ers get their 

accounts paid up.”
