Holds Influence

UNITED NATIONS, N.Y. () -
When a major issue pops up in
the United Nations these days,
diplomats are apt to ask:
‘“How about the Asian-African
bloc?"’

ill it rain or snow? Will it blow
hard or be calm? Will the sun
shine or will it be cloudy? Nearly
every person pops such questions
every day. The U.S. Weather Bureau
dutifully tries to answer them, :
The Bureau, a round-the-clock, '
eyes-on-the-sky outfit (4259 em-
ployes, 45 stations, 300 full-time of-
fices and '3000 voluntary observers)
has been the weather answer-man
for more than 85 years. Its heart
and hub in Washington, D. C., is
pictured here.

Besides its familiar daily weather
forecasts, the Bureau distributes also
storm warnings, river and flood
forecasts, Reports from more than
600 different places in the United
States are transmitted by teleprinter
circuits so that all Bureau offices can
use them, Weather maps prepared
from the reports serve at most offices
as the principal means of making
forecasts,

Weather forecasts serve many
people in many ways., Farmers use
them in planning their planting and
harvesting operations, Pilots need to
know the amount and height of clouds,
the visibility, and the winds, Ship-
pers of perishable products need the
forecast to protect their goods. Sea
captains use forecasts to steer clear
of dangerous storms. The public is
interested at all times.

Research is carried on continuously
to improve the accuracy of weather
forecasts, Research workers are
trying to find more complete answers
to such questions as how clouds form-
and grow, what effect electricity has on
rain and snow, and whether rainfall
can be increased by use of artificial
nucleating substances. Experimental
forecasts for a month in advance are
now being issued and research is
underway to see if accurate seasonal a1

weeks apo approved the resump-

tion of the program being con-

grades of the public schools.
Last June the Academy ap-

proved a recommendation of its
commitiee on the control of in-
fectious diseases that the polio
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vaceination program be discon-

tinued This action was taken
“because of uncertainties. . . .
concerning the manufacture, safe-
ty testing and potency (effective-
ness, of the then available vac-
cine.' Now the committee re-
comiInends resumption of the pro-
gram polnting to a trend in
favur w ‘‘protection against para-
Iyti- poliomyelitis in recipients
of this vaccine,’ and to recent im-
prcvemnents in production, control
and esting of the vaccine. The
grouy proposed that vaccination
go furward In specific priority
age groups established by re-
sponsibie authorities at state and
territorial levels,

The June stand of the pe-
diatricians  followed reports of
po:io outbreaks, In some instances
fatal, after the use of some of
the Salk vaccine which appar-
ently had been properly prepared
These accidents and the re-
commendation of the Academy
he.pe. to slow up the vaccination

progium  While encouraging re-
sul*s generally are reported
among the seven million child-

ren who were vaccinated this
vear the slow-down {n the pro-
gram probably served one good
purpose In giving health auth
orities and the manufacturing
laboratories more time to check
the vaccines against the possibil
ity of iive viruses or impurities

Most physicians and health
authorities are apparently con-
vincen that the Salk vaccine,
when properly prepared, is now
safe. Its effectiveness, on the
other hand 1s still unproven
although statistics indicate that
ts use is reducing polio inci-
dence But even if the vaccineé
s only partally effective, its use
is justifiable and desirable, pro-
vided it is adequately tested and
safe The reversed stand of the
pediatricians gives new assur-
surance to parents who may have
hesitated to let their children

Only five kinds of retail storea
falled to increase sales in the
first eight months of this year,
according to Commerce Depart-
ment figures.

They are: . bakery products
stores. down 6 per cent in com-
parison with the first eight
montas of 1954; delicatessen
stores, down 3 per cent; feed
farm and garden supply stores,
down 1 per cent; optical goods
stores, down 2 per cent; and a
miscellaneous group of apparel
stores. down 5 per cent. This
last group consists of stores not
cal~wated In five other apparel
groups, all of which made better
showings The five groups are:
men’s and boys' clothing and
furnishing stores even with last
Yyear; women's ready-to-wear
stores, up 3 per cent; family
clothing stores, up 11 per cent;
shoc stores, up 13 per cent,
and furriers and fur shops up
3 per cent.

eat markets, liquor stores,
Jewelry stores, florists and book
stores were even with a year ago.
All other lines showed gains,
with new and used car dealers
—to nobody's surprise—leading
the parade with a gain of 22 per
cent. .

can be readily seen by farmers

These demonstrations include
durable and non-durable woods,
untreated posts, and posts treated
with various preservatives and by
different methods. Each post is
identified by a sign describing it,
the date it was installed, and the
date ‘'t fails.

Each year when fair time or
farm tour time rolls around, farm-

lers cali inspect these demonstrat-
|ilons to see how the different posts

are holding up.

Some results are already evident
although the oldest demonstrations
are only three years old. In Wayne
County where the demonstration
began m July, 1952, two posts have
already falled. One was an ubp-
treated sap pine post and the other
was & round sap white oak.

Four different type posts have
already failed ay the ground line
in the Pitt County demonstration.
It took just two years for an un-

tres‘ed sap yellow poplar to go!
