The record of fidelity
among highway and all other
Bta.e employees is beiter than
that in private enterprise.

P'hIBONER — Every person
who ir committed to the Btate
prison system Is given an A-
grade rating.

He may be
classified in a few weeks as an
honor-grade prisoner, and in a
few months he is paroled. Or he
may be glven a lower grade and
be dreased In stripes.

Golden Decade Of Appliances

The entire appliance industry-—
including competitors—has been
pepped up by the forecast of Par-
ker H. Ericksen Avco vice presi-
dent.

He declared that while the In-
dustry's growth in the next five
years would be steady bug not
spectacular, it will enter a *“‘gold-
en decade” in 1960.

His outlook is based partly on
the fact that the great number
of “war bables’” will be marry-
ing acquiring homes and buying
appliances.

He salc¢ refrigerators in 41,-
000,200 homes today are obsolete
becaure they haven't adequate
frozen-food storage capacity;

are without them, and that
color is making almost all tele-
vision receivers obsolete.

Mr. Ericksen (head of the
Crovley and Bendix home appli-
ance divisions), also foresaw
greater demands for “‘packaged”’
kitchens, refrigeration systems
that would noy keep things all in

one box, but in separate places
where housewives found them
most handy, and a dazzling
number of new products. By 1965,
he sa'd the industry may well be
selling more than 50,000,000
major appliances and electronic
products & year.

In addition to products—and
perhaps a bit out of his field—
there !s a growing demand for
alr conditioners, powered garden
tools and nonsmog incinerators.

“n addition to the products he
cited, there is a growing demand
for many other durables. Air-
conditioner manufacturers say
they kave only got their foot in
the door of the American home.
Demand for power and sailboats
and other outdoor sporting
items is surging upward.

The idea of power in the garden
is spreading wide from lawn-
mowers in a few years almost
every cbore can be done easier
with power.

in August, 1918. He was appointed
a second lieutenant in the Marine

Corps Reserve, June 16, 1919, but
due to the reduction of the Marine
Corps after World War I, he was
placed on inactive duty. He enlist-
ed for uty in Haiti, June 30, 1919,
and served there as an officer in
the Qendarmerie d'Haiti until
March, 1924, when he returned to
the U.8. and was commissioned a
second lieutenant in the regular
marines.

His later tours of duty included
Norfolk, Va.; Philadelphia; Pensa-
cola, Fla.; San Diego, Calif.; Pearl
Harbor; Nicaragua, Peiping,
China; Shanghal, British Samos
and many octher Pacific islands
duty.

Farmer Has His
Govm’t Trouble

OIL CITY, Pa. (P—John Har-
mon didn't pay a bit of attention
to government agents who told him
to plant nine acres of wheat. He
went ahead with plansito plant 24
acres. Now he’s in trouble.

The government has placed a
llen on his farm for $404.28, ac-
cusing him of violating regulations
restricting his farm acreage. Hai-
mon, 46, a Venango County dairy
farmer, said he won't pay. He
added:

"I have never had any part of
subsidy. I have my own way. I'll
be darned if I think this allotment
and subsidy business is right or
American,

“I have my own ideas about
American rights. It sometimes
makes me awful hopping mad and
at other times, it just takes the
heart out of you.”

Farmer Harmon’s trouble start-
ed last year. The government with
its “'blasted formgz and all
kinds of red tape,’ as he put it
-told him his wheat acreage al-
lowance was nine acres. Harmon
put in 24 acres.

The Venango County Agricultur-
al Stabilization and B8oil Conser-
vation Committee sent two of its
members around to talk to Har-
mon. Then the committee—duty
bound—reported to state headquar-
ters. From there the information
was passed to Washington.

Washington officials decided

DENVER (M—President Eisen-
hower still is keeping mum about
h'.. 1856 plans but he is back in
the political scrap with yet an-
other week or so to go before
leaving the hospital.

His activity in that rough and
tumble field is far from full
fledged, even from th estandpoint
of the rather reserved role he,
played in it prior to his Sept. 24
heart attack.

But the President’s 100 per cent
support of embattled Secretary of
Agriculture Benson gave the Dem-
ocrats notice over the weekend
tl ‘v can look for Eisenhower to
defend administration policies dur-
inz next year's campaign—whether
he seeks reelection or not.

Today he confers at Fitzsimons
Army Hospital with another Cabi-
net officer, Postmaster General
Summerfield, who was KEisen-
hower’s campaign manager in 1952
and chairman  of the Republican
National Committee.

The White House said it would
be nonpolitical—that it would deal
with postal legislation to be sub-
mitted to Congress in January.

At another conference in the
President's room Saturday, the
President and Benson discussed
politically hot farm problems 30
minutes.
