During the past five years Greenville has not been a bhoom
town like some other small cities, but its growth has been
steady as the building records of the city will show.

While construction of dwellings has made up the
major part of construction begun in the city this year,
the 19 permits issued for construction of commercial build-
ings during the first 10 months for an average of almost
two new commercial building a month for the period.
While the city is growing in terms of houses and people,
it is likewise growing in the number and size of businesses.

TARGET — The interruption of
Governor Hodges' speéch at
A&T College last Friday by
snickering, foot stamping and
hissing on part of the student
body, has been a major topic
of conversation in capitol square
circles.

Opinfon is unanimous that the
interruption was definitely stag-
ed in advance and that probably
some of those who participated
falled to realize the implications
and significance of the event,
but somewha; thoughtlessly join-
ed in the ibition,

A good many people doubt that
Governor Hodges, either as a
person or as chief executive of
the Btate, was the primary tar-
get. The thought is that if the
speaker had been any other
white rson the same thing
might have happened. The main
purpose according to this line of
thinking, was to embarrass and
discredit President F.D, Bluford
and the college administration.

It has been appareng for several
years, much more so for the past
twelve months, that the extremists
among the Negroes bitterly re-
sent Dr, Bluford’'s moderate ap-
proach to Integration and his
evident pride in the achievements
of the college as a segregated in-
stitution. Bimilar resentment has
been expressed against the white
man business manager of the

college and the fact that a
majority of the trustees are
white.

WHICH STANDARDS?

We all have a silly, super-
ficlal, and thoroughly stupid way
of measuring ourselves by others
Can we hold our own socially
with the people who live on our
street, or with the crowd with
which we are naturally thrown?
Do we have as much money as
the people we run about with?
Are we as good as the people
who open the church every Sun-
day morning and close it every
Sunday night? Do we have charm
or do we not? Are we likable or
repulsive? are impor-
ant, some not so important—and
they all have a great deal to do
with one's happiness. But we
make a great mistake when we
attempt to answer these quest-
jons by comparing ourselves or

our conditions with other people
and their condition.

What difference does it make
whether or not we have a lot of

money, provided we have enough
to live without too much discom-
fort? Has it ever occurred to
you that many of these social
successes are desperately frust-
rated and unhappy and that a
lot of mousey, inconsequential
people are happy and contented
in their souls?

Be yourself. Measure yourself
by your own highest aspirations,
and above all try to find out what
the eternal standards of measure-
ment are and see how you stack
up agains¢ these.

Forget about man-made stand-
ards; think about God’'s stand-
ards.

Were they tall, powerfully-built
fighting men as would ‘‘natur-
ally’ match the super-human
feats of their saga? I don’t know.
I only know what I saw.

In St. Augustine, Florida the
first Spanish settlement in North
America (founded 1565), there are
a few pieces of armor dating
back to the approximate time of
the Conquistadores. Among them
is a complete suit of Spanish ar-
meor. It would fit a boy standing
maybe 5 feet three or four
inches tall

Today's adults are almost uni-
versally of greater height than
their parents and a lot of to-
day’s young people are already
taller than their mother or father.
Looking at it from that aspect
it seems logical to assume the
18th century peoples could have
been ‘“small” by our standards.

Maybe they weren’t physical
giants as we envisage them. But
the spirit of the Conquistador was
heroic and could match the best
in Norse or Greek mythology.

ROME — A falented but a not
too well-known sculptor outside
of art clrcles in America and
Europe—Beniamo Bufano of San
Francisco — believes that our
great modern structures will be
recognized some day as rivaling
or surpassing Europe's more
famous buildings.

He thinks that New York-
Chicago skyscrapers the univer-
sity bulldings of the South,
West and our
windowed factories compare fav-
orably with St. Paul's and West-
minister in London, with Notre
Dame and the Chartres Cathedral
in France, and the storied struct-
ures on Rome's seven hills.
SCULPTOR'S STATUE OF ST.
FRANCIS Although borm in Italy.
Sculptor Bufano emigrated to
‘‘the states'’ many years ago, and
is a naturalized citizen. A world
traveler, he was an intimate
triend of the late Mahatma Gandhi
of India.

Bufano created the recently
unveiled statue of St. Francis.
which stands before the church
of the same name in San Fran-
c¢isco. He is now working oD
three-dimensional "'mosaics of
great Biblical figures—St Paul.
St. Peter, etc.—for the Pacific
8chool of Religion. in Berkeley,

Calif.

He met many old California
newspaper friends when our
delegation arrived in Rome. He
accompanied us to the private
audience given us by the Pope at
Castel Gandolfo in the Alban Hills
outside Rome.

Although we thought we had
numerous distinguished men from
the American Congress, Govern-
ment, Trans World Airlines and
the working press, His Holiness
singled out the San Francisco
sculptor for special honor.

Referring to Bufano’s religious
representations—and St. Francis
is a singular favorite here—the
Pope clapped his hands quietly
and sald ‘“‘Bravo’ thrice.

Despite. his. classic and
Italianate background, the short
stocky and suntanned Bufano In-
sists earnestly that we do not
appreciate the artistic validity.

Can’t Run

If Dwight D, Eisenhower an-
nounces that he does not choose
to be a candidate in the election
363 days'from today, there will be
& long Beries of consequences
affecting all business,

Some of the consequences wiil
arise from the fact that the unity
of the Republican Party—which
has been nothing to marvel about
anyway—will fade away. In fact,
we are likely to have a whole
series of liftle Republican
Parties, each siriving to outdo
the others and the Democrats as
well in bids for popular support.

Democratic unity may no
greater; in fact, it may be less.
WHAT WE MAY EXPECT... ...

It is, of course impossible to
predict exactly what such a
situation would produce, but here
are some likely developments:

1. Chances for a cut in income
3:.5 will improve, and the cut

ay be larger .than otherwise.
Vote-hunters in all groups will be
highly consclous of this prime
way of gaining friends and en-
eouraging political contributions.

3. Farm supports will be lar-
ger and firmer, Again, with less
party unity, few Congressmen
will care to flout the farm vote.

3. Congress will be inclined to
do a lot of spending in other
directions where such action will
reflect to the personal credit of
those who sponsor and vote for
such proposals.

4. There will be less effort to
balance the budget. Political hope-
fuls will be willing to risk a little
more inflation to gain wider
support. i
COUNTERACTIONS READY

When Mr., KEisenhower was
siricken, the stock market fell;
when it became apparent his re-
covery was likely, the market
rose, Therefore, i may be sur-
mised that if the President an-
nounces he will not run again,
there may be another dip.

However, this possibility has
been discounted in part, by Wall
Street, so that the market re-
action may not be violent. On the
other hand it is likely that busines
would become somewhat cautious
i Mr. Eisenhower declines. Cor-
porate executives, not knowing
what treatment their companies
may expect from a different
Administration, will be inclined
to postpone capital commitments
until after the election.

In event of a slowdown, the
Federal Reserve System may be
expected to lower the rediscount
rate, tending to make money
eheaper and providing some busi-
ness stimulation. Easier money
may induce some corporations to
go ahead with projects not feasi-
ble with money at present rates.
