Silence Lasted 
For 12 Years

CHICAGO (R—Western countries, 
to m eet Russia’s new challenge to 
their security, m ust bolster their 
alliances and maintain “ selective 
retaliatory power,” says Secretary 
of State Dulles.

Stating tha t the Rustdana have 
had no change In purpose but 
“m erely ta taqtlcs,” DuUes said 
las t night, “Our capacity to re­
taliate m ust be, and is. massive 
In order to deter all forms of ag- 
gressiMi.”

“ But If we have to use tha t 
capacity,” he added, “such use 
would be selective and adapted to 
the occasion.”

The secretary of state repeated 
his m assive retaliation them e in 
a m ajor foreign policy address at 
a  dinner meeting of the Illinois 
M anufacturers Assn. When it was 
first advanced some two years ago 
it frightened some Europeans but 
DuUes stressed It was “ a firm  
foundation for peace.”

He asserted last night the policy 
of collective security—backed by 
an “arsenal of retaliation”—will 
form “ the ultim ate deterren t’’ 
against the possibility of full-scale 
attack by the Soviet Union.

“ What I  have just been saying 
Ls what I said five years ago,” 
he said.

Dulles, who helped form the col­
lective security program  under the 
'Truman administration, added;

“That program has now become 
a reality .”

The m assive retaliation theme 
was first advanced by Dulles In a

speech Jon. 13. 1954. He said the 
United States would depend prim a­
rily on “a  g rea t capacity to re­
taliate Instantly by means and at 
places of our own dux^lng” to any 
Communist attack.

KREMLIN’S FALSE FAr’ES A
full and frank report on tbe 
Kremlin’s poisonous, post-Geneva

A former .\m bassador 
to Washington, and one of the 
W ^ t’s ablest diplomats, be re ­

Pearson tried unsuccessfully to 
explain that NATO was not direct­
ed against Russia, but was onlv 
a defensive alliance “ against the 
dangers tha t threatened u.s” He 
continues:
CANADIAN .MINISTER ARGUES 

WITH KHRUSHCHEV “ I also did
my best to convince them that the 
United States had no intention of 
attacking the U.S.S.R., or ot try­
ing to use NATO for 'th a t pur­
pose. I pointd out that, If the 
United States were the aggres­
sive, m ilitary imperialistic state 

■ they claimed it to be, there 
would be no Canada today ex­

cept as an American satellite, 
and that, as they .should know, 
we were not.”

Khrushchev, accoraing to Pear 
.^on, declared that, “Tney would 
not permit Germany to unified 
unless she withdraw from NATO. ’ 

"We should not force Germany 
to remain in NATO, said Klirus- 
hchev,” Pearson adds. “ I re­
plied that all we asked wa.s the 
right of a united Germany to 
decide by free elections what hpr 
future would be. But Uiere would 
be no such elections or no such 
unification, Khrushchev warned 
me. until a Europeao .security 
system ot the kind proposed by 
NATO, •’
