WASHINGTON <*—Senate toven- 
tlgators were reported today to 
have found Indications tbat oil 
man Howard B. Keck made his 
biggest political contribution in re­
cent years to the national Citizens 
for Eisenhower Committee.

The personal checks and bank 
records of Keck, president of .the 
Superior Oil Co. of California, 
have been subpoenaed by a spe­
cial Senate conunlttee .in its in­
quiry into, a $2,S00 campaign 
contribution offered by Superior 
attorneys to Sen. Francis Case 
(R-SD).

Case rejected the contribution 
on the groimds he suspected it 
was offered to influence his vote 
on the natural gas bill He voted 
against the measure, designed to 
free natural gas producers from 
direct federal controls.- 

President Elsenhower vetoed 
the bill last Friday, citing “arro­
gant” tactics he said were em­
ployed in its behalf by a small 
segment of the oil and gas li^ 
dustry.

As an outgrowth of widespread 
accusations that pressure tactics 
were employed by both sloes in 
the gas bill fight. Democratic and 
Republican Senate leaders have 
agreed to set up a special eight- 
member s p e c i a l  Investigating 
committee.

It would have broad powers to 
inquire into campaign contribu­
tions, lobbying and any improper 
or Illegal influence, and would be 
directed to make specific recom­
mendations for new legislation by 
next Jan. 1.

A source close to the special

> committee looking into the Case 
incident said an examination of 
checka and r e c o r d s  indicated 
“several” c a m p a i g n  gift» by 
Keck, a  supporter of the gas bill

Thla source, who asked not to 
be named, said the largest was 
for the national Citizens for Ei­
senhower Committee. The com­
mittee worked for Eisenhower’s 
election in U»a. It recently has 
been revived.

Chairman George (D-Oa) of the 
special committee said in an In
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amined Keck’s c h e c k a  and rec 
ords and didn’t  know what ttaev 
showed.

He said his committee would be 
Interested only to the extent of 
“determining If there was any 
pattern of contributions made by 
Keck.”

Tbe Senate yesterday extended 
the life of George’s committee 
from March 1 until March 20 
George announced it will prob­
ably wind up public hearings next 
Tuesday,

Witnesses to be beard then in­
clude lawyers John M. Neff of 
Lexington Neb.; Elmer Patman 
of Austin, Tex.; Joseph Wishart, 
Nebraska state Republican fi­
nance chairman; and possibly 
Keck. Neff and Patm an are em­
ployed by tbe Superior Oil Co

The committee has beard that 
Neff, who delivered 25 $100 bills 
to a friend of Case in South 
Dakota, also don&ted $2,500 to the 
Nebraska committee through Wis- 
hart, Patman testified he provided 
out of Keck’s personal funds tbe 
$2,500 rejected by Case.

Youth^s Coma Is
Nearing 4 Years

DEMING, N. M. (P — J im m y  
Smith, 30, is  nearing the end o f  
his fourth year (rf “living d ea th .”

Once a strapping high school 
student, he has been in a com ­
plete com a since March 30, 1952.

On that day he suffered a se ­
vere brain in ju ^  in an auto a cc i­
dent. Except for reflex autom atic  
m ovem ents, he has not m oved h is  
head, legs or arm s since.

EX)ctors here say he is now in 
one of the longest com plete co m a s  
in history.

H is case  is  also considered one  
of the strangest. Other people 
have been in long com as, but 
their functions have been m ain ­
tained on higher levels. They can  
often see or move.

All J im m y’s  thoughts and ac­
tions have been erased. He Is fed  
water and nourishment just like a 
plant.

Brain specia lists throughout the  
nation have not been able to offer 
any hope or suggestion for a cure. 
No doctor knows how Icxig he can  
go on.

The Jim m y Smith story began  
here when his car turned over on 
him.

He W'3s taken to the hospital
practically dead. For more than 48 
hours it w as a question whether 
he v.ould live.

Surgeons found the cerebral cor­
tex shattered, with the brain stem  
autom atically sustaining life.

He is in “excellent health” d e­
spite his paralysis, and feels none  
of the em otions of pleasure, anger  
or hunger.

