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Balanced Budget Is Credit To All
He Stepped On Their Steppes

A balancfd budget for Unclt Sam— a rarity in the 
pant three decadea—ia aomtthing for the American« 

ipaople to cheer about.
For the first time in five years the United States 

government has ended a fiscal year in the black in­
stead of in the red. That feat, which fulfills one of the 
aims of the Republican administration, marks the 
fourth time since 1930 that the government has balanc­
ed its budget.

During the other 22 of the past years the govern­
ment has heaped more dollar marks on its climbing 
national debt.

Lack Of Facilities Is 
Convention Handicap

North Carolina’s coastal area looks with envy at 
sea'resorts of neighboring Virginia and South Caro­
lina when'anyone mentions big conventions.

Why?
Simply because there is no place along the North 

Carolina coast tha t has the faci ities to handle major 
conventions of groups from North Carolina or adjacent 
states. Some weeks ago there was a muttering of criti­
cism of the North Carolina Bar «Association for having 
its annual convention at Myrtle Beach, S. C. rather 
than on the North Carolina Coast. B u lT f the 1 a we yr a 
wanted to meet on the coast, they hail to go where 
adequate facilities were available. And there were no 
adequate facilities on the North Carolina coast.

The balanced budget for the fiscal year 1956 Is 
a feather in the cap of the administration. No less,- it 
is a feather in the cap of Congress, for neither the ex­
ecutive nor the legislfttive branches of government 
could have achieved the balanced budget without the 
aid and cooperation of the other.

For taxpayers the word th a t the budget has a t last 
been balanced is mighty good news. It doesn't mean 
th a t taxes are going down, but it does mean that on top 
of all the taxes paid during the past fiscal year Uncle 
Ham didn 't pile up additional debts to be paid off out 
of higher taxes in the future.

Now th a t the budget has been balanced, Congress 
and the administration should make every effort to 
keep the income and out-go of the government on an 
even keel. W ith proper attention to appropriations and 
expenditures, they can see that the federal govern­
ment's budget remains balanced,

From 1930 until the Truman administration there 
Was not a single fiscal year in which the federal govern­
ment enjoyed the comfort of a balanced budget. Under 
the administration of former President Truman the 
budget W'as balanced thrée times, then the Korean W ar 
shot expenditures to new heights and knocked hopes of 
Í. balanced budget into a cocked hat. •

A surplus of one and three-quarter billion dollars 
isn’t much cushion in making a federal budget, but it’s 
a lot of money to American taxpayers who have to foot 
the hill for federal spending. With tha t as a cushion 
Uncle Sam should be able to keep his house in order.

Now tha t it has been shown tha t the budget can 
be balanced again the American people are looking to 
their elected federal officials individually and col­
lectively to see that the budget continues to remain 
balanced year after year.

In addition to critici.^m of individual groups in 
iHt state for closing out-of-state sites for conventions, 
there has also been some criticism of the State Adver­
tising Bureau for not adequately publicizing in the 
state coastal convention facilities. From our observa­
tion the coastal areas of the .state have gotten just about 
all the conventions they could handle, and would have 
gotten more had adequate facilities been available.

North Carolina’s mountain area has a number of 
major convention hotels and as a result they attract an­
nual meetings of large groups from North Carolina 
and neighboring states. But until one or more major 
hotels are con.structed on the coast of North Carolina, 
the beaches cannot expect to enjoy a big portion of the 
state's convention business.

For the past several years there have been rumor.s 
of m ajor hotels going up on the Tar Heel Coast, but 
so fa r none of them have materialized. Until such time 
as adequate facilities are constructed along the coast 
for big conventions, North Carolina’s coastal re.sorts 
ire  not going to develop as convention sites as have 
coastal .sites in Virginia and South Carolina.

Health Is An Issue, 
But There Is A Limit

President Eisenhower's health ia and wall be a 
major issue in the campaigns which alrea^dy are getting 
underway. Rightly it should be an issue, for the voters 
of the country know how strenuous the task of Chief 
Executive is. They want to know' they are voting for a 
candidate who physically ia able to stand up under the 
gurelling assignment.

