The statement, volunteered by
the Foreign Office's news depart-
ment chief at a news conference:

“Our intention is that the dis-

~—ptte on the Suez Canal should be
peacefully settled and that this
issue is wholly separate from the
Arab-Israeli dispute. Any attempt
to inject the Arab-Israeli dispute
into the Suez Canal dispute would
not be helpful to a settlement.”

Stevenson, top contender for the
nomination at next week's conven-
tion, hit his Southern supporters
with something akin to a bolt of
lightning yesterday. He called for
‘“‘unequivocal approval’” in the
party's platform of the Supreme
Court decision outlawing racial
segregation in public schools.

Dismayed Southerners hurried-
ly huddled under the leadership
of Gov. James P, Coleman of Mis-

Pitt County’s move to clear up its criminal court

docket with two special terms of criminal court this
. fall in addition to the three terms of court already
scheduled is a wise move,

It has been impossible for the county to keep its
Superior Court criminal docket up to date with the
limited number of terms of court which have been al-
lctted the county in the past two years. It was necessary
last year for special terms of court to be requested.
It has been necessary again this year. The special terms
cost the county money, but at the same time they allevi-
ate the backlog of court cases which otherwise would
continue to grow. A ] 4

The situation faced by Pitt County in asking for
gpecial eriminal terms of court is likewise faced by
other counties in this area. They too have found it ne-
cessary to request special terms of criminal court to
keep up with the cases being added to dockets.

Because of the criminal terms of court already
scheduled for counties in the fifth solicitorial district,
it will be impossible for Solicitor Robert D. Rouse, Jr.
of Farmville to-be in Pitt Superior Court for the special
terms requested for the weeks of November 12 and
December 3. Therefore if the county is to dispose of
criminal cases during these weeks of court, it is neces-
sary that a apecial prosecutor be provided by the coun-

v. For that reason Rouse requested the Board of Com-
missioners appoint a special assistant to the solicitor to
handle the special terms and to-assist the solicitor in the
three regular terms of eriminal court to be held in the
county between now and the end of the year. The com-
missioners responded by requesting the two additional
terms of court and appointing attorney Clifton Everette
of Bethel as assistant to the solicitor.,

If the county is to keep its Superior Court criminal
docket up to date, it musi be provided with more cri-
minal terms of court than it has been given since the
realignment of judicial districts in 1955. Prior to that
iime the county was assigned 10 weeks of criminal
court each vear and even so it proved impossible to
prevent the backlog of cases from mounting.

One More Period Of

Voter - Registration

If Pitt County voters, particularly those of Green-
ville, are becoming confused over the many registra-
tion periods for voters since the first of the year, their
confusion is not without reason.

So far the voters who live in Greenville have been
called on to register twice since the first of the year if
their names were not already on the county and city
voting lists. Now a third registration period is about to
begin, and within two months the fourth registration
period of the year will be upon us.

The same thing is true of voters who live in most
other municipalities of the county.

Since the first of the year practically all of the in-
corporated towns in Pitt County have had a munieci-
pal election of some sort. Prior to each there was a re-
gistration period in which citizens of the municipality
were given an opportunity to get their names on the
municipal voting books, These municipal registration
books are completely separate and apart from the coun-
ty registration books used in primaries and state-wide
elections. Therefore it i3 necessary for a voter to be
registered on both the municipal books and the coun-
ty books if he wishes to participate in municipal as well
as county, state and national elections.

—— A good many people, registering on one set of

books thought they were properly registered for all
———elections=hoth-municipal and county—only to find on
voting day they were registered on only one set of books

and not eligible to cast a ballot in the election at hand.

Another registration period opens in Pitt County
Saturday. For the next three Saturdays registrars of
the county’s 25 voting precincts will be at their res-
pective polling places to place names of eligible voters
on the county’'s registration books, The registration
period will afford those not alréady registered on the
county books an opportunity to register before the
stete-wide referendum on constitutional amendments
passed by the special session of the General Assembly.

