CHICAGO (ifV— Former Presi­
dent Truman said today Adlai 
Stevenson “ lacks the kind of fight­
ing spirit” needed by the Demo­
crats to preserve New Deal and 
F air Deal principles.

Truman appeared before a 
crowded news conference in the 
Sheraton-Blackstone Hotel to plug 
anew Averell Harriman for the 
Democratic presidential nomina­
tion.

Tinman .said he was shocked 
that “ any liberal Democrat would 
encourage the abandonment” of 
the New Deal and the Fair Deal 
a.s out of date. A

He said the destruction of the 
social and economic philosophies

underlying these programs is the man as the best qualified man to
aim of the conservatives in both 
the Republican and Democratic 
parties.

Stevenson, the party’s 1952 
standard bearer and the front 
running candidate for the nomina­
tion this year, “ is not the kind of 
candidate” that the Democrats 
need, Truman said, adding:

“He lacks the kind of fighting 
spirit we need.”

At the outset of the news con­
ference, Truman said “I ’m going 
to read a statement and then this 
time I will let you ask me ques­
tions.”

Last Saturdayl^ when he an- 
nóunced that he regarded Harri-

he the next president, he had de­
clined to answer any questions.

Truman said he was “deeply 
touched by the anxiety” he said 
members of the press and news 
columnists had expressed about 
“ my political judgment” in en­
dorsing Harriman.

He said that seldom had he seen 
such concern about the future po­
litical life of an ex-president, add­
ing that writers had suggested he 
had ruined his "possible place in 
history” and his skill as a poli­
tician.

But Truman added with a chuck­
le that “ they need not be 
alarm ed” and that he was sure 
he had done the right thing.

Dixie delegates to this national 
convention had threatened a rug­
ged fight and probable loss of 
Southern votes in the November 
election if the plank gave specific 
support to the court’s school de­
segregation decision.

Rep Emanuel Celler of New 
York reportedly offered several 
amendments in an effort to 
strengthen the plank as demanded 
by groups advocating strong civil 
rights measures.

But they were shouted down by 
the other platform writers anxious 
to preserve party harmony.

Although the suggested educa­
tion plank had omitted any ref­
erence to the Supreme Court, the 
civil rights section had this to say 
on the subject:

“Recent decisions of the Su­
preme Court of the United States 
relating to segregation in publicly 
supported schools and elsewhere 
have brought consequences of vast 
importance to our nation as a 
whole and especially to communi­
ties directly affected. We reject 
all proposals for the use of force 
to interfere with the orderly de­
termination of these matters by 
the courts.

Sim­
mer until thoroughly hot, stirring 
several times.

Ever tried to cra.sh a national 
political convention?

Miss Elizabeth Copeland did and 
with the help of a Philadelphia 
policeman, It worked.

This daring incident, brought to 
mind by the current convention 
clamor, proves to Miss Copeland 
that chivalry knows no Mason- 
Dlxon Line.

It was in 1948 when both of the 
conventions were held in Phila­
delphia. Miss Copeland was doing 
research work there for an econo­
mist. She laughs that she was 
about the only Democrat in the 
whole of Delaware County and a 
ticket to the convention was un­
heard of.

The 1948 convention was the 
year the Republicans had a host

Miss Copeland found that a 
friend of hers had been given a 
ticket by a Republican big wheel 
who found at the last minute that 
he could not attend.

MLss Copeland reports thaft she 
had heard her bosses and asso­
ciates, some of them high In the 
Republican ranks, lament for 
months there were no tickets avail­
able. It was the fartherest thing 
from her mind that she—a lone 
Democrat—in a traditionally Re­
publican stronghold should gain 
admittance—1^ hook or by crook— 
into the inner sanctum.

It was while they were discuss­
ing the one ticket held between 
them the Philadelphia cop ap­
peared. Sighting the two damsels 
in distress, he offered his a.sslst- 
ance.

He whisked her 
pa.st the outer gate, reunited her 
with her friend, got them up the 
back stairs through numerous 
“smoke filled rooms'* where She 
got a first hand look at the party 
pow-wows and left them within 
view of their goal.

In addition to State and local 
income, the Federal government 
took m ore than $25 million in 
excise taxes from legal liquor 
sold In North Carolina last year.

