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Disappointingly Few Registered

A disappointingly small number of Pitt Countians
have put their names on the county’s registration books
during the current registration period which ends Sat-
urday.

At noon last Saturday D. S. Spain, Jr., chairman
of the Pitt Board of Efections, reported that only 32
people registered during the first two weeks of the
registration period in Greenville and Farmville. That
would indicate that probably not more than 50 voters
had registered throughout the county.

In spite of the fact a registration period was held
just prior to the Democratic primary in May, there re-
main a good many people in Pitt County who are not
properly registered in the precinct in which they re-
sdie. Unless they are registered by Saturday after-
noon, they will not be allowed to vote in the special re-
ferendum on constitutional amendments to be held on
September 8.

The proposed -constitutional amendments on the
Pearsall Plan and the three constitutional amendments
passed by the 1955 General Assembly are of utmost
importance to the voters of North Carolina. On Sept-
ember 8, voters are expected to turn out in large num-
bers to exercise their right of deciding whether those
amendments will become part of the constitution of
North Carolina.

Blue Ridge Retains
Green Woodlands

COLOR — Occasional splotch-
es of color, mostly yellow, are
to be seen on the wooded slopes
of the Blue Ridge. Bright-hued
summer flowers grow in profu-
sion in home yards, and com-
mercial fields of dahlias, glad-
joli and other cut flowers are
not uncommon.

Mostly the color is green. Na-
ture has co-operated with the
foresters’ slogan ‘“‘Keep North
Carolina Green."” Reforestation
projects have largely covered
the raw scars left when lumber-
men denuded the hillsides. Shades
of green range from almost yel-
low to almost black providing
a harmony of color less specta-
cular, but more restful, than the
same slopes will present in Oc-
tober. Unwooded areas are
green, too. It has been the pri-
vilege of your reporter to get
pretty well all over North Caro-
lina during July and August
every summer for many years.
Never before. have fields and
pastures shown less drought sear-
ing than this summer. From Ra-
leigh west even the tobacco and
cotton looks more llke mid-July
than late August.

Grandfather Mountain is green,
too, but on McRae Meadows
there was plenty of color Sun-
day. Occasion was the gathering
of the Scotish Clans to celebrate
the 211th anniversary of the
landing of Bonnie Prince Char-
lie at Glenfinnan Scotland on
August 19, 1745. Upwards of
3,000 people came to watch the
hundred or more participants in
ancient highland games, hear
bagplpers from Charleston and
Washington, hear special ballads
and folks songs, join in group
singing of old Scottish religious
and battle hymns. Descendants
of the clans wore kilts and
scarfs and head-dress in authen-
tic tartan weave, presenting a
variety of color in a scene do-
minated by the huge.blue flag
with the Cross of St. Andrew
and the orange banner with the
red dragon of 8t. George.

It is proposed to make this
an annual affair on the Sunday
closest to August 19.

Will Boom

Each time you iook
Federal highway program
looks bigger.

It's more than billions of dol-
iars worth of stecl and cement,
more than a million new jobs,
more than thousands of new
motels and other highwny
enterprises. It's thousands of gr s
of field telephones, a quarter of
a billlon more cans of beer a
year, . ousands of gallons of
drafting ink, millions of dollars
in fees for real-estate men,
lawyers and industrial doclors.

The program has been des-
cribed both as a $33 billion and
a $50 billion project. Even these
figures seem larger at each
glance.

The $33 billion figure is basie:
that's what the Federal govern-
ment will put up, plus what the
states will have to ante to get
their shares, But corollary state,
county and ecity projects for
access and feeder roads make
the $50 billion total seem likely.

And that's just the beginning.

INDUSTRY WILL SPEND, TOO

There will be uncountable bil-
lions spent for new restaurants,
motels, service stations, tourist
traps and othcer enterprises.
There will be more billiors spent
for expansion of existing stee],
cement, roadmaking machin-
ery and related industries.
