abroad.

In short, an uninterrupted rail route from North
Carolina’s mountains to the sea would be opened. And
with it would come many benefits to the people of the
state.

The 1. C. C. has turned thumbs down on the peti-
tion. The ruling at least delays the dream of many years
in North Carolina of having an adequate east-west
transportation route by rail. But Southern has said it
will continue its fight for use of the two small eastern
links of track.

A Major Step Toward
Handling Air Traffic

A major step toward bringing the handling of
aviation traffic up to date will be made with the $250
million aviation safety and airport modernization pro-
gram launched by the Civil Aeronautics Administration.

Secretary of Commerce Weeks has termed the ma-
jor program “the greatest federal aviation program in
history.” From the comments which were forthcoming
after the recent major air disaster suffered by the na-
tion, it is quite obvious that the country needs the

SLOW VOTE -— The Gover-
nor's Committee for the Public
School Amendment, which is
directing the campaign for rati-
fication of the amendment au-
thorizing the Pearsall Plan to
be put into effect, is chiefly con-
cerned with getting out the vote.

Installment
Rates Will

If you are a consumer—aren't
we all?—when you make your
next instalment purchase you
may find things a bit different.
The amount of the down pay-
ment may be a bit more than
you expected, The credit ‘execu-
tive may not smile and " sav.
“Eighteen or twenty-four pay-
ments?’’ He’s much more likely
to say, “Now you'd like to clear
this up in twelve payments,
wouldn’t you?" And if you've
been lax in making payments on
the last purchase, you'll find the
‘credit executive still genial but
he'll be suggesting a bit more
down and, say, 10 payments.

And if you haven't paid your
July charge account bill, vou're
likely to get a phone cali some
day next week. A sweet voice
will ask you if you have over-
looked the matter.

And if you want to finance
an auto, you may find the interest
rate two or three points higher
than your last auto loan.

Congress has taken power to
regulate credit away from the
Federal Reserve Board. But the
FRB discount rate, plus the
rise in bank rates, is doing the
job,

ALL RATES RELATED

Banks get much of their lend-
money from the Federal Reserve
System. The banks have been
paying from 2% to 3 per cent
on this money, depending on
the district in which they are
located. The banks have been
lending this money to borrowers
with highest rating at 3% per
cent. Last week, anticipating
that the FRB would raise its
discount rate (the rate al which
it lends to banks), banks boosted
their basic rate to 4 per cent,
the highest rate in 23 years.

When the base rate rises, all
other rates go up. For example,
when the rate to impregnable
corporations went to 4 per cent
the rate to stockbrokers went to
4'; per cent. Brokers raised their
rate to customers to 5 per cent,

NO HAPPY ALTERNATIVES

A typical store has been fin-
ancing credit sales at 7 per cent
and takes losses on defaults in
addition. Many stores pay more,
only a few pay less. Then it
makes an instalment sale, the
store gets the balance from the
financial organization and uses it
.to pay suppliers and other obligat-
ions. As customers pay, their
payments are creditied to the
finance company.

Now the store's rate has been
raised to 8 per cent. That's
equal to about half its net profit
on instalment sales. So it must
accept a cut in profit on instal-
ment sales. So it must accept a
cut in profits, increase prices,
increase its charges for credit or
reduce credit costs. Because all
the other alternatives threaten
profits, the first effort is to
cut credit costs.

Whenever it persuades a custo-
mer to pay $200 down instead
of $100, it saves $8. Whe it per-
suades a customer to pay off a
$200 balance in 12 instead of 18
months, it saves $4.

Judging from Federal Reserve
data, about $3 billion in charge
accounts is outstanding today in
the United States. If lenders have
increased their rate to stores by
1 per cent, this debt is costing
stores about $3,000,000 more a
year.

If stores are paying an average
of 6 per cent for financing, this
load of charge accounts is costing
them $17,000,000 a month, plus
bookkeeping and other costs.
I1f stores can cut the time of‘each
account in half—getting payment
in 30 days instead of 60, 15 in-
stead of 30—then retailers can
increase net profits before taxes
by 8,500,000 a month, or more
than $100,000,000 a year.

BALTIMORE (# — George P.
Mahoney, who narrowly lost the
Democratic primary last May,
was tagged last night to replace
the ailing Millard E. Tydings as
the party’'s candidate for the U.S.
Senate,

The State Democratic Commit-
tee, by a 97-55 vote, selected the
54-year-old Baltimore contractor
over Mrs. Eleanor Tydings, wife
of the former senator and daugh-
ter of former U.S. Ambassador to
Russia Joseph E. Davies.

Early today, Mahoney said he
would revive the bitter 1950 cam-
paign between Tydings and Re-
publican Sen. John Marshall But-
ler as an issue. “I'm going to take
out after Butler throughout this
state and make sure the people
know about the fraud perpetrated
on Tydings six years ago,” he
said.

Committee members were
urged by Mrs. Tydings’ support-
ers to name her so she might
carry on her husband’'s vengeance
campaign against Butler,

Tydings, who served 24 straight
years in the Senate, was ousted
by Butler in a bitter campaign
— for—which Butler's side was repri-
manded by a ‘Senate elections sub-

committee. It said ‘“‘back-street
type” tactics were used.

Singled out for criticism was a
fake photograph — a composite
— purporting to show Tydings in
amiable conversation with Earl
Browder, Communist party chief.

Since his defeat, Tydings has
publicly charged Butler with lack-
ing “the manhood to denounce”
use of the picture. And he let it
be known his new campaign
against Butler would recall the
clashes of former years with the
late President Franklin D. Roose-
velt and Sen. Joseph R. McCar-
thy (R-Wis). L

Because Tydings refused to sup-
port administration measures,
Roosevelt urged his defeat in the
1938 primary.
