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Nasser And Advisors Map
Reply To Suez Proposals

CAIRO (M — President Nasser
met today with his top advisers,
presumably to frame his reply to-
night to an 18-nation plan for inter-
national control of the Suez Canal.

Prime Minister Robert G. Men-

ries of Australia also was in con-
sultation with members of his
The com-

five-nation committee.
mittee presented the majority
plan of the London Suez confer-
ence to Nasser yesterday.

A committee spokesman said
Menzies so far has done most of
the talking but Nasser is expected
to have his say at the evening
conference. Nasser has rejected
international control of the canal
he seized July 26.

Nasser met with Foreign Minis-
ter Mahmoud Fawzi and his No. 1
political advisér, Ali Sabry. Sabry
was in London as an observer dur-
ing the Suez conference that Egypt
refused to attend.

The Australian legation was in
eontact with diplomatic represen-
tatives in Cairo of the 18 nations
supperting the international con-
trol plan drafted by Secretary of

French and British military

Foreign Secre-
tary Lester B. Pearson of Canada,
and foreign ministers Christian Pi-
neau of France and Paul-henri
Spaak of Belgium also are on
hand. Pineau advocates strong ac-
tion if the Menzies mission. fails.

While Nasser has balked at in-
ternational control, hope has been
expressed the Menzies mission
talks may turn up the basis for
negotiations leading to a compro-
mise.

The committee met with Nasser
and his aides twice yesterday for
a total of an hour and 40 min-

utes. Menzies said he did all the
talking.

Menzies said he expected the
closed-door talks to last through
the week.

Cther nations on the committee
are Iran, Ethiopia and Sweden.

Nasser said earlier he saw room
for compromise in President Ei-
senhower’'s latest statement Fri-
day affirming Egyptian sovereign-
ty over the Suez Canal but insist-
ing that it be kept open to
international shipping. Nasser
maintains that internationalization
of the canal would infringe his
country’s sovereignty, but he has
offered to guarantee unimpeded
passage through it to all nations.

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Something Better Than Mad

Many opponents of the Pearsall Plan would un-
thinkingly leave North Carolina and its public school
system to the fate of the public schools of Clinton,
Tennessee which have become the center of rioting and
mob action.

Is the situation in Clinton to be preferred to a
legal procedure whereby schools may be closed to pre-

" vent such rioting? Is it better to settle an issue by mob
violence than by a legal, fair election? ;

Is it better to have the schools closed by violence
and have no provisions for private education than it is
to have &n insuificient fund provided by the state for
pupils’ edacation in private schools? .

The Pearsall Plan is mot perfect. But at least it
provides for the people of North Carolina a method
short of and m.;cmener than mob violence through
which ther can prevent integration in their individual
public schools if they see fit, At least the Pearsall Plan
provides a small sum for private education of young-
sters in the event schools are closed; which would not
be available if the plan is defeated and subsequently
schools are closed by violence.

At the same time, it must be remembered that

the Pearsall Plan does not say that integration of public
schools will not be tolerated in North Carolina. It af-
fords the people of every individual school district of
the state the means of saying at the rolls whether they
prefer integrated schools to no school at all if the situa-
tion comes to that choice. The decision is left entirely
to the people of the local unit.
In the final analysis it is much more likely that
fewer schools in North Carolina will be closed through
elections made possible by the Pearsall Plan than
would be the case if the plan is defeated and the only
way to eombat integration is by mob violence which
would certainly close the schools,

The Pearsall Plan assures there will be a middle
ground in case of an integration order in which indivi-
dual citizens can determine whether, under existing
eircumstances, they will condone a certain amount of
integration in their schools or close them. If the plan
fe defeated, radigals on either side will hold sway and
there will be no middle ground. Mob rule will replace
law and order, and leaders of the mobs will determine
the eourse to be followed.

Opponents who would lead citizens to believe
there will be a wholesale closing of public schools in
North Carolina under the Pearsall Plan discount the
amose reverent attitude the average citizen has toward

An Invaluable Offer To
Adlai And The Nation

President Eisenhower’s offer to furnish Adlai
Stevenson with intelligence reports on United States
foreign affairs should be accepted by the Democratic
candidate for the presidency.

