Most Greer‘wi]le citizens by now are well aware of
the deplorable situation which exists in the athletic
program at the local high school.

The time has come for the citizens to do some-
thing about it. Unless adequate financial support is
forthcoming from local citizens through the GHS
Boosters club, Greenville high’s athletic program will
continue the downhill road it has traveled these last
several years. Already it has reached the border line
where it must either begin the uphill struggle again,
or be lost entirely. ‘

High School officials and coaches have attempted
to carry on an adequate sports program for the schoonl
students of the city. Under the circumstances they have
done an excellent job with what they have had. The
fact remains, however, that without financial support
from the people of Greenville, funds for the program
have been grossly inadequate and the program itself
inadequate.

Through purchase of Booster Club memberships,
people of the city can give Greenville High School's
athletic program the shot in the arm needed to revita-
lize the program. The dollars which are raised through
Booster Club membership will go to promote the pro-
gram through the purchase of equipment so the boys
will not have to buy their own as the case has been in
the past. The money will provide meals on out-of-town
trips so players will not have to buy their own meals
or go hungry. Adequate funds will assure that a GHS
baseball team will not have to attempt to go through
another season with a rigid allotment of only 24 base-
balls.

If the efforts of the Boosters Club are successful—
and we hope theyv are—Greenville High, which now has
only two coaches, may be able to get more coaches to
compare more favorably with the four or five coaches
who direct athletic programs in other schools of this
area.

ECC Growing Pains

Continue In Evidence

Another big year lies ghead for East Carolina Col-
lege as officials look for a record enrollment of 3,600
students. '

Like many years in the last 10 it will be a year of
erowded classes, classroom space problems, turning
away applicants for lack of dormitory space, difficulty
in finding living quarters off campus for students and
countless other problems.

For all the problems, it will be a year in which
eountless young people of Eastern North Carolina will
be getting valuable college training they could not af-
ford were not East Carolina located in this section of
the state. For all the congestion, East Carolina will turn
out another large group of new teachers next spring to
fill the gaping holes in the state’s public schools.

The only misgiving we have at the huge enroll-
ment at East Carolina this year is that existing tacili-
ties will be hard pressed, and in many cases overtaxed.
The situation could result in some students not getting
the greatest possible amount of education during their
college year, Then too, there is the ever-present dis-
couraging factor that a number of applicants who
wanted to attend ECC had to be turned away for lack
of facilities.

In the past ten years enrollment at East Carolina
College has increased more than three-fold. The physi-
cal plant of the college and its staff and faculty have
heen expanded during the period in an effort to keep
mece with the growth of the institution. But with each
mcceeding year, the facilities at East Carolina fall
short of the demand made upon it for college educa-
tions by young people from this part of the state.

In a few months North Carolina’s General Assemb-
ly will meet again. Among other matters of business, it
will determine what amount of money will be made
available to East Carolina during the next biennium
for permanent improvements and operations. Already
the college has made known its needs to the Advisory
Budget Commission. That body in turn will make re-
'commendations to the legislature.

It behooves the people of all of Eastern Carolina
to see that members of the General Assembly are aware
of the acute growing pains East Carolina is feeling be-
cause of its need for additional facilities. It is important

~thatlegislators know of the important role the college

plays.in the life of this section of the state, and the
number of youngsters who, if they are to get a college
education, must of necesgity acquire it at East Caro-
lina.

The state supports a number of colleges in the
Piedmont and Western parts of the state, but East
Carolina is the only state-supported college east of
Raleigh to serve the entire eastern section.

East Carclina’s ability to serve the young people
of this area is limited only
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r GHS Athletics

memberships and funds derived from them, youngsters
of Greenville High will be afforded adequate training
which they should expect in their athletic program.
It is quite obvious now that with only two men to hand-
le boys in seven sports, it is impossible for the young-
sters to receive the proper attention.

The future of Greenville High's athletic program
at this point depends upon the success of Booster Club
efforts to raise funds to carry on the program. And the
success of Boster Club efforts depends directly upon the
response of the people of Greenville.

Youngsters of any high school need an adequate
athletic program. It is the responsibility of the people
of the community to see that funds are available to
finance an adequate program.

