our own people and the civilian
populations of the entire free
world largely depends, from the
civil defense viewpoint, on infor-
mation which is derived from our
own carefully controlled nuclear |
tests."”

Without them, he added, the na-
tion’s “defenses would deteriorate,
both in terms of civil defense and
in the weapons wirecn we need to
repel any nuclear aggression.”

On the latter point, Strauss said
the tests earlier this year at Eni-
wetok “placed heavy stress on the
development of defensive weapons
including nuclear warheads for
missiles which would be used
against enemy attacks by land,
sea or air.”

He referred also, as he has be-
fore, to developments there reduc-
ing the amount of radioactive fall-
out from the newer weapons.

Stevenson, the Democratic pres-
idential nominee, has said con-
tinued tests ‘‘may cause the hu-
man race unmeasured damage,’
largely because of what he calls
“the most dreadful poison” from

Chinese Troops
Moving Deeper
South In Burma

RANGOON, Burma (f—Chinese

Communist troops from Tibet who
entered Burma through the
nation’s northernmost mountain

passes today were reported to
have moved farther south.

The report to the English-lan-
guage newspaper Nation said the
troops had established one camp
only nine days’ march from the
north Burma center of Putao
(Fort " Hertz). _

The report indicated the Reds
were trying to build up a basis for
demanding the area — often in
dispute — for China. The nation's
correspondent at Nongmung, a
local administrative center north-
east of Putao and only a few miles
from the Red troops’ reported po-
sition, said the invading soldiers
were busily taking a census of
Tibetan inhabitants of the area,

Three Chinese invasions across
the poorly defined northern and
have been reported — one north
of Putao by 3,000 troops crossing
the mountain passes into Tibet,
one farther south into the Kachin
state, and an entrance into the
Wa states in which the Reds re-
portedly occupied about 1,000
square miles of territory.

RALEIGH (M—“All signs point
to & need for a very definite re-
duction” in next year’s tobacco
production, Gov. Luther Hodges of
North Carolina told his news con-
ference yesterday.

He said “one of the most promi-
nent men in the tobacco industry”
had told him, “We're going to have
to reduce on a poui.dage basis in-
stead of an acreage basis.”

The governor said the tobacco
industry ‘“‘ought not to wait much
longer” before getting a group to-
gether to ‘‘decide certain basic
things about tobacco before next
year."”

‘He declared, “We ought not to
hide our heads in the sand.” If
farmers have the idea that “‘all
they have to do is grow tobacco
that weighs a lot,” while the buy-
ers are not going to buy such
types of tobacco, *the farmers
should be told about it before
hand,” he said.

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Promising Program For The Future

A county-wide industrial development program
for Pitt, supported by the county tax funds, is one of
the most promiging proposals vet voiced for boosting
Pitt County's economic future.

While the proposal represents a new trend of
thought in the county, the method of financing a long
range industrial program for the county is not new in
North Carolina. The outstanding example of such a
plan in North Carolina is in Union County where a
county-wide program, supported by tax funds, has at-
tracted many new industries, provided more jobs for
the people, more property for the county to tax and
in general has raised the income of the county and its
people.

The proposal for using county tax funds to sup-
port a program to bolster the economy of the county
13 by no means unprecedented.

Recognizing that agriculture forms the basis of
the economy here, the county for years has put con-
siderable tax dollars into the farm extension service
program which has provided agricultural specialists—
farm agents and home agents—to help farmers of the
county pull themselves up by their own bootstraps.

The agricultural progress of Pitt for more than
two decades has evidenced the wisdom of that decision.
Whereas the agricultural extension program was view-
ed with some misgivings in the desperate days of the
depression, no one now would consider seriously a
proposal to do away with the farm extension program
in the county.

Is it not to launch
In the interest of industrial development a program
similar to that for agriculture which began in the
early '30s?

