North Carolina Christian Churches 
here late this afternoon.

The delegates elected Dr. J. 
Clinton Bradshaw, Minister of the 
Gordon Street Christian Church 
of Kinston, to serve as president 
of the 1957 convention.

Other officers of the convention 
elected this afternoon were: Mrs. 
Harry Shontz of Pfafftown, first 
vice-president; W arren Harris of 
Englehard, second vice-president; 
Mrs. Dan McConnell of Greens­
boro, secretary; M. C. Todd of 
Wendell, treasurer; and Mrs. 
Rudolph Gwaltney of Dudley. Don 
Ambrose of Washington, and Forest 
Waller of Kinston, members at 
large.

The election of Mis* Ruth In­
gram of Wilmington, as president 
of the Christian Women’s Fellow­
ship f o r ^ r t h  Carolina, also was 
announced today.

Charlotte Chosen 
Charlotte was chosen as the site 

of the next convention after an 
invitation had been received from 
Rev. Paul C. Duncan, Minister of 
the First Christian Church of 
Charlotte.

Using a* his subject, ‘‘Training 
the Ministry,” Dr. William G. 
West, Minister of the First Chris­
tian Church of Chattanooga. Ten­
nessee. told the delegates a t last 
n ights college night session that 
‘‘A century ago it was possible for 
a man to know almost everything 
and usually the clergyman was the 
most Informed person in the com­
munity.”

"Today,” Dr. West said, "the 
best informed minds know only a 
fraction and the time has come 
when ministers must be as ade­
quately prepared as men in other 
professions.”

He went on to say tha t "every 
minister, if he is to stand before 
God and Men, should have a broad 
lib«-al art* education.”

Honored Rural Church 
At the morning session of the 

vention today. The Christian 
Church of Robersonville, was nam­
ed the “Honor Rural Crurch of the

Year,” in North Carolina. Rev. 
Wilbur Wallace of Robersonville 
received the honor on behalf of 
hi* congregation.

The convention today received a 
resolution calling on the Chris­
tian Churches of the state toj 
double their giving to the operat­
ing budget of Atlantic Chris­
tian College in Wilson.

The funds are needed, the dele­
gates were told in the resolution, 
if the college is to continue to 
serye the youth of the Christian 
Churches of the stale. The resolu­
tion specifically calls for the 
churches to raise their direct 
giving to the operating budget 
of the college to $44,000 a year.

Three Trustee* Elected 
The convention also elected three

new members to the board of 
trustees of Atlantic Christian Col­
lege and re-elected 10 old mem­
bers of the board whose term* 
have expired.

New members named were W. L. 
Kennedy of Newton Grove and H. 
Leman Barnhill of Willlamston, 
who will serve two year terms and 
Rev. Z. B. T. Cox of Farmville, 
who will serve a three year term.

UN Troops Rushed Into Suez To 
Forestall ,*Volunteers* Threat

LONDON l ^ F t r s t  unit* of the 
U.N. Middle East police force 
landed In the Sue* Canal zone to­
day. They were ruahed In on 
urgent U.N. orders lif a move to 
forestall the threat of Communist 
“ volunteers” being poured into 
the tense area.

The first Swiss airliner loaded 
with 45 Danish troops touched 
down behind the Egyptian lines 
at Abu Suweir at 9:30 a.m. A sec­
ond plane carrying 47 Norwegians 
landed at 10:02 a.m.

Abu Suweir is on the west side 
of the canal near Ismailla.

A third plane carrying,-equip­
ment for the international police 
force landed 45 minutes later. The 
Swissair planes were chartered by 
the U.N. to move the police units 
and supplies to Egypt.

Word of the planes’ arrival was 
radioed to the U.N. staging area 
at Capodlchlno, Italy, near Na­
ples. Swissair officials said the 
aircraft were making a quick 
turnaround, but it appeared un­
likely that a second contingent 
could be feyried to the canal zone 
today.

Later a U.N. spokesman said a 
second group of about 100 men 
will leave the staging area tomor­
row for E g srt. He said the second 
contingent would be made up of 
the ftrst Colombian troops and an­

other party of Norwegians.
The command at Capodlchlno 

announced that the “ technical 
problems with which we were 
faced seem now to be solved.”

A spokesman added that the 
shunting of planes between the 
staging area and the canal sone 
will be speeded up ta the next few 
days.

