A tornado, enow, fog, freez­

ing drizzle and downpoare o f  
rain plagued the nation ’s  
Eastern half today.

A storm center m oving out 
of the central plains and into  
the upper M id-W est left a  
blanket of new snow fa lls  
ranging from one to four in ch ­
es in a belt from  Ea.st-Central 
K ansas to central Iowa.

A m ixture of rain, snow and  
freezing rain fell in the N orth­
eastern quarter of the nation . 
A tornado during the n ight 
ripped through the com m unity  
of M ount M eigs, near M ont­
gomery, Ala. There were no 
reports of deaths or injuries.

To round the hazards to  holi­
day travel fog was reported  
over m any sections covered by 
the widespread precipitation.

Merger Trend Will Continue
By ELMER ROESSNER 

Number and sitses of corporate 
mergers are likely to Increase 
sharply in the next six months.

The current era of mergers is 
the third of the century. There 
are two major reasons, and two 
somewhat lesser ones, for ex­
pecting increases in the number 
and sizes of corporate unions.

The first big rea.son I.s that the 
new Congress l.s likely to tighten 
laws restricting mergers. Many 
corporations will try to beat the 
gun. ,

Recent action by the Depart­
ment of Justice to bust up the 
Bethlehem Steel - Youngstown 
Sheet & Lube Merger, and the 
effort of the Federal Trade
Commission to unscrable the 
Gulf Oil-'W'arren Petroleum
omelet makes it fairly certain
that these agencies will
ask Congress to toughen the 
law. Whenever government
agencies meet vigorous opposit­
ion — as they will in these cases

— they usually find reasons for 
asking Congress for firmer laws 
for dealing with future cases. 
SMALL BUSINESS DEMANDS.

Another pressure on Congress 
for more anti-m erger legislation 
will come from sm all business. 
Small enterprises haven’t been 
doing as well as the giants, and 
m any small businessmen feel 
that the wave of m ergers is to 
blame. Many Congressmen are 
sensitive to sm all businessm en’s 
demands-—some legislators have 
made a career of it—and many 
will support anti-m erger legislat­
ion to please little fellows in 
their constituencies.

Another m ajor reason is that 
top m anagem ent has a new un­
derstanding of diversification.

M anagement believes tha t some 
of the violent boom-and-bust 
swings have been modified, but 
it does not think depressions 
have been perm am ently elim inat­
ed. Furtherm ore, there is always 
the danger of w ar.

Most businessm en expect busi­
ness tides to recede a t some 
future tim e. A good way to resist 
the undertow is to diversify: to 
have one foot In a consum er 
m arket and another in an in­
dustrial field; to have one part 
of a business turning out luxur y 
items, the other grinding out 
necessities: to have one plant 
producing for consum ers, another 
for the government.

While diversification cannot 
prevent declines, it can soften 
the effects. It can also am eliorate 
the im pact of w ar on a  going 
business.

To this end, a company can a l­
ways develop new products and 
new m arkets. But a quicker way 
is to achieve diversity by buying 
other companies. A current ex­
ample is Corn Products, which 
is diversifying by both methods. 
A lready strong in industrial and 
farm  m arkets, it is developing 
new products and buying new 
companies in the consum er field.

The judge, withholding sentence, 
gave hmi some money and said;

“Merry C hristm as and  God 
hle.ss you. . .1 hope you get to
h er.”

Surely a bright strand was 
placed on the tree last week by 
Dr. Laurence Jones. 72-year-old 
Negro educator. He is president 
of the Piney Woods School In 
Mississippi where 500 underpri­
vileged youngsters work their 
way from gram m ar school to col­
lege.

He cam e to Camp K ilm er, N .J., 
bringing Christm as trees and 10 
bushels of pecans grown by his 
students, to the Hungarian child 
refugees there.

"We have very little a t Piney 
Woods to share with you,” he 
said, “ but my students are deep­
ly grateful to America. . ,We , 
know it will be equally good to 
you.”

And surely a television-program 
in the 'Veterans Administration 
hospital in San Fernando, Calif., 
w'ill throw a bright gleam  on the 
tree.

There, on Christm as Day, vet­
erans suffering from tuberculosis 
will talk to their families over 
a closed-circuit TV hookup. It 
has been years since some of the 
men saw' their children. Tho.se 
under 15 are not adm itted to 
the tuberculosis wards.

A group of volunteers in Cali­
fornia rai.sed the money acd a r­
ranged for the program .

