The big fo reign  a ffa irs  Issues— 
such  a s  standby  au th o rity  to  use 
U.S. troops in the M iddle E a s t, 
foreign  a id  and help for H u ngari­
a n  refugees—m igh t com e up for 
som e discussion, bu t w ere  p r im a ­
rily  re serv ed  fo r tom orrow . T h a t’s 
w hen D em ocra tic  congressional 
lead ers , too, a re  Invited to  a 
W hite House briefing .

E isenhow er re tu rn e d  to  W ash­
ington la te  y este rd ay  for the con­
fe ren ces a f te r  a  w eekend of r e ­
laxa tion  a t  th e  A ugusta  (Ga) N a­
tiona l Golf Club.

E isenhow er w ill dea l w ith both 
fo reign  and dom estic  a ffa irs  in 
th e  y early  State-of-the-Union m es­
sag e  which he p lans to  deliver 
personally  to  C ongress J a n . 10. 
T he n e w  C ongress convenes 
T h ursday .

Inv ited  to review  a  p re lim inary  
d ra f t  of the m essag e  today  w ere 
gen . Knowland (C alif), th e  Sen­
a te  R epublican lea d er: C hairm an  
B ridges (NH) of the Senate GOP 
Policy  C om m ittee; Sen. Millikin

No gen era l tax  reduction  plans 
seem  to be in the offing because 
of continued high fe d era l spend­
ing, m ain ly  for defense.

On th e  fa rm  fron t. S e c re ta ry  of 
A gricu ltu re  Benson h a s  disclosed 
th a t E isenhow er w ill ag a in  ask  
C ongress to do aw ay w ith  a  ban 
on c u t-ra te  sa les  of U .S. surp lus 
fa rm  goods to Iron  C u rta in  coun­
trie s . A req u est for leg isla tion  to 
help keep up corn  p rices  is also 
expected .

O ther E isenhow er proposals 
m ay  include secondary  changes 
in the  T aft-H artley  lab o r law , 
fed era l back ing  for p riv a te  health  
in su rance  plans, a  ra is e  in postal 
ra te s , statehood for Haw-aii and 
possibly for A laska too.

Payroll Up
RALFIGII (AP)—R ecent wage 

increases in the North Carolina 
textile  industry have am ounted  
to a payroll increase of some 36 
m illion dollars annually.

Based on the current average 
wage in all Tar Heel m anufactur­
ing plants of about 32,820 per 
year, th is Is evuivaient to more 
than  12,00 new jobs, according to 
State Labor Commissioner Frank  
Crane.

Crane pointed out that the  
average hourly wage for the  
sta te ’s 227,000 textile  workers 
rose eight cents an hour of 6 
per cent over the period from  
September to November. It was 
during this period th at the vol­
untary and negotiated wage hikes 
were granted. The average was 
$1.34 an hour in  September, 
$1.38 in October, and $1.42 in  
November.

Whether the program  now being 
tallied of by the adm inistration is 
the answer — or just a gesture 
01 a stopgap until it can think 
of something better — rem ains to 
b(‘ seen.

F irst news of the plan was 
leaked by the adm inistration last 
week. This is one way to test 
both public and congressional re ­
action before the program  is of- 
fere to Congress for approval.

It calls for two things:
1. Four hundred million dollars 

m aid for the Middle Ea.st, in­
cluding both Arab nations and Is­
rae l during the next two years.

2. Approval by Congress before­
hand — standby authority — for 
the President to use American 
arm ed forces if he deems it neces- 
■;-ary, to stop Russian aggression 
in the Middle E ast.

That standby authority might 
serve to discourage the Russians 
fiom  an arm ed attack  in the area. 
It might also be only a gesture 
w'ithout any practical meaning.

T here’s no indication the Rus­
sians have any intention of using 
arm ed force in the Middle E ast. 
The danger from comm unism in 
the a rea  appears to be more from 
subversion than from invasion.

What would Eisenhower do with 
his standby authority if, for in­
stance. instead of conquest of Sy­
ria  by Russian attack , Syrian 
Communists took over by a re­
volt entirely within the country?

The idea of giving the Middle 
E ast 400 million dollars in aid 
certainly shows American Interest 
in the area. But this, too, raises 
basic questions.

For instance, is the money to 
shoveled out to any Arab nation 
which might want it — like P res­
ident N asser’s Egypt — or will 
it be given only with some as­
surance it will bring cooperation 
with the West?

Aid alone is hardly a program  
unless there is fah-ly solid rea­
son for believing it will stop Com­
m unist infiltration.

'Earthy Stoiy' 
Is Biggest Lie

BURLINGTON, Wis. W) — An 
‘•earthy” story of hogs who were 
doomed to death by sticky soil 
today won Albert B. Hopkins of 
Madison. Wis., the title of World 
Champion L iar of 1956.

