Violent Incident

No Serious Injuries
Reported; Radio
Announcer Appar-
ent Gun Target

MONTGOMERY, Ala. M—A Ne-
gro's home -and-s-service .station-
taxi stand were dynamited in an-
other of a serles of incidents at
this racially troubled state capita)
Yyesterday.

A short distance away, an un-
exploded bomb was found smold-
ering on the front porch of an in.
tegration movement leader’'s
home.

The unexploded bomb, contain-
ing 12 sticks of dynamite, was

" placed at the unoccupied home of

the Rev, Martin Luther King Jr.,
who has been the top spokesman
for Negroes seeking to break ra-
cial barriers here.

King, whose home was slightly|’
damaged by a bomb last Jan. 30|

and was hit by a shotgun blast
last month, termed Montgomery
“a city that is dangerous to live
in.”

“It’s no longer safe” here, he
said.

In the 15th incident of violence
in five weeks, a white television
newscaster was shot at twice last
night. He was not hit.

No serious injuries were report-
ed in the early morning blast
which damaged the home of Allen
Robertson, 59-year-old hospital at-
tendant, Three persons were
slightly injured by flying glass at
the service station, a few feet
from the house.

Robertson said he, his wife and
daughter were asleep when the
explosion occurred. He said he
knew of no reason for the inci-
dent.

Bob Underwood. of station
WCOV-TV, apparent target in the
shooting incident, said, “I would
assume this was connected with
the threatening telephone calls.”
Two large-caliber bullets hit his
car as he was leaving his studios,
one penetrating the windshield
gbout a foot from him, the 29-
year-old news director and police
reported.

Underwood said he had “‘tried
to be fair with white and Negro”
in his news coverage but callers
accused him of slanting his re-
porting against Negroes. He re-
ported “about two dozen' threat-
ening calls since a Negro bus boy-
cott began.

Montgomery's city buses were
racially integrated by federal
court order Dec. 21 at the end of
the 381-day boycott in which King
was a leader. i

Within the next two weeks buses
were ambushed by gunfire six
times. Bus service now is re-
stricled to daytime trips. Police
cars follow the last runs at dusk.

A young Negro woman was shot
in both legs in one of the bus at-
tacks. :

Early Jan. 10 four Negro
churches and the homes of two
prointegration minsters were
bombed. No injuries were report-
ed and police said they had no
suspects. Gov. James E. Folsom
offered a $2,000 reward for infor-
mation leading to arrest and con-
vietion of the bombers.

After yesterday's bombing the
Montgomery City = Commission
also posted a $2,000 rewarc. May-
o W. A. Gayle said bus service
would not be affected.

King said he and his family are
“very seldom there at night”
since earlier attacks on tneir

He told his Baptist congregation
that Negroes must stick to a pol-
icy of nonviolence he has advocat-
ed since the boycott began.

“Qur oppressors control the po-
lice, the National Guard even,
and if they send the federal gov-
ernment in here that will be white
folks too,” he said in his Sunday
sermorn.

City authorities have refused
outside help to curb violence.

“Let us not get our guns be-
cause that will not solve the prob-
lems,” King earlier told a crowd
gathered in the dawn at his home.
He urged them to ‘‘remain calm.”

But anger was visible on Negro
faces. Police Chief G. J. Ruppen-
thal said one Negro was “trying
to incite a riot” and accusing po-
lice of not trying to solve the
bombings or shootings.

WASHINGTON A — President
Eisenhower today called on Con-

In a special message, Eisenhow-
er asked that the measure ‘“‘be
enacted on its own merits, uncom-
plicated by provisions dealing
with the complex problems of in-
tegration.”

be a “hush-hush” subject, it is
now more openly discussed. He
pointed out that 53% of all hos-
pital beds' are occupied by pa-
tients with a mental illness,

When one recognizes that some-
thing is amiss, he should do some-
thing about it—not just keep it
to himself, the social worker urg-
ed.

He pointed out that disturbances
can come from without as well as
within:

Often school teachers can pick
up problems with children be-
fore the parents see them. Every-
one has hostilities and sometimes
it is difficult to handle them, he
sald.

Parents often arouse hostilities
in children.

Often the children can handle
the situation gracefully but at
other times they have a violent
reaction such as slamming doors,
breaking toys, etc. Playing will
sometimes work off . hostility in
children. Others, when they can't
get rid of them, may become pro-
blem children, the speaker declar-
ed.

He pointed out that adults may
need help - with  problems also.

Talking about them can give one

a personal satisfaction and often
helps give the solution, he de-
clared.

