RALEIGH — With 
oath to serve the state faithfully, 
Luther H. Hodges today entered 
a four-year term as governor of 
North Carolina.

The 58 - year - old retired textile 
executive took the oath from Chief 
Justice J . Wallace Winborne 
before a joint session of the 1957 
General Assembly in Raleigh Me­
morial Auditorium. ■=’
^  Hodges became the first Tar 
Tar Heel governor in this centuiy 
to succeed himself. State officials, 
distinguished guests including two 
neighboring governors, and thou­
sands of plain citizens watched on 
television as he took the oath.

The impressive inaugural cere­
monies were a marked contrast 
to the simple rites 27 months ago 
when Hodges first was sworn in 
as governor. He moved up from 
lieutenant governor, the first pub­
lic office to which he was elected, 
upon the death of Gov. William 
B. Umstead in the fall of 1954.

The inauguration c a m e  one 
month later than governors in the 
past have taken their oaths. After 
a constitutional amendment was 
approved last falT' shifting the 
date for convening the Legislature 
from early January to early Peb- 
ruary, Gov. Hodges decided to de­
lay his inaugural to take the oath 
befcire the General Assembly.

Nine other state officials also 
received fheir oaths today. They 
Included Luther E. Bamhardt of 
Concord, successor to Hodges as 
lieutenant governor.

Gov. George D. Clyde said he 
now would consider the prisoners’ 
demands, including “better” food 
and shorter prison sentences.

Clyde left the prison to rest aft­
er the night of facing down the 
prisoners’ insistence that they 
w ouldn’t free their hostage until 
their demands were met.

State Highway Patrol Supt. Lyle 
Hyatt said he was planning a cell-

by-cell shakedown of the prison. 
Authorities also said they would 
start an immediate survey of 
damage to the modern structure.

The hostages began filing out of 
the inmate - controlled section at 
5:55 a.m. Billy Randall, a spokes­
man for the convicts, and seven 
or eight other prisoners accom­
panied the hostages into the ad­
ministrative section. One freed 
guard was crying.

Randall said: “We were given 
assurance that If we turned the 
hostages loose, no one would be 
actually punished.”

It does, however, provide 
an organization through which merchants can coordin­
ate their activities and cooperate for their mutual 
betterm ent.

The Reflector has opposed federal aid for educa­
tion for one reason.

No dicta­
to r  T n r ty irH T n a r!-^ ^  gained power in
modem times without gaining control of the education 
of the youth of its nation. 2. Each time federal dollars 
have flowed down to lesser levels of government in the 
United States, federal controls over activities for which 
the dollars ^'ere earm arked have followed.

Is it wise for the states to place their educational 
systems under the control and authority of a federal 
bureau or agency? Is there any real indication that the 
established pattern of federal control going hand in 
hand with federal dollars will abruptly end when fede­
ral aid is given to public schools?

Other Editors Saying— 
Area And State Problem

(Kinstoa Free Press)
Current interest in stream sani­

tation In North Carolina, and 
particularly in the watershed of 
Ne\ise River, can be turned into 
a positive program to bring about 
a long-range anti-poUution drive 
if the task is recognized In true 
perspective from the outset. It Is 
actually an area, community and 
State undertaking and will not 
succeed without full cooperation 
of all concerned.

The Kinston area got its 
Initial example of what could be 
done by industry to further such 
a program when the large "Da­
cron" plant of fhe Du Pont Com­
pany was erected east of tha 
city. It is equipped with mt^ern 
sewerage treatment machinery 
which dumps water in the Neuse 
said to be ss pure and untainted 
aif it was when it was pumped 
from underground wells for use 
In the plant.

The city of Kinston has been 
studying ways and means to 
provide a modern sewerage dis­
posal plant for this community 
for some years. It is a queation 
of money. How to get the five 
million dollars, or more, which 
would be needed for such a 
facility under present bond li­
mitations has not been answered. 
When it is. it will have to be 
matched by similar efforts in all 
cities and towns along the Neuse 
watershed, or else the major ob­
jective will be lost.

State legislation for a positive 
clean-up program for North Caro­

lina’s major streams has been 
initiated, but-it does not go far 
enough in the right direction. 
So far it offers no help to the 
cities and towns which would be 
faced with the financial burden of 
building modern disposal plants 
for raw sewerage. Most of these 
communities, like Kinston, have 
so many more pressing needs that 
must be met now that to em­
bark upon such projects would 
 ̂bring undue financial strain.

