When business increases tts 
inventories, it is causing more 
to be iMPduced than is consum­
ed.

WhUe they might 
tolerate, by necessity, accession 
by Nixon to full power in case of 
the President’s death, and bis 
temporary service if President 
Eisenhower Invited him in', they 
would hardly want a specific con­
stitutional requirement that he 
take over while the ’ President 
lived.

Because this situation is so' 
delicate, the vice president has 
never stepped in on the three oc­
casions in Ü.

DETROIT (AP)—You're got 

to make a speech, you’re jittery, 
and so you take a tranquilizer 
piU to ease the tension.

The pressures of business 
weight heavily on your nerve.s.
So you take a tranquilizer pill to 
ease the tension.

The irritating aspects of a con­
ference or a personal ordeal a r t 
dusted off with a pill.

Doctors who have studied this 
relatively new antidote for the 
universal human ailmeát of ner­
vousness differ in their opinlom 
of its affects.

Dr. Keith P. Killam of Los An­
geles, ah authority on the effect 
of tranquilizers on the brain says 
flatly:

“These things are too potent 
to be messing around with over- 
the-counter sales.”

Dr. Phillip B. Bradley of Bir­
mingham, England, who has done 
extensive work with tranquili- 
sers. cautions that they work in a  
“ rather subtle” way. “ They ap­
pear to act in a way which seem* 
to Interefere with our perception 
of the external world,” he said.

But Dr. James O. Miller, a 
Universl^ of Michigan psychia­
trist who has conducted extensive 
tests on the effects of iranquili- 
aers, says:

“ I see iu> reason why peopl* 
should not take teanqulhzers for 
t h ^  whole life if they feel better 
for it.”

Dr. Killam and Dr. Bradly 
discussed tranquilizing drugs at 
an international symposium on 
the recticular formation of the 
brain at Henry Ford Hospital 
here, TranquiUzers, which first 
appeared years ago and re­
portedly now are second only to 
achromycin (an ahtibiotic) in 
number of prescriptions written 
in the United States, are beUeved 
to do their work in the core of the 
brain stem known as the recticu­
lar formation. It is believed 
that this network of fibers and 
nerves, which plays a major 
role in wakefulness and sleep, 
filters incoming information and 
controls attention.

The man-made tranquilizer af­
fects this filtering process.

The result, says Dr. Bradley, 
“ is not a distortion of the environ­
ment but the interpretation is 
different.”

In other words, with the help 
of a tianquillzer drug, things 
that used to bother you are 
b ru s l^  off with a minimum of 
worry, anxiety and tension.

Transquilizers are billed as a 
way to beat the tensions of the 
fast modern pace without the 
dangerous effects of habit-form­
ing drugs such as narcotics.

“But,” said Dr. Killam, “count­
ing on tranquilizers is like driv­
ing a car without a clutch pedal- 
pretty soon you don’t want to 
go back to a car with a clutch 
pedal.”

He believee there is”  danger
in the prolonged use of tranquU-_
izers. "The dangers of self-medi­
cation are great,” he said, “and 
probably worse than meetinf the 
original problem.”

He refused to venture an opin­
ion on whether they affect 
alertness.

Dr. Miller tempered kis flat 
statement about the sa* ty of 
tranquilizers with the advice 
that, “ It’s always better to try 
and arrange our lives so we do 
not need artificial help to ealm . 
our nerves.”

He said a series of tests idiow 
“ there is no effect on a person’s 
reaction while under double the 
normal dose” of Miltown or 
Equanil,, two common broad 
names for a tranquilizer prescrib­
ed for nervousness.

The study, conducted < by tiie 
Mental Health Research Insitute 
of the University of Michigan 
Department of Psychiatry, show­
ed tranquilizers caused no effect 
on reflex ability to drive a 
car, on steadiness, mental aJerU 
ness or vision, he said.

Considered experts in gardening, Mesdames J . B. Jam es, J , . B. Kittrell. and F. B. Haar were each ..asked: What do you think the most important factor for someone to consider that is planning a flow­er garden?
Mrs. J.B. Jam es quickly answer­ed that, “ A planter should place her flowers and plants according to the sun or shade that they pre­fer.” She illustrated her point by explaining that azaleas and ca­mellia plants take partial shade
She warned the beginning gard- . ener that, ‘‘Plants are finicky— they like particular types of soil.” She explained that azaleas and camellia plants prefer acid soil, but the iris take the opposite type of soil.
Mrs, J.B. Kittréll tells the secret of her success with bulbs which has assured her of a lovely, old-fashion­ed picture garden each spring. ‘‘I dig up the bulbs each year and plant fresh ones,” she explained.She also believes that a gardner should enjoy their garden and not let It become too time-consuming. In her garden she strives for mass color effect which a beginning gardener could easily achieve.“A beginning gardener should first think about permanent ever­green and then later they can fill in with flowering shrubs andtrees, such as the dogwoods and crab apples, to make a beautiful background for the flowers that they decide to plant,” suggest Mrs. Haar.
