It is not completely honest to rem em ber only the  

good works done by a man while he was alive.
It is im portant th a t  we should not fo rge t  a t  least 

a  portion of the questionable acts of men who have 
passed away. W e should remember those question­
able accomplishments as we remember the  virtues, if 
for no other reason th a t  the  lessons they  can teach

It is our considered opinion th a t  during the  15 
m onths since Leonard Bloxam became city m anage r  in 
Greenville, the  city has had the most efficient, most 
progressive administration in its history. On every hand  
there  are  evidences of more careful city planning, 
closer coordination and g rea te r  cooperation betw een 
the various departm ents  and agencies of the city. As a 
result of these things, local taxpayers  have received 
a g rea te r  re tu rn  in the form of sendees fo r  each and 
evviry tax  dollar. The pace of Greenville’s progress has 
shown a m arked  increase.

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These things have been called to mind by the 

d e a th  of Senator Joseph R. McCarthy. There  are few 
men in American history who have crea ted  the tur- 
bulence th a t  this man created. He is one of only a half- 
dozen or so who have been censured by his colleagues 
in the  United States Senate.

Yet, the battles McCarthy fought and the enemies 
he m ade  were forgotten w’hen his death  w-as announced. 
The same men in the Senate who censured him rem em ­
bered  him as “ fighting patrio t . . . courageous fighter 
. . ,  m an  of strong convictions . . . fine fellow .”

No one mentioned the dirty word crea ted  to des­
cribe techniques used by McCarthy. No one rem em ber­
ed  the  “smear technique” he made popular. And no 
one "would speak of the  character assassination tha t  
w as a regu la r  pa rt  of M cCarthy’s investigative opera­
tions.

It is im portant th a t  we rem em ber these things. We 
should rem em ber “ M cCarthyism” and all its facets—  
and keep them upperm ost in our minds. There is no, 
room for them in our democratic way of life and we 
thou ld  rem em ber them  to keep others who might be­
come new McCarthys from foisting themselves on the 
American people.

Jeseph  M cCarthy created some good in his life—  
all men do. But he also crea ted  evil ways and  actions.

W e should rem em ber them  all, if we are  to do jus­
tice to his memory and  to our American heritage.

Any individual who holds public office, elective 
Or appointive, political or non-political, must and  does 
expect criticism of his work because of the very na ­
ture  of the position he holds. A t the same time, it is 
not in the best interest of any community for the  posi­
tion of city m anager  t o become involved in local politip><, 
ju s t  as it is not in the  interest of the  city for the  heads 
or employes of d ther  municipal departm ents  to be­
come involved in politics.

W e not only admire Leonard Bloxam for his cap­
able administration of city affa irs  during the past 15 
m onths; w-e adm ire  him equally as much for his con­
s tan t é f forts to s tay out of political wrangling  which 
has gone on in Greenville.

It is our hope th a t  the five men elected to 
Greenville’s City Council in T uesday’s election will be 
the calibre men who will prevent the city m an a g e r ’s 
position from being made a political football. It  is our 
hope also th a t  Leonard Bloxam will continue in the  
post of city m anager  to adm inister  the city govern­
ment operations in the capable, efficient and progres­
sive m anner he has during the past 15 months.

Two new proposals to give 
small business a break on taxes 
are attracting attention in Con- 
gi-essional circles. There is a 
slim chance one may be adopted.

One would allow small busi­
nesses to amortize certain capi- 
tal investments faster than now 

■ "ppmiitted.
There is a persuasive argu­

ment. This is the same conces­
sion granted to new defense 
plants. Proponents declare small 
business is as inu)ortant to the 
American free enterprise system 
as new defense plants are and 
•hould get similar assistance.

Under this plan, a man who 
spent $50,000 for equipment for 
a  small business might be allow­
ed to charge off as much as 
110,000 as depreciation each year 
for five years. This would re­
duce his taxes during those 

. years. It would increase them lat­
er because his deductions would 
have been used up.

