Asst, Police Chief P. W. Muller 
said the five were carrying shot­
guns and p i s t o l s ,  and were 
Charged with carrying firearms.

Sessions Judge Mitchell Van Zi- 
carelll denied Kasper bond in the 
third arrest, on a charge of incit­
ing to riot which Constable Floyd 
Peek said was based on a speech 
the New Jersey-born agitator de­
livered at the state capítol Sun­
day night.

President Signs 
Immigration Bill

NEWPORT, R I. (-P—President 
Eisenhower today signed a hard­
ship - case immigration bill but 
called it “ a disappointment in that 
it fails to deal with many serious 
inequities.’’

The measure the President ap­
proved at his vacation headquar­
ters provides for admittance of 
up to about 70.000 aliens now 
barred from the United States. It 
falls far short of what he asked.

Eisenhower, in a statement, 
urged that Congress give careful 
attention to more far-reaching re­
vision of the immigration and na­
tionality law when the lawmakers 
reconvene in January.

“This measure, while making 
improvements in present prac- 
tice.s, is a disappointment in that 
It fails to deal with many serious 
inequltie.s inherent In the Immi­
gration and Nationality Act,’’ El­
senhower said. ♦

He added that the bill does not 
include many of the important 
ciianges which he recommended 
to Congress.

Eisenhower called it “ particu­
larly regrettable that the Congress 
did not provide a method where­
by the thousands of brave and 
worthy Hungarian refugees who 
have suffered so much at the 
hands of communism might in the 
future acquire permanent resi­
dence, looking forward to citizen­
ship.”

The attendance at la.st night's 
kickotf meeting was described as 
the largest in North Carolin.a. 
Mo'-e than 160 farmers and theii 
wives were present.

C. Brice Ratchlord, a.s-sLstant di­
rector of the N. G. Agricultural 
Exten.sion Service at State College, 
was the primary speaker for the 
kick-off meeting.

Ratchford. described in an in­
troduction by County Agent S. C. 
Winchester as “a farm boy who 
la still fighting farm problems,” 
lauded the P itt organization. “ You 
have been prominent in state cir­
cles for years and what you Uxiuk 
and do is a reflection to many 
otner farm groups,” he said.

According to the speaker Pitt 
County is among the top 25 coun­
ties in the United States in gross 
arnual Income.

! “The North Carolina farmer is 
'.smart. He has .seen a need for 
j unity and is setting out to do 
¡something about hw problems.

“In this day and time the 
farmer has an obligation to him­
self and his family to join to­
gether with his neighbors on issues 
tha*- concern his welfare.”

The .speaker compared the pa. t̂ 
with prospects for the future.

I  “Much of our income is now fou.id 
I in the market place,” he said.
I  “Since thi.s is the case we must 
Iban together in crder tha t our 
linroire might be increased and 
¡not decreased. Unity is the best 
way. ,

“ I have never seen a moré dedi­
cated group than the Farm Bu­
reau. Time and time again the 
organization has gone to bat for 
the farmer when the farmer didn’t 
know the issue.”

optimistic about the future of

, LITTLE ROCK. Ark. OP—Gov. 
Orval Faubus. soon to have his 
“day in court.” was marshaling 
evidence today to convince the 
U.S. government that racial vio­
lence would have exploded in Lit­
tle Rock if he had not barred Ne­
groes from enrolling in a high 
school here.

“ It will be all forma of evi­
dence, documentary and through 
witnesses,” the governor 
newsmen.

Faubus quietly accepted a sum­
mons yesterday to appear Sept. 
20 before U.S. Dist. Judge Ronald 
N. Davies, whose actions he has 
described* as “arbitary and high­
handed.”

At issue is the federal govern­
ment’s petition for a preliminary 
injunction, restraining F a u b u s  
from interfering with the Integra­
tion of C e n t r a l  High School. 
Armed guards have been on duty 
there, turning away Negroes, for 
a week.

