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One United Effort Best For All
Citizens of Pitt County should throw their «up- largo number of «mailer eampaignn which Is now the 

port behind the effort to organize a eounty*wide ca.>e.
United Fund for Pitt to begin operation during the
com ing year.

Unlike other com m unities and other counties, Pitt 
has not taken advantage of the United Fund idea  
which has proved «o successful in raising funds for  
service and charity organizations. As a result, there  
are numerous drives for worthy organizations in the  
county each year. Citizens and businesses, instead of 
being colled on once a year for one large g ift to cover 
all these agencies, are called  on many times a year by 
Qlitividual agencies. These same people, instead of 
being called on once a year for one large g ift to cover 
work *(o participate in fund-raising campaigns, are 
asked several times each year to pound the side­
w alks and knock on doors in an effort to raise need­
ed funds.

The R eflector has long favored a U nited  Fund for 
Pitt {’oiinty. It is the only practicnl solution  to this 
matter of com m unity giving.

It must be remem bered, however, th a t it takes 
more than just word.-- to bring about a U nited organi­
zation. It w ill take the cooperation o f givers, the co­
operation of solicitor.^, and the cooperation  of the 
various agencies which raise funds through  public 
subscription. Perhaps w e are over optim istic, but it 
is our frank opinion that Pitt County’s citizens are 
ready to endorse and carry out the U nited  idea. By 
next fall,, w e hope P itt County will be launching its 
first United Fund cam paign in lieu o f th e  numerous 
fund-raising efforts  w hich have been conducted  each
year.

Through a United Fund on a county-wide basis 
there could be a great savings in manpower, savings 
in promotion efforts and savings in wear and tear on 
the nerves on those who are asked to contribute to 
cam paigns. There would be also, in our opinion, a 
greater total response to the appeal for funds both 
from the standpoint of the number of people who con­
tribute and the number of dollars which are raised.

In short we would be concentrating the effort on 
one united effort rather than distributing it over a

PrOÍ6Ct In Pitt Adjustment Needed To
By LTNN NISBET

SERVICE — Dozens of elderly 
men. widows and children in 
Pitt county are drawing benefits 
under the Federal social secur­
ity program that they would not 
be gfetting except for a luiique 
service offered by the county. 
Hundreds more in Pitt and other 
counties are entitled to benefits 
which they do not know about.

When the old age and survivor 
phases of the Federal program 
were expanded to cover farmers 
and other types of self-employed 
people, the Pitt county commls- 
sicmers began thinking about bow 
their constituents might derive 
full benefits under the plan. 
They decided to employ someone 
to tell the story to the people.

Since January 1 this year 
Kenneth Whlchard has been a 
full time employee of the county. 
His sole duty is to check tax books 
and other records to ascertain 
eligible persons, and then to 
inform these persons of the pri- 
V'-'ges and rights under the pro- 
g m and assist them in pro­
cessing the necessary forms.

In a telephone conversation 
with your reporter, Whichard 
said surprisingly few country 
people knew anything about the 
law. When told about it most of 
them were appreciative and co­
operative. Result Is that many 
old men and children are re­
ceiving regular checks to help 
pay living expenses.

Several other counties have 
Inaugurated similar services on 
part time basis. It is understood 
that Northampton county opeates 
through a veterans' service of­
fice. In some places private or- 
gan^tiona, such as Jaycees and 
civic clubs, are doing the ground- 
•work. So far as can be learned, 
Pitt is the only county with a 
fiill time tax paid officer on the 
Job.

ing and marketing tobacco. Un­
employment in these areas re­
duced demand for nearly all 
types of merchandise. Conse­
quently the folks “bumped off’’ 
the tobacco Jobs not only can­
not get employment in stores 
and garages and at sawmills, 
but these firms also are lay­
ing off workers.

Many of them can­
not. Social security benefits are 
not available to the able bodied 
working age group. However, 
when the old folks and the kids 
are partially taken care of the 
burden upon the employable seg­
ment is tremendously lessened. 
Strong men and women must 
eat, but if grandma and the baby 
are fed the worries that plague 
the able-bodied are greatly re­
duced.

