WASHINGTON (® — President
Eisenhower said today the United
iStates plans to launch test satel-
ilites' 'in December a will put

Eisenhower sketched this time-
table at a news conference at
which he also said:

1. He sees no reason for in-
creased concern over national se-
curity as the result of Russia's
success in launching an earth sat-
tellite last Friday.

2. The United States could have

Eisenhower congratulated Rus-
gian scientists on their success but
expressed uncertainty as to the
value of their achievement.

Nearly all Eisenhower's 30-min-

Eisenhower came to the confer-
ence with a prepared statement of
about 700 words which he did not
read textually.

He took it up and sketched its
highlights when asked “what are
we going to do” about Russia's
launching of a satellite and the
Soviet's claim to have fired suc-
cessfully an intercontinental bal-
listic missile.

In his statement, Eisenhower
outlined the history of the U. 8.
satellite program, dating back to
1954. He said that from the outset
there was general agreement the
program would ,go ahead ‘‘without

Those on Social Security will
work for very low wages be-
cause they do not want to jeo-
pardize those Federal payments.
As long as they arc paid less
than $1,200 a year, they can
draw full Social Security pay-
ments. If they earn more thap
that, they may lose part of their
payments, under . a somewhat
complicated formula.

Many employers are taking
advantage of the situation. They
excuse offers of low wages to
older persons by saying the pay
will not jeopardize Social Secu-
rity payments. They use the
same line to justify split hours,
such as jobs from 12 to 2 and
from 5 to 7. Some offer month-
on, month-off jobs to minimize
Social Security losses.

Some housewives do not pay
Social Security taxes on earn-
ings of elderly domestics, assur-
ing" them that such omission
will. avoid their having to pay
income taxes.

Since the Russians
have a theater where 3D movies
are shown without glasses, they
were interested in my visit.”

After much red tape, Feder was
admitted to Russia, He wasn't al-
lowed to bring a cameraman, So
he had to shoot the film himself.
He brought along three cammeras
and lugged 160 pounds of equip-
ment all over the vast country.

The Russians had firm notions
of what he should photograph, he
said, but he had other ideas.

“They showed me the huge fac-
tories, which were impressive but
not what 1 was interested in,”” he
said. “I wanted to see the faces of
the people—see them at work and
at play, in their homes, at the
theaters and on vacation.

“They arranged for me to visit
a model apartment—and it was a
model! It was all fixed up with a
refrigerator, television set and
electric toaster. There was only
one trouble. There was no elec-
tricity in the building, nothing to
plug into.

“I used my camera for all of
the things they wanted me
shoot. I always kept one with no
film in it just for that purpose.”

Though often harassed by the
police, Feder managed to get
what he wanted.
