Woman In A Well, Man s
Held On Charge Of Murder

GRIFTON—A B0-year-old man
has been charged with murder
after the body of A Negro woman
with fractured skull and a wire
around its neck was found I an
old still well yesterday.

Bheriff Ruel W, Tyson said
Ollie Watts, Negro, Grifton Rt.
1 Box 460, who has been indicted
for murder, is being held im. Pitt
County jail without privilege of
bond.

The charge resulted from the
finding of the body of the Negro
woman by two hunters. It was
found by Eder Mitchell and Ed
Rutledge both of Grifton Rt. 1.

The two, who were squirrel
hunting in a wooded area about
four miles from Grifton, said their
dog went to the rectangular still
well and paused briefly. The dog
then ran off after a squirrel, The
hunters later went to the hole
where they found the badly de-
composed body partially covered
with dirt.

Mitchell and Rutledge left the
woods and drove to Grifton where
they summoned Highway Patrol=
man R. E. Tayloe. Tayloe re-

turned to the scene with them
and cailed for the Sheriff's De-
partment and Coroner Griffin H.
Rouse,

Talk To Walls
Officers talked to Watts whose
house is located about 200 yards
from the scene of the gory find
on the Bruce Garrett farm,

Watts told of the disdpperance
of Charlotte London Willlams, 22,
who he said had been “keeping
house” with him,

Later when the body was re-
moved from the well Watts identi-
fied it as the Williams woman.

Skin which had peeled off the
head revealed a fractured skull.
There was also a section of hay-
wire wrapped around the neck
and attached to a short stick.

The body was nearly nude and
the sheriff said he believed it
shad been in the hole for at least
two weeks,

Sheriff Tyson said Watts told
him the Williams woman's sis-
ter from Georgia and visited them
during October. When the sister
left around Oct. 28 the Williams

- Coroner Rouse said this morn-
ing that no inquest date had yet
been set. However, he said the wo-
man‘'s death was apparently due
to the skuil fracture,
