Recovering

GETTYSBURG, Pa. ® — Presl-
dent Eisenhower, reported making
excellent progress recovering
from a mild stroke, roots today

Eisenhower arrived at his farm
from Washington automobile
early yesterday afternoon, just
four days after suffering a. block-
age of a small brain artery,

Continuing to snap back, n-

hower prowled happily ' the
farm and enjoyed a visit his
four small grandchildren. -
At dinner time, the President's
physician, MaJ.
Snyder, sent word to newsmen
that his patient's recovery prog-
ress “‘continues to be excellent.”

There still was no word whether
Eisenhower will remain at the
farm for the weekend or plan a
more extended visit. His doctors
have ordered several weeks of
rest before he returns full time
to his White House desk,

There was advance word, how-
ever, on Eisenhower's - plans to
pull up a chair in front of his TV
set and watch the Army take on
Navy in Philadelphia. As com-
mander in chief of ‘all the armed
forces, Eisenhower publicly takes
no sides, b ‘

The +talk around the White
House always has been, however,
that the reason Eisenhower never
has gone to an Army-Navy foot-
ball game as President is that he
would find it difficult, if not im-
possible, to be impartial in the
stands.

He has made it a practice each
year to telegraph best wishes to
both teams the day of the big
game, But he has been known to
add a lne to the West Point wire,
leaving no doubt he’s still pulling
for the school where he plaved
football more than 40 years ago.

Snyder traveled from Washing-
ton with the President and Mrs.
Eisenhower, and is staying at the
family's country home. The doc-
tor will make a daily check on
Eisenhower’'s condition and make
up his mind soon — along with
consulting physicians—whether to
let the President go to Paris for
the Dec. 16-18 NATO summit
