Ap-
parently he did not mean to
imply that he unconditionally
banned future armed Soviet sup-
port, Much of his speech was de-
voted to the help the Soviet army
had given Hungarian Communists
in the 1858 revolt..

It was the fourth day of the

For his first excursion out of
the capital, Khrushchev picked a
town closely identified with the
old idea that every Communist
country must have its own heavy
industry.

RALEIGH (m—North Carolina’'s|
prison industries will be expanded
and reorganized under a program |
approved by the State Prison Com-|
mission yesterday.

The prison manufactures pro-
ducts for use by the Prison De-
partment and for sale to state|
governmental agencies and insti-
tutions. \

Prison Director Willlam F. Bail-
ey said the plan is aimed al a
more comprehensive rehabilita-
tion program and toward making
the prison system self-supporting.

Gov. Hodges, who attended the
commission meeting, voiced his|
approval. He said, “'I am greatly|
interested in the rehabilitation of
prisoners. We must find jobs for
them. If these jobs can be made
constructive, that is fine."” I

ganized effort to block the county-wide industrial de-
velopment program.

We agree with the majority opinion of the direc-
tors of the Farmville Econemic Council. We would add
that in our opinion it would be extremely short-sighted
for Farmville or any other community in Pitt County
to fight against a program which is designed to im-
prove the economy of all of Pitt County.

Although Farmville has its own industrial devel-
opment program financed through contributions of lo-
cal businessmen, the economic welfare of that com-
munity is closely tied to the economic well-being of
Pitt County as a whole. Conversely, the economic well-
being of Pitt County as a whole is dependent upon
the economic welfare of its individual communities.

To Build A Larger
Pool Of Skilled Labor

North Carolina’s six new industrial education
centers slated for opening next Fall will add sgnother
boost to North Carolina’s bid for industrial develop-
ment.

The centers will train young North Carolinians in
industrial and service trades, and thus afford indus-
tries already located in the state a larger supply of
technicians trained that are in demand. In addition
the centers will provide a steady supply of young peo-
ple trained to take their places in industrial jobs,

Through these training centers, North Carolina
will be able to increase its number of workers skilled
in trades which industry needs. With facilities to supply
a larger labor pool of skilled . workers, North Carolina
may expect to receive consideration from industries
which now overlook the state because it lacks a suf-
ficient number of workers in certain trades.

It is significant to note that only two of the six
“new schools to be opened this year are located in the
Coastal Plain section of the state. The other four are
in the Piedmont. Of the 12 additional training centers
with tentative approval for 1959, four are located in the
Coastal Plain.

While it may seem from these figures that Eas-
tern North Carolina is getting less than its share of
industrial training centers, it must be realized that
this section now has only a fraction of the industrial
jobs that the Piedmont has. If by the end of 1959 Eas-
tern Carolina can have six of these industrial training
centers in operation in its area, they will constitute

another big asset in the area’s industrial development
picture. The training centers will not guarantee the
section additional high calibre industries, but they
will put the section in a position where it can better
compete with other areas for industries which require

workers with special skills and training.

A Fine Chance
Of Plan's Ruin

By JAMES MARLOW

WASHINGTON (AP) — Presi-
dent Eisenhower's plan to
streamline the armed forces
stands a fine chance of being
smashed on the rocks of Con-
gress. He outlined it Thursday
in a special message.

It avoids the extreme of creat-
ing a single, top military com-
mander, But it would enormous-
ly increase the power of De-
fense Secretary McElroy, giv-
ing him more authority than any
secretary ever had.

It would make better over-all
military planning possible, But
it's no cure-all. It doesn’t seem
to be the kind that could put a
final stop to the notorious Army-
Navy-Air Force rivalry for mon-
ey, size, weapons and missions.

The plan would leave the
Army, Navy and Air Force in-
tact. But Eisenhower talked of
‘“‘unified commands” that might
have the effect of merging the
three services to a far greater
degree than appears in the mes-
sage.

Just how far Eisenhower would
g0 in “‘unified commands,” is-
n't clear. Neither is the plan as
a whole. It won’t be spelled out
in detail for 10 days or so, when
McElroy sends Congress exact
hhnzuu‘ for changing existing

Briefly, this is the present set-
up and how Eisenhower would
change it:

He made it clear he's fed up
on the way the three services
try to get what they want —
through their individual publici-
ty campaigns and the lobby in
Congress by the military brass.
He'd curb the publicity.

