Itnow* land  (R>Calii) fought on today In 
an  effort to w rite far-reach ing  lab o r provisions into a  bin aim ed 
a t  regulating em ploye w e lfa re  'and pension funds.

He was beaten la s t n igh t in four 
effo rts  to put what he ca lled  **la- bor bill of righ ts”  provisions into 
th e  relatively noncontroversial bill. His am endm ents w ere de­
fea ted  by m argins ra n g in f  from  16 to 20 votes.

But Knowland. the R epublican 
Senate leader, told new sm en he w ould offer a t le a s t six  m ore 
am endm ents today.

The first test of the d ay  w as d u e . to his proposal to b a r  any 
discrim ination by a  lab o r union ag a in s t any^ w orker because of ra c e , sex, nationality , relig ion  or 
a g e .T he bill under consideration  
would require reporting  and  full 
d isclosura on^ operations of wel- 
fare-penslon funds. I t  would p ro­
vide crim inal penalties for any funds.

Knowland is try ing  to tack  on 
his “ union dem ocracy”  am end­m ents. contending th is is the only 
“effective ch an ce”  fcnr such legis- tation this y e a r .

Several o ther sen a to rs  also planned to add various am end 
mdttts- And the E isenhow er ad ­m inistration w ants its  labor pro­posals considered, too.But m ost Senate D em ocrats and 
about 10 R epublicans backed Sen­
ate  D em ocratic L eader Lyndon B. Jcdmson of T exas in opposing any 
broadening of the welfare-penslon fund bill. Sen. L ausche of Ohio was the only D em ocrat who voted 
yesterday fw  Uie Knowland am endm ents.

The D em ocratic-led coalition argued ttia t far-reach in g  lábor 
proposals should not be considered until hearings have  been held and 
until the proposals have been giv­en detailed study in eonunittee. 
D em ocratic leaders  prom ised Uiat h e u ln g s  will s ta r t  nex t m onth 
and th a t broad labor legislation 
will be brought to the Senate floor 
in June.

Brig. Gen. E dw ard P . Griffin 
said yesterday  tha t Civil Defense 
m achinery will be put to its  “ se ­
verest tes t”  during the two - day workout.

P lans for the a ttack  w ere ou t­lined a t  a  briefing session a t s ta te  Civil Defense headquarters  here . M ore than TiXt persons attended , 
including represen ta tives of about 50 city, county and town Civil De­fense set-ups plus officials of som e 30 state  and federal agencies.

’This will be the biggest test w e’ve h ad ,” Griffin declared . “ We an ticipate a  p retty  heavy s trik e  in the sta te . We’re  going to have to

im agine during the a tta ck  tha t 
we’re cut off com pletely from  out­
side help. We will have to  live on our own resources until the fed­e ra l governm ent can  help us. Aft­e r  the a ttack  we will m ake an  in­ventory of w hat we lost and  w hat we need.”  . ,

Griffin said  sealed envelopes will be delivered to Civil Defense d irec tors of “ ta rg e t and likely ta r ­get a rea s  to  be opened a t  a  speci­
fied tim e on M ay. 6,”  These, he added, will contain the tim e of the sim ulated  a ttack , size of w eap­on. type of Im rst and  o ther Infor* m ation.

Griffin said  m axim um  use will be m ade of N orth aroUnS’s su r­vival p lans wMcfa a re  now la  th e  final s tages of p reparation .

Confused By AL 
Confusion ?me

WASHINGTON (AP) — No 

wonder If you’re dtoy from 
what’s happening in the Senate 
00 labor k^dslation. It’s a nssh- 
mash. This Is toe background 
on a confusing situation.

In 1954 President Elsenhower, 
disturbed by disclosures on the 
misuse of employe benefit funds, 
asked an investigation. He got 
it. Three times since then a Sen­
ate Labor subconunittee has 
held hearings filling thousands 

pages with testimony.
These aubcommittees were 

headed in turn hy Senator Ives 
'R-NY), Douglas (D-ni) and 
Kennedy (D-Mass). Just before 
going home last year this sub- 
oommittee approved a measure 
—called the Ives-Douglas-Kenne- 
dy bill — which would do this:

Compel disclosure of the 
handling ta employes’ pensions 
and welfare funds to prevent 
their mishandling by employers, 
by employers and unions com­
bined. or by unions.

