To discourage 
a n t  invasions it’s a good idea to 
s p r a y  baseboards thoroughly, too.

A lw ays be sure to remove all 
g a rb a g e  from containers and wash 
a ll refuse  containers thoroughly. 
R e m o v e  grease from stove. Clean 
th e  underside and legs as well as 
th e  top  of the kitchen table. Any 
t r a c e s  of food or grease will attract 
b o th  m ice and cockroaches.

It r e ­quires no effort to recog n ize  th a t  •11 taxes are local, too. W h eth er  lev ied  by Federal, State or c o u n ­ty  authorities, and w h eth er  for  paving the street next d o o r  or for foreign aid, the tax is  ju s t  as local as the citizen's b a n k  a c ­count or pocket book.

This fact is often o v e r lo o k e d  In discussion about F ed er a l a id  for education, or pas.slng b a c k  to counties a larger p ortio n  of the cost of operating the p u b lic  schools. Federal and S ta le  t a x e s  are paid by the sam e fo lk s  w h o  pay county and m unicipal t a x e s ,  and the payment is in ten se ly  lo c ­
al.

Furtherm ore, the c o n te n t io n  that the State com p letely  s u p ­ports the public schools w ill  not stand up. Local c o m m u n it ie s  have furnished most of th e  la n d s  and buildings, the capital in v e .s t -  m ent. In numberous in s t a n c e s  they have voted local a d v a lo r e m  tax levies to supplem ent S ta te  appropriations for op eratin g  th e  schools. In many co u n ties  th e  percentage of total local a d v a lo ­rem  taxes devoted to p u b lic  e d u ­cation is as high or h igh er th a n  the percentage of State t a x e s  fo r  the purpose.
COLLEGES — The G en era l A s ­sem b ly  of 1957 appropriated $ 1 5  m illion for capital im p r o v e ­m ents at Community C o l le g e s ,  contingent upon m atching fu n d s  being provided by the c o m m u n i­ties. The Legislature a lso  ai>- propriated $202.500 for ea c h  y e a r  of the current biennium  a s  grants in aid for operation o f  th e  com m unity colleges at A s h e v il le .  Charlotte and Wilmington. T h e r e  Is proviso that in no even t sh o u ld  the allocation from the S ta te  e x ­ceed the amount paid b y  th e  local governments.
An appropriation of half a  m i l ­lion dollars for equipment a t  th e  newly authorized area in d u s tr ia l  education centers can b e u s e d  only after the com m unities h a v e  prflvided necessary b u ild in g s. It Is estim ated that the s e v e n  c e n t ­ers which are getting r e a d y  to open have about two and a th ird  m illion dollars invested in  la n d  and Jjuildings.KERR RESERVOIR — T h e  growing popularity of K err  R e ­servoir as a recreation c e n te r  is  illustrated by the estim ated  300.- 000 attendance this year a t  S a t-  terw hite Point alone. T h a t i.® t h e  most highly developed o f s e v e r a l  areas on the North C a r o lin a  side of the 800-mile sh ore l in e .The Kerr Reservoir D e v e lo p ­m ent Commission, a S ta te  a g e n ­cy  appointed by the G o v e r n o r  and operating under a s m a ll  l e g ­islative appropriation, h as l e a s ­ed several thousand a c res  fr o m  the Federal Government fo r  r e ­creational development. T h e r e  are two large picnic sh ed s  a n d

a m odernistic c o m m u n ity  h o u s e  at Satterw hite P o in t .  T h e  c o m ­mission su b lets  a  p a r t o f  th e  beach area to th e  T a r  H e e l  Marina. A h u n d red  o r  m o r e  b o a ts ,  ranging from  s m a l l  c a n o e - s ty le  to 40-foot ca b in  c r u is e r s ,  a r e  based at the m a r in a .There are r u m o r s  a b o u t p la n s  for a m otel an d  a r e s ta u r a n t  near Satterw hite P o in t , bu t on  private lands b a ck  o f  th e  g o v e r n ­ment property l in e . NEW YORK <AP)—NeffoUatora 
renew efforta today to settle a 
two-day old strike of 1,700 m arine 
•nffineers.

The strike eventually could halt 
448 passenger and dry cargo ships 
operating out of East and Oulf 
Coast ports.

Four hours of almost continuous 
negoUatlons between the M arine 
Engineers Beneficial Assn. and 
the shipowners ended in failure at 
midnight.

So far. the strike has had  a 
relatively small effect. Twenty- 
eight dry cargo ships have been 
immobilized in the Port of New 
York.

A strike of 10.000 oil tanker sea­
men was settled late yesterday.

A demonstration of the use of 
micro-wave systems in long dis­
tant telephone operations was pre­
sented at the Greenville R otary 
Club last night by Lewis Corning, 
sales manager of Carolina Tele­
phone and Telegraph Company.

Micro-wave in telephone opera­
tions, Corning said, is designed 
primarily for use in long distance 
calls and is not economical for use 
in local or short-haul calls.

He explained that micro-wave Is 
a radio relay wave of an extre­
mely high frequency with m any 
properties similar to a beam of 
light. It can be directed in a  
straight line, can be bounced and 
can be bent to follow a desired 
course.

The speaker also pointed out th a t 
use of micro-wave systems for 
long distance calls provided a m ore 
economical means of handling such 
calls than the use of heavy tele­
phone cables. Carolina Tel and 
Tel, he pointed out, decided to go 
to the use of micro-wave because 
it is handling more than a million 
long distance calls a month, be­
cause a micro-wave s>stem w as 
needed to handle network tele­
vision programs and because of 
the change-over to customer dial­
ing for long distance telephone

calls.
The company’s firs t micro-wave 

system  for telephone ca lls  is now 
in operation between Fayetteville 
and Rocky Mount, he said . There 
a re  now 180 circuits on th is system, 
but it can be Increased  to 3,000 
circuits when such capac ity  is 
needed. The m icro-w ave system 
between the two points cost ap­
proxim ately one and one-half mil­
lion dollars. Corning told his audi­
ence. A com parable cab le  system 
between Fayetteville and  Rocky 
Mount would have co s t the com­
pany upwards of four m illion dol­
la rs , he said.

T h a t am endm ent, by Senators 
K arl E . M undt (R-SD) and Jam es 
O. E astland  (D-M iss), w as sub­
s titu ted  for a  provision of the bill 
which would have repealed  the 
p resen t T aft-H artley law  requ ire­
m en t th a t union officials file such 
oaths.

The Senate adopted an am end­
m en t by Sen. Sam . J .  E rv in  J r .  
(D-NC) to perm it a  union m em ber 
to sue for recovery  of m oney em ­
bezzled from the union if the un­
ion’s officers did no t bring such a  
suit.

A proposal by Sen. C harles E , 
P o tte r  (R-Mich) would have per­
m itted  union m em b ers  to sue for 
recovery  of any of the ir dues 
m oney spent on election cam ­
paigns or any o ther purposes not 
connected  with collective bargain ­
ing.

A fter a  hot fight, it  finally w as 
beaten  51-30. M any R epublicans 
charged  th a t union m oney w as be­
ing used to try  to  defea t them .
