E ac h  
c a u s e d  rising annoyance am ong  
A m e r ic a ’s allies with a  policy 
m a n y  in those countries consid­
e r e d  Insupportable.

T h is time the Red C h inese  a t­
t a c k s  have been m o re  sev e re  
th a n  ever. Possibly th a t  is  be­
c a u s e  Peiping sees the oppo rtu n i­
ty  a s  greater than e v e r .

T h e  United States h a s  h e ld  out 
a  p rospect of some so rt of solu­
tio n  through peaceful n ego tia tion . 
T h is  would require concessions 
o n  both sides. Any conccission 
th e  United States m ig h t m ak e  
w o u ld  be a political v ic to ry  for 
R e d  China. Washington h a rd ly  
c a n  compromise w ithout going 
b a c k  on its pledges to  C hiang 
K a i-sh ek ’s Nationalists.

Despite the integration issue, 

States’ Rights, and what not, the 
South will not break away from 
the Democrats to form a third 
party in 1960. Its leaders will 
sugarcoat insults from the north­
ern leftwingers and swallow them 
as they have done before. Tco 
many leaders are looking for 
recognition, prestige and pro­
minence, through government 
courage to carry out their con­
victions, such convictions as ther« 
m ay be.

Actually, party precept comes 
first with these honorables and 
they will absorb a lot of abuse 
before they part with the name 
to which they had their fathers 
before them have clung since the 
Civil War.

The South is traditionally 
committed to the States’ Rights 
idea on which in part the 
patriots of the Sixties fought the 
War Between the States. But 
when the principle is challeng­
ed and trampled upon by the 
Supreme Court and party leftists, 
m any her© wUl find another 
name for it and an alibi, and 
take it lying down.

There 
would be only spasmodic down­
right resistance in North Carolina 
in some rare instances. There are 
too many liberals in this State 
to permit a full breakaway.

There is another reason also 
why the South will not give its 
support to a third party. That 
is its dominant position of leader­
ship in Congress and the loss of 
seniority rights if the party label 
were dropped. This is one place 
where expediency would play its 
part in holding the front.

When Republican National 
Chairman Meade Alcorn said in 
Charlotte last week that there 
is a strong possibility for forma­
tion of a third party, he was only 
doing some wishful thinking, or 
whistling to keep up his courage. 
So far as integration is concern­
ed, the GOP has nothing to offer 
opponents of the trend. The 
South will not forget that it was 
Republican Elsenhower who sent 
Federal troops into Little Rock 
after he said he would cot do It.

As a matter of fact, there is 
little from which to choose on this 
question between the two parties. 
A third party would hurt the 
Democratic cause most and could 
give the Republicans a victory 
in 1960 If it attracted sufficient 
support. That is unlikely.

Unless signs fail, the South 
will be more solidly Democratic 
two years from now than it was 
in either 1952 or 1956.

Bomb damage was intense, but 
there — like a single tooth in an 
old man's mouth — stood the 
shop of Featherstonehaugh. All 
about it the buildings were in 
ruins.

He entered the dimly lit front 
room and there stood the tailor 
himself, a tape measure dang­
ling from his stooped shoulders.

For what seemed an eternity, 
the old tailor stared at his cus­
tomer of by-gone days.

To have shown surprise would, 
of course, have been to ahow emo­
tion, a characteristic impossible 
in his well-ordered world.

So, without a change of expres- 
lion, Featherstonehaugh. who had 
gone Uurough the rockets, clothes 
rationing, food rationing, Span­
ish flu, the loss of a son at sea. 
looked over his gold-rimmed 
spectacles and aaid with a re­
lieved sigh:

WILL THE MIRACLE OCCUR?
In 1701. a distinguished English­

man wrote to Pepys—famous for 
his diaries— t̂hat the nation had 
never been “so atheistical, false 
and unsteady, covetous, ungrate­
ful. lewd, luxurious, self-interest­
ed, Impudently detracting and 
uncharitable” as at the time 
when he was writing. And he felt 
that without “a miraculous un­
deserved providence” there would 
be “a total dissolution of the 
government and constitution”

The miracle occurred two 
years later. In 1703, John Wesley 
was born. He lived to a great 
old age and was active to within 
six months of his death. He was 
clergyman of the Church of 
England, yet he became so 
troubled by the unspirituality of

the Church in genzral and the 
reckless wickedneu of his day 
that he organized societies with­
in the English Church known as 
Methodist Societlea. After Wes­
ley’s death, these Societies be­
came the Chriatian demonination 
which bears that name, but 
Wesley lived to see England 
spiritually transformed. An “un­
deserved providence” had come 
to the English people. The birth 
of a baby, and later his conse­
crated manhood, transformed the 
spiritual life of a whole people.

