GOVERNORS — By the time
thizs ' is read the Southern Gov-
ernors’ Conference will have ad-
at Lexington, Kentucky
and probably will have accepted
an invitation to hold next year's
conference in North Carolina,
Governor Hodges was armed
with authority to extend a firm
invitation, with exact time and
place to be decided by the
éxecutive committee later.

Acting as host to a Governors’
Conference is costly business to
the State and the community.
A sort of rule has been estab-
lished that the host State will
furnish hotel accommodations for
the Governor and five others
from each participating State,
plus the official staff of the con-
ference. For the Southern con-
ference that would mean about
100 people, for the National con-
ference around 300. Experience
has proven that from 100 to 150
others come along, pay their
own hotel bills but share in the
entertainment. Perhaps the most
expensive feature is the build-
up tradition of giving. all the
visiting dignitaries a lot of free
stuff, representing items pro-
duced or processed in the host
state. A newspaper man attend-
ing the National Governors' Con-
ference at Lake George, New
York, in 1954 estimatel that the
meeting cost the taxpayers of
New York about $15,000 and the
business interests of the state
more than $50,000.

North Carolina played host to
the National Governors' Confer-
ence in 1942 and to the Southern
Governors in 1947. Both these
meetings were at Grove Park
Inn, Asheville. Last year the Na-
tional Conference was at Wil-
liamsburg, Virginia, but a dozen
or so of the Governors came
to our Outer Banks for two or
three days. Same thing happened
in 1951 when the National con-
ference was at Gatlinburg, Ten-
nessee, but the cost for North
Carolinians was less than last

year.

As of now it
seems pretty definite that the
Southern Governors’ Conference
will be held in North Carolina
in the fall of 1959, with exact
date and place to be fixed next
spring by the executive commit-
tee of the conference.

Charlie Parker, director of
State advertising, and Voit Gil-
more, member of the C&D board
and chalrman of the commitiee
on arrangements for the confer-
ence, have been with Governor
Hodges at Lexington to assist in
working out advance plans,
While North Carolina has been
host to the National Governors’
Conference on full responsibili-
ty basis and twice on part time
entertainment, and to the South-
ern Conference once before, the
peculiar developments in nation-
al politics might well make
the 1959 Southern Conference one
of the most important in history.
The State and the particular host
community face a real challenge
to make the conference an out-
standing success.

PROBATION — Capital Square
gossip has it that Basil Sherrill,
former staff member of the In-
stitute of Government at Chapel
Hill and ‘presently an assistant
Attorney General, will be the
next Director of Probation.

The Probation Commission last
week requested immediale re-
tirement of James D. Bealy, 67-
vear-old director, instead of
waiting untll June 30 next year,
as would have been the normal
course. The Commission also ap-
proved transfer of Garland Dan-
fel, assistant director to the pri-
son department, and named W.
8. Burlison in acting capacity
for both positions. The statute
setting up the Probation Com-
mission says the commission
shall appoint a director, with
approval of the Governor. In a
recent conference Governor Hod-
ges said the director should be
a man “like Basil Sherrill.” That
1s taken to mean Sherrill will
get the post — if he wants it.

Legal and technical points in-
volved cannot be adequately dis-
cussed in a few paragraphs. It
is commeon knowledge that Gov-
ernor Hodges, the Highway Com-
mission, the Prison Board and
the Probation Commission, all
are concerned about the impact
of short sentence prisoners. All
of them would like to have more
use made of probation in lieu
of prison terms, especially for
first offenders and minor crimes.
They think fuller cooperation of
superior and the inferior courts,
and closer check on probation-
ers. If this requires additional
personnel they feel it will be
justified, but they also think that
tightening up of administration
and stream-Nning procedure can
get more real service out of pres-
ent employees.

Final Tragedy May Help

(Hertford County Herald)

For once, the federal govern-
ment has acted wisely in the
school integration situation.

The tacit decision to “wait and
see'” in some cases in Virginia
where that state’'s stupid anti-
integration laws have closed
schools under court order to in-
tegrate is a wise move.

Now people will see the cold
facts of what happens to a com-
munity when schools are closed.
The end result of non-statesman-
ship by cheap political maneu-
verers will come home to every
fireside. It is no longer an aca-
demic discussion. It is a hard
fact. Schools are closing in Vir-
ginia because the leadership of
the 0Old Dominion abdicated
statesmanship and took a road
of cheap political advantage.

