It i.s a commodity which pro%'ides a mainstay for 
the s ta te’s economy, providing the livelihood for thous­
ands of people on farms, in processing, in manufactur­
ing and in sales.

It is also one of the most h^avlly taxed of all com­
modities and one which faces a constant battle against 
additional taxation to prevent its being taxed out of

For North Carolina to levy a state tax  on its most 
important product wotild be an invitation for ^every 
level p f  government which now taxes tobacco to in­
crease their tax upon it. It would, also be an invitation

If^the present bill before J h e  state legislature is 
passed, the state would collect a tax of three cents 
per pack on cigarettes— the same as the farm er gets 
fof growing the tobacco w'hich goes into a pack of 
cigarettes.

At the present ra te  of federal taxation alone on 
Cigarettes, Uncle Sam collects about S3,200 in taxes 
on each acre of tobacco grown,in Pitt County. The 
federal tax on tobacco grown in Pitt County during 
1958 will amount to more than the total asses-sed pro­
perty valuation on all the property in Pitt.

Frankie Laine, who quit show 
business five times before he 
became a star, has been bitten 
by the acting bug. So when’ll 
he play Hamlet?

"Not right now,” said the song 
belter. "I’m not ready for Shake­
speare yet. That’s a rough school.

"But in another five years I  
might be crazy enough to try It.” 

Acting is not without its perils, 
he has found. He wasn’t so lucky 
practicing drawing his six  
shooter. for a part tn a tele- 
visiMi piece.

"The first time I  skinned my 
finger,” he said. “ And the 
second t|me I dropped the gun 
and nearly broke a toe.”

Frankie has sold more than 30 
millloa records in the last dozen 
years.

Why. since his voice bringa 
down money in a golden shower, 
waste it on straight acting?

"The fear of trying something 
new is often what defeats peo- ■ 
pie,” said Laine, "There is no 
standing still in this business. 
The day you aren’t willing to 
take a step forward Is the day 
you’ve already started going 
backward.”

Frankie, the son of a Chicago 
. barber, isn’t fightened by the 

possibility of failure. It took him  
16 years to reach the top as a 
singer. During that period he

I  h ad  been 
w andering in  som e woods and a 
thorn tree  whipped a t  m ^ a n d  in­
ju red  m y righ t eye. ife r  two
weeks th e re a fte r , I w as forbidden
to read  un til m y eye h ea led .

There w as m usic in ou r hom e, 
but m usic is  only p a r t  of the 
w orld. I could walk on th e  s tre e ts , 
bu t the s tre e t  was only a  tiny 
section of living. I  could ta lk  wTth 
others, bu t ta lk  does not convey 
a m a n ’s re a l  thoughts. F o r  a  few 
days I had to live in a da rken ed
room , and to this d a y  da rk n ess
m eans te r ro r  to m e an d  em pti- 
n fss , a p lace  without though t or 
being.

When I  w as finally p e rm itted  to 
read  I fell on books a s  a  s ta rv in g  
n ian  falls on food and I cou ld  not 
get enough of them , an d  I  still 
c a n ’t, for w ithout books th e re  is a 
sp iritual darkn ess.

A home w ithout a l ib ra ry  is not 
a  home a t  a l l^ T h e  l ib ra ry  does 
not have to be a sp ec ia l room . 
F o r m any, m any y e a rs  m y  only 
lib ra ry  wa.s th ree wooden shelves 
I put up m yself in a  ren te d  room . 
Once m y lib ra ry  co n sis ted  only 
of a su itcase .

Music and pictures, frien d s  and 
en te rta in m en t, are  only p a r t  of 
living. But books are  all of living, 
for in them  a re  mu.sic, p ic tu res, 
friend.s and en te rta in m en t. A book 
contains the thoughts of th e  ages; 
the m ost m odern  book Is only an 
echo of books w ritten hundreds,

even  thousands of y e a rs  ago. I t  
is m a n ’s g rea te s t m onum en t y -  
the book. The w ritten  word is 
m a n 's  nob lest invention. A people 
withcHJt an alp habe t and books 
a re  a  people w ithout c iv ilization . 
They rem a in  a t  the prim itive lev el 
01 b e a s ts . “ A m an  who docs not 
r e a d .”  sa id  P la to , “ is a  c re a tu re  
who is not fully a m a n .”

