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Legislators CUng To Their Right
The plum of naming membew to the Board of 

Trustees of the University of North Carolina is one the 
sUU'a legislature has no intention of giving up.

Quite obviously the legislature thought little of 
the proposal that the governor of the state be allowed 
to name one-fifth of the members of th a t  board. A 
bill which would have written such a provision into 
law was laid aside a t  the request of its introducer be­
cause of the complete lack of support shown for the  
measure among legislators.

Some people may interpret this as another legisla­
tive slap at Gov. Hodges. Those who do, however, 
probably are stretching a point.

The power to appoint members of the Board of 
Trustees of the University is a power the legislature 
probably would not like to share with any governor. 
We get the impression that regardless of who was in 
the governor’s mansion, the legislature would not like 
fur him to have authority to name one-fifth of the 
members of the board.

Appointment to the University Board of Trustees 
Is one of the most sought-after things in the state 
every two years when the legislature meets. There 
are many, many aspirants, and of course many legis­
lators who sponsor one or more of the candidates for 
the post. When the time comes for the final selection 
of trustees, the legislators cast their ballots.

While the procedure may have some shortcom­
ings, certainly it affords North Carolina a good cross- 
section of its citizenry on the  University Board of 
Trustees. It assures good geographic distribution of 
membership on the board, and for the most part it 
assures tha t capable people are  named to the board.

The same situation might exist if the appointment 
of one-fifth of the trustees were left to the governor. 
On the other hand it might not. The present method of 
naming trustees of the University has worked well for 
North Carolina, and there is every indication tha t it

So Much Time 
On Petty Issues

LITTLK STUFF — On* who 

sits In on leslslatlv* committees 
from day to day cannot fsU to b« 
impressed by the number of 
petty Issues thst iwcupy so Urg*
• pwl of legislative time. Nor 
esn he fall to retognlKe that In 
many Instances the seeming llttls 
things have far-reaching preced- 
ent-setllng impacl.

Classic story along that line Is 
the one about a special aesslon 
of a New England State legts* 
lature having to be called to tn- 
aert a conjma in the revenue 
act. Omission of s comma in the 
list of articles subject to a tax 
Ifvy where the phrase “ horse 
and buggy" fK'curred made It 
unlawful to lax a horse aeparate- 
ly or a buggy without a horae. 
The special session made the law 
read “horse, snd buggy"—and 
the fltste and local governmenta 
got many thousands of doUara 
extra money.

A very almllar incident occur­
red In the f onstltutlonal com­
mittee of the House the other 
day. Someone discovered that the 
caption line on one section in 
the Declaration of Rights artlcla 
was written "The legislative, 
executive and Judicial powera 
distinct." That might he con* 
strued to mean that the legis­
lative constituted one branch 
while the executive and Judicial 
authorities together couslltuled 
another. So with much ado', for­
mal amendment was adopted In­
serting a comma after the word 
“ execullve", making it positive 
that three coordinate Independent 
divisions were Intended.

It is easy for grammar school 
pupil to understand the signi­
ficance of that amendment. It Is 
not easy, even for the learned 
lawyers on a judiciary committee, 
to understand why constables 
rlerfed by townships arc county 
offlcera for social security pur­
poses, while Justices of peace 
elected at th« same time snd by 
the same people are not. The 
Attorney Oeireral opined the dis­
tinction. and the Leilslature is 
passing a bill putting them In 
same category — otitslde the 
iociat aecurlty coverage.

TIME CONSUMING -  A few 
legislalora and a large segment 
of the public resent the waste 
t?) of time devoted to these 
little detalla, and to purely local 
bills affecting only one small 
community. People with wide ex­
perience, however, know thst the 
ttme is not wasted, One oldtlmer

recalled that Supreme Court 
decision about one runaway slave 
precipitated the Civil War; that 
the asaaslnatlon of an obscure 
Slavic prince lighted the fuae 
that exploded Into World War I, 
and a alck chicken was basis for 
outlawing the NRA program of 
early New Deal days,

In the light of these historic 
Incidents it Is tmderstandable 
that a bill lo transfer the Job of 
issuing licenses for buying and 
carrying pistols from the clerk of 
court to the sheriff, ipelilng out 
whether deputies In the depart­
ment of Insurance should have 
the right of arrest, or determin­
ing the Jurisdiction of a amall 
town recorder court, might have 
long range influence.