Once an angular, blond youth of 
16, at 20 h e’s a baby-faced bru­

nette with Rie appearance a 10-
year-old.

Milk is the main part of hla diet. 
In  addition, he is fed baby meats, 
baby vegetables, soft drinks, beer 
and water.

“Our greatest problem is his 
temperature control,’’ his doctor 
says. At first his temperature 
soared to 107. Now it hovers be­
tween 97 and 102. Nurses control 
It with warm blankets or cool 
fans, depending on its variations.

He suffers no mental pains. Jab­
bing him with a medical needle 
only results in basic reflex actions 
as commonly seen in experimental 
animals tbat have had their brains 
severed.

To Jimmy’s mother, now
“ just like a baby again.” \

Bhe feels that everything p a s i­
ble in medical science "■tihs’’̂ »en 
done for him. If he recovers, she 
says, It would be a “miracle.”

It was only a few weeks ago 
that Jimmy’s mother agreed to 
have him moved to the hospital. 
For more than 3»̂  years, she and 
three special nurses cared for him 
at the Ben Smith home.

She had crowded everything else 
out of her life and kept a const-ant 
vigil on him. She Is still not recon­
ciled to the hospital change. She 
visits the hospital at all hours of 
the day and night to see him.

Army Unveils Big 
Forerunner Of Its 
1500-Mile Missiles

capable of «panning hundreds of 
miles at supersonic speed, is tbe 
forerunner of tomorrow’s Interme 
diate range balliatic missUe 

From this rocket-propelled mis 
alle, called the Redstone, the Arm) 
is evolving a  weapon powerful 
enough to carry  an atomic war- 
h e ^  to targets 1,500 mUes away 

Tbe Redstone is estimated unof 
^iaU y to have a range of between 
200 and 300 miles. TÍbe Army say« 
It la “very” accurate 

The Army, which showed the 
Redstone to visiting newsmen yes­
terday considers It a progenitor 
but not a prototype, for the inter­
mediate range ballistic missile 
(IRBM) being developed jointly by 
the Army and Navy.

The IRBM may look like the 
Redstone, but there will be differ­
ences, Power, of course, will tw a 
major one.

A mightier rocket motor than 
the Redstone’s will be needed to 
fire an IRBM 1.500 mUes. But the

problem of power—and thus range 
—has ceased to be a major one

Russell Urges Stepped Up
Spending For Air Power

MaJ. Gen John B. Medarte chiet 
of the newly organized Armv Bal­
listic Missile Agency, puts It this 
way:

“There is no trick to flinging a 
missile to damn near any distance 
you want to. The trick is to keep 
it (the point at which it hlts> with­
in the size of a ’Texas county.”

The fact that a missile is very 
accurate at one range does not 
mean it would be as accurate at 
several times that range The 
guidance devices must be even 
more precise to_hlt a target 1,600 
miles distant.

For months Bedstones have been 
undergoing test firing at the long 
range missile proving ground ex 
tending «uiward from Florida.

The Army has almost completed 
constructlfm here of a huge con­
crete tower which will be able to 
handle in-place tests of rocket en­
gines developing up to 600.000 
pounds of thrust. Such power is far 
greater than any rocket motor 
known to be in existence * today.

WASHINO’TON (JL-flen Russell 
fD-Oa) today urged an increase 
"of not less than” 1^ billion dol­
lars in new Air Force funds to 
meet the increasing sir-atomic 
powers of Soviet Russia.

“Frankly, I would like to go 
somewhat higher than that,” he 
»B«id in an interview. He is chair­
man of the Senate Armed Services 
Oommlttee.

He said he favors stepping up 
production of the B62, an intercon­
tinental jet bomber which he called 
“the best deterrent to pcbsible 
war,” He also suggested an in­
crease in funds to speed develop­
ment of guided and baUlsUc mis­
siles.

For hours yesterday. Russell and 
other committee members ques- 
Woned Secretary of the Air Force 
Quarles and Gen. Nathan F. Twin­
ing, Air Force chief of staii. be­
hind closed doors.