The right to debate the President’s health, how- 
ever, does not include license to slander the President, 
the physicians and other.s who attend him, or the news 
media of the nation for withholding from the public the 
truth about the health of the highest officer in the land.

Democratic Sen. McNam%ra of Michigan went fa r 
out of bounds on the Senate floor when he went so 
fa r as to imply tha t the President ia attempting to carry 
on the buainess of hi.s high office under sedatives; th a t 
the facts about the President’s health have been kept 
from the American people.

Sen. McNamara condemned in strong terms what 
he called “one of the most masterful suppressions of 
facts ever put across by advertising . . . ” and “the 
apparent manipulation of facts . . . ” concerning the 
health of Mr. Eisenhower.

We don’t  purport to know first hand the facts 
concerning the health of the President. We don’t know 
first hand how well he has recovered from his heart 
attack or his abdominal operation. Yet we do have 
confidence in the reports which have been released by 
physicians attending the President and we don’t believe 
these outstanding men of the medical profe.ssion would 
lie to the American people about their President.

Neither do we believe tha t Pre.sident Eisenhower 
w o u ld  allow the facts about his condition to be .so 
colored by subordinates as to give misinformation to 
the people of the country. In our opinion Sen. Mc­
Namara would leave the impre.ssion that President 
Eisenhower isn’t quite .sure what hi.s subordinates are 
doing with regard to information about his health or 
anything else.

The subject of President Eisenhower’s health has 
a place in campaign debates; but should be discussed 
objectively rather than .subjectively by members of 
bcth parties.

BLACK MOUNTAIN -  West­

ern North Carolina Sanatorium 
serves the counties w est of Char­
lotte and Gréensboro in the tre a t­
ment of tuberculosis. Situated on 
148 acres of land Just west of 
Black Mountain the plant has a 
budget value of |4  million, and 
capacity for 500 patients.

There are a  few vacant beds 
now. and Dr. C. D, Thomas, 
resident superintendent, told the 
sfvisory com m ittee tha t it Is 
possible now to adm it patients 
the sam e day the disease ia diag- 
no.sed. The contrast between 
this condition and tha t of Just 
five years ago when long waiting 
lists were in hand and counties 
operating sanatoria is striking, 
It is due chiefly to the progress 
in methods of treatm ent by 
drug.s

A quarter century ago, said Dr. 
Thomas, m ajority of patients 
were in their 20’s. Now m ajority 
are  above 50, some as much as 
80 years old. This also reflects 
the progress In treatm ent.

The m atter of a ir conditioning 
the wards cam e up a t the Wil- 
aon Sanatorium  and figures were 
presented here for all units In 
the TB system . D r. Thomas 
insisted, however, tha t the fine 
a ir in the mountains made air 
conditioning here unnecessary. 
Air cooling, that is. He would 
like to have heat provided for 
the porch bedrooms. Staff mem­
bers agreed that a ir cooling 
would make it more plea.sant for 
the patients, but they doubted it 
would a ir in treatm ent.

The institution here is not plan­
ning enlargement, no request 
was made for perm anent im­
provements and none for m ajor 
repairs. However, as a t several 
other places, the budgeteers 
were warned tha t continued in­
adequate allocations for m ainte­
nance has been expensive and 
a  few thousand dollars more for 
that item might save hundreds 
of thou.sands within the next 
decade.

MORGANTON ~  The Si.ste of 
North Carolina has some $7 mil­
lion invested in land and build­
ings here for the education of 
deaf children. The 450 pupils 
range from five years upward 
through high school and are  
taught by specially trained 
teachers for ten months each 
year. The annual operating ap­
propriation is $663,258. A very 
finé prim ary grade building wa.s 
completed about two years 
ago. and there are  several 
other modern bilildings. The ad­
ministration hall was built in the 
middle 1890’s and despite fre­
quent renovation.^ is still badly 
In need of improvements. Bath­
rooms, roofs and gutters, floors 
and walls are  deteriorating be­
cause of inadequate maintenance 
throiigh the years. The electrical 
system also is out of date.