In October the county registration books will again
be open for registration prior to the national election
in Nevember.

Another confusing thing, particularly in Green-
ville, is that voters have to cast their ballots at one
place for municipal elections and in all probability
another place in county or state-wide elections. Unless
the voter is careful, he is likely to get crossed up not
oniy on his registration, but also on the place he is to
cast a ballot for a particular election.

It would be of tremendous help to voters in Green-
ville and perhaps other municipalities of the county if a
nicre standardized procedure for both municipal and
county-wide elections could be followed. Perhaps an
interchange of information on the county books of
Greenville township and the registration books of the
city of Greenville could be worked out whereby an
eligible voter could register one time for all elections.
Perhaps polling places could be standardized so the
voter would know he could go to a particular place and
cast his ballot regardless of the kind of election.

Admittedly it is a knotty problem with many ra-
mifications. But if ,city and county election officials
could come up with a workable plan to alleviate the
voting confusion in municipalities of the county it would
Le a great help to the citizens.

We can see
little that is to be gained by granting each county an
insufticient number of court terms annually which
force the counties to request additional special terms in
order to keep their dockets reasonably current.

Since
that time, however, it has become evident that the 1956

Sheriffs Can See

Only Larger Vote

ASHEVILLE — Consensus
among the sheriffs attending
their state convention Friday and
Saturday was that the only
thing to be accomplished by an
organized campaign ahead of the
September 8 election will be to
get out a larger vote,

Estimates on the majority
ratlo In favor of the school
amendment ranged from “better
than three to one'’ predicted for
Mecklenburg by Sheriff Clyde
Hunter, to approximately “twelve
to one'’ in Surry forecast by Sam
Patterson, former sheriff for 12
years.

Many of the sheriffs would not
estimate percentages, but all
with whom your reporter talk-
ed agreed the favorable vote
will be overwhelming.

None looked for organized op-
position anywhere. Several ex-
pressed opinion that some real
opposition would be helpful in
stimulating interest. The fight
will be against apathy. Some
citizens may conclude that be-
cause nobody appears to be
against the amendment, it will
not be necessary to vote.

“It's hard to wage an active
campaign against nothing,” quip-
ped one veteran of many elec-
tions.

Sheriff L. L. Guy of Cumber-
land said opposition to the Pear-
sall plan in his county came from
two small classes. A few new-
comers, influneced by the mixed
school program at Fort Bragg,
are ready to integrate the county
schools.

A much larger number of old
timers think the plan does not go
far enough to guarantee continu-
ed segregation. The situation in
Cumberland, Robeson and Samp-
son is complicated by a third
factor—a sizeable Indian popu-
lation. :

Sheriffs Malcolm MecLeod of
Robeson and W. E. Hall of Samp-
gon agreed with Sheriff Guy that
their counties will give big ma-
jorities for the amendment.

RETIREMENT — The Law
Enforcement Officers’ Benefit
and Retirement Fund is in

good condition. That is true des-
pite the fact it has potential lia-
bilities of $18 million and has
only $11 million immediately
available to meet them. Explana-
tion is that large part of the
“potential liabilities” will not
come due for 10 to 15 years.
Meantime income from members
payments, matching funds from
employing counties and cities,
receipts from court costs in
criminal cases and interest on
investments keeps coming. The
fund has about $11 million in-
vested, which yields around 3
per cent a year.

This report was made at the
sheriffs' convention by Henry L.
Bridges, State auditor and chair-
man of the board. Bridges also
reviewed progress in efforts to
obtain Federal Social Security
coverage for law enforcement

officers, and out-lined procedure
under the new act signed last
week by President Eisenhower.

Largely through efforts of Sen,
Sam Ervin the overall social se-
curity act permits participation
by law officers, including uniforms-
ed municipal police in North
Carolina and three other states,
when they vote to come into the
system,

Bridges said the North Carolina
board had agreed to seek enab-
ling legislation for a referen-
dum as soon as the General
Assembly convenes. Whether
that will be January or February
depends upon voter action on
an amendment in the Septem-
ber 8 election.