EDUCATION — The profits 
are counted after substantial 
spending for law enforcement, 
which has greatly decreased the 
illicit traffic, and for education. 
It Is conceded that the Greens­
boro ABC setup has one of the 
best educational program s in the 
state, although nearly all of the 
cities and counties ca rry  on plans 
for teaching about alcoholism in 
the public schools, through civic 
clubs and other agencies—wel­
fare departm ents, Juvenile courts, 
medical and m ental hygiene 
clinics. Emphasis is on control, 
both in the sale and in^ the use 
of alcoholic beverages.

Chairman Liles aid that 
when efficient law enforcement 
and a balanced educational pro­
gram  have been established, 
the ABC folks should seek co­
operation of all the people 
through good public relations. 
In this field he emphasizes em ­
ployment of high type personnel, 
m aintence of c lean ' stores in

good business districts, and let­
ting the people know that t h e , 
primary objective of ABC is con­
trol rather than profit.

ECONOMY — The North Caro­
lina State Hospital Board of Con­
trol has argued for years that 
real economy in  mental health 

4 s  not achieved by aklmping ap­
propriations. Imt by getting full 
value for doUari apent. The poil- 
tion is supported by results of * 
survey conducted a few months 
ago by Topeka (Kansas) State 
Hospital, an Institution compar­
able to Dix HUl and Morganton. 
Dr. A. P. Bay. Superintendent, 
and Or. P. E . Ii^ldmaD. Director 
of Research and Education, 
gathered statiatka trom 12 other 
hospitals and compared them with 
the record at Topeka.

The 22 hospitals had an average 
dally patient coet of $2.64. Tope­
ka had a coat of $6-94. The extra 
cost was due to more doctors 
and better trained attendant 
personnel with lower patient load. 
The results are interesting.

TRENDS — During the 10- 
year period from 1945 through 
1954 the population of the 22 
hospitals increased 9 per cent, 
fropi an average of 1,7(W to 
1,858. In 1954 there were more 
than 200 patients for each 
physician. 78 for each registered 
nurse. Adjuctlve therapists and 
social workers were far below 
the number set by the American 
Psychiatric Association as ade­
quate. During the decade con­
sidered the patient population of 
all the 22 hospitals showed a 
steady upward trend, accelerated 
in the past two years.

The Topeka hospital added 
doctors and nurses and a t­
tendants. reducing the doctor- 
patient load from  616 to 58. This 
ran the per day patient cost up 
to $.5,34. With w hat result?

New admissions remained 
about the sam e a t Topeka and 
the other institutions. But the 
better treatm ent enabled Tope- 
da to discharge many more pa­
tients in shorter time, so that 
whüe the other 22 hospitals 
showed increased population of 
about 9 per cent. Topeka re ­
ported a decrease of 25 per cent.

COMPARISON — The hospi­
tals surveyed were all sm all­
er than Dix Hill and Morganton 
and the same service m ight run 
a bit higher per patient. The 
$2.64 per day in them compares 
with $3.20 a t the North Carolina 
institutions. (The overall aver­
age for the five units in the N.C. 
system Is w ithin a few pennies 
of $3.00 per day). The Psy­
chiatric Association says $5.00 
is the absolute minimum for 
genuine economic operation.

Dr. John W. Murdoch, Gen­
eral Superintendent o f the N.C. 
hospitals, insists th s t a few more 
dollars spent for doctors and 
liurses and curative therapy will 
pay handsome dividends In two 
ways. It will actually save money 
in total appropriations, and more 
important It will enable the hos­
pitals to restore to relatively nor­
mal health hundreds^of patients 
now in State Institutions.

His father didn't work 
much, his mother had a chronic 
heart condition and the children 
spent most of their time a t the 
Jewish Shelter Home.

Nadler says he was “ always 
good” In hústory, geography and 
spelling, and he read a lot in 
school — all the biographies, 
Hannibal, Alexander, Caesar.

He was slow in starting  school 
because he had a .speech im ­
pediment and was 14 when he 
finiatwd the eighth Irrade and went 
to work.

Notebook On Life

His first Job was detailed cleri­
cal w ork; then he worked as a hat 
blocker In Cincinnati and for a 
shoe company in St. Louis. His 
first day he says he learned the 
location of the shoe company’s 
68 other stores and still rem em ­
bers them . “ When I was 2 1 1 had 
a fabulous m em ory,” Nadler de­
clares, “ One initial or note still 
mean.s 100 facts to me. I wish I 
had three or four hours to tell 
you all I know about ancient 
hi.story.”

In 1941, Nadler went to work 
for the government and now is 
employed a t the St. Louis Area 
Support Center. He flies to New 
York week ends.

He is philosophical about hLs 
lack of worldly success and 
points to Julius Caesar, “ the 
greatest m an of all time. After 
the battle of Parcellus in 48 B.C. 
he granted general amnesty to 
everybody. He was a great gurist, 
policitian, orator, engineer, gen­
eral—and they assassinated him .”

to tb* problem of protecting 
American manufactureri, work­
er# and farmer# from compet­
ition of foreign good# made more 
cheaply.

Japan’# export# ire  getting 
rough treatment here, as wa# 
pointed out yesterday. In addit­
ion, we are uaing tariffs and other 
restrictions to limit import# from 
other countries. These curb Im­
ports of watches from Switzer­
land, sugar from Cuba, cham­
pagne from France, cheese from 
Italy and generators from Eng­
land. Each barrier is a blow to 
the economy of the exporting 
nation. Some of these blows com­
fort Communists.

Let's explore possible soluHous:
I. Suppose we allowed free and 

unrestricted imports of harm­
less products from all friendly 
nations? There are some who 
say the results would be good. 
Because foreign nations would 
be gaining more dollars, they 
would be buying more Amerlcaa 
goods, making our factoriea 
busier. Importing and shipping 
would boom. All this would create 
more Job# than were lost in 
American watch factories, augar 
beet farms and elsewhere. 
PERSUASIVE.. BUT WON'T. 
WORK

While that sounds good, there 
Is ample evidence to show that a 
hlgh-wage economy cannot com­
pete with a low-wage economy. 
Ask almost anybody in New 
England. He will tell you that 
New England textile mills paying 
$1.80 an hour have been unable to 
compete with Southern mills 
paying $1,10 an hour. The drift 
of textile manufacturing South 
has made some Southland com­
munities better customers for 
New England tools, lobsters«and 
other products, but these pur­
chases have not offset New Eng­
land's loss of industry and jobs.

W hen there  is non-restricted 
trade between two regions, or two 
nations, wages in the less-favor­
ed section tend to rise, but wages 
In the other section tend to de­
cline. Thus, a free exchange of 
products between Japan and the 
United States would tend to 
lift the Japanese level—but low­
er ours.

II. Suppose we raised the bars 
agaihst all foreign products ex­
cept those we cannot produce, or 
need for defense? That would 
preserve some existing jobs and 
and m arkets, but if, would de­
stroy our import business. 
Worse, it would deny foreign 
nations opportunities to earn  
American dollars with which to 
buy American products, hence it 
would also destroy our export 
business. C utting off foreign 
trade would wipe out about one- 
seventh of all our business. 

'LOANS AND GRANTS?
III. Suppose we limited imports 

to bare m ínim ums, and then gava 
foreign countries rants and loans 
to m ake up for their lost m arkets 
and to enable them to buy Ameri­
can products?

There is one argument for 
this: It would shift the Durden 
of caring for our allie.s trom  
the people in competitive fields to 
all the taxpayers. Surely r'ne 
tuna fisherman out of San Pedro 
should not be expected to pay 
for good Japanese relations with 
his job; all of u.s should share 
the cost.

, The big fault with this idea is 
that we are now learning, for i," e 
tw entieth time, th a t loan.s and 
gifts do not make foreign friends. 
But give another nation a m ar­
ket and she will love you and 
fight for you.

IV. Suppose we do it the other 
way: give m arkets here to other 
nations and let the government 
and taxpayers reimburse the 
tuna industry, the china industry 
and all others for their losses?

The only solution is the one' 
th a t we have been using for 
more than  a century. T hat is a 
series of compromises and ad­
justments. raising tariffs to pro­
tect industries in trouble: lower­
ing them to aid other nations in 
distress; giving money to count­
ries when it will help them and 
American interests with w-hlch 
they will spend it. and making 
loan.s and buying commodities 
at home w'hen it is necessary 
to help an industry a segment of 
agriculture or a labor group.

We may detest governmental 
paternali.sm. statLsm and control 
of businp,ss. hut we will live w ith '
It all our lives in the field of 
foreign trade.

Prom  all of this they expect to 
come up with vastly better w arn­
ing services and to learn what. 
If anything, can be done to soften 

ithe im pact or change the path of 
the  great winds.