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N. C. Salary Costs
Probably Will Rise

By LYNN NISBET

SALARIES — It is falrly cer-
tain that the cost of salaries
of State employees, including
teachers in the public schools
and the institutions of higher
education, will be upped about
10 per cent next year. That may
not mean that every person
on the State payroll will get a
10 per cent boost in pay.

The Board of Higher Educat-
ion, especlally its finance com-
mittee, is struggling with the
problem of how to adjust salar-
ies of professors and instructors in
the tax-supported colleges. The
easy way out would be to re-
commend a 10 per cent raise
‘“‘across the board.” Studies by
the finance committee have
disclosed some glaring discre-
pancies in compensation on basis
of real ability and service. A
horizontal raise would serve
only to perpetuate and accen-
tuate the discrepancies. Neither
the finance committee nor the
full board wants to do that.

Question is: Who will bell the
cat? Who will do the grading
to determine which professor
will get a raise, maybe above
10 per cent, and who will not?
College administrators, Nving
every day with faculty members,
are reluctant to assume the re-
sponsibility. Top board mem-
bers confess they are not suffi-
ciently acquainted with ability,
performance and service of in-
dividuals to make adequate ap-
praisal, At the same time, Maj.
L.P. McLendon, a member of the
board’s finance committee, feels
his group should share the re-
sponsibility. He says his com-
mittee has found a splendid
spirit of cooperation among col-
lege administrators.

Maj. McLendon further voic-
ed the hope that the plan adopted
by his board for the colleges, of
recognizing tenure and loyalty
along with proven ability and
capacity for service, might serve
as a pattern for more equitable
adjustment of pay scales through
all State agencies, departments
and institutions.

ROAD TAX — A quarter of a
cent a gallon tax on gasoline
doesn't seem very big, but it
amounts to about $3 million
dollars a year in North Carolina.
Donnie Sorrell, commissioner for
the fifth division, told his col-
leagues on the highway commis-
sion that the motorists in North
Carolina are paying that much
taxes which many of them do
not knowr about, Most people
think the gasoline State tax is
7 cents a gallon, when in fact it
is 7%, the quarter cent being
levied under a different law as
an inspection fee.

The collections under this item
amount to a little more than $3
million & year. The inspection
service costs about half a mil-
lion, The other two and a half
millions go into the general fund.
Highway folks contend this con-
stitutes “‘diversion’” of highway

revenue; Others contend it is-un-—

constitutional collection of fees
above the cost of inspection. The
highway commissioners are acute-
ly conscious of this excess levy,
both as public officials and as

private business men. All 14 of
them are men of widely diverse
successful business. At least
four—Emmett Winslow, Donnie
Sorrell, Jim Hardison and June
Scarborough—have major inter-
est in the distribution and retail
sale of gasoline. They want
their customers to know that in
addition to the 7 cents road tax
levied by the State and 3 cents
by the Federal government,
there is another hidden tax
amounting to $3 million a year
which comes out of what other-
wise would be profits for their
industry.

They don't object to the tax so
much as to the way it is hidden.
They want it openly published
that the State tax is 7% cents a
gallon, and they want it all dedi-
cated to highway projects; or
they want the quarter cent levy
eliminated and the cost of in-
spection absorbed by the high-
way fund out of the 7 cents yield.

In raising the issue of this
time they are playing with dyn-
amite, because Governor Hod-
ges has often indicated his belief
that separately earmarked funds
are unnecessary, that State ser-
vices should be provided as need-
ed out of State revenue, without
too much regard for source or
destination of the tax money.

COURTS — E.T. Curly) San-
ders, Burlington attorney and
veteran legislator, was talking
about improvement in the courts
during the past two or three
years.

There is room for
reasonable doubt about the de-
gree of drunkenness of a driver,
and the extent of control he
might have over his own senses
and his car after one or more
drinks. It is conceivable that
speeding and drunken driving
might be accidental. But when a
man gets Into his car to drive
it without ‘that little piece of
paper’ this operator's licenses,
that is bound to be deliberate,
and I have no patience with
him."’

The Street - Building Secrets

Building streets is a fascinating
thing. i

It's also a growing thing. And
what with all kinds of money be-
ing laid out for it, the uniformed
laymen is almost forced to ask,
“‘Just how do you build a street?"”

A poll of several qualified side-
walk superintendents on a job
here in town revealed some fas-
cinating answers. I am happy
to pass them on.

First, & route must be select-
ed. If possible, pick a route that
has been in use for several
years. That’s because so many
people have become accustomed
to using the route and the con-
tractor can see that his services
are needed. Inconvenience of the
masses has nothing to do with
selection of a route.

Second, try to tear up the exist-
ing thoroughfare as much as
possible. That includes knocking
out old curbs and gutters, laying
new pipes and conduits, and rip-
ping up the front edges of lawns.

Notebook On Life

The reason for that is to get in
as much new construction as pos-
sible so if there's trouble later
the old road bed won't have to
be blamed. A desire to infuriate
property owners does not enter
into the overall plan.

Third, after all the ripping,
tearing, putting and placing is
completed, haul in new dirt to fill
in the holes. Just dump the new
dirt .and spread it a bit, so it
can settle naturally. The fact that
clay is frequently used is not a
coincidence but street builders
really have no desire to see
automobiles get stuck in the
gooey mess. They don't like to
laugh at spinning wheels and
irate drivers.

After the new dirt settles, the
fourth phase comes in. That in-
volves the use of discs and road
scraping. New ways to lay out
ed on is blocked off, of course,
and the discs and scrapers are
run back and forth all day long.

Record
Ahead In
$$$ Totals

By ELMER ROESSNER

The Labor Day-to-Christmas
selling period starting today pro-
mises to run up the largest dollar
totals the country has ever seen.

Almost all forms of income—
wages, salaries, proprietors pro-
fits and dividends—are at a peak
and apparently going even high-
er. Even farm income, which
has been lagging, has shown
signs of picking up. There are
plenty of goods. New models of
appliances are beginning to roll
off assembly lines and the 1957
model autos will be coming along
ina matter of weeks.

Buying power and supplies of

goods are essential, but they do

not mean much without confi-
dence—and confidence is running
out our ears.

A RUNNING START

Sales totals have been gemerale
ly good so far this year. Total
retail sales in the first half of
the year were 4 per cent higher
than in the first half of 1955,
according to Commerce Depart-
ment figures. Of the groups of
stores for which comparative fig-
ures are available, only three
failed to top 1955 marks, They
are meat markets, down 5 per
cent; bakery products stores,
down 3 per cent, and motor ve-
hicle dealers, down 4 per cent.

Rising meat prices may pull
up the markets' total for the
year and the new models may
help auto dealers. The bakeries
seem stuck at the present level
until dieting becomes unpopular.

Department store sales, as
compiled by the Federal Re-
serve, were 6 per cent ahead of
last year during the first six
months of this one. Very few
areas reported declines. Downe
town Boston fell below last year
and minor losses were reporte
from Providence, R.I.; Wikles-
Barre—Hazelton; Lexington, Ky;
Lowell, Mass.; and Kansas City
areas. Wilmington, Del., led all
other districts with a 14 per cent
gain, followed by Duluth-Superior
and Topeka with 10 per cent.

SUMMER SLUMP MYTH

This six months of gain gave
merchants considerable momen-
tum. However, the steel strike
in July slowed sales “in most
lines. The end of strike, with its
bonnie wage increase, appeared
to have given sales a spurt in
August, although the figures will
not be available for some time.

July and August are no longer
off months, largely because mer-
chants have found that, with vigo-
rous promotions, they can sell
right through summer. For in-
stance, the average total of
monthly sales last year was
$15.5 billion. This figure was fat-
tened, of course, by the Decemb-
er total. Sales in July were $15.4
billion, a shade under the aver-
age, and in August were $15.6 bil-
lion, a shade over.

There is one little joker in the
prospective sales rise through the
remaining months of the vear.
The increase may be less than
it seems.

_Prices, as well as incomes, are
rising. Therefore an increase in
sales as measured by dollars may
represent a smaller—or no-—-rise
in the volume of goods sold. A
rise of 8 per cent in sales in the
last four months of the year—
a not unlikely figure—might re-
present only a 4.5 or 6 per cent
rise in physical volume.

In fact. part of the 4 per cent
rise in sales during the first
half of this year may represent
rise in prices, although not much
because the price level up to
July was fairly stable. It was
after that that the steel settle-
ment and the government-en-
gl‘:_]eered rise in agriculture
prices began to shove the level
higher.

Big Union Vote Conceded FEisenhower

WASHINGTON Although the AFL-
CIO organization has endorsed
the Stevenson-Kefauver ticket
after anguished debate and a re-
latively close vote among the
bosses, labor leaders concede
that President Eisenhower will
get the greatest union vote ever
given to a Republican candi-
date for the Presidency. They
give him at least 40 per cent,
possibly 50, of the workingmen's
and their families' ballot.

The labor leaders who opposed
any political commitment, real-
izing that they must maintain
friendly relations with both part-
ies at Capitol Hill and at the
White House, control almost
half of the full AFL—CIO mem-
bership. They represent the most
well-knit, disciplined and wealthy
organizations. Their willingness
to go on record against the
Democratic nominees marks a
distinct Republican gain

LABOR'S PRGSPVERITY PARA-

MOUNT The fact is that there is
no great enthusiasm among the
rank and file for the Chicago
lawyer and the Senator from
Tennessee. Neither man packs
the appeal which Franklin D.
Roosevelt or Harry S. Truman
made, with their strident clamor
for union allegiance.

The labor vote, according to
experts in this field, will not
be moved by nostalgic sentiment
in this yvear's election. Truman's
characterization of Stevenson
as a ‘‘nonfighting conservative'
and ‘'defeatist””, who cannot
win, may lead them to stay away
from the polls.

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N. C.Lawmakers Have Considerable

Stake In Constitutional Amendment

By BRYAN HAISLIP

RALEIGH (#—Members of the
1957 General Assembly have a fi-
nancial stake in a constitutional
amendment which voters will de-
cide on Bept, 8,

If the amendment is approved,
the lawmakers stand to get a pay
increase which could . amount to
$450 each. In addition; they could
receive up to $8 per day for living
expenses and seven cents per mile
for travel.

For a session of 120 days, the
two changes could mean as much
as $1,000 or more extra pay for
the average legislator,

Legislators have complained
their present pay of not more
than $1,350 a session is scarcely
eiiough to pay their living ex-
penses " in Raleigh and certainly
does not compensate them for the
time and effort they devote to
their legislative duties.

The amendment is one of three
adopted by the 1955 Legislature.
Ordinarily, they would have been
voted on in the November general
election.

However, a special session of

lature last July set the
Sept. 8 “general election” for a
vote on the amendment dealing
with school segregation proposals.
Under the state constitution, it
was necessary to submit the other
three amendments at the same
time.

The discussion of the school seg-
regation amendment has far over-
shadowed the other proposed con-
stitutional changes. No campaign
for their approval—or rejection—
has been apparent. :

In addition to legislative pay.

“For (or against) amendment
allowing limited necessary com-
pensation of members of the Gen-
eral Assembly.”

“For (or against) constitutional
amendment changing the date for
convening the General Assembly
from January to February.”

“For (or against) amendment
authorizing married women to ex-
ercise powers of attorney con-
ferred upon her by her husband.”

The pay rate for General As-
{sembly members would remain at
{the present $15 per day for mem-
bers and $20 per day for presid-
ing officers. The difference would
be in raising from 90 to 120 max-
imum number of days for which
legislators receive pay.

Thus, for a session of 120 days
or more a legislator would get $1,-
800 instead of the present $1,350.
Recent sessions have all run past
the 90-day limit, while the 1955
session went on for a record 143
days.

Even more important for law- |
makers, moneywise, would be the|
provisions for subsistence and
travel allowances. At present, they
receive no such compensation.

The rate could not exceed that
fixed for members of state boards
and commissions generally. The
'Legislature itself sets the rates in
\the appropriations bill. At present,
it amounts to actual subsistence
expénses not to exceed $3 per day,