If Greenville High School is to have the calibre
athletic program its students should have, the people
of the city must provide the money to operate the pro-
gram, The fate of the athletic program at the high
school today is in the hands of the people of Green-
vilte, Whether the athletic program is revitalized or
is allawed to fall apart depends entirely upon the

people of the city.

Rules On Absentee
Vote September 8

By LYNN NISBET

ABSENTEES — Yes, you may
vote by mail in the September
8 election on constitutional
amendments by complying with
provisions of the absentee voter
provisions of the election laws.
The conditions are fairly simple
and easy to meet. But they are
written to protect the basic right
of suffrage, rather than to make
it easy for the indolent citizen to
cast his ballot without exerting
any effort.

Briefly summarized, the con-
ditions are these: The voter must
properly registered in the cor-
rect precinct; he (or she) must
know in advance that he will be
out of the county of residence on
election day or that he will be
physically unable to attend the
polling place.

The voter must make applicat-
ion in person, or by mail in
writing, or by a member of his
immediate family (husband or
wife, brother or sister, parent
or child) to the chairman of the
county board of elections for ab-
sentee ballots. The precinct re-
gistrar cannot deliver ahsentee
ballots to anybody, and the
county chairman cannot deliver
them except under conditions
above set out.

The statutes go into detail
about how absentee ballots shall
be obtained, marked and accom-
panied by affidavits, and records
that must be kept and published
by chairmen ‘and registrars.
These details are necessary,
but not important to understand-
ing by the ordinary voter as to
how he can vote by mail.

What he needs to remember is
that if he expects to be out of
the county on election day, or
anticipates physical inability to
go to the polls, he must apply
through proper channels at least
two days before (in the instant
case and to be safe not later
than Wednesday, September 5)
to his county board of elections
chairman for absentee ' ballots.
He may be told then what other
steps are necessary.

COUNTY — To vole by mail
the citizen must be out of the
county on the day of election. A
registrant in Jamestown, for
example, cannot vote absentee
because he had to be on a job
in Greensboro or High Point.
But a registrant in the Archdale-
Trinity precinct of Randolph can
vote absentee if he is on a job in
High Point -or Thomasville, be-
cause these places are in other
counties. The county line barrier
may work a hardship on some
voters and operate to the distinct
advantage of some others. Upon
the whole it tends to carry out
the purposé of the act, Which is
to protect the right of citizens
to cast their ballots despite phy-
sical handicaps.

HISTORY — The absentee or
“mail order’ voting privilege
was originally written into the
law during World War 1 and
was primarily intended to pro-

tect the right of suffiage of
eligible voters who were away
from home by reason of ser-
vice in the military forces, al-
though available to all citizens.

Abuses of the privilege led to
repeal of absentee voting, except
for persons in military service,
in 1939 and tightened restrictions
on military personnel. Absentee
voting for both civilian and mili-
tary was retained in general
elections. By act of the General
Assembly, based on an advisory
opinion of the Supreme Court
justices, the September 8 affair
was designated a ‘‘general elect-
ion.”” The attornev general has
ruled' that absentee voting pri-
vileges apply, under the same
conditions as in the biennial
November general elections. Al-
‘though restrictive, these condit-
ions are not very difficult for
those who want to use, rather
than abuse, the ballot box to
promote good government.

The law is intended to protect a
sacred right, not to serve the
convenience of the idolent and
lazy citizens who just don’t want
to be bothered with going to the

" polling ‘place.

SCANT — Indications are that
voters will make very scant use
of absentees in the amendments
election. Check with half a dozen
county elections chairmen ten
days before voting day failed to
discover a single application for
an absentee ballot.

The secretary of state's office,
which handles all military per-
sonnel absentee ballots, has re-
ceived some 1200 applications
for ballots in' the November gen-
eral election, nary a one for the
September voting.

PERSONALITIES — This si-
tuation further emphasizes =
point made in a recent column
appearing in this space, that
despite protestations about gov-
ernment by law rather than by
men, the average voter is con-
cerned with personalities.

Democrats and Republicans
made much ado about national
party platforms at their recent
conventions, but come November
6 the average voter will mark
his ballot for Eisenhower or
Stevenson for President, Hodges
or Hayes for Governor, Joe
Doakes or John Doe for the
legislature.

Abstract ideas represented by
the constitutional amendments
to be voted upon Saturday of next
week fail to arouse any popular
interest. The personal element
will affect the vote for the ab-
stract ideas. Ballots will be
marked for or gainst the
Pearsall Plan or the Hodges
Plan, rather than for or against

_lhe principles involved.

‘If the nameés of Luther Hodges,
Tom Pearsall, Willlam Joyner,
Bob Huffman, Luns Crew, Wil-
liam Medford, Cloyd Philpott
and Ed Yarborough appeared on
the ballots the idea would get
more votes, North Carolina folks
like to vote for folks by name,
rather than abstract ideas.

provision which ‘makes resort
to violence unnecessary if and
when the courts order integration.

In the faith that local ci'izens
will be more reluctant to close
their schools than legislators
playing upon an emotionladened
stage, the framers of the Pearsall
Plan have provided that decision
for closing the schools rests with
local school patrons alone, This
is in sharp contrast with other
Southern states where legislat-
ors and governorn states where
legislators and governors, not
the people, have been granted
the dictatorial power to close
schools by decree.

Ratio Of
Owners

At Peak

By ELMER ROESSNER

The rise in the ratio of homa
ownership may be near an end.

In 1940, 44 of every 100 famis
1y units, owned their own homes.
By 1950, 55 of every 100 families
were home owners and today
around 60 out of every 100 are
independent of landlords.

Politicians who claim credit for
this state of affairs, sociolo-
gists and others say this high
incidence of home ownership is
wonderful—which of course it is.

A few of them say America will
go on to be the first nation in
which almost every family will
own its own home.

That’s nonsense. The ratio may
never get much higher than it is
now, no matter how much money
the government pours into mort=
gages and incentive programs.
TENANTS PREFERRED

Here are some groups for
whom home ownership may be
a burden:

Young families with pre-school
children. The size of the family,
hence the size of the house
needed, is still uncertain. The
care of the youngsters may not
leave enough time and money to
care for a home.

Families consisting of a parent
and one son or daughter and
where a8 marriage may radically
change requirements.

Elderly couples, where shovel-
ing snow, plowing lawns and
other household chores might
shorten life.

Families with a handicapped
person whose care precludes care
of a house and garden, or who
must live close to sources of
treatment.

Families in which thé bread-
winner's occupation requires fre-
quent moves, or whose employ-
ment requires residence in cer-
tain areas. This includes those in
which the breadwinner expects to
be his company’s European man-
ager next year, and families of
government employees who may
be transferred from post to post.

Families who get major satis-
factions from the theater, the
ballet, sports and other activities
rather than from a home.

There are also families who
don't want to be bothered
with the responsibilities of home
ownership, families that are un-
able to keep a home in repair
or mortgage payments current,
families who prefer apartment
life anyhow, families that prefer
rented quarters until they can
save enough for retirement
homes in the country, and many
one-person ‘‘families.”
CONFIRMED BY STUDY

This persistency of tenancy is
largely corroborated by a study
of rental housing in Milwaukee,
made by the University of Wis-
consin's Bureau of Business Re-
search and Service, financed in
part by a Rockefeller Founda-
tion grant. .

The study showed that high-
rent areas contained unattached
persons, young adults, small new
family groups with few if any
children, and the aged. Many of
the aged lived close to the busi-
ness distriet and nursing home.
In the low-rent areas there were
many minority groups some, pre-
sumably, who will not be sold
homes. In the medium-rental
areas investigators found many
families with grown children who
had once owned their own homes.
In rental areas built since 1930
they found a population pattern
dominated by children under
five, with young parents too
busy and too financially pressed
to buy their own homes. (Be-
sides, the children would wreck
them.)

If about 40 of every hundred
families fall into these natural
tenancy groups, then the ratio
of home ownership will not rise
from now on. But the deteriora-
tion of old homes and the rise in
the number of farnilies will keep
builders fairly busy.