Most people realize that every section of Pitt
County will profit from industrial development in any
section of the county. The county forms a natural basis
for establishing a far reaching industrial development
program for the various sections of Pitt individually
and collectively. The entire county would participate
in financing the program and the entire county will
benefit from every new industry which was attracted

A Little Prodding, But
Parents Took A Look

Chicod School’s report card exper!ment which
asked parents to come to the school to get a report of
their children’s. activities vividly points up two facts.

1. Parents are very much interested in schools and
what their youngsters are doing.

2. More times than not it takes prodding on the
part of schools and teachers to bring to the surface
the latent interest among the parents.

Parents of more than 80 per cent of the children
of Chicod School visited the school for private con-
ferences with teachers and reports on their children’s
progress.

Urban Development
Will Be Featured

CITIES AND TOWNS — The
general theme of Urban Develop-
ment will feature the convention
of the League of Municipalities
in Asheville Sunday, Monday
and Tuesday, Discussions will be
based on the concept the indus-
trial development is municipal
business. Particular emphasis
will be given the probable im-
pact of industrial development
upon municipal services.

Nationally known experts in
cussions on how such basis ser-
the several flelds will lead dis-
vices as streets, sewage, water,
police and fire protection can be
maintained In rapdily growing
communities. Back of all these
discussions looms the vital fac-
tor of financing—tax rates and
bond issues.

The keynote address Sunday
afternoon will be delivered by
Brandon Hodges, former State
treasurer and presently chair-
man of the tax study eommis-
sion. He is expected to discuss
in general terms the problems of
munieipal financing as related
to the overall State policy. No
specific recommendations are
anticipated, either from the
committee chairman or by ac-
tion of the League, pending fi-
nal report of the tax study group.

The executive committee of
the League met with Governor
Hodges Tuesday afternoon for in-
formal discussion of problems.
A similar conference was held
with county commissioners some
weeks ago. The idea is to co-
ordinate activities of the several
levels of government in an over-
all development program for
North Carolina,

Municipal 'officials have com-
plained for years that they have
been discriminated against by
the State invading license tax
fields and residents of incorpo-
rated towns being required to
pay double taxes in county and
city levies.

AIRPORTS — The location
and utilizatien of airports is rap-
idly becoming almost as much
a problem in North Carolina as
the location of highways. In
some respects the problem is
more acute, because there is
less historic precedent.

Travel of persons and transpor-
tation of goods over land and
water date back to pre-historic
times. Travel through the air is
just a little more than half a
century old.

Nobody knows when the first
man discovered that he could
haul more on a sled then he could
carry on his back, or when his
grandson found he could haul a
lot more by putting wheels on
the sled.

Nor does anybody know when
the first man discovered that he
could float downstream on a log
easier than he could walk along
the bank.

The centuries-long evolution of
land based traffic from the sled
to the modern automobile and
railroad train is difficult t otrace.
It is even harder to follow pro-
gress from the floating log,

through the push-pole and the
oar to the saill and steam ships.
And thence to internal combus-
tion engines and electric power
for both land and water convey-
ance. ;

Aviation is little more than half
a century old. Millions of people
now living were allve before the
first airplane flew at Kill Devil
Hills in North Carolina on that
windy December day in 1903.

While revolutionary advance-
ment has been made in land and
water travel within the past few
decades, the basic principles
have not changed. The pheno-
menal developments have come
in aircraft, and they have come
so fast that there are no ex-
perience precedents to guide
them.

LONG DISTANCE — Land and
water traffic has been and still
is both local and long distance. .
Afr traffic until now has been
essentially long distance. Draw-
ing upon centuries of experience
the management of land and wat-
ter companies -are m#king ids-
tinction between local and far
reaching activities. They are co-
operating with local short haul
feeders into central depots for
channeling into long haul car-
goes.

Lacking that experience, advo-
cates of air transport insist upon
long-haul depots for convenience
of local customers. Witness cur-
rent demands and protests of
such established airports as
Bluethenthal at Wilmington, Ra-
leigh-Durham, Greensboro-High
Douglas at Charlotte, Winston-
Salem, and Asheville-Henderson-
ville for compleie full-time sche-
dules for long distance flights.
Between these big (?) airports
are dozens of communities in-
sisting upon regular long-distance
light schedules.

This brings into focus the ef-
forts of middle-eastern communi-
ties to establish an airport, with
full-fledged flight schedules, some-

where in the area comprised in

the counties of Edgecome, Nash,
Wilson, Wayne, Greene, Lenior,
Craven, Beaufort and Pitt. The
State Department of Conserva-
tion and Development is commit-
ted to support of the idea of a
mid-eastern major airport in this
area.

The project looks good on a

paper, not so good when all the
factors of ground transportation
to and{from the airport, telephone
communications from the var-
ious communities to be served,
and the possible air traffic load
are considered. Operation of big
air liners is expensive business.
They go only where experience
records show probably passeng-
er load sufficient to pay their
way.

Fact is. highways are located
mostly on the.same bhasis of de-
mondstrated need for service, al-
though government can afford to
spend money for non-profit ser-
service, although government
can afford to spend money for
non-profit service to the citizenry,
where private enterprise cannot
take such chance.

Marks Of
Typical

Executive

By ELMER ROESSNER

Here is a profile of the typical
American business executive:’

He is just over 45 years of age
and earns between $20,000 and
$30,000 a year. He's a college
graduate but wishes he had more
education than he has. He has

worked for his present company
for 16 years and during that time
has held four jobs. He puts in
12 % hours a week overtime. He
regards his ability to work with
other people as his greatest as-
set. He says his chief satisfac-
tion from his job is working with
other people,

This picture is derived from a
survey of 214 top and middle
management executives by the
American Management Associa-
tion. About three-fifths of the
executives hold positions ranging
from heads of major depart-
ments i T others
are heads of secondary divisions
and departments,

Lydia Strong, reporting on the
survey in the association’s *‘Man-
agement Review,”” says that two
of the executives earn more
than $100,000 a year and 19 less
than $10,000, with the greatest

number in the $20,000 - $30,0
bracket.
AGE AND TIME FACTORS

While the level of the position
held is the determining factor in
earnings, both age of the execu-
tive and his length of service
also seem to have a bearing. The
median earnings of those under
4 are $10,000 to $15,000 a year;
for those over 60 they are $40,-
000 to $600,000. Those earning
less than $10,000 a year have
been with their firm an average
of 14 years while those earning
more than $50,000 average 32
years of continuous service,.

More than half of the execu-
tives questioned started their car;
eers in engineering or technical
fields, sales or accounting, in
that order of frequency. How-
ever, those that studied law have
the highest average earnings as
a group.

Three out of five are still work-
ing for the company that gave:
them their first executive job.

EDUCATIONAL BACKGROUNDS

Three of four respondents are
college graduates and one of
four has done graduate work.
However, there are more college
men among the younger execu-
tives. Four of five under 40 are
drads; only two of five over 60
have degrees. '

__Curiously, more than a third

of the men who got no farther
than high school earn more than
$40000 a  year,
of the college graduates are in
that bracket. This is probably
because a college education was
not considered important to busi-
ness careers when many of the
older executives were starting
their upward climb.

Of the college men, those who
studied liberal arts have been
more successful, both as to in-
come and status, than the speci-
alists, but Miss Strong notes, “It
may be that related factors, such
as family finances and social
standing, are partly responsible,’®
Some of the top executives,
seems, are presidents because
they own the business!

CONCERNED WITH PEOPLE

The survey shows that the
more an executive is paid, the
longer his vacation and the long-
er his working day. Men earning
more than $50,000 a year put
in an average of 18 1% hours
a week overtime; the average
for all respondents was 12'zhours
a week.

Although questions were asked
directly about human relations,
responses to other queries des-
closed that such relations play
an important part in manage-
ment. The ability to work with
people was most frequently men-
tioned as the quality most needed
by an executive, even above
honesty and fairness; in dealings
with people lle the greatest re-
wards — and headaches — ex-
ecutives frequently said; and the
humanities and human relations
were often given as the subjects
the executives wish they had
learned more about in school.