N o t h i n g  was said, however, 
about solution of the major politi­
cal problems of where the force 
would operate in Egypt and for 
now long.

Orders for the U.N. peace 
army to get moving to Egypt 
were Issued last night after an 
Arab diplomatic source had re­
ported in Moscow that President 
Nasser had requested Russia to 
send volunteer forces to Egypt 
immediately.

Moscow dispatches today said 
Egyptian diplomatic sources there 
stUl declined to discus* the report. 
There was a complete blackout on 
information at the Egyptian Em­
bassy there. Requests for confir­
mation or denial of the report 
were met by “ no comment” or 
“no one is available” who can dis­
cuss this m atter.”

Before the vanguard’s takeoff, 
the international force at Capodl- 
chino had swelled to 467 men of

four nations — Denmark, Norway' 
Colombia and Canada. More are 
to come, with the force finally 
totaling perhaps 10,000.

There still was no word of a 
clear-cut agreement on the exact 
task of the police force in Egypt. 
This apparently remained to be 
^ k e d  out by U. N. Secretary 
General Dag Hammarskjold, who 
left New York last night for Rome 
and Cairo.

Takeoff of the first units had 
been stalled two days by techni­
cal and political difficulties. The 
departure came on urgent orders 
from Hammarskjold, who acted 
shortly after a report from Mos­
cow that Egyptian President Nas­
ser had asked the Soviet Union 
to send to Egypt immediately the 
thousands of Russians who report­
edly have “ volunteered” to Join 
the Egyptians against the British, 
French and Israelis in Egypt.

Before leaving New York, Ham­
marskjold said his mission was 
“ to do what 1 can to assist setting 
up and getting going a United Na­
tion* emergency force in Egypt.”

*Tt is the first experience of its 
kind,” he told reporters. “ It is the 
first truly international force. Let 
us hopeit will succeed. Let us hope 
we will succeed in establishing 
peace and order.”

A forceful, entertaining talk by 
Mrs. James D. Wyker was a high­
light of yesterday’s convention ses­
sion. Mrs. Wyker has just com­
pleted a trip around the world and 
presented to the ‘standing room 
only’ audience a vivid picture of 
her experiences and observations 
of foreign missionary work and 
life in Asia and Europe. “Eighty- 
five per cent of the women in In ­
dia can not write.” she pointed 
out. She speaks again tonight.

She is the author of the book 
“Churchwomen in the Scheme of 
Things.” Last year she served as 
president of the National Council 
of Churchwomen. Mrs. Wyker is 
now affiliated with the Social Wel­
fare Department and the United 
Christian Missionary Society.

Kenneth Potee has spent the 
past 35 years as a missionary in 
India. Mr. and Mrs. Potee be­
friended many American soldiers 
during World War II and all three 
of their children were born in In ­
dia. He Is the secretary-treasurer 
of the entire mission of American 
Disciples of Christ in India.

Yesterday afternoon he told the 
assembly that the "scriptures have 
opened many doors in India . . . 
and we have open doors that no 
man can close.” Potee will speak

again tonight a t the Christian 
Men’s Fellowship Banquet a t Res- 
pess Brothers’ Barbecue.

Outstanding Christian Church 
leaders from approximately 60 
churches in N. C. and two from 
South Carolina are attending this 
three day convention at the Eighth 
Street Christian Church. Around 
1,500 delegates have registered.

The Rev. J. D. Waters b f  Ply­
mouth is one of the oldest dele­
gates attending the conventkwi. 
He Is a retired minister and Is 
86 years old.

In  the Church basement there 
is a refreshment booth and a 
bazaar that is sponsored by the 
Christian Women’s Fellowship. 
The proceeds from these will buy 
decorations and furnishings for 
the new education building direct­
ly in back of the Church.

Warn Of Change 
In Leaf Supports

RALEIGH (^F lu e -c u re d  tobac­
co growers were warned today 
that support prices on “ undesir­
able” types of tobacco will be 
slashed before the 1957 marketing 
season.

Clarence Miller, head of the to­
bacco branch of the U.S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture’s Commodity 
Stabilization Service, asserted:

“ We are going to be forced to 
discount these undesirable types 
of tobacco to such an extent that 
we will not be forced to take it 
u n d e r  loan a t an unrealistic 
price.”

Miller spoke a t the sta rt of a 
meeting of tobacco industry lead­
ers. The session was called by the 
U.S. Department of Agriculture to 
discuss the size of the 1957 flue- 
cured crop and how much acre­
age allotments should be reduced.

The group was told that stocks 
on hand have reached record high 
levels, making an acreage cut ap­
pear inevitable.

Secretary of Agriculture Benson 
is required to proclaim the 1957 
acreage allotments by Dec. 1. 
Miller said the department Is 
s e e k i n g  an acreage allotment 
“ that will provide for an orderly 
dissipation of the su rp lus.. , ”

Miller also warned t o b a c c o  
growers against relying on the

soil bank to bring about the need­
ed reduction, through removing 
alloted acres from production. He 
said this was “ an impossibility.”

Last year. Miller recalled, the 
USDA sought to discourage pro­
duction of “ pale, slick” and “ un- 
d e s i r a b l e ” types of tobacco 
through reducing support prices 
In an effort to “ reflect its true 
market value.”

He said this was not successful 
because the support prices were 
not reduced sufficiently and still 
made it possible,, to grow these 
types of leaf at a profit.

Several hundred delegates from 
the five m ajor flue-cured produc­
ing states In the Southeast were 
present for the meeting here.

Only yesterday the manager of 
the tobacco support program de­
clared In a  speech a t Moultlre, 
Ga., “ If something isn’t done, 1957 
will be the last year for the sup­
port program to operate."

The speaker was L. T. Weeks 
of Raleigh, general manager of 
the Tobacco Cooperative Stabili­
zation Corp., w'ho called for a “re­
alistic” approach to the problem 
of getting supply In line with de­
mand.

WASHINGTON — Russia is 

believed to be making a danger­
ous gamble for very high stakes 
with Its offer of “ volunteers” to 
assist In Egypt’s struggle against 
Britain, Prance and Israel.

The danger is that large-scale 
Soviet military intervention in this 
vitally Important area of the 
world, even through the device of 
volunteers, could lead to a con­
flict that wouI^4quch off World 
War III.

President Elsenhower told a 
news conference yesterday that 
the United States would back the 
U.N. In any steps to oppose entry 
of Russian or Red Chinese “ vol­
unteers.”

He did not say what precise 
steps might be contemplated. The 
U. N., he said, “ is not by any 
manner of means limited to res­
olutions.”

The prize which may be luring 
the Russians on is ultimate dom­
ination of the region. The men In 
the Kremlin may see the present 
confused and uncertain conditions 
in the region as an opportunity 
to try for a strangle hold on the 
flow of oil, the sea lanes and the 
air bases that make the Middle 
East one of the most strategically 
Important pieces of geography 
anywhere.

Yet the risks^are great and some

officials here are still of t tü  «pin* 
ion that the Soviets perhaps are 
bluffing. They argue that even a 
Soviet bluff, backed up poeslbly 
by token assignment* of “ volun­
teers,” would serve three large 
purposes:

1. To present the Bovlet llnioa 
as the protector and defender of 
the Arab world and thereby earn 
Arab good will which would cre­
ate long-range political influence 
for Moscow In the area.

2. To frustrate the United Na­
tions peace program, based on 
putting a U. N. police force Into 
Egypt and getting the B r t t i^  and 
FiTnch out. The underlying aim  
here would be to keep the Middle 
East In turmoil as long as possi­
ble and see what further opportu­
nities might open up for building 
Russian strength and influence 
there, perhaps with less risk than 
at present.

3. To throw a war scare into 
the Western nations and thereby 
divert their attention from Rus­
sian brutality in Hungary.

A bluff can be called. Even if 
the Russians did not intend seri­
ously to go through with the offer 
of "volunteers,” they could easi­
ly fln^ themselves in a  situation 
where they would have to make 
good anyway or accept a loss of 
face that would damage their 
prestige severely.

VIENNA (AP)—Rus.sla’s puppet 
Prem ier of Hungai’y. Janos Ka- 
dar, today rejected neutrality as 
a future policy for the nation and 
refused any negotiations with for­
mer Premier Imre Nagy as long 
as he remains in the asyiu*^ of 
the Yugoslav Embassy in Bu­
dapest.

Kadar set the policy of his re­
gime in a statement to a work­
ers’ delegation, broadcast by Bu­
dapest radio, which showed clear­
ly he has no intention of walking 
out of the Soviet-dominated War­
saw Pact or giving up the close 
tie* with Moscow which set off 
the three-week revolution.

Kadar said that a neutral Hun­
gary — which Nagy had proposed 
during his brief tenure as premier 
—would be “ exploited by the im­
perialist* and lead to war.” Thi.s, 
he added, does not favor a policy 
of neutrality.

As for the man the revolt had 
made premier briefly. Kadar said 
an agreement with Nagy “ could 
be possible, only if he changes his 
attitude and' comes out of the (Yu­
goslav) Embassy to negotiate.” 
Nagy took refuge with the Yug- 
slavs when the Russians poured 
troops into Hungary and Buda­
pest to suppress the revolution.

In a desperate attempt to end 
the general strike paralyzing the 
revolt-shattered nation. Radar’s

>regimt announeed a  mass purga 
of former top Communists and 
the Premier expressed approval 
of limited “ free” elections “at a 
later date.”

Budapest radio said Kadar told

Selling
Service
And Food

The grocery industry of Amer­
ica U trying to get the house­
wife to realize that it is selling 
her seryice as well as food.

Service in a supermarket? 
Yes. Not counter service, not 
delivery service, not credit ser­
vice. But maid service and chef 
service.

Two leaders in the Industry 
—Paul S. Willis, president of the 
Grocery Manufacturers of Amer­
ica. and Rilea W. Doe. Safe­
way vice president — recently 
pointed out in public statemen s 
that the average family Spends 
25 per cent of Its Income on 
food, the same portion the aver­
age family spent 20 years ago.- 
But if the family purchased the 
same things the family of 1936 
did. It would be spending only 
16 per cent of income.

The big difference is the ser­
vice, built Into the package.

In other words, the average 
family today spends about IAtjct» 
cent of its income for food, and 
almost 9 per cent for preparation, 
blending, recipe testing and cook­
ing. "Almost,’* because part of 
the Increase Is caused by more 
imported foods, better cuts of 
meat and choicer produce.

LOTS OF ATTENTION
These "maid services,” per­

formed in food processing plants, 
cover a wide range. They In­
clude shelling peas and limas, 
squeezing, juice, chopping meat, 
cutting up ^ücken, dividing food 
Into portions, breading fish, blend­
ing ingredients, adding vita- 
mlM, making sauces, cooking 
and even furnishing disposable 
plates for the meal.

"Take fresh peas,” said Mr. 
Willis. "In New York City their 
average price has been around 
27 cents a pound. But pods and 
other waste account for 63 per 
cent of the weight, raising the 
real cost of shelled pea.i to 72 
cents a pound. At the same time, 
frozen peas, already shelled, sold 
at an average of only 33 cents a 
pound.”

Mr. Doe, speaking to the Na­
tional Association of Food 
Chains, gave another example: 
"A naticmaUy advertised ready- 
for the-oven pan of cornbread can 
be purchased for 3.1 cents for 
10 ounces, about 30 cents a 
pound. A 5-pound bag of corn- 
meal costs 49 cents, about 10 
cents a pound. Thus the pre­
pared Hem costs five times as 
much. Mrs. Jones says it is worth 
it.”

THE TIME ELEMENT
Because these days hired girls 

are almost impossible to come 
by. short of Mdnaplng, the Mrs. 
Joneses must prepare food them­
selves.

Let’s suppose one Mrs. Jones 
fs an over-ready mixture in 
chsposable tin for 33 cents.

Then suppose another Mrs. Jones 
takes 10 ounces o( eornmeal, 
costing about 6 cents, adds short­
ening, an egg, baking powder 
and salt (items Mr. Doe over­
looked) and spends half an hour 
checking her recipe, measuring, 
blending ingredients and, later, 
washing the pan. The second Mrs. 
Jones has saved about 25 cents— 
which is a saving only if her time 
is worth less than 50 cents aa 
hour.

Canned foods may or many 
not be cheaper than fresh foods, 
depending on the season. But 
the preparation and cooking of 
fresh foods often lakes consider­
able time. A. Edward Brown, 
vice president of the National 
Canners Association, recently 
calculated that if housewives put 
up the same amount of com that 
canners put up for them each 
year, it would take a total of 
484,517,833 hours. A figure SO pre­
cise in suspect, but the fact re­
mains that the canners have done 
a lot of maid work for the mat­
rons of America.

This trehd^ to buying more 
"help” with the food wlD un­
doubtedly continue. First, there 
is no possibility that hired girls 
will” return in numbers; second, 
more women are going into jobs 
and therefore have less time for 
chores: third, those who 'aren’t 
working are having more babies 
than ever, hence haven’t time 
for kitchen work; fourth, the rise 
in number of autos and televi­
sion sets makes women more 
eager to spend time out of the 
kitchen, and. fifth, with women 
getting married earlier, few 
know how to cook to satisfy a 
man.

The food Industry is not only 
saving hours of time a day for 
the American housewife —■ it m af 
also be saving her marriage.

Old-Fashioned Gampaigning. Still Best

and old-fashioned campaigning, in­
cluding plenty of newspaper pub­
licity and personal appearances 
before the curious voters, has 
not been supplanted by television 
and radio technique, in the opin­
ion of Republican and Democratic 
propaganda experts.

Presij^ent Eisenliower picked 
up several million votes by his 
brief but well-timed and well- 
placed charges throughout the 
countryside, according to this 
viewpoint. His %dctories in sup­
posedly hostile areas, notably 
New England and the farm 
■states, testify to the efficacy of 
the "personal touch.” 

ike’s ruddy warmth and spar­
kle do not exude on the screen 
or over the radio. He is not an 
eloquent speaker, and he fre­
quently become taiigled in squir­
ming sentences He Is not air 
"actor” in the Rno.seveltian man­
ner. meatung both F.D.R. and 
T.R.

BOTH CANDIDATES PROFITED 
FROM THE PRESS Both candi 
dates profited from the written 
word, as published In the press. 
Ike s speeches were more polish­
ed and precise, grammatically. 
In print than in T'V or radio 
delivei-y.

Stevenson’s, of course, read 
like poetry, few he is a master 
phrasemaker But his television 
performance, possibly because 
he knew from the start that '̂ he 
had no chance to win, wa* poor­
er than in 1952.

Finally, there is the matter 
of money.

"I don’t think that TV lost us 
any votes,” Codell quotes Hum­
phreys. “ but it’s not the cure all 
campaign technique iome people

think H la. We are reaching a 
bigger audience because there 
are more TV sets, but there is no 
captive audience and no novelty 
any more.”

TELEVISION ENTERTAINMENT. 
MEDIUM Beck, the Democratic
publicist, concurs.

"TV is atlll a medium of en­
tertainment.” he says, “ but not 
of communication. , It has been 
disproven that TV is a major 
force in politic*. Word-of-mouth 
politicking In preqlnct work i* 
still the basic technique.”

Knoxville pilot with a name a.s 
famous as aviation It.self goe.s one 
better than the pioneer fliers who 
"flew by the seat of their pants.” 
He flies by the soles of his feet. 

Harold Wright, 29-year-old In­
structor at Tennessee School for 

the Deaf, is totally deaf him- 
.self. He flies In hi.s stocking feet 
so he can "hear” the vibrations of 
the motor In his plane.

"My tootsies have never failed 
me.” laughed Wright, who lost his 
hearing through illness when he 
was 17. He has logged 435 hours 
of flying time.

Wright. Incidentally, doesn’t 
know whether the famed Wright 
brothers were any relation — but 
they definitely were soul mates.

It took him a long time to con­
vince the Civil Aeronautics Ad­
ministration. which licenses pilots, 
that he was capable of flying 
safely. He first tried to get a li­
cense in Idaho, then California, 
then Texas.

"I knew CAA regulations did­
n't prohibit my getting a licen.se,” 
the lip-reading Wright said, "but 
always the officials would say I 
could fly only when accompanied 
by a licensed person with good 
hearing.’’

Then, about five years ago. he 
enrolled at Gallaudet College in 
Washington, D. C. — the only 
college in the nation for the 
deaf. He also checked with CAA 
headquarters in Washington. That 
was on a Monday,

On Tuesday, he got hLs long- 
awaited license, not only to solo 
but to carry passengers.

Incidentally, Wright didn’t choose 
to teach at the Tennessee School 
for the Deaf after his graduation 
from Gallaudet because Island 
Home Airport is only a block 
away.