In New York. JewLsh War Vet­
erans are  sending 50 hospitalized 
servicemen to their homes in 13 
states for ChrLstmas, giving 
them roundtrip tickets and pocket 
money. Jewish USO volunteers 
are  taking over from their 
Christian coworkers in veterans 
hospitals and eLsewhere. This is 
a ‘'th an k  you'’ for courtesies 
they received on the Jew ish New 
Y ear and the Day of Atonement.

In Boston, employes of the Bos­
ton Naval Shipyard planned their 
annual Christm as party , raksed 
over S20.000 for it — and decided 
to entertain 1,000 orphans in­
stead.

In Ft. Polk. La., the 84,5th 
Engineer Battalion did the sam e 
thing, and found it had enough 
for two childrens’ C hristm as par­
ties, which have been scheduled. 
Jn  Brooklyn and New Y'ork, the

Corporate
Reports

forty 1955 annual reports of cor­
porations listed on the New York 
Exchange. I was especially pleat­
ed with some of the.se because 
they had been made very in­
teresting, illustrated by attract­
ive pictures and charts. I a.safume 
that these latter have been pre­
pared by professional advertising 
agencies and public relations 
men. I am very pleased to see  
so many of them with the date 
of the year in large type in the 
upper right-hand corner on the 
outside cover.

RELATION OF PRICE TO 
NET EARNINGS 

The common “quickie rule” for 
brokers to use In looking at an­
nual reports is to study the re­
lation of price to net earnings. 
When the price is 30 to 40 times 
earnings, it is usually a sign that 
the price is too high; while if the 
price is only 5 times net earnings 
after fair depreciation and taxes, 
it is looked upon as attractive. 
I like to keep within the rang* 
of lO-to-20 times earnings,

MIXED—UP FIGURES 
Some of the reports were un­

consciously misleading. For in­
stance. some would include the 
.sale of land or securities with the 
gross income, which, of course, 
should not have been done. 
Furthermore, depreciation or 
“ write-off” has been handled dif­
ferently by different companies. 
This depreciation figurv is very 
important to study for two rea­
sons: First, heavy depreciation 
can reduce the net earnings to 
less than they really are; while 
small depreciation can indicate 
the reverse if not honestly treat­
ed. Second, under ordinary cir­
cumstances the government al­
lows an average of about 5 per 
cent on depreciation, but on 
special military work 25 per cent 
is sometimes allowed.

Oil companies have the largest 
write-offs. My two favorites a re  
Continental Oil and Phillips 
Petroleum . Standard Oil of Cali­
fornia also rates well, with over 
10 per cent write-offs each year. 
The chem ical companies also 
have a  good record for w rite­
offs. leading with Dow Chemical 
a t 13 per cent and Monsanto 
Chemical a t nearly 9 per cent. 
Union Carbide also has a  9 p er 
cent write-off.

STEEL MANUFACTURERS 
AND

MINING COMPANIES 
Upon studying the annual re­

ports of the six leading steel 
companies, it was evident that 
U.S. Steel led with a write-off 
of 7 percent, although National 
Steel followed closely with 6.5 
per cent. The lowest in my list 
was Inland Steel, which showed 
only 3.3 per cent. On a replace­
ment basis, probably U.S. Steel 
would amount to $200 to $300 
a share while today it is selling 
at $72. Bethlehem- Steel, its 
nearest competitor, write* off 
less than 5 per cent.

Other reports were on alum i­
num and nickel companies, to­
gether with the three leading cop­
per companies, nam ely. Anaconda 
Company. Kennecott Copper, and 
Phelps Dodge. The aluminum 
companies — encouraged by 
special governm ent concessions 
—lead, with write-offs of over 
7 per cent. Anaconda, however, 
leads the copper companies with 
with a  write-off of about 4 p er 
cent. International Nickel has 
a good write-off, but readers 
who purchase this stock should 
have the certificates stand in the 
nam e of some U.S. bank or 
stock exchange firm  and not in 
their own nam es. Otherwise, such 
stock is quite em barrassing in the 
case of the death of an individual.

Miscellaneous companies—the 
Write-offs range from  about 15 
per cent for International Busi­
ness M achines down to less than 
2 per cent for several of the 
companies. One of my favorite 
stocks. Westinghouse E lectric, 
has a 'ft'rite-off of 3 per cent. 
The sm allest write-offs are  in 
retail trade  companies, due 
largely to the fact tha t they 
lease m ost of their stores. F.IV. 
Woolworth has the largest w rite­
off of 2 per cent, while both 
Sears. Roebuck and Montgomery 
'Ward write off only a fraction of 
1 per cent. C aterpillar T ractor. 
Corning Glass, and E astm an 
Kodak have good write-offs of 
fr)m  3’2 per cent to 4'a per cepi. 
G eneral E lectric w rites off less 
than 3 per cent and G eneral 
Motors less than 2 4  per cent. 
G eneral Foods w rites off les.s 
than 1 per cent.

by the .sleigh In which they m ay post their letters to St. Nick.This y ear’s Chrl.stmas lane is all new. But it is not the first year that such a lane has been set up locally. The idea began in and 
that year the then Recreation Su­pervisor W arren Carroll approach­ed Mrs. Donna T abar and asked 
her to prepare several sketches for Christm as scenes.

The sketches were presented to various civic organizations wlio were asked to sponsor one of the .scenes in the Christnja.s parade. Then, the organizations were told, the scene.s could be placed on view 
in the Christm as lane for the re ­m ainder of the holidays.

The idea caught on and. Mrs. T abar recalls, ”20 or 2ñ volun­teers worked on the scenes, first in 
a warehouse where we nearly froze and then in the Armory.*’ 

The group a t one tim e had to move their scenes to either side of the main floor of the arm ory so the 
National Guard unit could conduct their drill.

"A fter the drill was over the

guard invited us all over to have coffee with them ,” she declared.After Christm as that year the scenes were stored and as plan­ned. They were used in the parade in and set up for the Christ­m as lane again.This year a group of local per­sons with artistic talent decided th a t the scenes should be rework­
ed so the group, largely under the direction of Mrs, T abar, took on the Job of repainting them . A* a result 
the Christm as lane is all new for this Christm as season.The lane is also more com pact this year than in the past. P re ­viously the scenes were set up in all parts of the park. Howevir, visitors found it difficult to clim b hills and walk the long distances 
necessary to view the lane so it wa.s decided this year to place the 
plane in thq parking lot at the park.As a result visitors are  able to view the scenes more easily.

Roger Du- volsln's "The Night Before Christ­
m as” finds Its dependable annual custom ers.The piece of fiction that has lasted the longest and Is still the leader year in year out Is Dick­
ens’ “ Christm as Carol.”  There a re  editions from a dozen differ­ent houses; one of them reports, ” we sell 500 copies every Christ­
m as as regular as clockwork.” 
Some of the houses have different editions, too, specially Illustrated, cheap and expensive, aim ed at 
the juvenile and at the adult. There a re  probably sales of 3,000 to 5,000 and more e v e r y  De­cem ber.

One other Juvenile with a  con­tinuing appeal Is Rachel F ield’s “ P ray e r for a C h i l d , ” on the 
m arke t about a d e c a d e .  For grownups there Is Henry Van

give aw ay a t Christm as or any other tim e is the real sales fig­
ures, but the fact seems to be that B.000,000 is nearer the likely an­nual sales. Even that is a  highly satisfactory  total to the big houses 
which publish the Good Book in at least several hundred styles, per­haps as  m any as 600, and a t a  lot of different prices.

P rom  World Publishing. Oxford University P ress, Thomas Nelson. H arper and other houses, you can get the Bible, or the New or Old 
Testam ents, at several levels be­low $1. World’s 150 editions sell from $1 to 1250 for the Bruce Rog­ers lectern Bible. Oxford prices begin a t  $165 and rise to $300, and 
Nelson’s range is from $2 to $100 for a  pulpit Bible.

The Christm as tree business. In 
brief, is big business. Before the 
holiday season ends m ore than 50 
million dollars will have been paid 
to retailers for the tree which in 
pagan days repre.sented the end 
of the winter solstice and the re ­
birth of the world.

Canada annually ships about 10 
million trees into the United 
States. The rest are cu t do­
mestically, chiefly from natural 
wooded areas and pasture lands, 
about seven per cent of the yield 
Ls cut from tree plantations.

Pruned In Summer 
Christm as trees, Incidentally, 

just don’t grow haphazardly. To 
obtain the conical shape and to

Insure thick foliage, the trees a r t  
pruned heavily during the sum ­
m er m onths.

To grow an apartm ent-sized 
tree takes some three years. The 
age of la rger trees can be com­
puted a t one foot of height p e r 
year. Most of the trees sold stand  
from five to seven feet.

To preserve a Christm as tree , 
by the way, the U.S. A griculture 
D epartm ent’s forestry experts 
recom mend th a t It be saw ed 
again about one inch above the 
original cut and placed In w ate r. 
The w ater NOT only serves to 
keep the tree  fresh but cuts down 
on the fire hazard.

Until about 1700, by the w ay, 
the Christm as tree  custorp seem s 
to have been confined to G erm any 
and probably was brought to this 
country by Hessian soldiers In the 
American Revolution. One of the 
earliest m ention’.̂  of a  C hristm as

Some Do Have 
‘The Blues’ 
At Christmas

Not everybody Is happy at 
Christmas time.

Some are depressed, dreading 
Wiese days or fearing them.

This state of unhappiness, says 
Dr. Eleanor Crlssey. noted New 
York psychiatrist. Is called the 

holiday depression” and is most 
noticeable before Thanksgiving, 
Christmas and New Years.

“It is most common a m o n g  
young unmarried people and 
particularly women.” says Dr. 
Crissey. “At a time when most 
people are planning parties and 
preparing to go home for the holi­
days, these unfortunate ones are 
lapsing into real misery, fearing 
they will be unloved, unwanted 
and uninvited.

“To some unmarried women, 
for example, not having a date 
lor Christmas or a holiday party 
seems like the end of the world.” 

Dr. Crissey sees this condition 
sometimes, although for a differ­
ent reason, in m arried  individuals 
who have lost a child or a loved 
one. The loss is felt most during 
the cheery, gift-giving season 
which is remembered as once the 
happiest, now the loneliest of 
times.

Backgroand Is a Factor
Another group in the melan­

choly category consists of persons 
who have had unhappy childhoods. 
Unfortunately, some individuals of 
this type can never develop a 
warm relationship with anyone. 
This feeling of aloneness reaches 
its zenith at Christmas.

Dr. Crissey observes t h a t  
emergency services of many hos­
pitals are aware of such a  situa­
tion and are prepared for more 
than the usual number of suicide 
attempts during this period.

Then there is the embittered, 
chronic complalner who is never 
satisfied with anything.

Looking for Trouble 
“This type seems always to be 

looking for things about which he 
or she can be unhappy. He is for­
ever envious. Instead of being 
thankful for the many good for­
tunes—such as health, family, 
home, cw, education, f r i e n d s ,  
popularity—these people are con­
stantly comparing themselves to 
others who have more wealth and 
social position.

“ Another unhappy per.son is the 
self-centered individual who 

I doesn't care at all a b o u t  other 
¡people. He is interested only in 
receiving and not giving.

“ Like the envious t y p e ,  the 
greedy person can never be truly 
happy. But in most cases thie 
egotist is not aw are of having a 
problem .”

O ther in­d ustry  authorities say  a  leveling off in dem and was expected a t this season. They explain th is by saying the dem and for new ca rs  alw ays slows down a t  this tim e

because of heavy C hristm as buying in other lines of m erchandise.
D ealer inventories a re  climbing back up again. But this, too, was p a rt of the planning of the ca r  m akers. P rom  Nov. 1 to Dec. l dealer stocks Increased by lOe.QOO units to a  to tal of 356.252 cara. On the basis of production and sales figures they could m ount another 100,000 by J a n . 1. B ut even a t tha t figure they still would amount to less than w hat now is considered a  m onth’s supply of new cars.
But regard less of the variations new c a r  m arke t the indus­try  goes in to^the new year with m ore genuine optim ism  than has prevailed a t  sim ilar periods for m any years.
Optimistic sta tem ents a re  t r a ­

ditional a t this season in the car 
industry. In the present situation. 
however, there has been no off- 
the-record modification of tliese statem ents. The one general re ­servation about the m ark e t ahead has been only th a t it would be seriously affected if the balappe of peace were upset.

The year-end sta tem ents to be m ade by the various auto m akers already  have been outlined. They will follow the forecasts m ade as the industry staged its  revived na tional automobile show in New York earlie r this month.
G enerally the predictions were th a t the industry will build and sell enough new ca rs  in  1957 to m ake the year second only to the

By tha t tim e the norm al peak period in outptit and sales will have arrived for the 
auto industry.G enerally, the optimistic fore­casters a re  emphasizing th a t p e r­sonal Incomes and personal sav ­ings a re  a t record levels and a re  continuing to rise. They a re  say ­ing also tha t the national econom y is prosperous and prom ises to con­tinue prosperous.Another factor cited as justify ­ing optim ism  for the y ea r ahead  is a  reportedly strong and steady  dem and for u.sed cars a t firm  prices. This is mentioned as “ c lea r evidence of a  big underlying d e­
m and for automobile tran sp o rta ­tion.”And then there are the perennial references to the growth in the num ber of multiple ca r  fam ilies and mounting volume of ca r  scrap- 
page.The analysts say thav a t least four million ca rs  will be scrapped in J956 and tliat the num ber will be even higher in 1957. All the junked ca rs  a re  not alw ays re ­placed with new ones. N everthe­less the replacem ent m arke t is a m ajor item  in the new c a r  m a r ­
ket.