The Burlington L ia rs’ Club se­
lected Hopkins’ tale of hogs’ tails 
from a collection of varied fabri­
cations in its annual contest.

Hopkins. 1 49-year-old electro­
p later. won the club’s “ gold plated 
diamond studded” m edal for re ­
lating:

‘‘Out In South Dakota they have 
a clay-like soil they call gumbo. 
The gumbo roads a re  smooth and 
hard as glass when dry, but when 
wet the gumbo balls up under the 
fenders until It locks the wheels 
on a car.

‘ Last year, during a wet spell, 
a fa rm er’s hogs got a little ball 
of gumbo on their tails. As they 
walked around it got bigger and 
bigger until the weight of it pulled 
their skin back so tight they could 
not get their eyes shut — and they 
died from lack of sleep.”

Hopkins succeeds Claude Yerkes 
of Kalispell, Mont., winner of the 
1955 championship for his fib of 
a sheepherder who hung a  100- 
pound sack of flour on nails out-

BATON RCXJUE UP) -  The Na­

tional Assn. for the Advancement 
of Colored People today side­
tracked a court battle for its life 
in Louisiana and move to comply 
with an old law first used against 
the Ku Klux Klan.

The changing tactics cam e just 
before today’s deadline for filing 
1956 m em bership lists with the 
secretary  of state, at required 
under the 1924 law.

Previously, the NAACP com­
plained such a list would subject 
its m em bers to economic pressure 
and possibly even personal vio­
lence.

No explanation was given for 
the reversal. However, it could 
end a lengthy court fight which 
the NAACP had no assurance It 
could win.

The antisegregatinn group has 
been under state court ban since 
last March.

Last month, a sta te  Appeals 
Court ruled it could not consider 
an appeal of the state injunction, 
since the case was switched to a 
federal court before the order was 
handed down.

NAACP Atty, A. P . Tureaud 
said this nullified the injunction 
and the New Orleans branch held 
at least one meeting.

Under the Injunction, Tureaud 
said the NAACP was directed 
not only to file lists of 1956, but 
also for 19.53-54 .55.

But he said he was filing only 
for 19.56 because:

1. The injunction was dissolved 
by the Appeals Court decision.

2. The NAACP was abolished 
under the court order and is. in 
effect, starting  over as a  new or­
ganization.

In prelim inary hearings, the 
NAACP contended it was being 
discrim inated against, since the 
law had not been enforced in more 
than 20 years.

At least for the present. F iance 
and G erm any have .settled the 
last of their m ajor prolilems a ris­
ing from World War II.

The West Germ an Chancellor, 
Konrad Adenauer, will formally 
welcome into G erm any the 990- 
sqiiare mile Saarland ~  sm aller 
than Rhode Island — in cerem o­
nies here a t noon tomorrow.

Bonfires will burn atop the 
Saarland’s hills. However, there 
will be none of the Nazi-led, 
French - hating demonstrations 
that m arked the S aar’s return  to 
Higler G erm any in 1935.

In cerem onies in Saarbrueck-

—the “ F u eh rer’s box” will be 
shunned by French and German 
officials. They will sit in the froni 
row.

The Saarland had no real polit 
ical or economic entity of its owiy 
until World War I ended. Before 
that it was divided among various 
Germ an principalitie.s.

Whoever held the Saar had 
a gateway to France. It was con­
quered by the fTench in the Na-i 
poleonic w ars. After Napoleon’s i

In 1918 it was reclaim ed by: 
Prance but was detached from i 
G erm any and placed under th e ' 
League of Nations for 15 years.

Bu this time, the struggle 
was for its coal and steel. j

In 1935, Saarlandeers voted 90 i 
per cent to join H itler's Reich.| 
They l>et on the wrong horse. On! 
H itler's defeat the íTencli oc­
cupied the Saarland again, with 
A merican and British approval. 
And the S aarland’s coal and Its 
steel went chiefly to the French 
economy.

In 1947 the French gave the 
Saarlanders political autonomy. 
By 19.52, it was clear this was not 
the solution. In three years of ne­
gotiations, the French and G er­
m ans agreed to have a neutral 
com m issioner run It under t h e 
Western European Union. Ade­
nauer risked his political future 
to support the idea.

.5, More advertising will be 
necessary In 1957 if profits of 
manufacturers and etallers are 
to equal those of 1956.

6. Failures will increase in 
1957, both as to numbers and lia­
bilities. Thousands of small con­
cern* will be wiped out. One or 
two of the largest corporations 
will face bankruptcy or re-organl- 
zatlon.

7. Cost of living will rise slight­
ly during 1957.

8. Most labor unions will hesi­
tate to make public fights for 
higher wages, but will work for 
shorter hours, pensions, and 
“fringes.*'

9. Europe must pay so much 
more for oil that it will have 
less money for purchasing other 
goods.

10. Unexpected events will oc­
cur during 1957; however, as a 
whole, business will remain fair, 
but with smaller profits.

MONEY OUTLOOK
11. As foreign countries must 

pay in gold or dollars for oil, 
their industries will be handi­
capped, unemployment will in­
crease, and pressure for aid from 
the United States will be greater.

12. The Federal Reserve Board 
will not relax its restrictions so 
long as we have full employment 
in the United States; but If un­
employment increases we may 
expect a relaxation. I am very 
glad Mr. Robert Cutler wiP again 
bt Mr. Eisenhower’s adviser.

13. Owing to the tremendous 
numbers of employees, suppliers, 
and re tailers dependent upon the 
large corporations, these will be 
first to receive bank funds.

16. Owing to these Increased 
money rates, state, municipal, 
and town bonds, although tax 
free, have been declining rapidly 
price. Mo.st financial advisers 
forecast much lower prices for 
such securities. I t is pos.sible tha t 
the postponement of such build­
ing plans may .so dimiiii.sh de­
mand for such money th a t the.se 
non-laxable bunds will sell a t 
higher price.s before the year is 
out. This postponement mav also 
reduce the price of steel and 
other m aterials.

17. The money m anagers for 
each corporation, large and

small, will now arrange their
financing needs for two years 
by eithei securing the necessary 
funds now or reducing their
requests.

18. P rices of corporation bonds 
will not recover so quickly as the
non-laxablcs. I forecast lower 
prices for most corporation bonds.

19. Many of the sm aller and 
n .wer corporations wiT be much 
disappointed by their inability to 
secure funds during 1957, except 
by selling convertible preferred 
stocks on term s very favorable to 
investors. It is well to issue 
such securities when money 
rates are  low because the ad ­
vantages continue for m any 
years; but not when money is 
tight, as such securities then 
it up the borrower for a long

number of year* at high rate».
20. Thi» means that 19.57 will 

be a good year for investor» to 
RWitch from low-yielding stock» 
to attractive bond l»»ue«

REAL ESTATE OUTLOOK
21. Home building, corporate 

expansion, and municipal im­
provement» will decline In 1957. 
Therefore. It will not be a good 
year for speculating in real estate.

2. Interest rate.s on mortgages 
will be higher in 1957. Loans not 
“federally'* guaranteed will re­
quire larger margins.

23. Real estate in large cities 
will continue inactive with de­
clining prices due to lack of 
parking facilities.

24. Suburban real estate will 
continue active, but fewer new 
houses will be built. Houses will 
be for sale by executives who 
have lo.st their well-paid Jobs.

25. Purchasers will give more 
attention to the size of the lots 
than to the houses.

35. The above two recommend­
ations apply to those In mode­
rate Income tax brackets ’ '« 
investor in medium or high b a- 
ckets will buy during 19.57 non- 
taxable state, municipal, or town 
bonds carrying “full faith and 
credit.'* Taxes will gradualb in­
crease during 1957, and non- 
taxable bonds will be more In de­
mand from wise investors.

36. I am not now prepared to 
advise readers who do not cara 
for income, but only for profit. 
As above stated, the Dow-Jones 
Industrial Average may Ap­
proach, during 1957, either 4U0 
or 600. It will be very easy to 
make a mistake by either buy­
ing or selling stocks at this 
time. except for intelligent 
switches. I am willing to say, 
however, that readers should 
not get panicky and sell their 
oils. Even Gulf Oil, which has 
the largest Interests in the very 
rich Middle East fields, should 
not be sold.

37. All sensible investors will 
carry good bank balances and 
reserves during 1957 so as not 
to be caught, whatever happens.

38. There should be no panic

Our intricate civilization has 
brought to tln.s brief pinnacle of 
nia.ss pleasure the danger of mass 
murder. It ha.s become a task to 
see that new year out with fun— 
and yet be sure one has done 
notiling to keep one's self or 
one’s friends from starting the 
new year alive and unbandaged.

Here are a few tips on how to 
get the most enjoyment mileage 
out of New Y ear’.s Eve with the 
least possible regret:

Good Year For 
Business And 
Bankruptcies

By SAM DAWSON
NEW YORK (JE—This has been 

one of our best years for business 
— and for bankruptcies.

The number of business failures 
In 1956 set a  postwar record. So 
did the amount of liabilities In­
volved.

How come that with tim es so 
good so many firm s could go 
broke?

Prosperity Itself gets p a rt of the 
blam e. It tem pts the inexperi­
enced to set up shop with insuf­
ficient business judgm ent and 
lacking the necessary capital to 
survive in a  highly competitive 
m arket.

Population shifts have added to 
the problems of m any sm all bus­
inessmen who have found them ­
selves stranded in a  changing 
neighborhood or region. Inflation 
of operating costa and dearer 
money have plagued som e firms.

Dun k  B radstreet reports 10,705 
business faihires in the first 10 
months of 19,56, com pared with 
9,116 in the sam e period of 19.55. 
Liabilities totalled about 30 per 
cent m ore than last year.

Mortality is highest am ong the 
young. One fifth of the failing 
firms had been born in the p re­
vious year. Three fifths of the fail­
ures were concerns in the first 
five years of operation. About one 
half of the bankruptcies are  in 
retailing.

Since everything else also is 
increasing — population, incomes, 
spending, production — the in­
creased number of failures isn’t 
too disturbing.

But the rate  of failure for each
10.000 enterprises is rising. In 
August 1 twas 52 for each 10,000, 
compared with 42 in August 1955. 
It is still well below the 71 for
10.000 in 1940 and the 1-50 out of 
each 10,000 that folded in 1932.

As the year nears its end the 
monthly avw age has been 1,070 
failures, compared with 912 the 
year before, and with 2,600 In 
1932.

Dun’s Review' holds that 91 per 
cent of the m ortalities are  due to 
inexperience either In selling or 
in financing. In this It also in­
cludes poor location and compe­
titive weakness.

While the number of business 
failures has been rising, there are 
still just about as m any concerns 
in existence. Year by year the 
birth ra te  and the death ra te  in 
business comes close to balancing.

WASHINGTON (iB — In its 10
years, the Atomic Energy Com­
mission has grown into one of the 
governm ent’s biggest agencies.

The AEC, marking its 10th 
b irthday today, reported its in­
vestm ent in plant, property and 
equipm ent now totals nearly sev­
en billion dollars. In 1947 — its 
fii’st year — that capital invest­
m ent cam e to $1,200,000,000.

The sum m ary rei>orted these 
m ajor developments:

1. “ The nation’s nuclear arsenal 
Is being expanded in num ber and 
variety . . Government scien­
tists have evolved “ tactical as 
w-ell as slraiegic nuclear bombs” 
and fam ilies of weapon.s “ adapted 
to the specific needs of various 
branches of the arm ed serv ices.” 
This evidently referred to devel­

opment of small-scale nuclear 
bombs and aiomic artillery  shells 
and missile warheads.

2. Steady prog.es.s has been 
made in the atomic ship program  
and in a 250 inill¡uii uuilai oiiort 
aim ed at developing a civilian 
nucleai’ power industry.

3. “ The current program  has a t­
tained Its goal of geographic dis­
persion of vital components of 
the weapon ‘a.ssembl.v line’ ” - 
an apparent reference to sca t­
tered of atomic weapon.s plants 
to m ake them more difficult t.ar- 
Ri’t.s m the evi'iii of an enemy a t­
tack.

The AEC report said the Unit­
ed States now ranks as the 
world s greatest uranium inoduc- 
cr, with more than 1,000 mines 
in operation.

BUDDHISTS IN NEW JERSEY
A little band of Kalmucks in Farmingdale, N. J ., is proving that you can love thy 

neighbor without being exactly like him.
They are the remnant of a people that wandered from Western China to Russia dur­

ing the 12th to the 14lh centuries. Oppressed by czars and communists alike, these 
gentle men and women finally found their way to the United States after W'orld War 11. 
They are Buddhists.

These 600 Kalmucks, like many groups before them, have managed to become Amer­
icans without losing their ethnic or religious identity. Many have become citizens. 
And like other Americans, they live and d ress in modem style. They own television 
sets and other modern conveniences.

In keeping with their ancient beliefs, the Kalmucks last year dedicated a new Bud­
dhist temple. It is being built on a 400-acre tract. Their present temple is a converted 
onc-story garage. They maintain several p riests  to m inister in the temple and to 
teach their children the faith of their fathers.

It is in the children that one sees the blending of old and new. Accepted by their 
schoolmates and neighbors, thoroughly American yet thoroughly different, they are 
equally at home with a Buddhist classic or a Walt Disney cartoon.

Buddhist priests Geshe Wangyel and Rab-djamba stand outside the Buddhist temple at 
Farmingdale, N. J. Structure is a converted stucco garage. A new temple is being built.

At the temple altar, Geshe Wangyel, Buddhist priest and teacher, stands with one of his pupils, 
eight-year-old David Yrubshurev. The youngster studies the Buddhist religion two hours each day.

Like other American town dwellers, the Kalmucks live in 
nice, modest homes, keep their grounds neat and trim.