He advised help if problems
cannot be worked out alone.

At the conclusion of Curtis’ talk
the members enjoyed a period of
informal discussion.

All you need are
a few packets of flower or vege-
table seeds, some.containers and
a small bag of potting soil or:

Endorsement of a multi-county industrial develop-
ment group by Pitt County’s Industrial Committee
should in no way hamper the formation of a county-
wide industrial program already proposed for Pitt
County.

" The State Department of Conservation and De-
velopment is promoting the organization of area in-
dustrial groups throughout North Carolina. The group
of which Pitt has been asked to become a part includes
slightly fewer than a dozen counties from here to the

* coast. While this group may be able to contribute
something to the development of the area, it can by no
means take the place of a county.wide industrial da-
velopment program for Pitt County.

If Pitt is to enjoy its fair share of industrial growth
now taking place in North Carolina, the county must
have a progressive industrial development program. It
must have sufficient funds to hire specialists in this
important field who ean formulate and direct a two-
fold program for attracting outside industry into this
county and for building home-grown industries within
the eounty,

The special committee appointed by the County
Commisgioners to investigate this matter hag recom.
mended to the Commissioners a tax supported in-
dustrial program. The committee has spelled out its
recommendations which are awaiting positiva action

“by the Commissioners. If the proposed program is to
be greatest benefit for the county, the Commissioners
should make every effort to have it in operation by the
beginning of the new fis®®l vear July 1.

- Special !erislation will be required to create this
tax-supported industrial pregram 1or the county. Sueh
a bill should be ready for presentation to the legisla-
ture soon after it eonvenes early in February. The mat-
ter will subsequently require a vote of the people of
Pitt County te enderse the proposed special tax levy
not to execeed three eents per $100 valuation for sup-
port of the industrial program. :

Under the proposal for a eounty-wide program, all
the taxpavers of the county would share in defraying
the cost. In return every eemmunity in the county would

benefit by the industrial and economie progress caused

by development here. The county government itself
would benefit by an increase in taxable property which
will result as new plants are constructed and greater
employment opportunities jncrease the income of the
citizens of the county.

We have no objection to Pitt’s participation in an
area industrial group such as hag been proposed by the
Department of Conservation and Development, It 'is
our firm conviction, however, that the county should
put first things first, and in this case it is of much

greater importance that Pitt effect its own industrial.

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Cigarette Tax
Profits Others

By LYNN NISBET

CIGARETTE TAKES — Forty-
twg States—and the Distriet of
Colymbia leyied special package
taxes gn cigarettes and collected
more than %50 million during the
month of November 1956, ac-
cording to a table in the eur-
rent issue of Tobaceo Leal, a
trade magasine published in
New York.

Rates ranged from two centis
a pack in Arizona, Missouri,
Wyaming and the District of
Columbia to sttgm gents in Louis-
iana. The tax take for the month
ranged from $65803 in Wyoming
to $5.431,022 in New York. Penp-
sylvania also collected more
than $5 millien.

Whether the $30 million for Ne-
vember, indicating an annual
take of more than $600 million,
actually came out of the pockets
of tobacco growers is debatable.
There can he no doubt it cantri-
buted to the wide spread be-
tween what the farmer got for
his leaf and what the consumer
paid for his smoke.

The consumer tax on eiga-
rettes does net enter into the in-
dustrial development picture as
a direct factor. However, as
North Carelina legislalors face
up to the task of revamping
the tax strueture for greater
equity in distributing the burden,
it is well to remember that the
people of Massachusetis last vear
paid some $30 million mare in
taxes on cigarettes than the peo-
ple in North Carolina paid.

Supparting the contention of
advocates of izecial cigarette
taxes that smokers are gonna
buy them regardless of tax, the
Tobacco Leaf table shows that
during Novemhber of 1956 the tax-
ing States sold 139,000 more
packs of cigarettes than in No-
vember of 1955.

NON-PAR BANKING — The
issue of par or non-par clear-
ance of ¢hecks and gommercial
banking paper i§ eeming be-
fore the General Assembly next
month with ﬁerhtps a little bet-
ter sponsorship than it had on
previous appearances. The State
Banking Commission adopted .a
resolution offered by Don Elias
of Asheville calling upon the ap-
propriate legislative committees
ta make a thorough study of
the question to determine wheth-
er legislation is desirable. It is
inherent in the situation that
legislation if any will be to out-
law the practice of charging ex-
change fees for the eolleetion of
checks drawn on other banks.

Members of the Federal Re-
serve System, which includes all
National banks and many e¢har-
tered by the State, are required
te handle paper at par, er face
value. Many State banks, especi-
ally those in small towns, charge

exgchange or collection fees.
Same of the smaller banks con-
tend they cannot get along with-
out this source of income.

Among the foremost champions
of the non-par or' fee collecting
poliey is R. P. Helding, a memb-
er aof the banking eommission
and president of First Citizens
Bank & Trust Company ef Smith-
field, with seme 30 brangh banks
in Eastern North Carolina. In-
dividual ppinien varies ameng
members of the commission, and
it has taken zm offigial pesition
for or against par elearanee.

It is kmown that the original
draft of the Don Elias motion
called for & positive stand ggainst
the non-par pelicy. In fingl form
it was tened down te previde for
8 study of the whele guestion of
par and nop-par banking. After
the commissian meeting adjourn-
ed Elias samewhat whimsieally
quipped: “I've made a jeb for
the lohbists."”

To the average eof rank and
file citizean the Issue is npt
greatly important, amounting to
a few cents or a very few dol-
lars. In the aggregate for the
banks it amoeunts te hundreds
of thousands.

TOURIST DOLLAR The
American Automobile Associa-
tion has compiled figures on the

extent and value of travel busi- -

ness in the United States, with
emphasis on motor vehicle tra-
vel. It is found that the motor
vacatienisi’s dollar is spent this

ay: 28 cents for food, 22 cents
or logdging, 22 cents for gaso-
line, oil, tires, parts and motor
repairs, 20 cents at retail stores
and eight eents for entertainment
and regreation.

For these needs the average
tourist in North Carolina spent
$.3 a day and stayed in the
state an ayerage of three and a
half days.

Ninety percent of all the
{families in the United States took
8 vacation last year, and 84 per-
eent of them tiravelled by auto-
maobile. The average number of
persons in the ear was 3.1. Ma-
jority of the motorists stopped at
motels rather than hotels be-
cause of the greater convenience.
This trend is noted in the re-
port that there are fewer hotels
now than ten years ago, while
there are more than four times
&8 many moter epurts.

Whether President Eisenhow-
er's statement that he hoped
Congress would cut the S71L.8
billion hudget if it could was in-
tended as a ehallenge, or merely
an ipvitation to try to trim
spending outlays is anybody’s
guess. The President probably
did not mean it specifically in
that way, .but in effect it
amoynts to as much. Congress,
in geod faith, could scarcely
pass up the offer, and appears
inclined ta accept it.

The propesed budget for fiscal
1958 is rougly three billjon dol-
lars above that for the current
fiscal year. It was sent up to
Congress as being the best that
could be produced at this time.
But the schedules should admit
of eurtailment bath as to value
received for dollars emplayed
and as fo elimination of huge
ampunts that ceuld be interpre-
ted as not abselutely essential.

There is 8 growing feeling in
mare than ene quarter that the
administration, in 8 time of high
prosperity and record-breaking
revenues, knows extra amounts
of money will be colleeted and
is prepared to spend it.

On Sunday, Jan. 13, Frank
showed up with a car and they
all went for a ride to the south-
west 'suburban countryside. Trav-
eling remote roads in the bitter
cold weather, they wound up in
an area near Willow Springs
Woods. The girls resisted their
advances on this occasion and he
and the other man became angry,
beat the girls and then ‘“got
scared” when they found the sis-
fers were unconscious.

Tax Rebel Loses
French- Election

PARIS P — Voters of a Left
Bank Paris district have sharply
rebuffed tax rebel Piecre Pou-
Jade’s first try for an elected
political office.

In voting for a vacant National
Assembly seat yesterday in the 1st
Dist. of the Seine Department
(county), the leader of the new|
political movement that was the|
surprise of the 1956 election got|
only 19,906 of the total 311,369/
votes cast — 6.4 per cent.

The seat in the runoff election|
was won by independent (moder-|
ate right wing) Julien Tardieu|
with 170,953 votes. He had led in
the first election two weeks ago
but did not get the necessary
majority. Only a plurality was
needed in the runoff.

Communist Lucien Monjauvis
was second with 72,374 votes. In
last year's general election the
district gave the Communists
120,330 votes.

Poujade ran fourth.
Advocating big tax cuts and a
“‘states general” to completely re-
mark the French political system,
Poujade in 1956 led a new politi-
cal movement which startled ob-
servers and politicians by electing
81 persons to the Assembly.
Poujade himself was not a can-
didate last year. Disqualifications
and desertions have left only
about 35 of his adherents in the
Assembly, and Poujade's popular-
ity appears to be dropping rapid-
Y.