Of course the whole State would 
gain from such a program. The 
Cliffs of the Neuse State Park, 
for instance, would become a 
much more attractive facility 
for all w’ho use it now and will 
use it in future if it were border­
ed by an unpolluted. Neuse Riv­
er. Industries not now using toe 
stream no doubt would find it 
more attractive for their 
needs, and certainly the public 
health would be enhanced by uh- 
polluted streams.

Cities which now delay a long- 
range program for disposal plants 
would be reluctant to do so if 
toe State would cooperate to the 
point of making needed funds 
avilable at low interest rates and 
joined to the campaign to sec 
that all the State's major 
streams were brought up to the 
highest anti-pollution standards.

In the present situation most 
municipalities feel the wsonomic 
pressures of ether vital needs so 
strongly they cannot advance 
without 8<xne state or federal 
assistance.

A spokesman said two Instruc­
tors have been accused of strik­
ing recruits during training ma­
neuvers. None of the instructors 
has been charged.

The spokesman said a prelimi­
nary inquiry began about four 
weeks ago after Gen. Homer L. 
Litzenberg, the base commander, 
received an anonymous letter cit­
ing possible cases of maltreat­
ment.

The letter r^ortedly was sent 
by Nelson R. farter of Hartford, 
Vt. His son, David L. Porter, was 
among the recruits making the ac- 
cusation.s. None of the other re­
cruits or drill instructors was 
identified.

The elder Porter was reported 
en route to Parris Island,

The New York Times and New 
York Daily News, in dispatches 
from Parris Island, quoted the 
elder Porter as saying his son 
was struck on the head with a 
steel bar.

Capt. James P. Mahoney, public 
Information officer, said:

“ It has not been established how 
Porter was struck or that he had 
been struck with an Instrument. 
He (Porter) has made an allega­
tion he was struck by one of his 
drill instructors.”

To Soon Rule On 
Channel Change

WASHINGTON — The F ed ­
eral Comm unications Commtsetoa 
(FCC) is reportedly nearly  ready  
to rule on proposed televiaioa 
channel changes affecting about 
SO comm unities.

Commission officials said no fl-  
nid decision has been reached in  
any of the cases, but there w ere 
indications th a t action would come 
before the end of this month.

The proposed changes grow out 
of efforts to end or minimize t.ie 
m ixture of very high frequency 
(VHP) and u ltra  high f re q u c .i ,/  
(UHF) channels in the sam e 
area.

Many new er UHP stations have 
been forced to close down be­
cause they w ere unable to cono^ 
pete with other stations in the lf 
a rea  using the older UHF system* 
Many receiving sets a re  adap ted  
only for U HP.

The pending solution is a  sw ap­
ping of channels among thesg 
areas so a s  to m ake each of 
them  aU VHP (the older chatt**” 
nels num bered 2 through 13) o f  

U H P '( th e  new er channels 
num bered 14 through 83), or p re ­
dom inantly one or th s  other..

The proposed channel c h a n g e  
are  being considered for Norfolk- 
P o rtsm ou th '- Newport News, V a.- 
New B ern, N.C.; Charleston, S . 
C.; and Columbia, B.C., am ong 
others.

Goal Revisions 
Reveal Soviet 
Overoptimism

By THOMAS P. WHITEYNEW YORK (ifi-The Kremlin’s production goals for 1957 give a good indication of how greatly the .sixth five-year plan overestimated the Soviet Union’s ability to ex­pand output.
In announcing the 1957 econom­ic plan to the current session of the Supreme Soviet (Parliament), economic czar Mikhail Pervukhin gave no revised goaLs for the five- year period ending Dec. 31, 1960 
But if production Increases from now on by no more than the addi­tional amount anticipated for 1957, the 1960 output of some basic in­dustrial products would stack up this way as compared with the targets announced a year ago (figures in millions of metric tons): Original Goal RevisedCoal .........................  593 497Steel ...........................  68 60Pig Iron ..................  53 45Petroleum .............  135 137Electricity ...............  320 288
(Last figure in billions of kilo­watt hours)
It can be estimated similarly that Pervukhin’s revised plan In­volves Increasing total industrial output 40 to 50 per cent by 1960. The original plan called for a  65 per cent increase over 1955.In this set of estimates, petro­leum is the only one of the five basic items for which the Krem­lin’s original goal remains. Soviet oil output has soared annually in recent years.
Even these revised goals would represent a very large increase in production. Fifteen million more tons of steel in the space of five years is a lot of steel.There is also the possibility that the Soviet Union will be able to raise its rate of production in­crease — in the output of steel and electric power, for example — above that set for 1957. But the fact remains that the Kremlin has I been compelled to low'er its sights ,in the field of industrial develop­ment.

By SAM DAWSONNEW YORK (d^Inflatlon — In­cluding inflated taxes—is cited as a  depression breeder by one who ought to know. Form er President Hoover, who had his hair curled once by a depression, sees the 
foreshadowing of another in the present era of free spending and ia rising cost of living—and par­ticularly in the complacency about it.

In the inflation period of the ’20s that bred the big bust of 1929 the slogan was: "Never sell America short." Today the slogans are: “ the old economic laws are out­moded’’ and “ After all it’s only money."
Hoover thinks that the 103 mil­lion dollars a  year Americans are paying to be governed at various levels Is too much for the economy to bear without danger of overstrain.
Treasury Secretary Humphrey also frets about the tax burden. He says: “The present rates are so high that they will in the long run hamper our e c o n o m i c  growth."
By that both men mean that after paying out 103 billion dollars of their individual and business incomes for taxes and other gov­ernmental levies, people aren’t saving enough to finance the growth of industry needed if million new jobs are to be found each year, and homes are to be built for the young couples com­ing along. Which is another way of saying that money is tight.

Anns Reportedly 
Going To Egypt

WASHINGTON iPi — Russia Is 
reported to have resumed arms 
shipments to Egypt in recent 
weeks in what appears to be a 
move to rebuild President Nas­
ser’s battered armed forces.

Top American officials who dis­
closed this today said, however, 
they could not be sure whether 
the shipments represent a new 
purchase or additional deliveries 
under a 250-miUion-dollar con­
tract disclosed in September 1955. 
There have been rumors, but no 
confirmation, of á second such 
deal.

The officials said they have 
evidence of deliveries of medium 
tanks, artillery, personnel car­
riers and probably jet fighters.

These weapons are understood 
to have been unloaded in crates 
from Communist ships amid great 
secrecy, mainly at the Egyptian 
port of Alexandria.

The new shipments all have 
arrived since the Mideast fighting 
ended three months ago.

Any new Soviet arms shipments 
to Egypt would be a violation of a 
United Nations Assembly cease­
fire resolution adopted Nov. l. 
which called %n all countries to 
refrain from introducing new war 
materials into the Middle East 
area.

Nasser’s acceptance of addition­
al Soviet arms would be almost 
certain to add to Middle East 
tension at this time.

American authorities have been 
unable thus far to determine how 
much SoAdet equipment has been 
delivered since the fighting end­
ed. They agree that the new ship­
ments thus faTi. arf not nearly as 
big as the original 2S9-million- 
dollar order.

WASHINGTON UP) — Gordon 

Gray has been heard to say of 
himself: "I’m not smarter than 
anybody else; I’m Just more pa­
tient."

That quality of patience — to­
gether with unremitting hard 
work — is said by his friends to 
bg, one of the secrets of his suc­
cess in business, education and 
politics.

At 47, Gray has been a high 
official in both the Truman and 
Eisenhower administrations, a 
university president and a leading 
newspaper publisher in North Car­
olina.

Yesterday, President El.senhow- 
er announced he was nominating 
Gray to succeed refiring Arthur S. 
Flemming as the nation’s defense 
mobilizer.

Although born to wealth his 
family made millions in the to­
bacco business — Gray is an apos­
tle of hard work. He has been 
known to average 9 or 10 hours a 
day at his office and to carry full 
ta-iefcases home afterward.

He didn’t want to go to college 
but he led his class at the Uni­

versity of North Carolina. Twenty 
years láter, he became president 
of his alma mater.

He didn’t want to go to law 
•ebool either — but his father 
persuaded him to go and be grad­
uated high in his class at the Yale 
Lftw School.

He did want to get in uniform, 
•ntered the Army as a private in 
1942, came out a captain — and 
was secretary of the Army under 
President Truman «even ' years 
ftfter he was a private.

Since U»n he has held other 
hpportant federal posts.

tor of the Psychological Strategy 
Bom-d created by Truman to dl 
reet the cold war against Russia.

I In WS.i Ebenhower called him 
{back to Washington from his uni- 
jverslty post, this time to become 
‘assLstant secretary of defense for 
international security affairs. He 
holds that job now.

Gray Is a former state legisla­
tor and a former president of the 
Young Democrats of his state. 
But be has stated he voted for 
Eisenhower.

He was born in Baltimore, Md., 
May 30, 1909. His father Bowman 
Gray started as a salesman for 
the R. J. Reynolds Tobacco Co. 
and rose ultimately to chairman 
of the board.

After his first wife Jane died 
in 1953, Gray married the former 
Nancy Maguire Beebe. He is the 
father of four boys and the step­
father of three girls.

He is president of the Piedmont 
Publishing Co., which publishes 
the Winston-Salem Journal and 
the Twin-City Sentinel at Winston- 
Salfim_H.C,

Once, when one of his sons was 
too sick to deliver the Journal, 
Gray took over the boy’s route

MOSCOW UB-The Madison Ave­
nue treatment has been applied 
with a heavy hand to Moscow’s 
newest spy charge.

With television cameras trained 
on elaborately prepared stage 
setting, the Foreign Ministry pre­
sented a three-hour espionage ac­
tivity claim against the United 
States. Featured were four live 
"spies.”

L, F. Ilyichev, head of the For­
eign Ministry press department, 
conducted the lengthy presentation 
before a news conference attended 
by some 200 Soviet and foreign 
reporters. Televised and broad­
cast live for the Moscow area, 
it also was filmed for later show­
ings elsewhere in the Cofñmunist 
bloc.

Ilyichev charged the U n i t e d  
States is carrying on an unprec­
edented espionage campaign that 
amounts to secret war against the

Soviet Union and other Commu­
nist nations. Such action, he de­
clared, makes the United States 
guilty of "gross Interference in the 
home a f f a i r s  of sovereign na­
tions.”

Charges detailed included opera­
tion of spy schools in West Ger­
many, regular violation of Soviet 
air i^ace and smuggling agents in­
to the Soviet Union. ,

On a long table in front of the 
Foreign Ministry spokesman was 
a collection of what he called 
American spy equipment. It in­
cluded portable radio transmitters 
and receivers, maps, forged docu­
ments, cameras and poison cap­
sules. The poison, it was said, was

rendered or were captured In the
Soviet Union between May 1953 
and April 1954.

Khmelitsky said he had been 
supplying American Intelligence 
with false reports ever since he 
was arrested by Soviet security 
agents almost four years ago.

Describing his spy school educa­
tion, Yakuta said:

"In order to turn us into obed­
ient servants and make us forget 
our love for oip motherland, the 
Americans encouraged drinking 
and gambling and bad language 
among us and even at times took 
us to Munich to visit public 
houses.”

Even the most solid Soviet re­
porters laughed at that.

NEW YORK 111—The Americsn 
Communist party will consider 
sweeping changes In policy at its 
16th national convention opening 
here Saturday.

At stake is the bitterly debated 
iasue of whether it will continue 
to hew to traditional Marxism- 
Leninism. with the Kremlin as the 
guiding spirit, or take a more in­
dependent stand.

About 3(X) delegates elected on 
a regional basis are expected to 
attend. They will represent a 
membership estimated by the 
party at 25,(WO.

Some of the convention pro­
gram is expected to be "open,” 
but most sessions dealing with 
issues vital to the party will be 
closed.

The debate wlU center around a 
resolution drafted last September 
by the party’s national committee, 
calling for re-examinatlon of cer­
tain Marxist-Lenin theories on the 
ground they may have become 
outdated or obsolete.

William Z. Foster, national 
chairman, is regarded as the par­
ty’s chief proponent for adhering 
to the traditional Marxist-Lenin

line.
His chairmanship could hinge 

on the convention action. The del 
egates will elect a national com­
mittee, which in turn decides who 
will serve as chairman.

A leading advocate of "sweep­
ing changes” is John Gates, edi­
tor of the Dally Worker, Commu­
nist newspaper. He and his forces 
are known to the old-line Reds 
as "right-wingers.”

Eugene Dennis, party secretary, 
generally is represented as favor­
ing some change, but not to the 
extent proposed by Gates.

The Soviet Communist party 
has indicated plainly that It fav­
ors the Foster faction.

Gates outlined his philosophy 
several months ago in an article 
"Time for a Change,” In the 
Marxist monthly Political Af­
fairs. He wrote;

"We now realize how harmful 
it was to deify Stalin and consider

dom. it is Just as wrong to at­
tribute such qualities to Marx and 
Lenin even though they were bet­
ter men than Stalin.

"The issue consequently is not

the abandonment of Marxlst- 
Leninist theory, but the need for 
a critical re-evaluation and furth­
er development of tl.”

The "right-wingers’* advocate 
dropping the word "Communist” 
from the party and even aband­
oning the party form of organiza­
tion in favor of a "nonparty” po­
litical action association.