The government would lose no­
thing. It might gain because 
future earnings might be great­
er. However, it Would be equi­
valent to an interest-free loan 
during the early days of the 
business.
BENEFITS FOR BACKERS

The other proposal, advaixjed 
by Wendell B. Barnes, chief of the 
Small Business Administration, 
would permit original investors in 
small 'businesses to write off 
losses, U any, against ordinary 
Income rather than against capi­
tal gains.

This would tend to make loans 
to small businesses easier to find 
and, Incidentally, provide possi­
ble bonanzas for the rich. At 
present, an upper bracketeer 
might be reluctant to lend capi­
tal to a  small and therefore specu­
lative enterprise. While gains ~ 
woidd be taxed only at the low 
aapital'gains. If there were no 
other capital gains, the backer 
would have to “eat” the losses.

However, upder the Barnes 
plan, gains wduld be taxed no

more than 26 per cent. Losses, 
however, would free correspond­
ing amounts of ordinary income 
from taxes running up as high as 
91 per cent.

Of course, almost nobody pays 
91 per cent tax on income, no 
matter what the law says. Any­
one smart enough to make more 
than $200,000 a year should be 
smart enough to find a few per­
fectly legal loopholes. 
BACKGROUND

The best hope for the enact­
ment of either of these two 
schemes lies in the fact that 
help for small business was a 
fairly wide plank in the Republi­
can platform. President Eisen­
hower has asked Congress to 
grant such assistance. Failure 
to provide some help would be­
come a club with which mem­
bers of the Democratic major­
ity could be clobbered with at 
the next election.

An earlier proposal to lower 
taxes on the first several thous­
and dollars of corporate income 
now seems pretty dead. As was 
pointed out here and elsewhere, 
this plan would have helped only 
incorpoi^ated businesses and it 
would have helped big corporat­
ions no less than small ones. 
Even Mr, Eisenhower’s Secre­
tary of the Treasury. George 
M. Humphrey, opposed it. The 
fact that this proposal is dor­
mant if not dead makes It a little 
more ükely that one of the new 
ones will get serious attention.

Of course, either one of them 
would add one more loophole 
to the tax fence. Accounts have 
calculated there are now some 
260 of these legal loopholes. 
The biggest of these, incidentally, 
and the one through which the 
largest numbers of taxpayers 
have crawled, is the one permit­
ting Mcome s^plittihg by“~mar- 
ried couples. If you are not tak­
ing advantage of this, better dis­
cuss it with your income tax ac­
countant, especially if that ex­
pert is female, single and good- 
looking.

TOAST — It’s official now. The 

long familiar toast written more 
than 50 years ago by Mrs. Leon- 
ora (Henry C.) Martin, beginning 
with “Here’s to the Land of th ^  
Long Leaf Pine.” has been set 
to music by Mrs. Mary Burke 
Kerr, dedicated and contributed 
to the children of ̂ o rth  Carolina. 
It was adopted as the official 
toast of North Carolina by the 
General Assembly this week 
after a group of girls from the 
Clinton school sang it in both 
houses. There were no dissent­
ing votes.

All four verses of Mrs. Mar­
tin’s toast were included in the 
official adoption, but only the 
first is familiar and only it may 
be commonly accepted as “offi­
cial” in later years. It was 
brought out in Senate discussion 
of the bill that the official song, 
adopted in 1927 originally had 
five verses, but only three are 
used, and only the first is com­
monly known.

Adoption of the official toast 
brings to mind some other 
acts of the General Assembly de­
signating official insignia or sym­
bols.

GREAT SEAL — The Great 
Seal of the State was adopted in 
essentially its present form in 
1869, concurrently with ratifica­
tion of the constitution. It por­
trays two female figures, one 
called Liberty and the other call­
ed Plenty, facing each other 
against a background which varies 
in structure with almost every 
printing of the seal. Unchange­
able features are the figures of 
Liberty and Plenty, the words 
“The Great Seal of the State of 
North Carolina” The State motto 
— “Esse Quam Videri” — which 
Is Latin for “To be rather than 
to seem” and the date May 20, 
1775, were added in 1893.

FLAG — The State Flag was 
adopted in 1885 and has not 
been changed since, despite some 
attempts to remove the May 20, 
1775, date from'it. The act spec­
ifies the flag shall consist of a 
blue union with a  white star in 
the center, with gilt letters N 
and C on each side. Gilt scrolls 
above and below the star shall 
bear in black letters the dates' 
May 20, 1775, and April 12, 1776. 
The first commemorating the 
Mecklenburg Declaration and the 
other the Halifax Resolves.

The fly of the flag shall con­
sist of horizontal bars, red on 
top, white below, the “length of 
the bars horizontally shall be 
equal to the perpendicular 
length of the union, and the 
total length of the flag shall be 
one-third more than its width.” 

Apparently there isn’t much 
“ flag code” for the State ban­
ner. In 1907 the Legislature pro­

vided that the flag shall be dis­
played above or behind the judge’s 
stand in every courthouse, and 
the State flag shall be display­
ed at each term of court held 
and on such other pubHc oc­
casions as the commissioners 
deem proper.

It is also required that the flag 
be displayed atop all public build­
ings at all times except incle­
ment weather, and shall be drop­
ped to half-staff upon the death 
of any State officer or “any 
prominent citizen.”

SONG — The General Assem­
bly of 1927 formally adopted as 
the official State song “The Old 
North State.” which had been 
written many years before by 
Judge William Gaston, with mus­
ic arranged by Mrs. E. E. Ran­
dolph.

The song contains five stanzas 
and all were included in the adop­
tion. Custom has been to use 
only the first three, and only 
the first is familiar to most peo­
ple. '

FLOWER — Prior to 1941 va­
rious women's clubs and other 
civic groups had designated the 
goldenrod or the ox-eye daisy 
as the State flower. The Legis­
lature of 1941 officially adopted 
the Dogwood, after considerable 
debate among advocates of gol­
denrod and flame azalea.

BIRD — The Legislature of 1943 
made the Cardinal the official 
State bird. That was not the 
first legal bird for North Caro­
lina. On May 8. 1933, a bUl 
was ratified designating the Caro­
lina Chickadee as the official 
bird. There was such furor 
among bird lovers and so much 
ridicule by the press of the “ tom­
tit” legislature, an act repeal­
ing the original was ratified on 
May 15. 1933. For a period of 
one week the Chickadee held 
the title.

Numerous polls were taken 
among club memberships and by _ 
newspapers and in high schools 
to select an appropriate bird. 
Sentiment had built up so strong­
ly for the Cardiiiar that the 1943 
session adopted it by formal act 
ratified on March 4, 1943.

COLORS — Two years later 
the 1945 session determined that 
the official colors of North Caro­
lina should be the Red and Blue 
of “shades appearing In the 
North Carolina State Flag and 
the United States Flag. There 
was some half-hearted effort to 
adopt the shades of red and blue 
which are the colors of State Col­
lege and the University of Cha­
pel Hill, but the patrictic flag lov­
ers won the argument.

The State now has a Great 
Seal, a Flag, a Motto, a  Song, 
a Flower, a Bird and a Toast 
officially adopted by 'statute.

A Trade Secret:

The Senate has taken a week’s 

delay on a measure which would 
provide for sterilization of wo­
men who have two or more il­
legitimate children.

Good. Maybe that will be long 
enough for common sense to take 
hold. Tar Heel lawmakers should 
recognize that illegitimacy is a 
social and economic problem. It 
should be tackled from several 
angles instead of through “Jolly 
bills” and bizarre offerings by 
Rep. Jim  Speight.

The bill before the Senate bears 
some improvement over its ori­
ginal which made it prima- 
facie evidence that a woman 
was fbeble-minded if she gave 
birth to two or more children 
out of wedlock. Senate Jydiciary 
Committee I amended the bill 
to make such women merely 
“ grossly sexually delinquent” but 
still subject to sterilization laws.

In the week of consideration 
available senators might medi­
tate on the law's implications. 
Procreation is a God-given right 
not to be lightly altered by self- 
righteous assemblymen. Election 
to the Legislature does not be­
stow divinity or the right to 
judge the quick and the dead. 
Removal of the power of repro­
duction is and should remain 
zealously safeguarded by a care­
ful state commission.

And sterilization, as the Hick­
ory Record reminds, prevents 
later motherhood in cases where

the Individual subsequently 
changes her ways more into 
conformity with current social 
concepts, and decides to live a 
moral life. Legislators might 
remember that the Lord de­
sires “not the death of a sinner 
but that he should turn from his 
sin and live.”

There are immediate practical 
matters to which legislators could 
better devote themselves. One is 
the proposed law for appoint­
ment of guardians to insure that 
A.D.C. grants are actually spent 
on food, clothing and necessities 
for illegitimate children and not 
squandered by irresponsible mot­
hers. For another, laws requir­
ing illegitimate fathers to pro­
vide for their children should be 
tightened.

The problem of illegitimacy 
will yield to a more general 
solution the day it is no longer 
profitable. When a career of 
spawning offspring out of wed­
lock BO longer competes favor­
ably with good-paying jobs, then 
it will gradually be abandoned. 
(Welfare departments, already 
authorized to reduce or eliminate 
A.D.C. , grants when work is 
available, can exercise this pow­
er more stringently.)

An appropriate place to attack 
illegitimacy would be passage of 
the minimum wage law now be­
fore the House. A “grossly sexual 
delinquent” shouldn't be paid 
more for living in sin than

Jordan’s boundaries ar* un­
marked and. like the sands, slave 
to the winds of pqlltlcal de­
sire. Her life as a nation can be 
traced only to 1922 and her rulers 
ki the past have been propped 
up by the strength of Britain.

Eager Neighbors 
The eagerness of neighbors to 

replace Britain as “king-maker” 
for Jordan was one of the main 
factors in stirring up thfe-dlssi- 
dent winds that threaten to 
blow Jordan apart.

Hussein’s power lies under the 
black tents of the Bedouins, the 
wandering desert people who are 
the backbone of his tough Arab 
Legion and who number Hussein 
among their own .because he is 
of the Hashemite clan, rulers of 
Mecca for 38 generations.

Hussein’s weakness is to the 
cities where Pallstinian refugees 
riot and mob — feeling no alleg­
iance to the Hashemite king and 
harboring a hatred for Israel 
which they say stole their homes.

Hussein will not likely forget 
his own violent ascension to the 
throne. His grandfather, a Bed­
ouin chief, was shot to death b.v 
a refugee while Hussein walked 
at his side. One of the bullets 
tore Hussein’s uniform. Hussein’s 
father became king but lasted 
less than a year, deposed because 
of Ms erratic behavior.

Playboy King 
A 17-year-old schoolboy, Hussein 

took over the job in 1953. At first 
he seemed more like his father 
than anyone else. He had a pas­
sion for Italian spaghetti, liked 
fast cars, fast planes and fast 
company.

But in the last year, the char­
acter of Hussein’s grandfather 
has come out again.

First, apparently Irked by talk 
that the British controlled Jm-- 
dan, he fired British Lt, Gen. 
John Bagot Glubb, the man who 
had built the Arab Legion into 
the Middle East’s toughest fight­
ing force.

In doing so, he lost th* fat 
British subsidy that enabled his

nation to exist — primarily *s a 
British military island.

Then, he touched off a minor 
rebellion by dismissing the man 
he had named cMef oí staff of the 
Legion — a man, ke said, who 
had sympathies with neighboring 
Red-tinged Eyria.

Last month he raced by *ar 
through the desert to an army 
base whwe he leaped on a tank 
and challenged M* troops to 
shoot him if they woald not fol­
low him. He won their allegiance.

He attacked Egypt and S^rla 
as being the pawns of interna­
tional oonmaunísna wid told Egypt 
to stop stirring up the nwbs who 
prowl the streets of Jordan.

These were all bold, todepen- 
dent acts, designed to hold Jor­
dan together by the only means 
Hussein has — the Arab Legion 
and the fabled courage and au­
thority of his family.

Even Glubb. fired by Hussein, 
conceded that the young King 
“has got it An him” and “will 
be quite a remarkabl* man when 
he reaches middl* age.”

He may or may act live that 
long.

Gentlemen:

It is with much regret that I 
feel that I should write this letter 
at this time. First, le t me say 
th a t the three years that I have 
lived in Greenville have been most 
enjoyable ones. It has been three 
years of genuine pleasure, In trying 
to serve the people of this com­
munity. I accepted the position 
here May 1, 1954, as Superinten­
dent of the Utilities Commission. 
I have tried, to the best of my 
ability to execute this particular 
position in an honorable, up-right 
way, taking at all times into con­
sideration the best over-all Interest 
of the people of this community as 
a whole.-X-have tried at all times 
to make no exceptions and to deal 
fairly, honestly, and squarely with 
each and every problem that arose, 
in a manner which would be be­
coming to anyone. During that 
time, I feel that the Utilities Com­
mission has made some progress. 
I also recognize that we are not

Improvements yet, to make. I feel 
that the Commission is one of the 
greatest assets to this community, 
and will be through the years to 
come.

In executing my work with the 
Commission, it has been possible 
to make a few savings that I feel 
have been worthwhile to the gen­
eral public as a whole. For in­
stance the electric rates have been 
reduced one time, a t a total sav­
ing of approximately $70,000 an­
nually to the people in the area 
which we serve. We have re­
cently completed additional water 
sources, at a saving of approxi­
mately $400,00 to the people of this 
community; and Just this year, 
although the amount is small, 
through quite extensive studies on 
my behalf and the department 
heads of the Utilities Commission, 
we were able to make a saving of 
$8,000 a year on fuel, which is 
burnt at the Power Plant. We also 
are making additional studies—

February 11th, a year ago, I was 
asked by the present Governing 
Body to serve as City Manager.

It has been a privilege to be able 
to further serve the people of this 
community. Again, I have tried at 
all times to put selfish, personal 
interests aside and deal with mat- 

! ters only in the best interest of the 
community as a whole. Any and all 
recommendations that have béen 
made to the Governing Body have 
been made on this basis, at any 
and all times trying to keep in 
mind each individual’s position, 
feeling, and the effect each recom­
mendation would have on each and 
every one.

I also realize that is impossible 
to, at all times, satisfy everyone, 
especially in a community as pro­
gressive and as large as the one 
in which we work.

When I accepted the job in the 
dual capacity as City Manager and 
Superintendent of Utilities, I ac­
cepted it with tne feeling that in 
doing so, I might in some small 
way enhance the making of Green­
ville a better city in which to live. 
I have striven at all times to keep 

;this foremost in my mind. Also, 
in accepting this job. I asked the 
Governing Body to please let the 
position of City Manager stay as 
non-political as possible. I do not 
pretend to be a politician. I do 
not want anything to do with the 
political aspects of the community, 
the political desires, or. In any way 
be accused of catering to any one 
individual, or small group. As I 
stated before, anything I have 
tried to do. I tried to do in the best

interest of the community as a 
whole.

Since one of the candidates run­
ning for political office in this next 
election of May 7th has seen fit to 
make the position I hold as City 
Manager somewhat of a “ political 
football” , to criticize the present 
Manager unjustly and in a manner 
unbecoming to any candidate run­
ning for office, and in view of the 
fact that I was well pleased before 
accepting the position of City Mana­
ger (and In accepting this addition­
al duty, did so at a  sacrifice not 
only to myself personally, but to 
my family), I would appreciate the 
Honorable Mayor and Council ac­
cepting, this date, my resignation 
as City Manager, and allowing me 
to continue my former activities, 
as Superintendent of Utilities, work­
ing for the best interest of the 
Utilities Commission and the people 
of Greenville as a whole, as I was 
doing, had done, and will continue 
to do before accepting the position 
as City Manager.

I want, also, to fake this od- 
portunlty to thank each and every 
Department Head of the City for 
their untiring efforts, their support 
and loyalty, not only to me, but to 
the people of this community; for 
their sincere interest in trying 
to make Greenville a model com­
munity and a better city in which 
to live; for seeking at all times to 
solve problems, to be understand­
ing of difficulties, to reach out Snd 
make Improvements, studies, and 
recommendations in the best in- 
tere.st of the general public as a 
whole. This has. indeed, been a 
wonderful relationship and it is 
with much regret that I ask that 
this pleasure should cease.

To the people of Greenville, I

P erhaps the m ajo r victory for 
the Hodges’ p rogram  cam e with 
the approval by the House Finance 
subcom m ittee of a change in the 
m ethod of figuring corporate in­
com e tax . The g o v e r n o r  has 
strongly urged the revision, rec­
om m ended by a tax  study com ­
m ission, as a m eans of a ttracting  
new industry and encouraging 
p resen t Industries to expand.

O iliei developmcnta th is week 
included:
\  1. A compulsory auto insurance 
üilf^w iis approved by the House 
and sent to the Senate. But a Sen­
ate  com m ittee reported  favorably 
an  alternative method to give pro­
tection from  dam ages caused by 
uninsured motorist».

2. A 75-cent m inim um  wage bill, 
p a r t of Gov. Hodge»’ program , 
w as reconsidered and am ended 
by the Senate and then sent to 
the House.

3. Im portant com m ittee hear­
ings w ere held on an “ all or noth­
ing” liquor referendum  bill and a 
proposed auto inspection program .

4. An urban redevelopm ent act. 
giving cities b roader power to 
c lea r up fiiim s, passed the Senate 
and becam e law. The bill is de­
signed to m ake m unicipalities eli­
gible for federal aid funds In 
a re a s  dam aged by hurricanes and 
other disasters.

The work release law will per­
m it selected short-term  prisoners

This would give 
two senators each to Guilford and 
Mecklenburg counties. Rep. Thom­
as Turner of Guilford and a num ­
ber of other House m em bers 
signed the bill.

Blaze Damages 
Fertilizer Plant

FAYETTEVILLE. N.C. F ire  
swept through a mixing plant of 
the E aste rn  Guano Co. here today, 
leaving an estim ated $200,000 in 
dam age to the building and its 
fertilizer products.

F irem en first on the scene re ­
ported i-eceiving m ild electric 
shocks as they touched p arts  of 
m etallic walls. High voltage w ires 
of the C arolina Pow er k Light Co. 
fell on the building, firem en said, 
leaving it  highly charged with 
elec tricity  until the cu rren t was 
shut off. Cause of the fire, which 
burned In a steady rain , w as un­
known.

John W. Cates, com pany gen­
era l m anager, said the dam age 
estim ate  included the building, 
which w as destroyed, and the loss 
of 1,000 tons of fertilizer and fer­
tilizer m ateria l. He said p a rt of 
it w as covered by insurance.

Fayettev ille  F ire  Chief Carl 
Cain said the building was “ hot” 
with electricity  when firem en a r ­
rived. When hope was given up 
on the 150 by 300-foot building, 
firem en prevented the spread  of 
nam es to a  nearby building which 
contained potentially explosive ni­
tra te  of soda.

Cain said  the fire apparen tly  
sta rted  in the roof.

The fertilizer company w as built 
in 1920 and w as purchased by the 
present ow ners in 1940.

T b e  day 
the le tte r was received. hé< sep­
ara ted  from  his second wife. 
M eantim e, D ziana began an  a t ­
tem pt to divorce her second hus­
band.

Y esterday, Bulatovich had his 
second m arriage  annulled.

D usan said he would be unable 
to re tu rn  to Yugoslavia to reclaim  
hiu fam ily because of his w ar rec ­
ord against the Comm unists. His 
wife and children a re  unable to 
leave Y ugoslavia.

(4) An annual evaluation survey 
program  conducted by a group of 
parents and teachers designated by 
and reporting to the School 
Board. Such a survey should cov- 
e r individual school needs reg a rd ­
ing instructional p rogram s, p lan t 
facilities, equipm ent and supplies 
and would serve to check and read ­
just the overall school develop­
m ent plan annually. The simvey 
should be conducted according to 
the check list for school accred i­
tation issued by the State Superin­
tendent of Public Instruction and 
the aid in self-evaluation adap ted  
from  form  used by the N orth  C aro­
lina Education Commission.

(5) The strengthening of relations 
between paren ts and schools 
through PTA groups which a re  de­
dicated only to the fulfilm ent of 
their organization’s basic object­
ives and through an annual pro­
g ram  designed to give p a ren ts  an 
opportunity to show their sincere 
appreciation for the work of public 
school teachers.