The governor says he still feels 
he did the right thing, and that 
to maintain order in Little Rock 
it was necessary to ring the 
school with National Guardsmen

The guards will remain on duty 
at the school but in smaller num­
bers, he told newsmen. "The rules 
are the same,” he said, meaning 
that Negroes would not be 
mltted to enter.

“Tension has lessened somewhat 
in that area,” he said when asked 
why the guard had been reduced.

It 
is expressed m ostly in w hispers 
and confidential rem ark s , be­
cause those who a re  m ost dis­
satisfied do not w ant to offend 
the leaders by open pro test. The 
disgruntled a re  waiting for som e­
body else, some other " th e y ” , 
to take the lead for a  new- r e ­
gim e, and to m ake it prove it­
self before openly joining. 
M eantim e, m any of the people 
a re  not doing anything to m ake 
the p resen t set-up effective and 
efficient.

PARADOX —Developing along 
with this attitude of excess po­
liteness tow ard governm ental 
and pa rty  leaders is a directly  
contrasting  attitude of less gen­
uine respect for the position they 
hold. ThLs anom alous and  p a ra ­
doxical situation is difficult to 
analyze but i.s read ily  ap p aren t 
in conversations with people 
throughout the sta te .

One hears on all sides that 
the offices of P residen t and  Gov­
ernor have lost p restige . P re s i­
dents and Gov-ernors have join­
ed the com m on chorus in be­
m oaning the loss of public re s ­
pect for the courts. Everybody 
ag rees th a t som ething should be 
done to resto re  p restige  to exe­
cutive and judicial offices. Steps 
taken to accom plish th a t de­
sired  resu lt have been m ostly 
in the direction of increasing  
their authority  but have failed 
to enhance prestige or respec t 
for the positions.

In a D em ocratic-R epublican 
governm ent it i.s the office ra th ­
e r  than  the official th a t is en­
titled to respec t. Loss of p res­
tige for position is illu stra ted  by 
substitution of FD R for Uncle 
Sam  as a sym bol of the United 
S ta tes: S ta lin 's m ustache  and 
pipe for the bear as a sym bol 
of R ussia, and C hurchill's figure 
for the trad itiona l John  Bull as 
a sjTTibol of G rea t B rita in . P a ra -  
m ounting these personalities 
above their p a rties  And govern­
m ents inevitably  led to d ep rec ia ­
tion of the s ta tu s  of the  offices 
they held when they  w ere  forced 
to jie ld  to som e o ther person.

Thi.s sw itch from  official to 
personal prestige m ade  it m ore 
im p o rtan t to get Joe D oakes e lect­
ed than to get a blinding p la t­
form  accepted. So. N orth C aro­
lina gave m ore atten tion  to Scott 
road.s and the Hodges plan for 
inriastnalization, than to a ba l­
anced p rogram  of developm ent 
ba.s'“d on D em ocratic  p a rty  prin- 
ei|)le.s.

leaders now accept Community Giving as part of the 
“Tithe", in aa much as Hpproved community program.*! 
generally parallel Christian ohjectivea and purposea. 
It ahould be emphasized that this comment is not made 
to influence a decrease in church contributions. To the 
contrary, its purpose i.s to emphasize need of the 
church and the community.

Factually the experience of the pa.st several years 
have indicated a lack of intere.«it in Greenville towards 
Community Giving. The rea.son seem to be as fol­
lows:

1. A lack of understanding or education of the 
needs of Community Giving.

2. The multiplicity of fund raising campaigns 
which require multiple time on the part of solicitors 
and confuse the solicited as to their donation require­
ments.

In many other cities and towns across the nation 
a solution has been found— a United Community Fund 
Solicitation— which combines all community cam­
paigns to obtain the following benefits:

1. Pre-screening and approval of all programs by 
a citizens committee.

2. Conservation of solicitors time and expense 
(often duplicated and quadrupled under our present 
methods.

3. Permitting the donor to determine annual con­
tributions (totally) in relation to income.

After comparing the two methods in small town.s 
and large cities, the results conclusively prove the ac­
complishments of the United íYind. The same program 
could well revitalize (Community Giving in Greenville 
and obtain the objective and responsibility we owe 
to ourselves and our community.

The Lawless Ones 
Can Arise Anywhere

Schools must be easier to come by in Nashville 
than in other towns, such a.*̂  Greenville, for example. 
The senselessness of dynamiting a valued building, 
even amidst the distorted atmosphere of angry feel­
ings, must shock observers.

The physical structure of the building had done 
nothing to de.serve “ punishment” ; and the people who 
actually paid for the education plant, and who must 
now replace it, didn’t “d e s e n e ” thi.s blow. School 
children, too. already faced with a classroom short­
age, were victimized.

Mob spirit is unexplamable. It brings out the law- 
lessne.ss which seems to be just beneath the surface of 
outwardly civilized people; inevitably this lawlessne.ss 
gets out of hand when carelessly inflamed by ir­
responsible rabble-rousers.

While outsiders shake their heads over the Nash­
ville tragedy, they might well remember that unless 
they are on their guard, it can happen in their own 
backyards.

An Old Theme Re-Raisec.
I t 's  an old, old thpmp. tliat of 

hiijhw ay safety. I t 's  one th a t  h.i.s 
been preached for years  by 
those who.se job it is to see th at 
highw ay accidents a re  reduced.

In new spapers. maKazmes, on 
television the public is b om bard ­
ed daily with often grue.some re ­
m inders th at autom obiles can  
kill an d  m alm .

T here has been so m uch said 
about highway .safety th a t peo­
ple have becom e indifferent to 
the w arnings which are  re g u la r­
ly issued by the Highway P a tro l 
and o ther agencies.

Individuals who would break  
no o ther law , regu larly  ignore 
speed lim its, roll through stop 
signs or violate various traffic  
law s.

Occa.sionally, though, som e­
th in g  pops up  which .full em ­
p hasizes the  ho rro r th e  au tom o­

bile can  bring  into the lives of 
ord inary  citizen.’*.

have to m ake up their national 
m ind a s  to w hether it is good or 
bad for one m an to hold m ore 
than  one job.

Is holding two or m ore Jobs un­
fa ir to the unem ployed? Is it 
unfair to the em ployers? Is it 
bad for the econom y?

On the other hand, should 
law s, unions or public opinion 
preven t a m an  from  working as 
m uch as he w ants?  If an em ­
ployee c a n 't  do a bit of m oon­
lighting, shouldn’t em ployers be 
lim ited  to 40 hours a  week—with 
no con tact work a t the country  
club?

The p ractice  of holding two 
jobs, or holding one job and 
working for one’s self a fte r hours, 
is growing. R ecent governm ent 
figures Indicated m ore than  3.- 
000,000 persons had m ore than  
one job—in other words, if ev ery ­
one gave up his second job. the 
unem ployed could be put to work 
in a  trice.
FE W E R  HOURS. MORE JOBS.

A survey  by the National In­
d u stria l Conference B oard Indi­
ca te s  th a t 8 p e r cen t of the m en 
on a  40-hour week have two Jobs 
and 14 per cen t of those working 
few er hour.s a rc  on two pay­
rolls. One com pany said .50 per 
cen t of its highly skilled w orkers 
also worked for som ebody else.

Most em ployers discourage 
m oonlighting, a.s the holding of 
two jobs i.s usually called. W ork­
ing for one’s .self a fte r finishing a 
d ay ’s work for .somebody else 
in usually  called  sundowning. 
Holding down a soft job. such a.s 
w atchm an, a fte r doing a d ay ’s 
work, is o ften  called baby-sitting . 
T erm s vary  from  industry to in­
dustry  and from  region to region. 
N am es for m en holding two 
job,s a re  som etim es unprin table.

M any com panies, unions and 
bystanders have taken positions 
on the two-job p ractice . A rgu­

m ents against it generally  a r e ’
In holding a second job, a m an  

keeps another unem ployed.
M oonlighters c h ea t em ployers 

because their work suffers.
They endanger fellow w orkers 

because ex tra  work saps their 
reflexes.

They aré  blocking the 30-hour 
week because they a re  evidence 
th at m en can  and w ant to work 
longer hours.

M oonlighters often work a t less 
than  union ra te s  on their second 
jobs.

They help em ployers c ircum ­
vent the tlm e-and-a-half-for-over- 
tim e provision, since they enable 
em ployers to h ire a  second shift 
of m oonlighters in stead  of pay­
ing regu lar em ployees overtim e.

In working m ore than  reg u la r 
hours, m oonlighters and sundown­
ers  neglect their fam ilies, their 
civic duties, their union m eetings

The argum en ts on behalf of 
holding second Jobs a rc  usually 
the.se:

The righ t to work is as basic 
a s  the freedom  of speech; no law 
or regulation should p reven t a  
m an  from  working a s  m uch as
he wishes.

Prohibiting second jobs would 
im poverish m any , or throw them  
on relief. A m an w ith a  low-.scale 
job and a large  fam ily  m ust hold 
a .second job or tu rn  to p rivate  
or civic charity .

Any steps to prohibit wage- 
ra rn e rs  from conducting their 
own buslne.s.ses a fte r  hours would 
tend to wipe out thousands of 
sm all businesfics and prevent 
others from s ta rtin g . Often the 
only way to estab lish  a sm all 
business is to hold a job during 
the early  years.

M oonlighters s tim u la te  the en­
tire  econom y; with e x tra  income 
they tend to buy m ore autos, 
furn iture, appliances and other 
goods than those with only one 
job: this tends to m ake jobs for 
others.

S. T rum an . They are  full-fledged 
A.D.A.—ers . the leftist D em o­
c ra tic  faction. The first to ch eer 
when M orse deserted  the GOP to 
becom e a D em oorat w as his 
fo rm er pupil. With M orse 's c a m ­
paign help. N euberger followed 
his law teach er and political 
m en to r to the Senate.

MOR.SE’S KILOWATTS VS. NEU-
B E R G E R ’S FISH  They have vot­

ed alike uii alm ost every m ajor 
i.s.'.ue, but they cannot get to­
gether on such a sim ple dish 
as iish.

It is a proposed power dam  

a t Nez P erce  on the Snake R iver 
in Idaho, not fa r fropa contro­
versial H ell’s Canyon, which has 
p a rted  the.se Senate twins. Morse 
insists th at the F ed era l G overn­
m ent build a towering 700-foot 
dam  as ag ainst the p rivate  in ­
d u s try ’s preference for a sm aller 
s tru c tu re , or no dam  a t all.

M any utility  experts argue 
th a t Hell’s Canyon and proposed 
developm ents a t M ountain 
Sheep and P leasan t 'Valley, a l­
so on the Snake, will provide 
sufficient power for m any years.

It also happens th a t the m ost 
prolific spawning w aters for 
Snake R iver salm on lie above 
Nez Perce. As of today, there a re  
no ladder-like devices which can 
c a rry  salm on, adu lt or sm all 
f ry.  up and down a  700-foot e le ­
vator. They would be m angled in 
the process, and their loss would 
work irresp arab le  dam age to 
the industry  and tho.se engaged 
in it alone the Snake.
VOTES VS. VOLTS Senator 
M orse contends th á t new m et­
hods for hauling fish up and down 
such a  height will have been in­
vented by the tim e the Nez P erce

dam  is com pleted, w hich will 
requ ire  about five y ea rs  a fte r it 
is authorized by Congress.

But his expectations do not 
satisfy  th e  S en a to r for salm on. 
Besides his sincere and p ra ise­
worthy dedication to the p re se r­
vation of n a tu ra l re sources, Sena­
to r N euberger’s sea t is none too 
secure.

He cannot afford to lose the 
fish vo ters’ bloc along the  m any  
Oregon riv e rs  th a t flow from  the 
m ountains to the sea .

AGAINST EX PE R IM E N T S W ITH.
ANIMALS As fu rth er evidence of 

M orse’s idiosyncrasies, he con­
ducted a  c rusade  ag a in st c ruelty  
to an im als while dam ning  the 
salm on.