WELFARE — Both Kenneth 
Whichard and W.W. Speight, 
county attorney, insisted that this 
is in no sense a case of sending 
out somebody to dig up “ wel­
fare clients’'—a practice com­
plained 0Í, but nexer proven,. in _  
same parts of the state. They 
insisted also that it is a service 
to the people, rather than a 
device to keep some “clients” off 
the county welfare relief rolls. 
They admitted that one effect al­
most certainly would be to re­
lieve local welfare funds of 
some oldigations to care for these 
old people and children.

Dr. Ellen Winston. State wel­
fare commissioner, has voiced 
concern about the increasing 
number of applications for relief, 
many of them by able-bodied em­
ployable person who cannot find 
Jobs at which they can earn a 
hving. The short tobacco crop, 
due first to the cut in acreage and 
then to decreased production by 
reason of drought, threw thous­
ands of persons out of employ­
ment in tobacco fields, ware­
house, redrying plant.s and other 
activities connected with grow-

charity. There is no secret about 
the fact that welfare agencies 
are imposed upon by deadbeats 
and grafters. Welfare largess is 
dispensed on basis of need with­
out contribution on part of the 
recii^ot. The welfare program, 
is a phase of the overall social 
security plan, in which the Fed­
eral, l^ te  and local govern­
ments participate.

The social security phase which 
Pitt county is dealing with is 
a limited—very limited—form of 
retirement insurance. To be eli­
gible for benefits under the old 
age and survivor provisions the 
beneficiaries must have contri­
buted to the funds. Generally no­
thing can be received imtil the 
beneficiary has reached age 
65. although there are numerous 
exceptions to that rule. When the 
program was Initiated some 20 
years ago, it "was contemplat­
ed that employed workers and 
their employees would pay a 
small percentage of wages into 
the fund, and that benefits to be 
received in old age would be to 
some degree based on amounts 
paid in.

Subsequent extensfons and li­
beralizations have it now so that 
almost everybody, wage earners 
or self employed business and 
professional folks, can pay the 
small percentage for 18 months 
and receive the same benefits 
as those who have paid for 20 
years or 240 months. It- was on 
the 18-months pajmient basis 
that Uie State employees and 
law enforcement officers came 
into the system last year. That 
is the basis upon which the Pitt 
county farmers are being 
brought into the program.

The fact remains, however, 
that any part of the burden of 
caring for the indigent children 
and old people that can be shifted 
from regular welfare rolls will be 
reflected in lower advalorem tax­
es levied by the counties and 
smaller appropriations from the 
State general fund.

Other Editors Saying— 

le  Veteran His Due
By ELMER ROESSNER

There are fashions in person­
nel worries.

A year or so ago every person­
nel executive worth his salary 
was worrying about the company 
grapevine. Although grapevines 
are older than grapes themselves 
and they have existed in com­
panies as long as there have 
been companies, the experts re­
discovered them. They were 
studied, analyzed and written 
about. In the end, the author 
ities agreed that there probably 
always would be company grape­
vines and that management’s 
best bet was to fertilize them 
by feeding key grapeviners the 
facts management wanted 
spread through the company.

The new worry is the clique. 
The experts on personnel man­
agement are rediscovering it; 
books and articles about it are be­
ginning to appear; almost any 
day now the Harvard Business 
Review will come out with a 
piece, on “How to Click with the 
Clique.”
HOW CLIQUES CLICK

As has been true since Biblical 
time.s and probably longer, in 
every organization and in al­
most every department cliques 
form. T|icy think they belong— 
not to the company, not to theni- 
.selves, but just “ belong.” And 
woe to the man or woman who 
does not.

In the current is.sue of Person­
nel. George S. Odiorne. manager 
of the personnel divi.sion of the 
American Management As.sociat- 
ion. observes:

“The clique Is the small 
group: three girls in the payroll 
department, five girls in as­
sembly. the four men on drill 
presses, or the six planning 
clerks.

“Belonging to a clique affords 
certain social satisfactions and a 
sense of status. The office boys 
matching pennies in the stock­
room feel a kinship based on 
mutual distaste for their betters 
in other departments w’ho order 
them around.” And so on.

“Resistance to change is In­
herent in any clique,” Mr. Odi­
orne writes. “ In the office. . .it 
i.s usually associated with cer­
tain symbols. Commonplace of­
fice appurtenances take on sym­
bolic values—the size of the desk, 
the presence or absence of tele­
phones. glass tops, carpets on 
the floor, private wardrobes and 
the like.”

Changes In relationships tend 
to disturb the emotional balance 
of members and, if they continue 
will turn employees against the 
company, he added. Then: “It 
is at this point employees be­
come ripe for unionization.”

The clique system, he says, 
may be a decisive factor in un­
ionization. “Where the office cli­
que Is opposed to management 
persistently over a long period, it 
tends to turn to a formal organi­
zation. such as a union, to ex­
press its opposition.” (There are 
cliques in unions, too. a point 
Mr, Odiorne does not cover.) 
But if cliques are aligned to­
ward company goals, they can 
make a positive contribution.

Mr. Odiorne suggests that man­
agement recognize the existence 
of cliques; that it not make sud­
den change.s in the .social organi­
zation of the office; that such 
change.s be made with the co­
operation of the cliques, and that 
phy.sical .symbols that serve as 
status symbols—office space, 
telephones, etc.—should always 
be taken into consideration.

He includes this significant re­
mark: “No union organizer can 
.succeed unless there is a clique 
which has already prepared the 
way.”

(Rocky Mount Telegram)
Harvey Higley, American Le­

gion administrator of veteran af­
fairs, reported to the Legion’s 
39th annual convention that 
America’s feelings of obligation 
and gratitude toward veterans 
seems to have lessened to a no­
ticeable degree. Perhaps that is 
true, for as time goes by and as 
memories of the last conflict re­
cede, citizens tend to go their 
way with little thought for the 
men who did the fighting.

That is neither here nor there. 
The question is, should there be 
a feeling of obligation toward 
veterans? A feeling of grati­
tude. certainly. But does this 
nation owe its warriors more 
than that? Citizens of a nation 
owe allegiance to that country’s 
government. In time of danger 
they are obligated to protect it. 
There should be no other thought 
in mind when a man dons the 
uniform of his country.

If that country is victorious, 
as ours has been, then well and 
good. The man can lay down 
his arm s and return to peaceful 
pursuits. But to contend that the 
nation owes him a lifetime of 
government-paid care and medi­
cal aid for non-.service-connected 
disabilities, is fantastic. And that 
is what Higley of the American 
Legion proposes.

Higley says at present all ser­
vice-connected cases are cared 
for but there are 22,000 non­
service-connected veterans on

the waiting list, of whom 17.000 
are suffering from mental illness. 
If it has been medically deter­
mined that these cases were not 
incurred in military service, how 
then, by any stretch of the imag­
ination, can one expect the gov­
ernment to assume responsibil­
ity for these people?

It has been said the U.S. is a 
nation of veterans. This is true, 
for if you count the veterans 
from the Spanish - Amerioan 
War, World War I, World 
War II and the Korean War, 
then you have a list of millions of 
men who can be classified as 
veterans. Many thousands of 
these were rendered disabled 
through duty in tl^ service, eith­
er in combat or in other phases 
of the service..They deserve gov­
ernment care. But many thous­
ands of others have, long since 
their discharges, become ill or 
disabled through various mis­
fortunes. It is difficult to relate 
these cases with the time they 
.spent in service, or with what 
is assumed an obligation on the 
part of the government.

The outlook and attitude of 
many young men have changed 
in recent years. Nowadays, it 
.seems, many of them ask the 
question, What does the war­
ing of a uniform mean for me in 
the way of a good deal, or a 
free ride from the governmeirt? 
Not. as in years agone by, the 
question, where can I best serve 
my country?

“And unless you have 
something to say, all the material 
In the world won’t help you. 
There’s no reason a comedian 
can’t go on forever and ever on 
TV.”

High-Brew WiU Rogers
For devotees of Sahl. the 

bushy-haired, slightly unhand­
some young man comes across as 
a super-intellectual Will Rogers. 
In the cult rising around him, 
comedian Is a dirty word. To 
them — and to numerous critics 
—Sahl Is a humorist.

Thus, Sahl on stage—or be­
fore the TV cameras—does not 
employ gags with socko punch­
lines. For instance, here is Sahl 
talking about go-now, pay-later 
travel:

“Well, the problem is that when 
a lot of passengers get home, 
the trip la no longer real to 
them and they stop making pay­
ments. But now some of the 
travel agencies have worked out 
ways of reposse.ssing the trip. If 
you’re pre.stige-ridden. they can 
take the sticker.s off your luggage, 
which is the end. Or. if you’re an 
incurable romantic, they can 
brainwash you. so you won’t 
remember Paris.”

For this sort of material, a 
man doesn’t nece.vianly need a 
writer, just a mind able to take 
a telling bite on any sensitive 
part of the body politic.

TV Oddities
This quality has made the 

30-year-old performer an enticing 
though perplexing piece of pro­
perty for TV.

WASHINGTON “Is it true,” asks 
A.K. of Altoona, Pa., “ that 
American taxpayers’ money is 
spend by our Government to 
finance socialistic enterprises and 
regimes overseas? I had no 
idea that our taxes were being 
used in this way until I read the 
statement by John Hollister after 
he quit as head of the Internat­
ional Co-operation Administrat­
ion.”

Answer: It is true, and it must 
be so unless and until we scrap 
the foreign aid program. Most of 
the beneficiaries of this financial 
aid, and especially such nations 
as Poland and Yugoslavia, have 
state-owned enterprises, such as 
railroads and power systems. In 
fact, England and Prance, our 
majbr Euroj^an Allies, may be 
listed In that category.

India is sending a special 
emissary to Washington to ask 
for a $^.000,000 loan or grant. 
Nehru needs at least that amount 
to underwrite his new fiveryear 
industrial and agricultural pro­

gram. At the latest reckoning by 
the State Department, more than 
half of India’s industries are own­
ed and operated by the state. -

IkS. WOOING INDIA We are now 
trying to win both India and 
satellite countries to our side, as 
against Ru.ssian bribes for their 
favor and friendship. We cannot 
succeed, if we seek to impose 
our political and economic theor­
ies upon them through the appli­
cation of money pressures. We 
must let them go their way, even 
thougfi, we do not agree with 
them. Vhile we go our way.

That, in short, is the policy of 
the State Department and White 
House, Mr. Hollister to the con­
trary. As a matter of fact, his 
parting shot was not so sensat­
ional. It had been read and ap­
proved by Christian A, Herter, 
Undersecretary of State.

Hollister simply said, if his an­
nouncement is read carefully, 
that “normally” we prefer to 
finance private rather than gov­
ernment enterprises. And so

Washington does, with the ex­
ceptions which I have noted.

“Is it possible,” inquires F.T., 
of Miami, Fla., “ that Colonel 
Rudolf Abel, the alleged Rus­
sian spy, may go free because 
the FBI and Immigration agents 
held him incommunicado for 
several days, as his lawyer 
charges, in violation of the Su­
preme Court's recent decision on 
the treatment of arrested crimi­
nals?”

Answer; It is possible, although 
Abel will still be subject to de­
portation. Numerous confessed 
criminals have had to be re­
leased because Federal or local 
police questioned them for a 
few hours before taking them be­
fore a magistrate or commission­
er, and without permitting them 
to have the benefit of counsel. 
Such procedure, according to the 
Supreme Court ruling, is illegal.

COMPLAINTS AGAINST JUDI­
CIAL INTERFERENCE Attorney 
General Brownell and J . Edgar 
Hoover. FBI Director, have 
complained bitterly against this

judicial interference with their 
operations. So, there is a sus­
picion at Washington that they 
have seized upon the Abel arrest 
as a test case. It is significant 
that his capture and the Federal 
agents’ handling of him came 
many weeks after the Supreme 
Court’s dictum.

It will be interesting to note 
the high tribunal’s attitude in 
this case, if, as Abel’s lawyer 
says he plans to do, it is brought 
before Chief Justice Earl War­
ren and his associates.

POSSIBILITY OF TAX CUT NEXT
YEAR “There have been so 
many conflicting statements about 
the possibility of a tax cut next 
year,” writes M.L. of Berkeley, 
Calif., “that I am confused. Just 
what are the prospects?”

Answer: In my oplhion, they 
are excellent.

E ach mother is a.sked to attend 

playschool once during the 12 
weeks and help supervise and furn­
ish refreslunents.
Reasons For Playschool-Treefold 

Mrs. White explains the reason 
for this playschool a re  threefold—
■ F irst, we felt it would afford as 
many pre-school age children as 
possible with supervised play and 
companionship with children their 
own age.

"Secondly, we started  this pro­
gram  so that the young children 
would grow use to coming to the 

i park and continue as they grow 
Older to participate in the various 
activities we offer. Lastly, while 
the children arc here the mothers 
have one free morning each week 
to themselves."--------------

Looks Backward

with 14 children.

"A t the end of five weeks we 
had 45 children and had to divide 
them into two groups like the pre­

Food is abundant, and 
the primitive substandard econo­
my of the m ass of E gypt’s popu­
lation is hardly affected by trade 
and foreign exchange statistics.

On paper. Egypt has shown an 
improvement in its trade balance. 
Minister of Comm erce Mohamed 
Abou Nosseir recently  predicted a 
favorable trade balance of 20 mil­
lion EgypUan pounds (56 million 
dollars) contrasting with a  deficit 
in 1956.

This favorable turn is due large­
ly to restriction of im ports and 
expanded trade with Communist 
countries. Favorable trade bal­
ances with Communist coiuitries 
won’t n e c e s s a r i l y  improve 
Egypt’s economy, however. These 
credits can ’t be transferred , and 
the Communist world has yet to 
prove it can supply E gypt’s im- 
port needs adequately.

Still No Verdid 
On Confidential

WASHINGTON (JS — Guess who 

said this on Sept. 17. 19.57;
"We m ust give our whole sup­

port to the national defeaM, cMt 
what it m ay. We m ust announce 
our convlctiona that no price Is 
too high to pay for the precious 
gift of national security .”

Give up? Well, the man who 
said this in a speech to the Amer­
ican Legion a t Atlantic Q ty , N J „  
this week is Louis A. Johnson, a 
form er secretary  of defense.

He la the sam e man who got 
bounced out of H arry S. Trum an’s 
Cabinet because his critics said he 
was pinching pennies too much.

There la no intention here to 
pick on. Johnson because his views 
may have taken a 189-degree turn. 
The point la that times, conditions 
and opinions do change.

Political pressures do too, and 
this Is something for Americans to 
be concerned about.

The past few years have seen 
backing and filling on defense pol­
icy to a  degree that would have 
bordered on comic opera if the 
life or death of the nation hadn't 
been involved.

F irst Dwight D. Elsenhower be­
came president and m any feared 
that a general in the White House 
would w ant guns, guns and more 
guns even if the people didn’t get 
any butter.

As it turned out, Eisenhower 
put g reat stress on economy. So 
much so that the Democrats In 
Congress kept offering more de­
fense m oney than Elsenhower was 
willing to accept. This was the 
pattern throughout the P resident’s 
first term .

Then eam e the second term , and 
politloai changed as in a game 
of m uateil chairs. The Democrats 
cried out against big spending and 
wouldn’t  give the President all he 
asked. Complicating m atters, it

wasn’t always possible for Cor> 
gress to find out what he did want.

So the defense budget for the 
next few years turns o u t- a s  so 
oltcn in the past—to be á political 
compromise.

Meantime, the Russians claim 
they have a  successful iatercon- 
tinenta! missile. Eisenhower pret­
ty much pooh-poohs the claim . 
Ih ls  country fires off some big 
rockets of its own—snd cancels 
•ume other rocket development 
for lack of money.

Total confusion?
No, not total. There is a  la me 

m easure of year-by-year under- 
standing between the Pentagon 
and the comm ittees of Congress 
which p tss  on military spending. 
Headline rows between Democrats 
snd Republicans often olMcure it. 
but it exists.

Is it great enough to insure an 
adequate defense in the future?

Or is there need for Eisenhower 
and the Democratic leaders of 
Congress to get together, lay the 
facts on the table between them 
and decide without political con­
siderations what m ust be done?

Time is getting short.
Already, at his Newport, R i . 

vacation spot the President i.s go­
ing over the figures for tha 19.58- 
59 budget.

Already, looking to the 1958 
congressional election, the Demo- 
c r i ts  are talking about a tax cut.

Are Elsenhower and the Demo­
cra ts speaking the sam e language 
on national defense? It seem s 
doubtful. The best way they could 
find out would be to ask each 
other.