And to put the lobbying under
some kind of leash Eisenhower
suggested a civilian be put in
charge of dealings with Con-
gress. Whether even that could
stop the military lobby would
have to be proved.

The secretaries of the Army,
Navy and Air Force — although
they serve under McElroy and
have lost much of their autho-
rity In recent years — still
have a big fistful of power.

Eisenhower would reduce them
pretty much to the role of care-
takers while increasing McEl-
roy’s authority over them and
the armed forces as a whole.

The top military planning is
done by the Joint Chiefs of Staff
—made up of the chiefs of staff
of the Army, Navy and Air
Force plus the staff chairman,

Congress
has always been jealous of its
power to vote money for only
those specific purposes it ap-
proved..

This idea ran into fast opposi-
tion in Congress, even among
some of Eisenhower's most in-
fluential Republicans.

TOKYO (AP) — A year ago
this spring, a wedding in Tokyo

The bride and groom were,
and still are, both in college.

In the United States, stydent
marriages take place every day.
But in Japan, this is something
brand new. It represents an al-
most unbelievable change in
Japanese ways.

Before World War II, virtually
every marriage in Japan was
“arranged” by the parents. The
young people were permitted
some latitude of choice, but not
very much. Then there was the
“mi-al,”” the *“meeting-to-see,”
and finally, after much super-
vised formality, the wedding.

‘Dating’ Commeon

Today, the Japanese say,
about half of all marriages are
still arranged. But since the
war, ‘‘dating’”” and companion-
ship, American-etyle, have be-
come common. Young Japanese,
having the opportunity to be
alone together, decide for them-
selves who they want to marry.

Even that represented a great
break with the past.

The last legislature in North
Carolina did not take steps to
create a Nursing school at

had hoped it would do.

Since that time, we believe #t
will go without saying that the
need for nurses is more critical
in Eastern North Carolina than
it was a year ago or two years
ago. And as we move along,
there is every indication that the
shortage will continue to grow
unless the citizens of our state
take some effective action ‘to
change the present trend.

We are told by hospital peo-
ple that nursing standards have
been set so high in recent years
and that the financial burden on
sma)l hospitals to operate Nurs-
ing schools has been so heavy
that it is well nigh impossible
and certainly impractical for
these smaller operations to exist.

We are also told that the exam-
ination given nurses today is so
demanding and so difficult that
nurses coming from small hospi-
tals have great difficulty in
passing.

As a result of a serious de-
cline in the number of nurses
we have long ago arrived at the
point where the bedside nursing
corps are about extinct. Nurses
today in small communities like
ours are doing yeoman service.
Some are even taking two shifts
of nursing duty instead of the
usual one in order that very ill
patients can have the services of
& competent nurse.

Recently this writer attended
a discussion about the need for
such a nursing school at East
Carolina college. There will be
opposition to such a school from
several sources. If we are ever
to realize this school then a de-
termined fight for it must be
made. We won't wet it by sit-
ting back and hoping for suc-
cess,

We will soon open our fine
new hospital in Beaufort county.
Many nurses will be needed, and
we truly hope that by open-
ing time a sufficient staff can be
hired. But even with a sufficient
staff, there still is the problem
of private nursing duty where

demand private nurses
in serious iliness. Where are they
coming from? Frankly, we just
won't have ample private nurses
.mheuuse they just aren’t avail-

A nursing school at East Caro-
lina college won't solve all our
problems either. But it will be
a step in the right direction. Cer-
tainly within a period of three
years, we will get a few nurses
back here with the ‘‘Registered
Nurse” label. And there is a
place for everyone we -can
get.

Medical soeieties are going to
be invited to discuss the proba-
bilities of such a school at ECC.
Perhaps many Medica] societies,
it is hoped, will offer certain
scholarships to worthy girls who
will study nursing and return to
her home eounty for practice up-
on completion of the eourse.

Use of student nurses in sur-
rouding hospitals will be a mat-
ter of great concern. These stu-
dent nurses must be ‘‘farmed
out” for practical experience in
several hospitals.

Of course, the great obstacle is
money as usual. It will cost ap-
proximately $170,000 for the first
two years of operations in get-
ting such a school started. At
least $100,000 of that money will
be used the first year.

We, the people, must decide
whether or not such a school is
worthwhile. If we decide it is,
then we must make a deter-
mined bid to realize it when the
next legislature meets.

In recent days we have talked
with several hospital administra-
tors. Without exception among
those with whom we have talk-
ed, we find that every hospital
discussed is short of Registered
nurses. One nearby hospital ad-
ministrator said just recently,
“I'd hire six more such nurses
right now if I could find phem.”

The Dally News considers
this nursing shortage a vital
problem in our community at the
present time., It won’t be solved
by indifference, We must work
for such a Nursing school, and
even then we might fail. But if
we fail, let us not look back-

One Industry Not Singing Blues

By ELMER ROESSNER

It is refreshing to find an in-
dustry that is not singing the
blues these days — as refresh-
-ing as a breeze from a year-
round gas-fired air conditioner.

It is the gas appliance indust-
ry. Its Gas Appliance Manufac-
turers' Association ended its an-
naul meeting at White Sulphur
Springs, W. Va., last night.

The makers of things that run
on gas think they have it make
for a number of reasons. They
recognize the fact that there is
some sort of recession, and they
plan to lick it. They think they
have some pretty good weapons.
They include: ‘

1. Smokeless-odorless gas in-
cinerators. These are fairly new
contrivances for kitchens, udili-
ty rooms and basements, where
gas fires burn trash and gar-
bage and then burn the smoke
and odors. Makers expect fine
sales in smog areas because they
do not add to pollution of the
air, and in areas where ordi-
nances prohibit disposal of gar-
bage into sewage systems,

AIR CONDITIONERS, REFRIG-
ERATORS

2. Air conditioners. “This year
marks the gas industry’s entry
as a major factor in the air-
conditioning field,”” said Clifford
V. Coons, GAMA president. The
chief interest is in conditioners
that can utilize existing duct sys-
tems in homes and commercial
buildings, and in year-round
heating and cooling systems built
into new homes or added to exist-
ing structures.

3. Gas refrigerators. The only
company in the field discontinu-
ed making gas refrigerators
last year but gas companies are
guaranteeing enough orders for
resumption of production by an-
. other company. Other manufac-
turers are entering the field.

4. Clothes dryers. Gas dryers
have made gains on electric dry-
ers and manufacturers are pre-
dicting further gains this year.
+ 5. New housing. GAMA offi-
cials are counting on 1,000,000
new dwelling units this ycar, and
of selling ranges and other gas
appliances for a mafor share of
them. If housing starts fall be-

low that number, the industry
is prepared to step up selling
in the replacement market.
RESELLING OLD MARKETS

6. Home improvement promo-
tion. The industry is promot-
ing gas equipment in home im-
provement projects. It is adding
conveniences and gadgets to
ranges to speed up the replace-
ment of existing ranges and oth-
er gas devices,

7. Gas heating conversions.
With the heavy promaotional sup-
port of gas companies, the in-
dustry expects to sell thousands
of homeheating gas furnaces as
replacements for oil and coal
heating. )

8. Bottled-gas appliances. With
the rapid expansion of the bot-
tled-gas distribution gwhich takes
gas far beyond existMig gas main
systems, to farms and to the ris-
ing number of summer homes,
the appliance makers are count-
ing on a sharp rise in sales in
these areas. Of the 40,000,000 us-
ers of gas in the U. §., 8,500,000
depend on bottled gas, the in-
dustry reports. From 12 to 25
per cent of GAMA members’
production is now golng to areas

beyond gas mains.

Industry leaders agree that a
continuation of present business
conditions may force some re-
vision of their estimates. They
acknowledge that many retail-
ers have reduced inventories and
sizes of orders. They concede
that the coal and electric indus-
tries are in there fighting and
that electric appliance makers
have some fields — fans, auto-
matic toasters, clocks, irons, etc.
— all to themselves. They are
fearful that the increase in gas
supplies will slow down unless
Congress gives the gas producers
the pipe lines more concessions.

But on the whole they believe
that 1958 can be made Into a
very good year.