Approval by the full Senate 
Labor Committee — necessary 
before the bill could go up to 
the full Senate for action — had 
to wait until this year. Congress 
came back in January.

On Jan. 23 President Eisen­
hower proposed a 12-point pro­
gram of labor legislation. One 
point duplicated, and therefore 
approved, the Ives-Douglas-Ken- 
nedy bill upon which the full 
Labor Committee had not yet 
acted.

The rest of the Eisenhower pro­
gram would add amendments— 
or make changes — in the 1947 
Taft-Hartley law by imposing 
additional legulations on unions. 
But it also hit at crooked deal­
ings between management and 
labor leaders at the expense of 
Union members. Some business 
organizations called the Eisen­
hower program pro-labor.

Sen. Knowland of California.

leader of the Senate Republicans 
and therefore the one who 
might have been expected to in­
troduce tbe Eisenhower propo­
sals. offered a big omnibus bill 
of his own. He described his 
ideas as an attempt to assui-e 
democratic control of unions by 
their members.

Knowland, who’s giving up his 
Senate seat to run for the gov­
ernorship of California, would 
go beyond amending the Taft- 
Hartley Igw by adding some 
brand new ideas to it. Sen. Lyn­
don Johnson of Texas, leader 
of the Senate Democrats, has 
called Knowland’s bill anti­
union.

Then on March 26 and 27 the 
Se n a t e  Labor subcommittee 
headed by Kennedy began hear­
ings on a number of proposals— 
which aide: said would include 
those by Eisenhower and Know­
land. But after those two days 
the subciunmittee recessed for 
the Easter holidays and hadn’t 
picked up yet where it left off.

Those hearings were not on the 
Ives-Douglas-Kennedy bill, which 
dealt with the protection of em­
ployes’ benefit funds- That was 
still awaiting approvaf of the full 
committee, which only last Mon­
day gave Its blessing to the 
measure and sent it to the full 
Senate for action. The Senate 
scheduled consideration of it the 
next day.

Suddenly and unexpectedly. 
Knowland announced he would 
offer his bill as a series of 
amendments to the Ives-Douglas- 
Kennedy bill. Since what was in 
his bill went far beyond what 
was in the other, that provided 
a basketful of headaches.

Then Thursday the Eisenhow­
er administration announced it 
would offer its 12-point program 
—which also went far beyond 
the Ives-Douglas-Kennedy bill 
—as an amendment to the lat­
ter.

The government wiU allow Bri­
tons to take out only 100 pounds 
($280) for their American vaca­
tion, exclusive of fares to, from 
and inside America. The fares 
can be paid for in pounds. Tra­
vel agencies reckon the $280 will 
last most people only three weeks 
at the outside, unless they are 
staying with relatives or friends.

Another factor Is the expense 
of the trip. Most British couples 
who take a vacation in America 
will have to spend about $1,400 
on it. This is the average British 
wage-earner’s salary for 10 
months — a big chunk of money 
to spend for recreation.

No sane individual will deny 

that the American people de­
serve toe best postal service in 
the world. Nor will many diapute 
the fact that they are not get­
ting it now.

We’ll go along with Postmaster 
General Summerfield’s conten­
tion that if We are to have the 
best service; both Congress and 
the administration must come 
to grips with the need to pro­
vide new and more efficient 
Postoffices as well as new 
mechanical and electronic ma­
chines to sort and distribute 
mail and packages. But we de­
finitely part company when he 
says thousands of new buildings 
will be constructed in all parts 
of the country, including 17 in 
Florida, if Congress finalĤ  votes 
a five-cent rate for out-of-town 
letters, thus suggesting that no­
thing can be done unless mall 
rates are boosted.

Senator Johnston, Democrat of 
South Caroline and chairman of 
the Senate Postoffice Committee, 
quickly canceled Summerfield 
on that point. He noted that all 
money the Postoffice Depart­
ment takes in goes to the U.S. 
Treasury and every penny of 
the more than $3 billion it takes 
to run the department for a 
year is appropriated by Congress 
In the same fashion as for other 
departments and agencies.

In other words, construction 
by any Postoffices or other 
federal buUdings has no rê  
lation whatever with whether or 
not Congress approves a five- 
cent stamp or any other postal 
rate increase.

It is most unbecoming, in our 
opinion, for a top-ranking Cabinet 
officer like Mr. Summerfield to 
play crude politics with such 
essential things as new Post- 
offices, The Postmaster General 
may be a zealous executive, 
but in this instance his efforts

are misdirected and are likely 
to meet toe same end as an 
illegibly-addressed piece of mall 
which has wound up in the Dead 
Letter Office.

Contract Farmina Soreads .Out
Strength For To(day

A policeman is reported to 
have remakred about certain 
juvenUe delinquents from weU- 
to-do homes; “These kids ought 
to actl like ladies and gentlemen 
and not like they was brought 
up.”

The statement lacks consider­
able from the standpoint of 
syntax and grammar, but we 
can all get the point. This 
particular officer had observed 
that the so-called privUeged 
homes are not always as privi­
leged as they are cracked up to 
be. Mothers who hand the 
youngsters over to others to 
bring up. fathers who think 
about nothing but Ixisiness and 
their golf scores, couples who 
think R is perfectly their right

to have dripping-wet parties in 
their homes and to behave—and 
to allow their guests to behave— 
before chUdren in a way that no 
decent night-club manager 
would tolerate in his establish­
ment—these were undoubtedly 
the people the cop had in mind.

One phase of the current in­

dustrialization of American agri­
culture is the rapid growth of 
contract fanning.

Contract farming isn’t new. 
The system had been used for 
many decades in production of 
cannery vegetables. For examp­
le, a cannery will offer to buy 
a certain number of acres of 
tomatoes of a specific variety at 
a specific price.

A farmer can decline. There 
,have been many strUces against 
cannery prices and sometimes 
the prices have been forced up.

If a farmer declines, he can 
plant tomatoes and hope that 
faUure of crops on other farms^ 
wUl give him a good bargaining 
position, he can grow tomatoes 
and truck them' to some other 
market, or he can plant some 
other crop. If he signs, he is 
sure of a market at a firm jirice.

The cannery gains some secu­
rity. too. It knows that the 
necessary* acreage will be put 
into tomatoes in the area, and

that the price will be firm even 
if there is a crop failure.
IN POULTRY, HOGS 

Contract farming has spread 
through the big poultry centers 
and is now sweeping into the hog- 
raising regions of toe nation. 
Furthermore, the contracts are 
becoming so detailed that many 
a farmer has said, “We’re just 
hired hands”

In toe poultry industry, the 
broiler packer offers contracts 
specifying just what kind of 
chickens are to be hatched, how 
many, just what toeir feed must 
be. what anUbioUcs and pharm­
aceutics must be adihinlstered, 
what sanitary conditions must 
be observed, and how much the 
farmer U to receive. In some 
cases, toe packer supplies toe 
day-old chicks,.

This has taken toe chicken 
raising out of the'hands of the 
farmer’s wife. It has changed 
broiler-raising from a side,-line 
to a major occupation. And it 
has forced even the most con­
servative farmers to adopt toe

newest scientific methods of feed­
ing and caring for chickens. It 
has reduced toe average time 
of raising a broiler for market 
from 14 to nine weeks; it is pro­
ducing more meat per pound 
of feed than ever before and It 
baa kept the price poultry 
moderate. The averaqre price per 
pound of chickens on the farm 
was 16 cents in 1956, compared 
with 18.4 rants in 1 ^ .
EVEN FATHERS SELECTED

The hog contracts are often 
m<ure detailed; sometimes they 
provide that the packer proride 
the boars. Food and raising con­
ditions are spelled out minutely; 
toe tjrpe of fruTowing pen is 
specified and toe kind of food 
provided for. Some contracts call 
for. heated pens in winter and 
showers in summer.

As a consequence, leaner hogs 
are grown faster. The type of

sponj
Hogs no longer wallow In’-mud» 
They live in penned cleanliness 
on concrete. Only the sows are 
permitted a bit ol exercise at

certain times.
Contracts usually provide that 

toe farmer is to be paid the 
average market price on toe 
day of delivers, plus a bonus. 
The packer is willing .to pay 
the bonus because he knows he 
will get leaner meat.

Contract farmihg U also being 
used to greater extent in egg 
production, turkeys, beef cattle 
and lamb. And as big Ifustness 
slowly takes over farm lucduc- 
tion, farmers trade their inde> 
pendece for greater security, 
pendence for greater security, 
toe most significant current de­
velopments in agriculture and is 
likely no continue,” racordlng to 
Orlln J. Scoville, of the U. S.

Fifty alunmi and interested par­
ties heard Tatum’s comments and 
his ideas about a plan to provide 
funds for UNC athletic scholar­
ships. The plan, an organization to 
be called the "Rams Club,” will be 
a limited-membership group of 600 
donors who will be expected to pro­
vide $100,000 a year for support 
of the UNC athletic program.

Tatum-^his usual polished, im­
pressive and ponderously famUiar 
self—dispelled any notions that the 
new organization would replace 
the Educational Foundation.

The Foundation
"The Foundation is an old and 

established endowment at UNC," 
Tatum stated. "It was the first 
Foundation that Chapel HUl ever 
had. It is not, however, exclusively 
for the athletic program, as some 
may believe. It furnishes scholar­
ships for the Music Department, 
the Science Department and every 
other department at Carolina. 
The Athletic Department. Just as 
any other department, has to wait 
its turn.”

In his usual open-mouthed way 
of talking, Tatum told the Educa­
tional Foundation members, “It 
takes $400,(K>0 a year to run an 
adequate athletic system in these 
modern times. Most of the money 
earned at the gate during footlMUl 
season is used for the actual oper­
ating expenses of a school’s ath­
letic program. That doesn’t include 
scholarships, aid or anything else 
except the actual expenses and 
making ends meet.

“Therefore, up to now, the Edu­
cational Foundation has been the 
only means of acquiring any money 
for athletic scholarships.”

The necessity of scholarships 
was pointed out by the football 
coach with the comment, "There is 
no middle road in football. Every- 
body wants a winner and you can’t

or win eight and lose two.’ A coach 
wMo' plans to win only some of hla 
games will get his brains beat out 
every time his dub goes on the 
field.

"You have to go after all of 
them. ’The goal Is to win every 
game.

"Now, in order to win. a coach 
has to have good boys, good mater­
ial. In order to get good material, 
one has to hand out scholarships 
The time has come when every 
good high school athlete expects 
to be offered a scholarship, other 
schools are going to offer scholar-

none of the athletes are going to 
come to Chapel HUl unless we of­
fer the same, regardless of how 
much they love the school.”

Rams Club 
UNO’s plan for the Rams Club 

would relieve the present situation, 
Tatum believes. If the annual goal 
of $100,000 can be met, he thinks 
the Athletic Department can wait 
its turn for scholarships from the 
Educational Foundation and still 
emerge comfortably.

The new organization would be 
a supplement to the Educational 
Foundation, according to the 
coach, one of the most successful 
in coUege football. It would, he 
i»id, stabUize the Educational 
Foundation and even encourage 
contributions.

Tatum was accompanied by two 
of his assistants, Jim Hickey and 
Ernie WUliamson, who assisted in 
previewing Tar Heel prospects for 
the 1958 season.

"Next year,” Tatum said, “our 
team will be imprcrmi in every 
position except fullback. We should 
have good quarterback strength, 
because we have four of the best 
quarterbacks I ’ve ever had. All 
four can kick, are good defensive 
players, and, of course, can run 
and pass.”

CaroUna’8 1957 team won six 
and lost four. In 1956. Tatum’s 
first at Carolina since leaving 
Maryland, the Tar Heels won two, 
lost seven and tied one. but the 
Atlantic Coast Conference ordered 
the team to forfeit its two victories 
because an ineligible player was 
used.

A Tough Job
The Job of building a winner for 

UNC has been a hard Job, Tatum 
said.

“At Chapel Hill, athletes are not 
looked upon as favored above any 
other student. There, everybody is 
a hero. The Archeology Depart­
ment is as important as the Ath­
letic Department; so are all tbe 
rest. We have to wait, and take 
our turn.

I  haven’t spent any time coach­
ing football in the past two years. 
I ’ve been busy traveling, giving 
talks like this one, trying to raise 
a little money and trying to get 
some ball pUyers. It’s a tough 
business, but the coaches and the 
Educaticmal Foundation, in part, 
have to do it because of the situ­
ation at Carolina.”

In his time, he won 
renown as a foothall player, coach 
chronicler and commentator.

Services wUl he held (at the 
OUddens Funer$l Home) In Jack- 
sonviUe Beach. Fla., home of 
Hickman's twice-widowed mother. 
No date has been set.

BOekmsn. the former Yale 
coach and Tennessee guard, re­
tired from an active role in ioot- 
hall in 1952, two years after Yale 
had renewed his contract for 10 
seasons.

From ’48 through ’51, his EU 
teams won 16, lost 17 and tied 2.

Brainy am. amusing, with a hill­
billy drawl that helled his erudi­
tion. Hickman already had be­
come a TV personality and quiz 
show panelist. He continued to ap­
pear on radio and TV sports pro­
grams and to write for maga­
zines. •

As versatile as he was large.

Herman became foothall editor of 
Sports Illustrated and publiitiMed a 
work called the ‘‘Herman Hick­
man Reader.” He wrote hla osm 
verse an4 could quote almost any 
poet of greater or leaser note.

Hickman, who last week told a 
reporter he had shrunk ”80 pounds 
under my. eating weight,” loved to 
eat and loved to cook. ”Ab eata 
anything that won't eat me.” he 
once said.

He was horn Herman Michael 
Hickman Jr. at Johnson City, 
Tenn., Oct. 1. 1911. Starting hU 
football playing at Baylor Prep in 
Chattanooga, he later starred M 
Uie University of Tennessee under 
Coach Bob Neyland. Hickman was 
named a guard on the AU-Time 
Football Team selected in Tl^ 
Associated P r e s s midcentury 
sports poll.

After graduation in 1982, Hick­
man played professional football 
for the old Brooklyn Dodgers and 
between seasons more than made 
expenses traveling the pro wrestl­
ing <dreult.

He went to Yale aa head coach 
In 1948 after hitches as an assist­
ant at the Wake Forest, North 
Carolina State and West Point.

His wife and mother were at his 
bedside when he died. He courted 
his wife, the former Helen Clara 
Smith, on the Tennessee campus, 
about 25 years ago. They had no 
children.

PHILADELPHIA if) — VlUaiio-

the bulk of its lustre with the 
scratching of Olympic champion 
Bobby Morrow of Abilene Chris­
tian because of an injured leg.

The Texas sprinter was booked 
to meet his old nemesis. Duke’s 
Dave Slme, and his equally-fast 
teammate, BUI Woodhouse, with 
Penn State’s Bobby Brown an ad­
ditional starter. There’ll still be a 
race but without Morrow it has 
lost Its lustre.

Morros actually Isn’t  being side­
lined completely. He’s anchoring 
the Abilene Christian quarter - 

'mile and half-mile sprint relay 
teams which racked up fast times 
in yesterday’s qualifying heats — 
42 2 in the 440-yard and 1:27.1 in 
the 880. North Texas State with 
41-9 recorded the fastest clocking 
in the quarter-mile.

Morrow’s coach, Oliver Jackson, 
said he scratched his star from 
the special ”100” to permit him to 
“relax” a little.

Morrow hurt a groin muscle be­
fore leaving for the relays Tues­
day, and he was obviously in pain 
as he whipped around the fast, 
dry track yesterday.

“The match race would tense 
him up,” Jackson said, “so we de­
cided to keep him out of it. Out 
main Interest here is to win the 
two sprint relays.”

Six>year-o]d Jan Haidenreich may not ro a liz a  a ll the facets of a job she has» but she plays an im p o rta n t role in the administration of justice in P itt C ounty .
She pulls prospective jurors* names out o f a  box each month.
Important as It is» Jan*s job is only an in te rm ed ia te  step in the process of filling the jury box fo r  each  term  of Pitt County Superior Court. T he  procesa neither begins nor ends with Jan*s work. __
Superior Court juries in P itt, and evpry  o th er North Carolina county, begin in the Tax D ep artm en t. It is there that lists of taxpayers more th an  21 years of age are compiled and made available to  th e  B oard of County Comnussi<mers every two years.

PITT COUNTY’S SUPERIOR COURT • , , Where The Jilry Is The Focal Point Of Interest And Dominating Item.

Commissioners take that list, and a  su p p lem en ta l list of names of perscms who do not a p p e a r  on th e  tax rolls, and select persons of good m oral c h a ra c tttr  and sufficient intelligence as prospective ju ro rs . They weed out individuáis who have been conv ic ted  o# crimes involving moral turpitude or who h a v e  been Judged mentally incompetent for ju ry  duty .
W hen the Commissioners have fulfilled th e ir  ob« ligatkm to  compile the list, the board’s c le rk  p re p a re s  tw o copies of it one for a  perm anent ju r y  scroll, which is always open for public inspection, a n d  th e  other f<M* a box with double locks which is k e p t  by th e  clerk.
The box is the one which Jan  H eidenreich  d ips Into every month. It is opened only a t m eetings of th e  Board of County Commissioners, when S h e riff  Ruel W. Tyson and Board Chairman Woodrow W o o ten  m eet fmr the specific purpose of supervising d raw ing  of ju ry  lists for terms of Superior Court.
North Carolina’s 1957 General Assembly p rov ided  P itt County with authority to draw  56 ju rors fo r  Ja n u ­ary  and August terms of court, 48 jurors fo r  m ixed o r  criminal terms and 40 jurors for civil term s. T h e  num ­ber of jurors authorized varies with indiv idual coun­ties, but the method never,varies. It must b e  done by a child younger than ten years of age, a t le a s t 20 days before the term for which the jurors are  be ing  d raw n .
Not every name drawn from the box g e ts  on th a  term  list or in the courtroom, where the co u n ty  pays $5 for every day of service. Each name, as it  is d raw n , is checked by members of the board, to d e te rm in e  if the individual is a ’’good and true person,** fit fo r ju ry  duty.
The checking at the time names a re  d ra w n  has helped much to ease the job of notifying p rosp ec tive  jurors, which is the duty of the Sheriff’s D e p a rtm e n t. It has also resulted in a high quality group o f ju ries  for Superior Court terms.
District Solicitor Robert D. Rouse, J r . ,  an d  Su­perior Court Judge Joseph W. P arker both te rm  P itt’s juries as “excellent.” That, they say, is im p o rtan t, no t from their viewpoints alone, but for. the best in te rests  of justice.
“Jury duly,” according to the Judge a n d  th e  So­licitor, “represents the people’s justice. Law s a re  fo r

the benefit of a community, and jury w ork is th e  citi­zen’s contribution to his community.
“The most profound duty of any citizen is to  pass on the rights of his fellow citizens. T h ere fo re , ju ry  duly involves a dual responsibility for every  citizen  t The responsibility to the community and  its  law st and the responsibility to individuals, to p re se rv e  his rights.”
To fill that dual responsibility, the J u d g e , th e  Solicitor and every other person connected w ith  the  courts expect jurors to be disinterested, conscientious, respectful of the law, and mentally honest.

W hen jurors can meet those qualifica tions, th e  Judge and the Solicitor agree there will be in te llig en t verdicts. “Juries,” they say, “will go to the  h e a r ts  of cases when they listen with open, honest a n d  resp ec t­ful minds. It is possible juries will miss cases, b u t w hen they are compiled as P itt’s juries are, they w ill miss very few.
“The effort county officials have expen d ed  to get good juries, and cooperation from the ju r ie s  them ­selves, have meant that the county has been  ge tting  niries which render intelligent verdicts.
“No one can ever ask more than th a t.”

NEW YORK ÜF — A few first 

signs that the industrial slump 
may be flattening out are tightod 
today amid the welter of unpleaa* 
ant atatiatlcs on the recent past.

They are too scattered to fore­
tell a , turning in the trend but 
businessmen are watcMng them 
closely. More company executives 
;n*edict a turn for the bettor will 
to apparent in the final months of 
this year and the upswing in in­
dustrial activity will be marked 
in the first half of I9S9.

In the less industrialized areas 
the slump may stay very mild 
Indeed.

Here are some of the first signs 
of a change, as cautiously report­
ed by business executives:

New orders for macMne tools 
have risen in each of the last 
three months- Although these are 
far behind the volume a year ago, 
the National Machine Tool Build­
ers Assn. notes that in past reces­
sions rising macMne tool sales 
have led the way to recovery in 
the capital goods Industry.

A gain in new orders of late is 
also reported by Ralph J. Cordl- 
ner, chairman of General Electric, 
who thinks tMs may herald an 
upturn in durable goods demand- 

A similar rise in sales in recent

days is noted by Crawford H. 
Oreenewalt, president of Du Pont, 
who cautiously offers it as a sign 
that the chemical induatoy may 
be ready fcto a rebound.

Demand for fir lumber has in­
creased and prices have rebound­
ed sharply. This may be tied in 
with a report that the change in 
terms for Veterans Administration 
guaranteed mortgages, particular­
ly the new no down payment rule, 
have revived house sales in some 
areas.

J , 1. Case reports its tractor 
sales are now running 25 per cent 
ahead of last year. In this connec­
tion, the Agriculture Department 
notes that farm income now is 
running at an annual rate of IS 
billion dollars, compared with llVii 
billion in 1957. TMs means that a 
sizable part of the population 
should have more money to spend 
this year.

The Department of Commerce 
adds that co^umer spending con­
tinues Mgb for all items except 
durable goods. The maker of one 
line of soft goods. Colgate-Palm­
olive, says sales this year* easily 
should top last. And tobacco and 
drug firms report rising sales and 
profits.

In the prediction department are 
some other industries currently in

trouble.
Augustus C. Long, chairman of 

the Texas Co., beltoves that the 
excess in oil inventories has near­
ly been corrected, offering the 
chance of better dasm in the lat­
ter part the year.

A revival of demand for steel is 
expected before fall by Marcus J . 
Aurelius, vice president of UB. 
Steel, and Charles M. WMte. 
chairman of RepubUe Steel.

Various utility executives note 
that consumer demand for power 
stays high and even is Increasing 
enough in some areas to offset 
any loss ot sales to industry.

These reports in themselves 
don’t spell . return of boom times. 
But they do show that everytMng 
isn’t as bad as some people paint

DETROIT ((P) — Auto industry 
circles are speculating over wheth­
er new car sales this year will 
reach even mllUon units.

They 
started with a six milUon or bet­
ter estimate. This was based on 
the car makers’ conviction at that 
time that 1958 would be as good 
as 1957.

But even though the year’s sales

may fall sharply below last year’s 
total, the outlook is not all bad. 
Over the long range the prospects 
are good.

One outstanding fact is: all pur­
chases withheld now will be made 
later; what amounts to a buyers’ 
strike is piling up a steadily grow­
ing backlog of unsatisfied demand.

Many top industry executives in­
sist six million new car sales an­
nually is a normal level; it will 
go higher in the 1960s. They reach 
the six million figure by estimat­
ing annual scrappage at four mil­
lion cars and a normal annual 
Increase of two mllUon in the car 
population.
 ̂ The industry currently is try­
ing hard to break through the 
vsales resistance that has tumbled 
new car sales something Uke half 
a million units behind comparable 
1957. Meanwhile they are push­
ing elaborate plans for 1959 cars.

There has been some talk that 
1959 models will be brought out 
earlier than usual in an effort to 
step up sales.