Never In human history has 
there been such spiritual chao.s 
as there is today. Will another 
John Wesley araise? Let us hope 
and pray that God will be as 
good to America in the twentieth 
century as He was to England in 
the eighteenth.

While touring tbt Soviet Union 
M a mtmher of an American stu­
dent grohp. I visited a typical va­
cation camp: the Oorelnik tourist 
base in the mountains outside the 
Central Asian city of Alma-At».

At 7 a.m.. the Soviet national 
anthem blared from loud-speak­
ers. blasting snoocers out of the 
sleeping bags for 10 minutes of 
directed calisthenics outdoors.

Campers whipped their beds into 
shape and dashed to the mountain 
stream for a quick wash before 
reporting at 0 a m. for a break­
fast of rice, chicken, inwad, butter 
and tea.

Then campers hustled out for a 
morning hike into the mountains, 
returning at 2 p.m. for a lunch of 
potatoes, beefsteak, soup, rolls, 
butter, fnat compote and tea.

Not everybody went on the hike. 
Some were already on other hikes 
of two to seven days into the high 
glacier peaks.

There was time out for a three- 
hour rest in the afternoon. 
*‘bajhs'’ in dishpans of water in 
the so-called “shower house,” and 
then table tennis, pool, dominoes 
or volleyball before dinner.

Dancing and a movie followed 
dinner. Lights went out at 11 p.m. 
and exhausted vacationers tum­
bled into their sleeping bags.

No alcoholic beverages are al­
lowed.

The round of hiking and relax-1 
atlon sparked excltsinent only 
when a group came te c k  from a 
long mountain hike.

Then tbs group commandm* sa­
luted the camp director with a 
report and the welcoming party 
etUlsted for the occasion whooped 
a rousing cheer to ” pli3rsical-cul.*'

Sanitary conditions in the tour­
ist camp were primitlye. There 
were four lavatories for women— 
one had a broken faucet, one a 
broken basin, the third had a 
clogged drain and the fourth 
worked but had a continually run­
ning faucet.

Other Urtlet facilities were j»1m- 
iUve and unimaginably fouled.

Dishes were washed in small 
ketUee of cold water: hot water 
was available only for tea and 
coffee.

Oorelnik is one of a  string of 
vacation places stretching from 
the northern waters of the Baltic 
to the luxurious “ Russian Riv­
iera” on the Black Sea.

Here, Russians play as  hard dur­
ing vacations as they work the 
rest of the year. The picture is 
completely different from  the free, 
moving, easy-going vacations of 
the American family.

Both husband and wife in the 
Soviet family often work and 
must frequently spend their va­
cations in separate places at dif­
ferent times. Children go to coun­
try summer camps or daylong 
programs in city Palaces of Cul­
ture from the end of May to the 
beginning of September.

An air of mUitary discipline pre­
vails in the children's cam ps.

The final toll may be much high­er. JAfter almost two weeks of heavy rain, the Communications Ministry said last night numer* oua washouts cut the nation's ma> jor highwava.Serious flooding was reported in seven states ^  Sinaloa. Nayarit and Jalisco on the Pacific Coast; Guanajuato, northwest of MexU» Otty; and imevo Leon, Coehuila and Chihuahua on the Texas bor­der. Rain has caused damage in other areas.President Adolfo Ruiz Cortines was directing rescue and aid work by army troopa and civilian agencies.The parálisis of ground trans­portation hampered work. Basic necessities are being flown into Guanajuato and Sinaloa. Boats are relaying food, clothing and medicine where trains are unable to penetrate into flood-ravaged mountain country.After communications had been cut by seven days of rain, word of disaster arrived yesterday from the port of Mazatlan in Sinaloa.Some 8,600 persons are home­less in Mazatlan and other Sin­aloa towns along streams at tha foot of the Sierra Madre Occiden­tal.