We have long held that, in the
South’s adjustment to the May
14, 1954, decision of the Supreme
Court, the worst thing that could
happen would be for the schools
to close. We have held that the
people of the South, moving with
“‘all deliberate speed’” can work
out the adjustments called for
by the May 14 decision in a
judicious, fair and ennobling
manner., Part and parcel of that
belief is that nonsegregation of
southern schools would begin in
areas and communities far dif-
ferent than that of our area. The
forces that are battling to puc
the May 14 decision in practice
have wisely chosen such areas
as battlegrounds. In Virginia

they chose such places as War-
ren County, in the mountains
near already-integrated West Vir-
ginia; Alexandria, across the
Potomac from already-integrated
Washington, and the cosmopoli-
tan metropolis of Norfolk.

But Virginia’s political leader-
ship, waving a banner of ‘‘mas-
sive resistance’’ has brought
things to the present sorry state
of affairs. In the name of ‘‘state’s
rights,” they have destroyed loc-
al rights. Schools have closed
even when local people stood re-
luctantly willing to abide by
the May 14 decision “‘with all
deliberate speed.”

The federal government, which
has had no policy for helping
the South meet its problems in
this matter, has finally recog-
nized that it ultimately must be
people on the local leve — deal-
ing with their local problems with
good sense and good will — who
will decide the matter. It is
our belief that people in areas
where education has been depriv-
ed under the misguided banner
of ‘“‘massive resistance’ will
come to the ultimate conclusion
that the worst thing that can
happen in this situation is for
such a state of affairs to exist.

Perhaps it was necessary for
a school to be locked. Out of
such a tragedy — the rock bot-
tom tragedy for any community
—may come the rising tide of
ultimate solution to the 20th cen-
tury’s most significant problem
in human relationships.

Carolina, The Bucs stand on the threshold of their
1958 North State Conference schedule—Guilford will

be their first opponent—and this Saturday night's|!

game may set the pattern for Buc play throughout the
rest of the season,

With six heavy-duty players out of action at the
present time, the Pirates are in a somewhat crippled
condition. Whether or not Coach Jack Boone can have
most of the injured boys in playing shape by this Sat-
urday night is unknown.

Coach Boone’s club has shown a potentially strong i

attack and defense once this season—in the 12-0 vic-
tory against Emory and Henry—and give brief glimp-
ses of excellence against Presbyterian in last week’s
24-16 loss.

And so, for those who go in for making predic-
tions, the field is wide open. An optimistic or pessi-
mestic view can pretty well be justified, on the strength
of those two ballgames.

This weekend’s game, however, should put the
final word on things. It is possible that the Bucs were
either playing over their heads against Emory and
Henry or below par against Presbyterian. Their show-
ing against Gilford should clear up the matter. Of
course, the large number of ECC injuries may confuse
things somewhat.

THE OPTIMISTIC VIEW

Despite East Carolina's past four bad seasons,
most local observers are prone to take the optimistic
view. Coach Boone has a good team, good players, a
good system—that has already been shown this year.
The biggest problem is keeping them all together.

Some feel that if Boone could get Ralph Zehring,
GGlenn Bass, Bobby Perry, and James Speight together
in his backfield, he would have as good or better back-
field than any club in North Carolina. Of course, in-
juries and other circumstances have made this im-
possible thus far this season.

The same is true for the line. Against Emory and
Henry, the Buccaneer line showed strength, aggres-
siveness and eagerness both defensively and offen-
sively. Their play against Presbyterian was spotty, but
gtill showed excellence at times, despite the use of
green material and injured ballplayers.

If time and circumstances would allow, if injuries
would clear up, if Boone could manage to put his best
line with -his best-backfield and get them all on the
field at one time, he would almost ¢ertainly have s
winning combination.

NO TIME, NO CIRCUMSTANCES

But time and circumstances—and injuries—can-
not be dictated by any coach. Boone will have to work
with what he has. Indications from the Buc camp are
that some of the injured boys will be back, some wili
not. Expected to be on the sidelines against Guilford
are halfbacks Glenn Bass, Lee Atkinson, and fullback
James Speight. Linemen Lynn Barnett and Howard
Beale are also unlikely to play.

So, this weekend’s game will be all important.
A victory by ECC will certainly make way for more
victories, especially with the return next week of
Speight, Barnett, Beale, and Bass. However, a loss
against Guilford will have a bad psychological effect
and could ruin the club’s morale and play, regardless
of the returning stars.

This coming game will mark the first time ECC
has met Guilford since the Pirates blasted the Quakers
41-0 in 1952 and 40-0 in 1953. Coach Herb Appenzeller
in his third year as Quaker coach, will be facing the
Bucs for the first time.

Expected to pace the Guilford attack will be Bill
Huber, 185-pound sophomore quarterback.