T h ree  y e a rs  ago I .h a d  an o th e r 
acc iden t to m y eye and w as for­
b idden to  read . I  tr ied  listen ing  
to the rad io , b<k.h p lays and m usic .
I tr ied  visiting w ith friends. And,
I w as not only bored but I  w as 
te rr if ied , I  began to visualize a  
w orld without books for m e an d  
the thought w as unendruab le.

So, ag a in s t m y d oc to r’s o rd e rs  
I re su m ed  read ing , and it did not 
m a tte r  to m e any longer w h ether 
or not I w as in juring  m y affected! 
eye. M y v e ry  tenseness a t  not be­
ing ab le  to read  was hurting  m y 
eye w orse than  read ing , and the 
in fec tion  c leared  up quickly. !

All m a te ria l things could bei 
tak en  from  m e and they  would!

m a tte r  v ery  little  so long as  I  had  
m y lib ra ry , an d  so long as I could 
trav e l the long and fascinating  
world open to  m ankind,- only 
through books. »

I have lost m u ch  of m y hearing, 
bu t I  h a rd ly  m iss  it, for I havo 
only to s ta r t  to  r e a d  to h e a r  voices 
c learly , and  song  an d  lau g h ter and 
anguish. To p a ra p h ra se  the Bible, 
“ H eard  thing» a re  good, but the 
unheard  a re  s w e e te r .”

Take a  pook  In. your hand. You 
will walk w ays you never w alked 
before, see people unknown to 
you but who echo your m ost se­
c re t  thoughts, love ag a in  if you 
a re  without love or youth, h ea r 
wise m en sp eak , listen to consola­
tions and hopes, and see all 
beauty.

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The nation's Capitol has undergone a 
lot of changes since George Washing­
ton laid the cornerstone in 1793.

The British burned the building during 
the War of 1812, It was restored in 1819. 
It was first considered completed in 1850, 
but it has been enlarged and modernized 
many times since then. It got its iron 
dome in 1861. Up imtil recently, some 
26 million dollars had been spent in im­
proving the Capitol and its grounds.

Now the Capitol is getting one of its 
most extensive and costly remodeling 
jobs. The structure 's East Front will be

extended 32i feet, providing newsiwport 
for the dome and adding office space to
the crowded building.

Workmen have already removed me 
steps and slanted roof of theportico^th 
its stately Corinthian pillars and P*™* 
ters, leaving the East Front resembling 
the ruins, of an ancient temple.

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Investor, Speculator And 
Gambler Get A Tax Break

Bjr FRANK CORMIEB a dividend tax on behalf of its
WASHINGTON (AP)—The Brit­

ish income tax. by American 
standards, hits hard at the man 
in the street but gives *a big break 
to the investor, the speculator and 
tiie gambler.

Even after the tax cut an­
nounced last Tuesday, the aver­
age Englishman will pay consid­
erably more than his American 
cousin,

Th# Investor or speculator, how- 
ever, will retain complete freedom 
from taxes on profits made in the 
stock market or through real es­
tate deals. And the gambler wül 
continue to pay no tax on his 
winnings.

Moreover, most' Englishmen 
who collect dividends on stocks 
will—as in the past—pay little or 
no tax on these.

Dividends, capital gains and 
gambling winnings are, of course, 
taxed in the United States.

Why haven’t the British tapped 
these revenue sources?

In the case of dividends, the 
English take the positbn that a 
corporation — by paying income 
and; profits taxes—in effect pays

shareholders. To tax shareholders 
directly. tl»y beUevc, would be 
unfair double taxation.

Many American stocklMlders 
take the same view and have agi­
tated persistently, but without 
much success, for a similar con­
cession.

As for capital gains and gam­
bling winnings, these were not 
classed as taxable income under 
British tax law. The Labor imrty 
has long demanded they be taxed 
but hasn’t mustered the vc^s to 
dp 60.

The New British tax change, 
which will go into effect at mid­
year, will lower the standard in­
come tax rate to 38̂ * per cent 
from 42’g per cent. Here’s how 
the standard rate system works:

While an American taxpayer 
claims exemptions and deductions 
to lower his taxable income, the 
Englishman claims “reliefs” from 
the standard rate. He gets one 
relief of $336 for himself and a 
seoind for the same amount if 
he’s married. He also can claim 
a relief of $238 for each of his 
dependents and can deduct mod­

New Gift For Boys 
With ^Everything^

MIAMI, Fla. ÍAP) — Want a 

saddle-broken zebra, gentle enough 
for the clüldren to ride? Or a 
zebra and cart, complete with 
harness?

The man to see is Wayne Car­
roll, a tall, handsome 29-year-old 
lecturer and wild animal authority 
who has been handling wild things 
since he trapped a rat at the age of 
7.

Your saddle-broken zebra will 
run about $7,000, and the cart Job 
about $2.000 more.

They will run into money be­
cause they come from the plains 
and meadows around., Arusha, 
Tanganyika, in East Africa. Get­
ting them to America and turning 
them into docile animals takes a 
bit of doing.

The zebra is common throughout 
Tanganyika, grazes in herds and 
Is a favorite food for lions. Per­
mits are required for hunting and 
exporting the animals.

CarroU’s favorite method of

huntingclg to run them down with a 
Jeep and lasso the baby zebras. 
He puts his catch in a small pen 
to calm it down and tries to keep 
it quiet while teaching it to eat 
from his hand. He keeps only the 
females—males are always mean 
and hard to handle.

Carroll figures it will take about 
a year to break a zebra to the 
saddle. The procedure requires in­
finite patience and loving care.

First the animal is bridled, 
after a few days a burlap' bag is 
placed across its back. Gradu­
ally, weights are added until the

II:zebra will take a saddle and finally 
a rider. Carroll’s fii'st pupils have 
not as yet completed their school­
ing.

Zebras breed in captivity but 
Carroll contends the offspring are 
weak and spiritless.

Carroll plans to leave for Tan­
ganyika in June and hopes to 
capture 30 or 40 young zebras. 
He gays he wül be lucky if he can 
break six or eight of these to saddle 
or cart.

Now let’s give these married 
men a pay raise, to a year.
The American will tl»n pay about 
$1.398 in taxes wMle the British­
er will pay $3.428. Under the old 
British rate, the tax would have 
been abovk $182 higher.

For another example, take a 
single man with no dependents 
wlK> is paid $2,800 a year. In the 
United States, he would pay Uncle 
Sara'about $384. If he's EngUsh, 
the crown will get about $515 un­
der the new rate—about $23 less 
than before.

British income taxes are mark­
edly higher than U.S. leveis at 
what an American would consider 
middle income levels. They also 
hit harder at married couples be­
cause, in England, you can’t claim 
<hc tax-cutting advantage of spUt- 
tmg incomes on a Joint return.

The British also have sales taxes 
—comparable to U.S. excise taxes 
—but these are much higher than 
here. The tax on a new auto, for 
example, is 60 per cent compared 
with 10 per cent in the United 
States.

Britain is lowering the sales tax 
on all luxuries except autos to 50 
per cent from 60 per cent. Cam­
eras, radios and Jewelry are In­
cluded in this category. In the 
United States, they carry an ex­
cise tax of 10 per cent.

Incidentally, the British pay a 
national gasoline tax of 35 cents 
a gallon compared with 3 cents 
Itóie.

The British tax cuts drew this 
barb Friday from Sen. Allen J . 
Ellender (D-La) during hearings 
by the Senate Appropriations Com­
mittee on a request by President 
Eisenhower for 225 million dollars 
for loans to underceveloped coun­
tries abroad:

“It makes me wonder why the 
American taxpayers don’t march 
on Washington. We give lavishly 
to these people and they cut their 
taxes and balance their budgets.” 
He added the United States w'ill 
have a deficit of close to 13 bü- 
lion dollars this fiscal year .̂

Great Britain owes the United 
States more than 4 Vi bUlion dol­
lars on loans made in previous 
^ars*.

The State Department said this 
week Great Britain is not now re­
ceiving any econwnic help from 
the United States. As is true with 
other U.S. allies in Europe and 
elsewhere, she is getting military 
assistance in undisclosed amounts.