Truth Is, fhst faUure of some 
previous sessions to devote 
enough ttme to little matter» la 
responsible for a lot of waste In 
time and effort required to cor­
rect mistakes. Practically every 
seaslon has a whole flock of 
“ validating" acts, giving post 
facto sanction to funrtloni per­
formed by public offlcUla, w'hen 
at the time of i>erfonnance the 
official did not have the authority 
he assumed, When these valida­
ting blUa are questioned, the 
sponaor Invariably pleads pre­
cedent by pointing out that a 
almllar act was passed last ttme 
lor Home other county or person.

And further emphasising the 
significance of the Ultle things, 
it has developed that the vali­
dating statute was necessary in 
order to make a marriage per­
formed by a Justice of peace 
legal, or a paper notarising 
transfer of real estate effective,

NIGHT RIDERS "The night 
riders are on the prowl," quip­
ped a vilerin of many legisla- 
ture» when the first full-scale 
night aeslon of the House was 
called for other than Monday 
night.

There Is still a lot of material 
In committee files and during 
the past week bills have come In 
about as fast as they have been 
passed.

It stands to reason, however, tha t  the more mem­
bers the Committee of 100 has, and the greater its 
financial resources are, the  better job it can do for 
Greenville and its people. The greater the number of 
local citizens who are actively interested in promot­
ing the economic growth of Greenville and its sur­
rounding area, the greater the results which can be 
expected from such a program.

Now tha t Greenville's Committee of 100 in or- 
ganizerJ aqd in operation, we trust its membership will 
continue to grow to 200 or 300 members in order th a t  
efforts to promote better economic conditions for this 
community will also expand.

Pupil-Spanking Isn't 
An Unreasonable Item

No one particularly likes the idea of pupil-spank­
ing . . . least of all the teachers in the public schools 
of our state.

It seems not only reasonable, but nece.ssary, how­
ever, that the teachers 'o f  our school .sy.stem should 
have the backing of the law if they find it necessary 
in extreme eases lo take the proverbiable hickory 
stick to properly diijcipline youngsters in their charge.

The courts ,in  effect, already have said tha t  tea­
chers are within their bounds of authority to spank a 
pupil if the situation warrants such action. North 
Carolina's legislature, by writing into law the bill al­
ready passed by the House, will merely be implement­
ing the decision already rendered by the courts.

Teachers in our public schools today are looked 
upon as far more than academic instructors. They are 
expected to teach the youngsters not only w hat is in 
the text books, hut discipline, how to get along with 
others, how to be good citizf?ns and in general guide 
the youngsters fa r  along the road toward social as well 
as intellectual maturity.

In short, while the student Is In the classroom ft»r 
about five hours a day, nine months of the year, the 
teacher is expected to perform the duties of parent 
as well as teacher.

With teachers as well as with parents, under­
standing. love and guidance sometime fail to get th(^ 
point across to unruly youngsters. Other forms of 
punishment fall far short of making the impres.sion 
made by the flat-of-the-hand properly applied in the 
proper place.

Passage by the Senate of the pupil-spanking law 
already approverl by the House certainly will not mean 
any more pupil-spanking in our public schools. It will 
merely put the teachers on firmer ground on the rare 
occMsioas when they find it necessary to exercise the 
pupil-spanking authority moat people agree they al­
ready have.

After all. if we expect teachera to properly train 
and discipline our youngster.s as W'ell as teach them, 
we must afford teachers the reasonable tools with 
which to work.

By the time this gels off the 

pre.vs, it is more than likely that 
North Carolina will have an in­
come tax withholding law. Gov­
ernor Hfxlges wants it. Nobody 
has proposed an acceptable sub­
stitute for it to raise the reve­
nue necessary to balance the 
budget the administration has 
proposed, not to mention the 
cost of additional appropriations 
sought for educational needs, 
teacher pay increases and sal­
ary hikes fqr state employees, 
and many other requests for ex­
penditures above the proposed 
Imdget. The legislators are get­
ting restless and want to come 
home. So, it is most likely that 
the Hodges proposal for financ­
ing the stale’s operations for the 
next two years by double taxa­
tion of income taxpayers will he 
accepted by default by a lacka­
daisical Legislature,

Income tax wlthhholding as a 
method of payment and collec­
tion of income taxes has some 
merit. The federal government 
uses this method, taking tt.s tax 
cut from the salaries of wage 
earners at the source, the em­
ployer having the responslbllUy 
for making the deductions and 
serving as tax collector, bank­
er and bookkeeper for the gov­
ernment. The taxpayer makes 
hla payment on the installment 
plan and Is saved the pain of 
one big payment at year end It 
might be that those wage earners 
whose Incomes are large enough 
to have to pay slate income tax­
es W'ould like this installment plan 
ot paying. On the other -hand, 
t h e  burdened bualnessman cer­
tainly wants to have no more 
tax collecting and bookkeeping 
chorea thrust upon him by the

state government. He has more 
than enough problems with re- 
porU, red tape, bookkeeping for 
the government as It is now.

But the thing of it is, it is just 
not good business; It is not good 
financing; it is not good legU- 
lating. It is bowing to fiscal ex­
pediency. For the purpose of this 
tax withholding Is not the adop­
tion of a meUiod of paying in- 
cotne taxes that w'lll be an im­
provement over the present 
lump-sum method It is for the 
p-uri)0»e of balancing a current 
budget through double taxatlcm. 
It is a subterfuge and a delu­
sion. It is the .«same sort of un­
sound financing of current ex­
pense for the state as It would 
be for an individual to fall for 
the Une of the loan shark and 
borrow at usurious rates of in- 
tcre.st money to pay for current 
improvidence tmt of future earn­
ings. if any.

Let us have income tax with­
holding. if the General Assembly 
honestly believes It to be an 
improved .system of tax collec­
tion and payment. But also let 
us have sound and honest fin­
ancing of current expenses. Ex­
tra revenues brought to the 
state by double tax coUectlons of 
income taxes through withhold­
ing should be devoted to perma­
nent Improvements or put into 
the till to spend during the per­
iod when the taxes would nor­
mally be due. They should not 
be used for the convenience of 
an administration and a General 
Assembly, anxious to get out of 
the Raleigh heat — and as the 
Greenville Dally Reflector puts 
it. “willing to appropriate, spend 
and be popular . 
someone el.»e have 
achea In 1961.”

this nu'rchant. He felt no anxie­
ty when others in the neighhtir- 
hood modernised their stores, 
broadened ihelr lints, updated 
their Styles, increased the size 
and quality of their advertising.

WASHINGTON (AP)—Top offi­
cial* laughed off today rumors the 
Soviet Union might jolt Western 
trading countries by suddenly an­
nouncing a "gold ruble,”

Such rumors have been flying 
through European money m ar­
kets.

Most versions of the rumor say 
the Kremlin soon will decree that 
rubles—now artificially pegged at 
four to the dollar—will become 
freely convertible into gold on de­
mand, at least in the satellite em­
pire.

The Ü.S.S.R. has a big horde of 
nine billion dollars In gold which 
could meet any run on gold which 
might develop, according to these 
report*.

The Soviet move would be part 
of a carefully calculated Kremlin 
drive, these rumors allege, to cre­
ate a ruble bloc as a rival to the 
dollar bloc and the sterling bloc

the Soviet Union is seriously con­
templating any such drajstlc man­
euver.

Several officials expre.ssed the 
opinion any step to m ake rubles 
convertible Into gold would be fl-l 
nanclally disastrous for Moscow, i 

The Soviet Union has never dis-l 
closed how much gold it has 
stored in its bank vaults. Nor has 
it ever revealed how much gold 
it mines annually,

But American experts said it Is 
very likely the U.S.8.R. has less 
than half of the nlne-billion-dollar 
cache it Is rumored to possess.

The American plane continued 
on course and reached Tokyo 
ahead of schedule- Its 46 passen­
gers were asleep and apparently 
unaware of the incident- 

A Kmthwest spokesman said 
the mystery planes appeared 
when airliner was some 200 
miles southeast of the Soviet 
Union’s Kamchatka Peninsula, at 
50 degrees 50 minutes north lati­
tude, 162 degrees 55 minutes east 
longitude, wkl in the center of the 
busy commercial air lane used by 
five Ü-8-, Canadian and European 
compaaies.

Sibwian-based Soviet Jets have 
recenüy bfen reportísi mtfoUng 
the region of the great circle air- 
lane between Japan and Alaska.

An airUne spokesman said from 
vapor trails and apecks in the 
dawn sky, it was aasumed two or 
three Jets were involved. Tlw 
planes dropped two llsres, pre- 
tumaUy to identify the American 
craft.

Revenue Action 
Slated Tuesday

RALEIGH (AP) — Legislative 
floor action on tíie state revenue 
bill wÜI come first in the House, 
probably next Tuesday.

Finance Committee, announced 
that the pasate version of Identi­
cal House revenue bills will be al­
lowed to die.

BONN, Germany (A P)—We had 

waited for the phone call for a  
long time* It cam e around 8 
o'clock on June §. A sergeant 
picked up the receiver. He list­
ened for a while, then turned to  
us and said, “ They have landed.”  

That was D-Day, 15 years ago- 
I was a lieutenant stationed 

with a Germaua arm y mobile artil- 
h r y  unit at Avranches, 80 miles 
f:om the main Allied beachhead 
at Cherbourg on the Normandy 
coast of Prance^

I didn’t see what happened a t  
Cherbourg that m orning, for we 
were m arshaling the curious m ix­
ture of youthful veterans of the

f Russian frtmt and the kids and 
old men hastily recruited for the 
defense (d the Atlantic Wall.

We m arched for two days until 
we r e a c i a  the Ome R iver near 
Caen and there we ran  into the 
powerful barrages of the Allied 

I naval vessels that lay offshore.
I We were an exhausted, defeated 
bunch, the m en of Artlltery Unit 
1154. We knew we had lost the 
w ar, but there was nothing to do 
but flght it out. To us it did not 
aj)pear honorable to su rrender

I  rem em ber stándiiui am ong the 
batteries of inferior Italian  long- 
range guns and Russian m ateria l 
confiscated on the E astern  front 
and listening to  our staff chief.

“ Maybe they’ll sm ash our artU- 
lery in a hurry  and we’ll ge t new 
stuff,” he observed laconically

Another artillery (¿fleer, a  m an 
with whom 1 had m ade the long 
retreat, from  the heart of Russia, 
had this cjmical observation: "We 
might as weU s ta rt the counter­
attack. Then we can re tre a t fast­
e r ."

ST. LOUIS fAP) — E rlester 
W estmoreland was on tria l in c ir­
cuit court on a charge of operating 
a motor vehicle without consent of 
the owner.

The state , trying for a  conviction 
under Missouri’s H abitual Crim i­
nal Act which would have made a 
lite sentence m andatory, describ­
ed his five previous felony convic­
tions.

But the jury, m isunderstanding 
instructions of Judge Jo ’m C. C a- 
«ey, acquitted him of th e  motor ve­
hicle charge and convicted him of 
the five crim es of winch he p re­
viously had been convicted.

W estmoreland went free.

I t ’s difficult to rem em ber what 
I thought and felt then. I was 
tired , worn out from four years 
in Russia and from trying to train  
our inexperienced replacem ents. 
Normandy was a long way from 
Berlin where I  had been studying 
philosophy a t the university when 
the war began.

Prom  the middle of May I had 
been adjutant to the com m ander 
of Artillery Unit 1154 in Av­
ranches. I was moved there with 
our other officers from the E ast­
ern front.

Our men were mostly young­
ste rs  and old men who had held 
staff jobs in Berlin. They were 
inexperienced and unable to cope 
with the Superior weapons and 
m anpower of the enemy.

We were not a t all surprised  
tha t the Allies struck a t Cher­
bourg. The coastal area of Nor­
m andy was the most vulnerable 

‘region in the Atlantic Wall whose

defenses had been idanned by 
Pield M arshals R om m el and Von 
Rundstedt.

Our m ain forces lay  60 miles 
from the coast and  we had to 
rush m en to the beaches to com­
bat th e  A m ericans, British add 
Canadians who sU m ned ashore.

P rom  the first it w as clear tha t 
the Allies had a ir  superiority, 
more than the R ussiaas had man­
aged in the E ast. And the naval 
artillery  on the Allied ships had 
grea ter range than  our big guns. 
They cotild hit us whito our shells 
fell fa r  short.

N ever during the w ar. including 
the dism al days in Russia, did 1 
find the morale of our troops as 
low as it was in th e  f tr i t days of 
the Allied invasion.

1 rem em ber talking to cmr staff 
chief in those firs t invasion days 
and hearing him sa y  with a de­
featist grin: “ Let’s  tak e  a Messer- 
schm ltt and go off to  Spain-’’

On Ju ly  20. 1944, the plot to as­
sassinate HiUer took place and 
failed. Word got around fast and 
we felt then that the  w ar would 
last until we were driven back into 
G erm any.

In the 
ru ra l area where Mrs. Brinker 
lives, there are  no garbage collec­
tions- She used lom e of the fami­
ly garbage in the box in the cellar 
where she instalied the worms, 
and they thrived on 11.

“ Some of the neighbors told me 
I was crazy when I began raising 
w orm s," the 51-year-old house-wlfe 
recalls. But she had the last 
laugh.

She soon dtecovered that worms 
multiply rapidly, and youngsters

and sporting goods stores began 
asking for auppUea. Without even 
trying. Mrs. B rinker was in busi­
ness.

Unprotected cement - containing matcrialB, auch aa concrete, mor­tar joista and other similar build­ing products, can spell trouble under o ^ ^ in  conditions.Water working Its way through exterior masonry, for instance, can damage the inside of a building, ruin plaster and woodwork and rust structural steel. In addition, the water can spoil the appearance of protected masonry by leach­ing out soluble salts and causing unsightly efflorescence, which shows up in the form of a white surface coating. Excessive damp­ness also can further the growth of mildew.The paint Industry has developed a number of products which will effectively protect concrete from the assaults of the weather and which will decorate it with any desired color to hide the effects of age and previous damage.Newest of these are the ex- teriM* latex, or water-thinned paints, which are immune to the alkali contained in cement prod­ucts, deluding stucco, concrete and cinder block. In addition to their familiar quick-drying properties, another advantage of these latex paints is thatt hey can be applied over either dry or wet surfaces. While they prevent water from en­tering, they permit moisture vapor from within to eaeape without blis- terlsg the paint.Aleo relatively new in the field of ooeAbags for concrete are the traasperent silleone paints which are seed when it is desirable to k e ^  ttm natural appearance of bride and other masonry unchang­ed. They pw^rm their protective funeláon by lining the capillary pcoee of masonry and completely elimlnadng the absorption of wat­er. They can be used only over bare surfaces and it is advised that roegh cinder blocks receive a cost of eement-btsed paint before sllieoiiee are applied.Portland cement paints have been used successfully for a num­ber of years to coat masonry sur- faoss. These paints come in white and a variety of colors and ac- tuaUr penetrate the masonry, bond with 11 and become an Integral part of Bw surface. They are mix­ed with water just before use. The walls or other surfaces must be thoroughly wet while the cement paint is being applied in one or mors heavy coats with s  stiff bris­tle brush. The finished job should be ksiH dorap for several days so that the cement will have a chsnoe to cure. Portland cement

paints can be used only over bare masonry or over previous coats of the same type of paint.
Excellent masonry paints are made from s3mthetlc rubber and chlorinated rubber solutions. They are solvent-thinned, not water-thin­ned. They have outstanding resis­tance to chemical and corrosive fumes as well as to water. Swim- niing pool paints usually are of Uiis type. There also are oil-based mas­onry paints that have given good service on aged, thoroughly dry masonry surfaces that are free of alkali.
Surface preparation of concrete usually consists merely in remov­ing dii^ and dust by vigorous brush­ing or scrubbing with plain water. Solvent wiping wlU remove grease. Brand new concrete should be washed with diluted muriatic acid or a zinc sulphate solution to neu­tralize any surface alkali. Wear rubber gloves and protective gog­gles when working with this acid. Previously - painted surfaces , in good condition usually require only the removal of dirt and grease. Loose or peeling paint should be lemoved, as should chalking.

BOISE, Idtbo (AP)-^Rangeland 
disputes, irhich provoked gun- 
fights in pioneer days, again are 
stirring Western ranchers.

In the past trouble stemmed 
from arguments between Individ­
ual stockmen over range owner­
ship and usage. Now the argu­
ments involve ranchers and /ed- 
eral agencies.

The issue today is how many 
sheep and cattle will be permitted 
to graze on vast tracts of land 
which the federal government 
leases to ranchers.

When Dave Little took over his 
father's sprawling southwestern 
Idaho livestock operation in 1942, 
he grazed sheep on 18,006 acres 
of the Boise National Forest,

This year, the Forest Service 
announced it is cutting his allot­
ment to 1.050 acres because the 
land is being overgrazed.

“That puts me out of the sheep 
business," Little told a reporter.

The Emmett, Idaho, rancher ia 
one of many stockmen who are 
up in arms about recent cuts in 
grazing allotments by the Forest 
iiervice and the Bureau of Land 
Management iBLML ^

The federal agencies say the 
cuts are necessary for proper use 
of the land.

"Certainly grazing is a desirable 
thing, but we can’t let one use 
destroy another," says Howard E. 
Ahlskog, supervisor of the Boise 
National Forest.

The Forest Service recognizes

five luea of the forests — water, 
timber, grazing, recreation and 
wildlife. Stockmen say grazing Is 
getting short shift from the Fin­
est Service and ia some cases 
from the BLM.

Reporter John Corlett of the 
Idaho Statesman looked into the 
matter.

Corlctt’a conclusion: “ Either
the Forest Service and BLM have 
failed in their duty in adjudicating 
the range in the last years or 
the cuts are too severe."

“ We have been overoptimlstic 
about what we could do with the 
range." concedes Don Seaman, 
forester in charge of grazing on 
the Boise forest. "We were a Uttle 
too slow. There were things we 
didn't know."

Under a 1918 law the Treasury I 
cannot pay more than 4V* perj 
cent on boiids of more than five-| 
year maturity.

Despite the greater security of 
U.S. bonds, the Treasury says it 
can’t sell long term bonds in the 
present market at less than 4Mt 
per cent because investors can

get more than that on private 
forms of long term debt and ig­
nore the greater rtsks.

Yields on sUte and local issues 
— the tax exempts — have risen 
to a point where they also com­
pete with federal securities.

So the Treasury would like au­
thority to put out long term bonds 
at a rate high enough to attract 
Investment Institutions — insur­
ance companies, savings banks, 
pension and trust funds.

It also would like to sweeten 
the returns on U-S. savings bonds 
to lure individual savers back into 
the fold. There are now 50,3 bU- 
lion dollars of these outstanding. 
But this is down 1.4 billion doF 
lars in a year—largely because 
they pay only 3*4 per cent.

If the Treasury could seU more 
long-term bonds to investors and 
more U.S. savings bonds to in­
dividuals, it would tend to damp­
en the fires of inflation, since such 
money wouldn’t be breeding new 
credit, as short-term Treasury 
bills do. The latter tend to end 
up as deposits in banks, avail­
able for lending.

But if the Treasury Is allowed 
to pay higher interest—and if it

gets the higher debt 
wants—the cost of 
national debt would . ^ 
ready over eight bORoR 
year.