Quarles and Twining described 
as “austere” President Elsenhow­
er’s budget request for Iflti blUion 
dollars in new Air Force funds. But

they eald It would be adequate.
Twining said he conditioned his 

support of Eisenhower’s Air Force 
budget on an understanding it will 
be increased next year.

A screened version of their testi­
mony was given to newsmen.

Both Air Force leadere said the 
Oommunlsts had made greater 
gains than expected both In jet air 
power and nuclear weapvma iniey 
conceded that Russia now has 
more combat planes, but they said 
this country is ahead in quality and 
striking power — although they 
told the senators the Oommunists 
are narrowing the gap.

'The textb(K)k.s leave enduring

This being Washington’s Birth­
day. several ex{>ert.s and quite a

The Federal Reserve Board has  
just issued its report on ,depart­
m ent stores sa les by depart­
m ents in 1955. It is based on re­
port from larger stores in varioui 
c it ie s  that account for about half 
departm ent store sales.

T his group is not identical with 
the group on which the Federal 
R eserve  bases its weekly sa les  
report. This group showed only a 
5 per cent gain in sa les last 
y ear, compared with 7 per cent 
for  the other. However, since it 
m ak es about half the nation’s 
department-store sales, it is 
reasonably representative.
LESS SEW—i r —YOURSELT

There were few departmental 
declines in comparison with 1954 
M ost of them were in m aterials 
used for home sewing. For ex­
am ple, silk, velvet and synthetic 
piece goods sales were down 5 
per cent; woolen yard goods w ere' 
down 3 per cent; cotton yard 
goods were down 2 per cent; 
la ce s , trimmings, em broideries 
and ribbons were down 1 per 
cen t and art needlework w as down 
2 per cent. ,

On the other hand, wom en's 
apparel and accessory categories, 
w ith few exceptions, showed 
gains. The average w as 3 per 
cen t. The few minus signs were 
for handkerchiefs, down 3 per 
cent; millinery, down 3 per 
cen t and wom en’s and m isses  
su its , down 7 per cent. The last— 
and perhaps the m illinery—declina 
m a y  be partly explaind by great­
er  interest in sportswear, up 6 
p er  cent.

B a se m e n t d ep artm en ts  showed 
a n  in crease  of 3 p er cent, com ­
p a re d  with the m aln-store  rise  
of 5 per cent. H ow ever, base­
m e n t Increases, though sm all, 
w ere  fairly  consistent. The only 
d ec lin es  w ere in w om en’s coats 
a n d  suits, down 4 per cen t and 
o ffse t bv a 6 per cen t increase  
in blouses sk irts  and sp orts­
w ear and aprons, housedresses 
a n d  uniform.s down 2 per cent. ,
APPLIANCE SALES BOOMING

T he largest ga ins w ere in tlie 
h o m e furnishings departm en is. 
w ith  m ajo r household app liances 
u p  a fat 25 p e r cent. In th a t 
d e p a rtm e n t, the sto res dio as 
good as the nation’s auto d ealers . 
R u g s  and carp e ts  and house­
w a re s , including sm all app lian­
ces , were each up 12 per cent. 
In  the m usic departm en t, records, 
sh e e t m usic and in strum en ts 
w e rr  up 10 per cen t, while radios, 
phonograph  and television se t 
sa le s  were only 4 per cent higher 
th a n  a  y ear ago.
T h e  luxury d ep artm en ts  reflect­

ed  the  high incom es. Sporting 
goods and cam eras  w ere up 14 
p e r  cen t; fine jew elry and w atch­
es w ere up 11 per cent: .silver­
w a re  and clocks were up 9 per 
c e n t and furs w ere up 6 per 
cen t. And while expensive jewelry- 
reg is te red  a betler-than-avprage 
p a in , costum e jew elry sales in­
c re a se d  not at all. The rise in 
sa le s  of sporting and photogiarbic 
poods may also have been a re­
su lt of more well financed le¡>uve. 
Tl^c sam e factor m ay have 
he lp ed  book and m agazine sales 
to  rise  7 per cent.

All in all. it looks as if shop­
p e rs  had lots of money and lo;s 
of fun.