Enrollment has Increased at 
the rate of about 10 pupiKs a 
year for a long time. Result is

over crowded dorm itories, expe- 
cially for boys. Supt. Ben Hoff- 
m yer observed tha t in nearly 
every  handicapped group boys 
outnum bered girls. He didn’t 
know why. He also said every 
county in the state is represen t­
ed In the student body, and that 
only half a dozen or so local 
pupils do not live on the cam pus. 
I t is better for them  to stay  in 
the school lorms, to better m ain­
tain  continuity in training. Ano­
ther intere.stlng comm ent was 
th a t the children adjust to school 
life more rapidly than their pa­
rents.

F or the new dorm itory, reno­
vation and expansion of the heat­
ing plant, housing for faculty and 
employees and other additions 
and betterm ents the school asks 
for an appropriation of $864,000 
in the next biennium.

STATE HOSPITAL — Com­
pletion last year of the adm is­
sion and classification hospital 
added 2.50 beds to facilities a t 
the Morganton unit in the m en­
tal ho.spital system . This brought 
the total to a little more than 
3,000 beds and edged this unit 
ahead of Goldsboro as largest 
in the system.

Within the pa.st ten years the 
State has spent $7.5 million on 
buildings here, bringing value of 
the plant. Including 4780 acres of 
land, to more than $15 million. 
Andy Smith, resident business 
m anager, presented the budget 
requests in the amount of $245.- 
000 for renovations and $2,365.- 
000 for perm enent improvem ents 
for the next biennium, and anot­
her $1,391.000 for the five year 
program.

M ajor items were buildings for

Dr. John S. McKee, resident 
superintendent, explained ten ta­
tive plans for more extensive 
out-patient service in co-opera­
tion with general hospitals in the 
area.

The budget folks were keenly 
Interested in report on collec­
tions from patients. The Morgan­
ton hospital is collecting about 
$1,000 a day—mostly for patient 
care. It was explained that 
every patient who is admitted is 
charged $75 a month, for which 
bills are rendered. If the patient 
can pay the bill it is collected. 
If he can pay part of it, that 
part is accepted. If he can ’t pay 
at all he gets the sam e trea t­
m ent as those who do.

From A  Letter To Bedford
Back In 1866, a newcomer to 

America found m any things to 
m arvel a t; not the least of which 
was equaUty under the law.

In a letter to his wife Marion 
(and four children) waiting in 
Bedford, England, great grand­
father Jam es Horrocks seems 
to have been expecially struck 
by this because of an incident 
he describes relating to what 
m ust have been a favored di­
version . . . hunting. This as­
sumption 1s based on the extent 
to whic he dwelt on wild game 
In Michigan; hardly a topic 
of great in terest to a wife looking 
forward to joining him in Ameri­
ca.

So, after having been in the 
town of Ionia alm ost two weeks, 
he wrote to say that "of all 
places I have seen this is the 
one for u s’’; and that now his 
family could count on joining 
him as soon u  possible.

" I  will describe this p lace", he

wrote,
" I t  is on the south side and
about three hundred yards 

from Grand River and a nice 
level prairie-like place sur­
rounded on the backside by a 
nice row of little hills th a t  are 
partially  covered with a pretty, 
shady, pleasant wood; from 
these hills and through the wood 
comes a fine little creek w^hich 
runs across the Arnolds’ place, 
and back of the house and near 
the shop where I work there is 
aLso a foundery right by.

"About three-fourths of a mile 
and across the river from here 
is a  thriving bu.siness village of 
about 5 or 6 thousand inhabi­
tant»—there are  two founderys in 
the village. There is plenty of 
fish and game which belongs to 
whoever Jias a mind to take it. 
We have laws to prevent peo­
ple from taking game out of sea­
son. but no other time.

"Lord John Russell cam e here 
and thought he could do as he
liked and shot some prairie
chickens for which act a poor 
man fined him, if he was a
lord, being considered only a
man and no better than anyone 
else.

"The principle game is deer, 
foxes, rabbits, turkeys, geese, 
ducks, pldgeon.s, quail and some 
other. Mr. Arnold’s brother ia 
an old hunter, tells me that sev­
eral years ago when the country 
was newer he shot 75 deer in 
one season; there are left plen­
ty now. Tell Bob Millburn all 
about this and the molding shops; 
I think if he can m anage to come 
with you it will be the best he 
can do. X X X X

"Hoping soon to see you all In 
this land of equal rights and 
plenty I close by subscribing m y­
self your husband, father and 
friend.

"GOVERNM EM

When the law w a.s.first pro­
posed, .some elements in the fur 
industry scream ed their heads 
off. This, they said, was more 
government interference In pri- 
"vate business.

So it was. But the government 
Interefered because these ele­
ments had fooled retailers, gyp­
ped consumers and made a  
mockery of what had been and 
what was to again become 
an honorable business. As m any 
a.s 900 different names were ap­
plied to the fur of 27 ktnds of 
animals. While not all of them 
were designed to deceive, many 
of them surely lid.

The biggest thing the law did 
was to restore women’s confi­
dence in furs. In the past, many 
women avoided buying them be­
cause they feared they might be 
cheated, or—worse—that the? 
might be humiliated in front of 
other women. Many lived in hor­
ror that when they showed off 
a new fur, some friend might 
say, "Lemonowski sable? My 
dear, don’t you know that’s dyed 
ca t?” In fact, in some corners 
of town a woman had to be an 
expert on furs to avoid being 
put upon.

LAW NOT PERFECT
The law. in restoring confi­

dence to fur labels and advertis­
ing. brought In more customers 
and made sales easier. Women 
have fewer consultations with 
friends before making a decision 
and there are fewer returns. And 
in making new sales for deal­
ers, it also saved shoppers mil­
lions of dollars.

At the moment, the National 
Retail Dry Goods Association is 
proposing five revisions of the 
law. The law requires the m an­
ufacturer to guarantee label and 
invoice statem ents; the asso­
ciation wants a guarantee as to 
the furs’ curren t m arket value. 
That seems a bit unfair; sure­
ly no appliance m anufacturer 
has to guarantee that his $300 
refrigerators are  worth $300.

The a.«i.sociation also wants 
to be able to  use the color of 
the fur in connection with the 
name of the anim al. That would 
bring us back to "m ink dyed 
m uskrats.”

It also w'ants the right to com­
pare a fur with other furs when 
necessary to describe construc­
tion or processing. That seem s 
like a reasonable extension of 
free speech. It also wants the 
law covering comparative pric­
ing clarified, and it wants the 
right to u.se recognized abbrevi­
ations in labeling and advertis­
ing. That m akes sense as long 
as no one recognizes "MINK” as 
an abbreviation for "rabb it."

T he Langley Laboratory of the National Advisory Committee for Aeronautics, located on the historic Virginia Peninsula, near Newport News, has been in the forefront of aviation’s march toward maturity for the past four docades.The first and largest NACA laboratory, spread over some 700 acres, houses some of the mosi modem facilities in the world, including 40 major wind tunnels and laboratories and a doien large* shops and other service structures representing a total investment of 100 million dollars.The research center is named for Samuel Picrpont Langley, aviation pioneer* physicist and inventor* who flew the first plane off an ’’aircraft carrier,” a houseboat in the Potomac, in 1903, Even though it quickly dropped in the water, the Navy years later named the first combat carrier after him.At the center, a staff of 3,200 scientists, engineers, modelmflkers and other personnel conduct aeronautical research in all speed ranges, with considerable attention presently being given to such subjects as aerodynamic heating, stability, and other problems associated with the develop­ment of high-speed aircraft and intercontinental missiles.The NACA does not design or build airplanes. The end product of all the vast testing and ex­perimental effort is information which is published by the NACA in technical reports and dis­tributed to airplane designers, manufacturers, the military services and others having a legitimate Interest. As an indication of the progress*made on speed in the past 40 years, Langley scientists are now writing” reports, most of them confidential, on aerodynamic Investigations rangingItom low speed to more than ten times the speed of sound — 7,600 miles an hour at sea level,Langley’s ultra-modern installations are pictured here.

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Topping, Suckering Pa^ 
On Basis Of Farm Test

RALEIGH -> R wiU par you to 
top and ioclcer your tobacco. 
That’s the conclusion reached by 
R.R. Bennett, S.N. Hawks, and 
Astor Perry, extension tobacco 
specialists at North Carolina State 
College, on the basis of tests, de> 
monstrathms, and grower expert 
ence..

Perry points out that only about 
00 per cent of the tobacco crop 
in North Carolina Is Uqpped and 
suckered. And much of the work 
that North Chtrolina farmers are 
doing in this direction is not suf­
ficient to do a really good job. 
It is estimated that the failure to 
do these important tobacco pro­
duction lobs or to do them pro­
per^ is costing North Carolina 
grbwen m  ndffim each year.

Failure to top and sucker will 
reduce yields about 270 pounds, 
says Hawks, and reduce the value 
about $130 per acre. And there are 
figures to prove tíüs. The average 
value and yield from three tests 
in 195S show' that tobacco not top­
ped and suckered produced 1,481 
pounds per acre and had a dollar 
value of 792 dollars. Topped a«l 
hand suckered tobaecc yielded 
•68 pounds per acre and was 
valued at $1,015. T<vped and 
treated with an oil emulsion, to­
bacco idelded IJCI pounds per 
acre and was valued at $1,004 per 
acre. Topped and treated with MH- 
•0. yields were 1,965 pounds per 
acre and vahie was $1,065 per 
acre.

Many termera, says Bennett, re­
move the suckers by hand as ttiey 
have been doing for many years. 
-Altbmigh this is hard work, the 
increase in yield and valiw pays 
off hanttoomely iat the effort—

about $3 per cent of labor.
The growing tobacco plant, says 

Hawks, produces a hormone In the 
bud which slows down the growth 
of suckers. But when the plant Is 
topped, the source of the hormone 
Is removed and the sucker buds 
begin to grow.

Tobacco that is topped and kept 
suckered usually gains in color, 
body, oils, aroma and flavor. In 
contrast, statM Perry, the format­
ion of seed heads, of the growth 
of suckers after the removal of 
the top, produces a thinner, mild­
er and chafflner tobacco.

Bennett says many farmers ask 
him when is the best time to top 
the tobacco. He replies that you 

greatest Increase in size 
and weight of the plant when top­
ping is done early, as the plant 
reaches the late "button” stage. 
However, Bennett adds, a better, 
faster Job can be done without too 
much sacrifice in weight If topping 
Is delayed until about one-third of 
the blooms are opencid.

Another important decision Is 
where to top. Hawks explains that 
this will vary with the fertility of 

II, the seuon of the year, 
and the type of tobacco that la In 
demand. But the appearance of the 
crop Is a good Indication of the 
height to top. If the tobacco Is 
growing with a very yellow cast 
and is thin and light, it will gen­
eral^ be improved by topping on 
the low side. On the other hand, 
says Hawks, if the crop is very 
green, coarse, thick and heavy, 
it will usually be Improved by top­
ping high.

There is one problem in the u.se 
of sucker control materials like 
MH—30. says Perry, which re­

quires careful attention from grow 
ers. He reports that MH—30 often 
produces a prematiu*e yellowing or 
bronzing of the top leaves. This is 
probably more pronounced If the 
tobacco is treated when it Is 
young and tender or very succu 
lent. »

So far as it is now known, says 
Perry, this yellowing has no harm 
ful effect, but growers have to be 
careful not to be misled Into think­
ing that this premature yellowing ia 
a sign of rii^ness.

Perry advises leaving a row in 
the field untreated with MH—30 
and using this untreated row as a 
guide to show you when the top 
leaves of Uh» treated planta are 
really ripe.

If an oil «nulsion treatment is 
to be used, these three specialists 
recommended Bayol N—300 and 
TSC 350. They believe that these 
emulsions appear to be more satis- 
facUHT than Uw ones previously 
tried since they cause much less 
loss from stalk rot and stem drop.

Nevertheless, these emulshms 
may also cause some danoage if 
they are not properly handted and 
applied. But a greater danger may 
be found in the use of m < ^  oils, 
fuel oils, floor oils, and other 
similar products found around ttw 
farm.

These oils have not been refined 
to remove their objectionable odors 
and flavors. Under no conditíons. 
state the tobacco specialists, should 
tlMy be used on tobacco.

V^ether you do your suckering 
by hand, use an emulsion, or apply 
MH—30, the yield and value * of 
your tobacco wUl be higher than if 
you overlook these Important pro­
duction practices, topping nd 
suckering.

Today’sSnapBeansReally
Snap;NotLikeStringBeans

RALEIGH—"Today’s snap beans 
are truly snap beans, not string 
beans," mys George Abahier, ex­
tension consumer marketing speci­
alist at State College.

Plant breedera have recently 
tfeml(^)ed stringlMs varieties of 
b«ms from yesterday’s string 
beens. This makes snap - beans 
much easier to prepare, pleasant 
to use. and desirable to consume, 
be days of removing the long un­
attractive strtngs from inalde of 
the bean are gone.

Summertime is snap bean time. 
Although we see some snap beans 
on Out market most months of the 
year in the fresh form, snap beans 
come to lomd markets in greater 
supply during the smnmertlme 
and are usually cheaper.

The modem homemaker knows 
that fresh, crisp snap beans are 
still a delight that cannot be 
touched ordinarily by canned or 
froeen beans. However, the sum
mer months di plentiful supply are 

tlnu» for canning and freezing 
the surplus beans so that plenty 
can be had during the winter 
months.

Here are a snap bean to suit 
•very need. too. Abshier says there 
shapes and colors of snap beans 
There are green snap beans and 
yellow beans, wax beans, and flat 
brans. Some are atraight and some

are crooked.
Pole beans can usually be dis- 

tinguisted by the larger size pods; 
however, this does not mean that 
they are tougher than the bush 
snap beans. Pole beans are defined 
as such because they grow on long 
vines which are supported by 
polra or strings.

Tendergreen and Wade are the 
main bush varieties grown in North 
Carolina. Wade has a strsdghter 
pod than Tendergreen. Kentucky 
Wonder, McCaslan, and Stringless 
Blue Lake are our predominant 
pole beans,* grown mostly in the 
mountains.

Fresh snap beans are the 10th 
most popular vegetable, 'Abshier 
adds. They are ranked fifth in 
the canned vegetables and are 
third in frozen vegetables. The 
average annual per capita con­
sumption amounts to about SVi 

pounds each of fresh and canned 
snap beans and about two-thirds 
pound of froasen.

Abshier ’ suggests several means 
of choosing snap beans wisely. He 
says that regardless of type or 
variety in fresh snap beans look 
for beans that are:

1. Fresh, crisp, and firm with 
lots of snap, all signs of good fla­
vor, tenderness and maximum food 
value. 2. Uniform size with imma­
ture seeds for even cooking and

tenderness. 3. Clean, f a i r l y  
straight and free from blemishes 
for easy preparation and little 
waste.

is best to avoid beans that
are:

1. Dull or wilted. They 'wUl 
probably be tough, and less tasty. 
2. Over-mature. When the seeds 
make distinct bumps In the pod. 
the beans may be tough, woody 
or stringy.

It is important that snap beans 
be used within a day or two after 
they are bought or gathered. Fresh 
beans can be stored in a moisture- 
proof container in the refrigera­
tor until ready to use. II they are 
washed before storing, excess 
moisture should be removed, since 
wet beans do not keep well.

According to Abshier, a serving 
of cooked snap beans, green or 
wax, provides about 4 per cent 
of the day’s quota of iron and 
thiamine; in addition, they give 
some calcium and are a fair source 
of vitamins A and C. Green beans 
have more vitamin A than wax 
beans.

Fresh, frozen, or canned snap 
beans are similar in food value. 
However, to retain the full food 
value of canned snap beans use the 
Uquid. Approximately one-third of 
the iron and vitamin A and half 
of the thiamine is in the liquid.