Unlike the election last spring
in which law officers other than
city police participated, and which
was volded on technicalities, the
voting next time will be on se-
parate unit basis. Only members
of the IEOB&R system can
vote, If a majority of members
in any county or any city vote
for the social security plan all
will be covered. If the majority
votes ‘‘no’ nobody can get in.

LOCAL — The local governing
body, county commissioners or
town board, will determine when
covereage begins in event the
officers vote for it. One objection
to the proposition last spring was
the retroactive feature. Coverage
began on January 1, 1955, and
members as well as employing
unites, had to put up a lump sum
for 18 moriths back time.

Bridges said under the new
plan coverage can be retro-
active to January 1, 1955, or any
quarter date since, or begin after
the election. He said he had
been advised by several count-
les that the commissioners would
lend officers money to make up
back payments if they desired.

LOTTERY — Every sheriff, de-
puty sheriff and guest who re-
gistered at the recent state con-
vention was given a lottery ticket,
Drawings entitled the winning
sheriff and deputy to a fine
Colt pistol. The winning women
got cash prizes. If was all very

legal, because no registration
fee was charged, said the
sheriffs.

DIVERSITY — Malcolm Me-
Leod, sheriff of Robeson county
and president of the state as-
sociation, was explaining the
growing complexities in the sher-
iff’s job. He noted that the Legis-
lature kept on making more and
more things illegal.

“A sheriff now,” he said, *has
to watch for undertakers engag-
ing in embalming; know when a
crop-dusting plane is operating
illegally, and read all the
“funny”’ books that come into his
county, to see if they comply
with the law. =~

The association voted to ask
the Legislature to relieve sheriffs
of enforcing the law against
crime comics — or at least to
put some responsibility on other
law officers.

Retailers
Get Small
Margin

People not in merchandising
have curiously confused 1ideas
about profits in retailing.

_ You can prove it yourself. Ask
10 persons not in retailing how
much a sporting goods dealer,
for instance, makes in gross and
net profit on each sales dollar.
The chances are you'll get
20 different answers, not one
correct and all too high.

Good answers would be 284
cents gross and 2 cents net,
which is what Dun & Bradstreet
found the typical sporting goods
store made in 1953.

AVERAGE MAR iINS NO

SECRET

While“a merchant may not be
willing to tell just how much
he makes on each article, the
average margins are known
through studies made by Dun
& Bradstreet, Harvard Univer-
sity, Falrchild Publications, the
National Retail Dry Good Asso-
ciation and other trade associa-
tions.

In the more common retail
lines, margins range from 139
per cent of sales in farm supply
stores and 159 per cent in gro-
cery sfores up to 47.5 per cent
in instalment jewelry stores.

These margins have only a
little to do with net profit rates.
Out of margins must come
rent, wages, loss from theft and
breakage, bad debts, insurance,
utilities, cleaning, licenses, pro-
tection and losses from changes
in style. The jewelers’ 47.5 per
cent shrinks to 5.8 per cent and
the grocers’ 15.9 per cent shrivels
to 1.5 per cent. Both figures are
before taxes.

Lumber and building material
dealers, along with instalment
jewelers, have the highest net
profits—5.8 per cent—of 36 lines
of which figures are at hand.
They are followed by varietv
chain stores with 54 and paint
and wallpaper. stores, 5.1 per
cent, All the rest net less than
5 per cent. Package liquor stores,
generally regarded as great
money makers, do only moderate-
ly well, with a 19.7 per cent
margin and a 2.6 per cent net.
Women's wear stores have one
of the lowest nets; it was 0.3
per cent of sales in 1954,
TYPICAL RESULTS

Here are some more profit
ratios in various years from 1949
through 1955. The first figure is
the gross margin, the second is
net profit, both in per cent of
sales:
